Religious Restltule in the Eternal City.Pro-
purutiou Tor the Ecumenical Council.1The
Pope's .Monumental Memorial to the Counril
of 18K9.Peeling Over the Recent Execu¬
tion*.

Romk, Dec. 8, 1888.
Teetorday afternoon tielng the eve of the festival

of the immaculate Conception, his Holiness re¬
paired with his customary state to the Church of the
Holy Apostles to attend vespers, and this morning
was present at the grand service in the Stxtine
cliaiiel In honor of the Holy Virgin, "sine lat# con-

Malaga ta not ono of the prettiest ami most stir¬
ring of the commcrciul cities of Spain. It has a cur¬
tain Interest for more Americans than any other
place In this country, because It sends to the United
States the raisins without which Thanksgiving pud¬
dings and Christmas mince pies and even New
Year's cakes would be stale, flat and unprutltuble.
flow dreary would be our holidays without the
toothsome and Indigestible raisin! Where would
the American youth Hud his future con¬
solation in the absence of the dried fruit
of Malaga? By its fruit alone should Malaga
be Judged, because In little else has it claims on the
attentlou of the world. 1 have said it is not the
prettiest city In Spain, but if one views It from the
blue Mediterranean or from the lofty summits of the
mountains that surround it on almost every side it
presents some features of beauty. One day or
other in the distant post there must have been a
fine bay here frequented by Roman or ('arthagenlan
traders and alive with the quaint craft of those early
days. But the shore has rapidly encroached upon
the sea, and In the memory of men now living where
the beautiful Alameda Is the waves of the
Mediterranean flowed and small craft rode
at anchor. The old Moorish citadel, now coo yards
from the beach and well in the town, was once en¬
tered by vessels of small size, which sailed through
its elegant portal and unloaded their cargoes within
its walls. As It is there Is bnt a little harbor left,
protected by means of a small mole, behind which
ships lie tolerably secure, moored stem and stern.
The city fronts the sea, and beyond the huge cathe¬
dral tliut lias come down from the middle ages there
Is little striking in It in the public buildings. On the
lofty heights behind the town are the old Moorish
fortifications, picturesque und lmposiug, with their
towers and curtains and battlements, which are now
lielng torn down, domineering over the place.
Through tfi© cltv flows a mountain torrent,
at times an Irresistible and swift-flowing stream,
sweeping everything before It, but generally a pretty
brook, scarce!r large enough to furnish wutcr for the
washerwomen who seem to inhabit its rockv bed.
In the short valley through which it comes from the
mountain arc the summer houses of the Malagunus
and the most dellghtMil gardens of iSpain in the
summer.
At present there Is no excitement In Malaga ex-

cept on the subject of raisins and politics. The sea¬
son for tiio former has about passed, und people will
la-gin to pay more atteuiioii to the latter, as Its sea-
son has liuriH.v begun In real cat nest. The peoplecannot complain of the present fruit season. It lias
been an extraordinary one. The fruit hns been
abundant, of good quality and flavor and the drying
season has la-en all that could be desired.
The crop la mostly gathered and packed and alreadyshipped. Over 1,700.0(10 boxes of raisins have thus
lar been sent to the United .states, and two or ti rue
ships will probably And cargoes yet. Amerl a alone
consumes over two-thirds of all the raisins growuIn this province the balance goes to every part of
the globe. England lake- all the No. 1 fru.t, and

rally. Tthey are picked before they are fully ripe and
are dried on the ground by the sun alone.
The raisins from Valencia aipl Tarragona and in

the eastern provinces arc cured by dipping incui first
(u a strotiu Ive. winch shrinks them up, and after¬
wards dried either by the sun or artithial h'-at.
These are never packed In layers, aud are iinflt for
any other than cooking pcrposes. When the process
ol drying the Malaga grapes is computed tbev arc
laid between boards ami pressed in layers. After
this they are inspected and ilie decayed or worthless
raisins cut out, but this process is again repeated by

, the houses that purchase iliem for shipment, be¬
cause the producers are careless, and, moreover, arc
not slow to sell bad fruit with the good. When tills
process is completed the producers pack them in plainboxes, put them on the mule's hack and send them
to town, when they arc unpacked, aorted'pniDed,
repacked with new and fresh paper, labelled wiih
the sellers' murks und sent to foreign ports. The
great houses have no vineyards of iheir own, but
buy where they (on. The reputation of house- rests
entirely on the can- they take in preparing the fruit
for packing. As the season is short Malaga Is
rather lively when the crop begins to come til.

place 1 lie old order of thing*. They are cunningenough, these fellows, and may succeed while the
musses remain ignorant.

dreadful to contemplate. 1 hope some good may
come out of it. lmt we must expect a terrible trial.
There have been a good many outrage* committed

here b.v he num. Men's houses have been broken
into, robbed and the owners taken out to be hung,
because they would not consent to pay increased
rates of wages to workmen. The presence of troops
alone saved many lives, and if they should leave
Malaga would be taken possession of b.v the rab¬
ble. In consequence 01 the insecurity of lite and
property many of the wealthiest hous es in the city
are preparing to close their affairs ami go elsewhere
to engage 111 business where there is safety. The
future looks gloomy enough for Malaga unless the
people will learn that their newly acquired freedom
does not mean license. It Is 10 be imped that they
will gain the required kuowledge without suffering
any barm.

In Malaga, a* in all the cities of Spado,
the muitcipallty is giving work to the
unemployed at decent rate* of wages. The
men ure employed in tearing down convents,
churches, and the great arsenal, which was onoe
the Moorish citadel. The latter was famous for its
exquisite arch, iu the horse shoe shape, which is to
be sent to Madrid. The building was immense and
constructed iu the most substantial and elegant
manner, as are all the Moorish cdlliccs. It was a
great pity to destroy this monument of Arabic skill
and taste; but its strength and position made It of-
tensive to the people, becau-e in the hands of the
soldiers it was a constant menace to the town. For
the same reason the ancient Moorish formications
on the hill are demolished for the most part. ?
couple of convents and some churches arc being
pulled down, and they all give labor to a large num¬
ber of lucu. la some respects these municipal
works are well enough as affording mean*
of livelihood to the working classes, but
lu so far as they have drawn Irom the agri¬
cultural districts large numbers of persons
who have work there, they have been prejudicial to
the general good. An immense quantity of l'ruit,
aud olives especially, has been lost because no
labor could be obtuined to gather It. as everybody.
In his new liberty, had rushed Into the city to make
his fortune at once. This in turn reacts on the
towns, which are borrowing money to keep these
fellows at work and quiet. The economical situa¬
tion i* bad, and becoming worse dally. Bankruptcy
or a conflict stands at the end of the path. It is a
sad alternative, but one that cannot be evaded. The
work done bv these meu Is a mere Action. They
feel ttiat they are laboring for the people
and they will not bear any pressure. The
flash or an Albectte blade is the answer
they give to a foreman who threatens to discharge
them If they do not work with more spirit, and that
display generally ends the question. It may be safely
said iliat three Spanish workmeu on ihe public
works do not perform the ordinary labor of one in¬
dustrious man elsewhere. They carry off the rub¬
bish in little baskets holding a peck or more, and,
alter dumping it out with great deliberation, chat
with their hard-working companions, meanwhile
calmly taking out their tobacco pouch and little
book of cigarette paper, and carefully manufactur¬
ing a cigarette, on which they puff with adelicloue
air or studied ease and repose. They are never in .
hurry to return to the heap of ruins to again All their
baskets, and during their absence the energetic fel¬
lows, who so leisurely wield the pick, or immense
hoe, which they use a* a shovel, And lime to light their
cigarettes and compose themselves lor a smoke.
More than one-half of the time is consumed in tills
elegant amusement, and the balance is ubont equally
divided in making cigarette* and attending to the
superfluous labor, for which the city pays them
thirty ccuts a day. It requires an Interminable scries
of loans to keep the peace 111 large cities, aQd the
lenders are growing chary of their advances. They
will decline to lend after a while and then public
works stop, aud the cigarette makers will be pulling
up the pavements, more energetically, I fear, for
barricades. Co.iu.-i <tr KspaAn are queer enough to
outside barbarians, ami there Is lit lc use in attempt¬
ing to expla'lu any of them. Spain and Spaniards
are unique, and ordinary rules win not apply. Ono
can only await results u* they may appear, aud real
content with thai.

public expenditure from the public. The British
government, with an area of expenditure encirclingthe glol»e, publishes quarterly accounts; and the
Tuned states, with a territory as extensive as all
the empires on the continent of Kuropc put together,publishes'*niouthly uccouuis of its treasury opera¬tions.
During King Otho's reign the Senate and Die House

of P.epreserrtntlvcs allowed years to puss without
demanding any accounts from ministers, and Hie
financial habit* of King George's government,
though greatly Improved, are lar from being suffi¬
ciently regular to be under tho proper control of
public opinion. The revenue accounts of lsar were
not published until near the close of lsog. The re¬
ceipt* amounted to ahout £1,040,000 sterling and the
expenditures to at least £1,200,000, leaving a deficit
of ciso.ooo, or upwards of Iwelvo per cent on the
whole revenue. An attempt was made to cover the
ordinary expenditure hy the Imposition of now
taxi *, hut tho attempt had proved unsuccessful.
Mad the expenditure of 1*07 and 1868 been main
tallied on the same scale as that of 1H06 the
object would have been uttalued. Tho year
jsrts presents an alarming deficit, caused ny the
aggressive policy adopted hy Kouinoiindouros and
persisted In by Huicares.
