The Revolution in Coba=Ahe Mesurgents Cone
templnte Libernting the Slaves—=Operutious
in the Centrai Dopartment—Local News in
Havann.

HAVANA, Dec. 28, 1808,

The steaniship Moctesuma arrived here from Nue-
vitas at au early hour on the morning of the 21st,
having left on the afternoon of the 19th. She brings
the Lieutenant Colomel of the regtment “Espana,’
with the officers, sergesats and corporals, in order
to form & new battalion with the reinfurcements ar-
nving from Spain.

VYaimaseda arrived there on his return from lis
vimt to Havans on the 17th, snd immediately set
aboul measures for a vigorous campuign, A letter
©f the 19th says;—“There are many troops here, and
they are beginning to move, One column proceeds
agninst Sibavecoh, where the insurgents of this dis-
tnet are concentrated, Anotler, by a diferant
route, will join this, and the united force of over 4,000
men, with ten pieces of artillery, wiil proceed against
Hayamo,"

Your correspendent writing nnder the same date,
Bays:—“On Velmaseda's arrival movements begun
‘which sbow his intention 1o make a vigorous cam-
palgn.’

My lest was dated the 11th. On the 12th I learned
that & meeting of the principal insurgents was
taking place at Sihanecou to take into consideration
the guestion of the slaves, The authorities here are
Pproceeding in such a way that all order om the
estates 18 fagt slipping away, and for this reason the
insargents think they had better *take the bull by
the horns” at once. 1 have not heard the result of
the junts, but it I3 whispered that emancipation will
be decreed. Something must be done, as & com-
piete demoralization exists among the negroes on
the sugar estates near here, and among the Chinese
laborers also. Many of both classes are copinally
presenting themselves to the authorities, and if
#something is not,done shortly the estates will be left
withoat lnbor.

On the last mentioned date the steamer Barcelona
arrived here from Matanzas with a battalion of 700
men called ** Volunteers of Order,” but it was deci-
dedly a misnomer, for I never saw a more drunken,
disorderly set. Two hundred had been released from
the military prison on conditlon of volunteering;
Torty of them were made up of Austrians, (iermans,
French, English, Greek, and one American. Others
were of the clerks and shopkeepers of Matanzas,
who staté that they were misled and decelved hy
*stories told them of brigandage and other disorders,
which they eould easily put down. On the evening
of the 15th an Englishman named Willlam Nelson,
of 8t John, N. B, who had enlisted among tnese
volunteers, was shot by the guard at the bospital,
he not understanding Spanish, and S0 noi re-
Bponding to the challenge. He was struck above

the knee, causing an ugly fesh wound and
fracturing the bone. He was a sallor, had

ed sympathy aud support. ‘They were armed with
every variety of weapon and were mnerallf well
mounted,  ‘They destroy no property nor in any
way laterfere with the people, save in taking horses,
for which they give recelpta,

HAvANA, Dee, 26, 1508,

By way of Jamalea we have news from Aux Ciyes
to the 26th uit. Your correspondent, writing on that
date, says:—The new President, Domingue, has
just returned from an oMcial visit through the South.
He has been everywhere received with popular re-
Joicing, and the peasantry have listened with earnest-
ness to his proposala of peace. Everything was in
his favor, and even the “Plcos" In muny places were
disposed to rally round nis standard and join in the
new movewent, The love of plunder i8 very strong
among these, and they wiil join any side that would
afford them protection in foraging upon the stores
aud dwell ing houses of the wealthy.

The highway between Jeremle and Aux Cayes i8
free from depredating gangs, and oificers of the
revolutionary army pass freely and without meeting a
single enemy on the way. 1t would therefore appear
that in the interfor of the country the peasantry
have returned to agricultural pursuits,

General Domingne has ealled to his Connell of
State Mops. Bamean, Mons. Pradine, Mons, Listant,
General Monplasier Pierre and General Normiel, ail
of whom are men of acknowledged ability and gol-
sesd the confidence of the Haytlen people, he
gentlemen have resolved upon obtaining another
vessel of war, in order to challenge the Galatea,
which 1% now attacking the varions towns on the
coast that refuse 10 acknowledge the sothority of
Salnave. In order that all might feel an interest in
this work a subscription list his been opened for the
Pumhm money, and $12,000, gold, wis subseribed
na few hours. A commission has since proceeded
to the United States to make thie necessary purchase
and select an American crew.

Gireat excitement haa prevalled here of late in re-
gard to the present revolutionized condition of Cnba.
One of the principal papers of the capital considers
Cuba a8 the key to the Galf of Mexieo, and views the
demonstrations there with suspicion, and Imagines
it secs a large Yankee “nigger in the fence;" fears
that it may all result in anpnexation to the United
States: thut such an issue would be a misfortune for
Mexlco, and even hints that, with a view 10 aonex-
ing Cuba to Mexico, matertul ald from here would be
advisable, even though that aid came from the gov-
ernment ftself.

Demnnd for the Schooner De Hort—Imprison=
meat of the Freoch Consul=Military Move-
menls.

FORT AV PrINCE, Dec. 5, 1868,

The aetails of the release of the American schoon-
cr E. H. be Hart reached us a few days since. They
are as follows:—When the news of the amair reached
here it caused considerable sensation, and the British
war steamers Niobe and Dart and the French Des-
trees and Surcoul Immediately left to demand the
resat lon of the It Is proper to mention
here that the cargo of the Hart belonged o & French
merchant In St. Mare, and the Frenth commanders
were deiermined not to allow it o be sold as s
prize, as the blockade was pot regaried as effective.
On their arrival at Gopaives the commanders imme-
diately demanded the release of the American
captain (Low), the restoration of the vessel and pay-
ment for the cargo wold, with damages and an
apology for the lnsult, The General refused com-
pliance and asserted pablicly that e would prefer
1o sncrifice all forelgners rather than yield to these
peremptory demands, The commanders hereupon
invited the consuls and the forelgn suljects on board
thelr ships and gave General Chevalier twelve houre
to accede to their demands on penalty of seeing
the town lalkl in ashes. (‘aptain Marcus Lowther,
of her Britannic Majesty's steamer Dart, being the
sentor officer, was Lo take command ol the combined
feet in case of bombardment, and the vessels were
prepared for action.  General Chevaller became ter-
rifled at these preparations and secttly began mak-
(g arrangements to leave the town and fee to Port
au Prince In an open boat. The ulace, getting
knowiedge of this, surrounded hig house and de-
manded that he should acesde to the reguest of the
commanders, which be finally dul. Ciptain Lowtlher
then went on board of the schooner Hart and had
the American flag raised amid the Warty cheers of
the Hritlsh seamen.,
Captain Low came here on the French war
stonmer Surcoul and demanded §7.00 damnges for
his illegal | prlmnmrrm throvgh the ‘nited States
Minister, who Informed him that tothing wonld
cotae of it, a8 he coneidered him o blokude runner,
and the selgure and his arrest as legui; but the at-
titude of the British and French ofbers finally in-
dueed Lim to act,

The French Consul at 86 Marc wis imprisoned a
few days since for shipping $260,000, Haytien cur-
rency, of the old |=sue, for the purpos of purchns-
ing produee. The amount of money was selged,
and several letlers were found in hs possession
compromising a pamber of persons and causiog
thelr nrrest. ‘The Consul was released afler a few
hours' detention.

were simply misrepresentaliong, My lnformant is
an ofMcial conceded to be on the most intimate terms
with the President elect and possessing in a high
degree the confidence of the latter. The gentleman
to whom I allnde spent some hours with General
Grant yesterday at his headguarters, subsequently
dined with him and had a full and free conyersation
on public matters. 1do not violate any coafddence
in stating that when this gentleman called Gene-
ral Grant's attention to the recent quasi
ofticial publications and asked him If it was
true he had authorized or even peknowledged them
A8 correct expositions of his views he replied in the
negative, declaring that, though he had many con-
versations with public men recently, he had never
given utterances Lo the views attributed to him. Vist-
tors were constantly calling upon him and peppering
him with all sorts of questions on ticklish points,
such as lis poliey, &¢. He could not always bluntly
refuse an answer, but he lnvariably got away with
some evasive remarks, which he found afterwards
twisted and tortured in the newspapers, owing to
the anxiety of his curions politieal friends to
fasten him to  views favored by themselves,
A8 to expressing himself one way or the
other on  subjects coming under the exelu-
sive jurisdiction of Congress, he had too much dis-
Crenan to do anythiog of the Kind, After s (naugu-
ratlon his views would be known as cireumstances
called for thelr disclosure. My informant stiates that

Reform in the Legislative Approprintion Bill.

A8 this 18 ope of the
largest and most Important of the Appropriation
bills the committee are giving it particular attentlon,
with a view of making some Imporiant reforms in
the interests of economy. They have asceriained
that a large number of clerks in the several execu-
tive departments can be dispensed with without the
glightest detriment to the public service. The galaries
of these clerks will aonnt in the aggrogite to be
tween two and three hundred thongand dollurs per
annum, and the committee propose 1o sBave
this to the government by cutting down the
appropriation to that  extent. A curious fact
has  been discovered by the commitiee, which
illustrates the force of habit In passing appro prin-
tion mills without too much serutiny, [t appears
that when the propositon was mmle many years
ago to deposit the r ing of G Washington
In the Capitol, under the dome, A Man Was ap-
pointed to take churge of the place where they were
to be lald. Of course they were never pliced there;
but Iv seems that each successive Congress since
that time has regularly made an appropriation to
pay the man whose services wore never called into
requisition. The present Committee on Appropria-
tion will leave that item out of the bill thir year,

Another Leak in the Treasary Stopped.

At the lasl sesslon of Coagress, Mr. Els, of New
Piaxny from the ( @ on Printing, oered
and hnd pussed a resolution turning the printing of
specifications for the Patent Omee over to the Con-
gressional printer.  Before that it had been given
out to contractors, who made handsome sums out of
it ot the expense of the government. To show the
effect of the resolution, Mr. Ela has obtalned from
the Commissloner of Patents a statement showing
the cost of printing theee specifications under the
two systems, In November, 1867, when the matter
was given out by contract, it cost the Patent Office
over $9,600., During the same month thie year,
when the work 18 done at the government printing
omMce, It cost §5,422 The Commissioner of Patents
eatimates that it will be an average saving of abont
$75,000 n year to the government, which would
otherwise have gone into the pockets of contraciors,

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue has lssued
A special clroular concerning the repacking and re-
inspection of certain kinds of tobacco mow in bulkf
packages. Sectlon seventy-eight of the act of July
20, 1888, a8 amended by joint resolation December
23, 1808, provides that after the 15th of February.
1880, mo smoking or fine cut chewing tobacco or
anufl shall be gold or ofered for sale unless put up
in packages and stamped as required by sald act.
It 18 represented that notwith ding the extensi
of time many dealers will be put to great inconve-
nience and expense, unless they can be permitted
to repack the stovks on hand now In bulk packages
into packnges as required by law, under the super-
vision of the proper ofcers of the internal revenue,
In order to mrnish the rellef desired it is directed
that the repacking and reinspection of such Btocks
may be made under the following regulations, vig.:—

Any dealer in manufacturing tobacco who has
made a true and correct inventory of the same to 1he
assessor, a8 required by law, may apply to such ns-
sessor, and in the submisslon 1o bim of satisinctory
proof that the tobaceo which the dealer desires to
repack and have reinspected was properly inspected
under the former Inw, said§ agsessor may direct an
mspector of tobaeceo for the district to supervise the
repacking, The Inspector shall personally superyise
the repacking, and when the work is done he will
transceribe upon such case on enclosure the inspee-
tion marks and brands “fm" the original package,
and also mark “Repacked unaer my supervision,’
together with the date, State and district and his
own name and oMcial ttle, and immediately make a
detalled report to the assessor, showlug the number
of packages branded, kind and auantity 1p each, the
name of the person or firm for whom tlie reinspec-
tion was made, the number of original packages and
the original ingpection marks on each package, The
Inspector's fee will be paid by the dealer for whom
the work Is done,
