Since my last uie most important Item I hare to

communicate la the death of Itle Highness M. Reku-
anaoa. This venerable Hawaiian had held many
Important offices under the government and waa al¬

ways remarkable for decision of cb&racter pud
courteous treatinent of those with whom he was

thrown in contact, lie was the lathor of the late and
the p esent King, and was at the time of his death
Oouimander-ln-Chlef of tho Hawaiian forces. Born
In 17M, ab at the time of Vancouver's third visit to

these lslauds, ho wae an eye witness and an actor
In all the remarkable changes which have occurred
In the most Important period of Hawaiian history.
Be visited England in 1834

with his Ma¬
jesty Kamehaineua the second. He was the firm
and true friend of the Amerloan missionaries, and,
In lact, of Americans generally. He died on the

morning of the 34tU ol November, and was conse¬

quently at the time of his death nearly seventy-live
years of age. As soon as It was generally known
that he was dead many stores and public offices
Were closed and a number were draped with mourn¬

ing. Notioes were Issued that the body would be
laid in state at eleven A. M., and the mends,
officers of the government and representatives "of
foreign governments would be admitted to the palace
to pay the last tribute of respect. Many availed
themselves of toe opportunity, and doubtless many
more would have done so had the notioe read that
the public would be admitted, as was intended by
kls Majesty, lite flags of the vaimus consulates and
of the shipping were at half mast through the day,
and the United States steamer OBstjfce fired minute
fluas during the alternoon. No time has as yet been
fixed upon for the funeral ceremonies.

thing but a quarrel between the resident American
missionary and a majority or his church members as
to the ownership of a cborcbediuce. Coming from the
yen of the Attorney General It excited some little com¬
ment I A writer in the Uommercial A&verltser re¬
viewed the article and knocked the argument all to
pieoes. The facts of the case were that Kaona went
Into the district to sell Bibies, In company with an¬
other man's wife, as his mistress, she being knoWn
as a sorceress. After some little time he gained a
strong Influence over many of the missionary's con¬
gregation. perhaps a majority, and claimed the
right to use the church ednioe to hold meetings in.
which was of Oourse denied him, as he preached
anything but true religion.In lact, mixed dp sorcery
and idolatry In his exhortations, the case went
before the District Judge, a native, and ne came
Oowu to Honolulu to confer with the Ministry, and
upon his return to bawau summarily locked up the
ouurch anil took the key. The tfuprcn^e cmn-i
of the kingdom had already decided that those
Who maintained in faith and practice the
purity of the Church, as first established,
are entitled to its civil privileges and its property,however they may be tu the minority. Turned out
Of the ohuroh edifice Kaona aud his followers
Ot rnped upon a niece of land adjoining, and erected
sheds and huts and commenced a series of breeches
of law against the peace and safety of the com¬
munity. itiey lived In tiie community as vagrants*
practising medicine without a license and were guilty
Of nlo.atrous practices, for all of wulch they could
and should have been prosecuted, and possibly would
hevo been had they seceded from any other than an
American missionary's church, la time Kaona was
styled King and his mistress queen by their follow¬
ers, and it was understood among them that Kaona
would be the successor of bis present Majesty. Their
outrageous conmet at last exasperated the decent
members of the district, and lu order to oust them
from their quarters the land was leased by other par¬
ties, and it was the rasn and ill-advised attempt of the
deputy sheriir to serve them with warrants, for the
purpose of ultimately dispossessing them of the
laud, that brought on the disturbance and plaoedthem la open rebellion with the officers of the gov¬
ernment. As soon as the Ministers were aware of
the outbreak they oertaiuly took measures for putting
flown the rebellion. The writer in the CommeroiaX

Home
planters, with a due regard for economy, feed their
coolies liberally; and, doubtless, actuated by the
lame motive, house them deoeutly. In this in¬
stance.wlut hew much Justice 1 am not prepared to
¦ay.it Is said that they have been poorly fed and
boused, and for six months' services one of the
doolie* had not realized a fall month's par. The
Ministry are very diligent Ih prosecuting this case,
afi I verily believe for the purpose of leading foreign
ooiutu unities to think that cooties are not coolies.
At the saute tuue they are using every means to ob
tola the sanction of Ihe missionaries to bring
ButIves from the Sooth Hens for the pur¬
pose of colonizing (t). once here they will
be fttrmed oat on plantations, as have
been the followers of Ksona, the rebel, who ard
awaiting trial. It la believed that Individuals In the

foveroment are opposed to the whole oooUe system,
ut they have oof the moral courage to come out

and say so test Mug should array the planters against
them, ihe Ministry had rather that some other
party should oppuso the importation of OJOiiea,
unset preaching is a new feature In this city.

Noue Have yet fathomed
lie boundless resources, nor can we estimate tUe vast
linius'. rial capabilities of the uoo,000,000 of Chinamen,
'l'lie Kuropuua looks to Chiua aa to an auriferous re-
gion, tempting indeed, but approachable only by a
mazy ami Ulidcuit path, and where bia presence la
not courted, his energy la unappreciated, and his

eeiy tolerated. Thcuterpriae auarceiy tolerated. There are circum-
stances from wmch It might reasonably be In-,
leered (hut the buropouia or the nqxt generation
will regard cuius in a much more favorable
light, rue Chinese government professes a desire to
promote commercial Intercourse between tlist em¬
pire aud Uurope. nut we wish we could discover in
lis action a better tendency to abandon its old policy
01 isoiu-iou. We wistt we oould see obliterated the
innate Chinese hatred of the European, which naajuat
again been vented In an outrage upon iirltieh mission¬
aries, necessitating a demand for reparation by our
Minuter Uiat may revive the old antagonism, Just at
a time wiieu diplomacy Is at work to unite more
closely for purpos s of commerce that empire wan
me West. Cmna, however, lias in late years pro¬
gramed la a marvellous degree, in spite of- its re¬
strictive government. Us arbitrary exactions and un¬
equal laws, aud substantial evidence of this is lur-
n.s.ied in a scries of consmar reports which nave this
week issued from our Foreign umce.

1 ea production, which tortus to principal source of
trade in Coina, has been subjected to serious checks
and drawbacks. The recovery of the country from
uie depopulations caused by the Xaepings, it ts
thought, can be at best but gradual; ami doubts are
expressed whetner cuma will lor the next lew years
be able to supply the full wants 01 the tea-drinking
world, even supplemented as she is by Japan and
Imlia. other causes have also operated again*, this
trade; bat tne results of last year seem to be, on the
whom, a subject for congratulation. "The sad ex¬
perience of a long series of disastrous years," we
are tent, "Is beginning to bear fruit, and a healthy
reaction auparmiity awaits those who have survived
tnein except in so far that any great breakdown
of any important branch of our trade (such as the
tea trade undoubtedly is) affects indirectly the pros¬
perity of the wuoie people, the pubUo at home uas
benefited by tne ruinous competition turn uas ex¬
isted here; and It seems probable that, with better
times to the China merchant, will come higti
prices to the home consumer." The port
of jshangliae, which absorbs a great portion of Chi¬
nese trade, had imports and exports fn loS7 amount¬
ing to JU6,0ou,u0o, or about a million over those of
lso*. In imports tne principal feature has been the
continued expansion of the Northern trade. The
disposition and capacity of these provinces to take
off our manufactures, though tested, it is shown has
not been luliy proved. Large and satisfactory us tne
trade has been, it must have been conducted by the
Chinese purchasers under the disadvantages of Inse¬
curity of transport lrom the operations 01 civil war
ami exactions from the combatants on both sides,
"if the trade lias reached lta present point under
this state or things," Mr. Consul Winchester asks,
"what would it not have attained had the country
enjoyed tranquillity under a strong and regular gov¬
ernment r But, mas l from the banks ol the Vang-
tsse, opposite Clnnkiang, to the wads of Tien-tsio,
the hordes of the Nien-iel have roamed at will, in
spite of tne lU-dlreoted efforts of the Imperial chiefs."
canton maintained ica trading activity even througu

the late period of meroantUe depression. In quanti¬
ties its exports and Imports in 1807 were in excess
of tne preceding year, tuough la value they declined
from £8,6i)0,uoo to £7,&ou,ooo. "No city in tne em¬
pire," remark* Mr. consul Kobertson. "shows such
signs of material prosperity as that of Canton. The
streets and river are crowded with a busy popula¬tion, the shops are large and well filled, and the
people robust, Intelligent and industrious.a sure tn-
dicauon of being well to do. The fact Is, the British
colony Of Hong Kong, some six or seven hours dis¬
tant, apa wits which there is a dally steam com¬
munication, Is the headquarters of the trade of this
port, and to obtain a true estimate o^, it one
must know What is bought and sold there.
a matter of impossibility." The import trade
appears to have passed Into Chinese hands,
the goods being now purchased at Hong
Kong instead ol canton. But the foreign merchant
lias Had tue advantage In the export trade, tne
Chinese not being sudlclently advanced to monopo¬
lize this branch or foreign commerce, although
symptoms of a chauge of system are said to be not
wanting.
The port of Nlngpo has made rapid strides In

trade, thus asserting what is believed to bo Its
natural right to become the tea depot of the province
of Chektang. This province, with its thirty millions
of population, is believed to be one of the Hottest in
China, it is therefore gratifying to And that it is
"in tne enjoyment of profound tranquility, and tuat
there is apparently no reason to apprehend any in
terrupuou to tne present promising prospect* of the
government and people alike." At Coinklang,
we are told also, indications of general prosperity
are everywhere apparent; well built nougs are
springing up dally between the city aud tuo con¬
cession, while visible Blgns of Improvement are
going on in the City and suburbs, all showing an in¬
crease of prosperity scarcely to be hoped for so soon.
But at Klu-Kiaugtoe prospects are less encouraging,
the maintenance of the trade catried on by
foreigner* being entireljr dependent on the opening
of the t'oyang Lake to small steamers. The port or
Poo-Chow exported last year 7a,250,000 pounds of
tea against 02,500,000 in I80*, notwithstanding that
merchants acted with extreme caution in their
dealings. The causes of the continual losses during
late years arc In a great measure ascribed to the
thorough revolution which the tea trade hue
been passing through. Tho teas used to be
carefully prepared by the Obinese growers,
and sent forward to Canion, where they re¬
mained till It suited the convenience of foreigners
to purchase them. Now the foreign merchants
are nearer the producing districts; the teas are
picked, hurriedly prepared and shipped oiT in the
oourse of a tew weeks.often a few days, dfter their
arrival from the oountry. The idea 01 merchants
and consumers that the nearer to the place of pro¬
duction the oheaper the produce la now seen to be a
fallacy. Mr. Consul Sinclair mentions as an evil to
be deplored In the trade, as conducted in the Chinese
ports, "the rush and aridity of our merchants to
nave the llrtt selection of the teas and to be the first
to ship them off to Europe. This competition one
against the other has the Inevitable consequence of
raising the market prices and of lessening their
profit*. if they would only, after the faslilou of the
shrewd Chinese, combine and be less impatient,
there is no doubt whatever that they would obtain
the same, and perhaps better teas at very much
cheaper rates than now." »
The commerce of Tien-tsln experienced a serloue

decline laet yoar.from over £S,doa,ooo to :.o,uo>,0o i
sterling value. This la attributed, flrst, to the un¬
paralleled drought which prevailed all over North
China in the drat half of 1M7, ami secondly, to the
disturbed state of the Northern provinces during ins
latter psrt of the year. As regards Hankow, Mr.
Consul Medhurst believes there Is every reason to be
satisfied with the progress and pr wpecls of tbs
port. The tea trade is la a more promising condition
than has beeft known for years past, sod were Is
little fear that at the approaching tea season the
ruinous prices will prevail which, a short time past,
brought disaster on so tntay speculators. Foreign
goods and manuiaotarea continue to bo tield In ap¬
preciation by the Chinese, and the central po¬
sition of tne port and the facilities it pos¬
sesses for cbmmnmcatfon with all parts of China
must In tune, It la urged, render Hankow the great
mart whence all foreign goods are conveyed to tne
Interior ami distant porta of the empire.
The Chinese government, feeble and latum alter

as It is, has given some evidences of its a xaKeniag
to ita own necessities. It has Just established an ar¬
senal at Tten-tsln, Which U expects will supply the
whole of the empire wltu gunpowder. At Foo-uhow
the Chinese naval dockyard and shipbuilding eotab-
liahments have progressed with astonishing rapidity;
It is estimated that as tbs end of the year isas they
Will be able to turn out four steam transports peratfmtm. The Chinese government has, says Mr.
Consul Minelatr. "expressed itself satisfied with the
progress already made, and does not seem to grudge
the outlay for schools of deaign. French ana Eng¬
lish schooisfor those laugsagesare in full operation,
the naval instruction beiug given In the English and
the engineering department in jhe French language,
on the Whole U is an experiment which maypossl-
bty mcookIi1*

Hut what are the evils demanding immediate
remedy noted lu the eleven wBMW reports under
review f A few typtoai instance* will suince. Toe
prohibitive nuu-trealy measures taken by the Chi¬
nese authorities of ttio province in which.Hbanglnte
lies against the transport of exports In foreign ves¬
sels to that port have been maintained in full force.
These should be abolisho I, as they are manifestly
opposed to the spirit of the Tlen-tsm treaty, in every
part or the empire, bo *ei or, there appears to be aq
absence of anything like an efficient administration
of justice. "When a native indebted to a foreigner
shirk* hu obligation," remarks Mr. Consul liugnes,
"no means exist of enfori tag a prompt settlement.
The creditor, unable to extreme the moral pressure
of custom or public opinion, so powerful with natives,
I* forced to apply tt sis Omaai, who rarer* tne oaae
to the local authorities, rue uiandartua are averse
to Mm presence of lorelgnera In their courts, and
either hear a case n pact* or ignore the foreigner,
and endeavor to set up the compradors of the latter
as tin: real plaintiff, if the aetive defendant prove*
obstinate, and happens to possess money or in¬
fluential mends, the settlement of e case within .
reasonable time Is simply Impossible." The Interests
of foreigners ought no longer to be prejudiced by the
partiality of the mandarins. The consul at Huangtiae
cites a carious system of the perverse tlscei arrange¬
ments of the Chinese still existing. The viceroy
of Chekinng has been permitted to enrich himself
by imposing a prohibition tax on the transit of
tea throiign Hang-cuow, and deflecting the carriage
entirely to Ntugpo, to reach which pert no less
Man three shipments are necessary, thence It M
brought by foreign steam* lb Hhaoghae, having
previously para uie whole export duty m ffldgpo, m
the province of Cbsktaug, in his own Vicerovshlp.
The custom house syatem Is, moreover, inimical to
the foreign merchant at all the Chinese ports, sad
the extraordinary power* exercised In tue ooudeca-
tlon of goods Is a snujtmt at great complaint. Thd
Chinese government may mistakenly expect to proilt
from a protective policy; bat it will assuredly suite#
trout vexatious luturlerenccs with fbrnigu trade'
China has become absolutely Indispensable to Un<
rope. The empire must, therefore, continue to pro¬
gress. Hut ere It can start upon as nnoheoaed
course of ilcveiopuiiuit, China must be opened ad
free to the enterprise ot the Weatern nations ad
Europe la now to the Chutes*.

A Glaan at the Political Aapeut of the J»»a

eae Entire.

MuThe attalumeut of his majority by his Majesty the
Mikado Is an event whlou should induce serious re-
consideration of their position by those Ministers of
foreign treaty Powers who have not yet recognized
li 1 in as the legitimate and sole sovereign of Japan.
Their conduct hith rto, their procjaimed neutrality
ami evident wMiugness to recognize aay de /octo
government anywhere, have tacitly approved the
resistance to Ills authority and have given distinct
encouragement to the rebels In arms against It.
llad tne policy of the foreign representative!
been uniform, and had all his colleagues, so far
as was possible to tueni, followed tne ex¬
ample of Sir Harry 1'arkea, the Imperial power
woald by this time have boon supreme in
Japau and peace restored to the country. The teuor
or our latest luteiligeaoe Justifies lis 111 ttio belief that
this consummation will be reached in the course of a
few months at most; but It might nave been attained
before, apd for this delay and the consequent de¬
pression of trade throughout the year toe^e Ministers
are mainly responsible. It la to be hoped that they
will uo longer persevere in their obstructive policy.The httpgoouato is abolisued, the Tokugawa family
Is disunited uuil powerless, Its chief and the nrinci-
pal men of the clan have rully submitted, Jeudo is
secure in the hands of the Imperial oilicers, Ne-e-gata
Is taken and we uow near or the capture of Aidsu's
capital. Kchigo, Seudal and Bhoual, powerful
princes as timy are, cuunot stand against the whole
force of the empire and the prestige 01 the Mikado,
and were it for no other rc-asou than that the cause
or the Northern rebels Is a losl cause the Ministers
would do welt to aoamlou it.
Wo are well aware ofthe difloulties under whicn

some ol them labored at Urst. It was ilnlloult, al¬
most impossible, for the French Emperor, alter re¬
ceiving the brother or the Shogoou with the same
honors as those pa d to the Prince of Wa.es, precipi¬
tately to abandon his ally, l'ue whole policy of
Prance in Japan had been consistent In encouraging
the aggrandizement of the tthogoou, and a snow of
reluctance bad to be made tu oonsen ting to his self-
abasement. Tho reversal of this poucy last P'ebruary
would buve been ridiculous, ami ridicule is tho one
weapon wulch the Second Empire fears. M. bodies
had to be recalled, Mtmbutayo oold shouldered out
ol Paris and some opportunity found for a dignlUed
right-about-iaee In Japan. For want of a belter,
M. Outrey ,mould take the hippy arrival
of the Mikado at years of discretion, and,
if rumor is to oe trusted, such action
on his part will not be long de.erred. In tbe case of
America the Stonewall has long been the point on
which her diplomacy has hinged, but all doubts as

ownership of the vessel are surely dissipatedto tne *
now. It was opeu, when the stonewall arrived here,
to tne government of Washington to doubt whether
she was the public property of the government ot
Japan or the private property oi the Tokugawa
family.

Of course If America, France end England were

agreed upon this, as upon any other subject, the
acuon or tlie other Powers represented here
wouid necessarily coincide with theirs. Tho re¬
cent withdrawal of the prohibition to ITus-
siau and Italian subjects from visaing Nee-e-gata,
a proceeding sanctioned by tne Mikado's govern¬
ment, we nave shown to be no act of opposi¬
tion to tbe policy of Sir ilarry Partes. It was tie
w o unnecessarily put himself into opposition to
M. Von Brandt and M. do la four. Ana In process
or taking that step'these Ministers virtually ac¬
knowledged tue authority of the Mikado's govern¬
ment, for tuey referred to a communication irom it,
w lien stated that no opposition wouid be made to
Prussian or Italian subjects visiting the port.
Either of these Ministers, onddenng the impor¬
tance of the silkworm egg trade, would have been
capable of Issuing their uotlacationa to their re¬
spective conauouals, without reference to the
Mikado's wishes on the subject, and they would have
b:en In ftait legal right In so doing; fpr Nee-c-gata
was opened by treaty on April 1. and no Interna¬
tional act had closed It since. The temporary denial
oi permission to go there was not even a combined
act of the lorngn Ministers. Each acted Indepen¬
dently then, aud U was at the option of each to
withdraw uls prohibition whenever he thought 11;.
This reference to tue Mikado's government by the
Prussian aud Italian representatives, then, was a
mete measure of precaution.a measure, perhaps,
wisely taken. But, having gone so far towards
recognition then, when Nee-e-gata was known to be
In rebel bands and while tbe Mikado was a minor,
M. Von Brandt and M. de la Tour cannot logically
now refuse full recognition or his authority nor
coqaet longer with tue northern ctiicis, new tuat
Nei-e-gata an imperial port and the Kmpcror
lias formally assumed direction of h a own aJatra.

If we wrote In support of English uiteres,a alone,
especially if we thought more of English political
Interests tnan we do of commercial, we should l>e
anxious ratner to prolong the present state 01 things
than to advocate measures likely to terminate It. sir
Harry I'arkes, if lie made good use of his time, mightacquire easily enough at Kioto, wnlie he bad l ie
ground to himself, that preponderating . Influence''
so dear to ail European diplomatists In oriental
courts. He might seriously beoome wnat a corre-
spondent calis htm playfully.the greet "Eltctn" in
Japan.and wield over the Mikado and his Ministers
that mental dominion which made the name of Strat-
ford t'nnning so potent a spell at the court of t on-
stantlnoole. But the Minister appears to have no am-
bttiou for such an asceudancjr, and we hold him to be
In the right. For us, so long as we have a fair held
for oar mercantile enterprise, and so long as English
manafaet ires are preferred to ail others, Kranee and
Prussia may oehteml for the direction 01 the Mikado's
foreign poildj, Switzerland may furnish hltn with
ge tierlas ln-cnfer, Belgian admirals may oommand his
fleets.and we shall-stdl be supremely content, it
Will be very long berore the ailianoe of Japaa will
be worth anything to any European Power, and the
"influence" In his court which giveo its possessor
the power of nominating a municipal director or a
customs superintendent is not qnlto a priceless
boon. Should our allusion to It inspire auy of Sir
Hurry's colleagues witn a desire to compete with
him lor It, Dy soliciting lettere of credence from his
government lor presentation to the Mikado, a happy
result would be very cheaply obtained.
Tne time a; pears to us to have arrived. In fact,

when the Mikado may demand recognition, or at all
events that tne treaties with the Japanese govern¬
ment should be observed, and thai he should benefit
by their obsorva&ce. Pressure Of no common kind
was brougiu to bear upon his predecessor aad b,s
then representative, the Buogoou. to ooutn the im¬
perial raUilcaUon of the ireauei In lsd*. Foreign
Ministers aud foreign governments may or may not
deem tnat a<! sufficient assumption of supreme au-
thority on h.s part and its demand suotcieut ackuow-
lcdgmdDt of It od town, without 'further formality;
but iu either ase they should see tne treaties car-
rie I out, aud to long as merchants or every nattou-
amy are opeuiy selling arms and munitions
of war to an comers, without even the cuecx
or a proclamation to the coutrary, the Mi-
kudo's government has a right to complain. War
la beoooM so luuou a question of superior weapons
that a government has a clear right to Insist on
friendly Puwers preventing the sale of eucn to rebels
against Its authority, and If his allies would act hi

DRY TORTUGA8.

Situation at Fart Jeffierooa.Influences of Us
Climate.Pooiro of the Oflton uf Men to
fee itrlleved.Doty of the -Carrlaea . The
Treops and Tfeetr Admire.

. Fobt Jbfpuuson, Fia., Dec. % I8cs.
The physical characterlatlca. topography, climate,

Ac., of most pools garrisoned by United states
troops are well Known to the community at large,
albeit that these posts may be far from the more
popular haunts of men who do not wear bine coats
and brass buttons; bat this forlorn nnd desolate
region is ratber regarded as a terra incognita, save
to those who serve our veuerated uncle Samuel
jntler Its burning son. The very name of "Dry
Tortngas" la regarded as the ultima Thule of discom¬
fort and physical suffering. Prom the situation of
the fort the ardent power of Sot, as may be imag¬
ined, makes its deep imprint on the countenances of
all residents, which, added to tne liver-locklug pro¬
pensity of the same tropical region, gives tne human
faco divine the most grotesque of appearances; and
but that suffering, mental and physical, Is evidently
the cause, a casual visitor might be disposed to
laugh at faces thus having some of the appearance
each of the canary bird and the brown thrush.

It is not that officers or men rear an epidemic and
have their mlQds oppressed by anticipation of its
consequences. Per from it. As they met death In
defending tue "Flag of the Free" from domestic foes
bravely and severed the Unite from the Infinite with¬
out murmuring, so, should Providence visit the poet
with pestilence, they would be found in manful and
soldierly performance of duty; this, too, in the face
of the fact that of six officers on duty at this post
during the past year four have ended their mortal
career, and their shallow graves in the barren saads
01 the uulf are but a few rods from the sentriee'
daily walk, lloiv oltcu is it the case that an oinoer
oi srandiug and repuie, with the lamp of ambition
lull-trimmed aud burning with brightness, signifi¬
cant of future useiuiuess. comes to this region iu lull
tide of bealtn and gradually, too oltcu suddenly,
yieids the hues of health to the discoloration of dis¬
ease r iiveu if the climate sups the fountains oi physi¬
cal won being slowly it does it effectually.
To Hiiow that desire of removal from this post does

not arise from unsoldlerly motives or craving tor
tue .lie of luxurious exc.iemeut on the Atlantic slope
or the ahMty to play ibe carpet knight to his lady
lair, let it be known tuat a cuange to the stirringTlraiua now being enacted on the Western frontier
woutd be welcomed as a harbinger of joy. tf tho
Indian hostilities dwarf into comparative tuslgiiifl-
cauco with the tierce ordeals from which the nation
under its new guidance is successfully emerging.
Still the "nettle danger" Is there far more abundant,
than the "ffower safety." Let once the glad buglessound the assembly, and with tue advance* turned
towards tho seuuig sun the hardsnips, toll aud
daun> r ot travelling the Flams aud mealy of Indian
warfare at the end of the trip, and such a
shout will go up aa will make the welkin
ring again, and satisfy even a sceptic that
such hints are prompted by hearts who feel
relieved from the thraldom ot confinement
aud bootless service here for a sterner and harder
one, for which tue true soldier longs. Duty here
consists chiefly in guarding a money collection of
Hmte aud general prisoners. Tne true soldier, who
has so oiten stood in* battle with the missiles of
death showered around him, from which he never
falterod, views w>th disgust the position he now
occupies aud sighs for a mors congenial duty.

STARVATION AND DEATH HI A PAPULOUS CITT.
A Sad Picture of llamas Buffering.

[From the Louisville Courier-Journal, Deo. 30.)
Ti-sturday morning Coroner Dick Joore was milled

upon to bold an inquest upon the body of a woman
named Catharine Samples, and was directed to goto a house on the pane lion road, some eigut miles
from the city, where the body 01 the deceased was
reported to be. Promptly answering the summous,the Coroner at once left town by tbe Cane
Run road, and, following the instruotiona
given him, at length arrived at his des¬
tination. The house proved to be a little log
cabin, perhaps sixteen feet square, and stood back
some distance lruin the road. The sight that met
the eyes of Mr. Moore aa he stepped into the cabin
was one such as few men ever looked npon. Such a
scene of squalid wretchedness, of filth ana famine,
of woe unutterable, he at least had never before
been called upon to witness. Crouching over a
few smoldering sticks of wood eat a heipleaa old
man, striving to draw a mile warmth from the haif-
burned nieces, While about nun were a nuumer of
ragged, dirty and neglected children. This old man
was William Samples. On a tliihy. tattered mattress,the shucks from which were scattered about the floor,
lay tbe corpse of his wife, Cathadne Samples, while
at her side, unable to move, lay tbe eldest daughter, a
girl of fifteen, apparently In the last stages of some
lata! disease. Two of the smaller children were also
til, making three out ot the six children who were
helpless.
The Coroner ascertained that the mother had died

of pneumonia on Sunday evening, and that ana bad
lain wbero she had tiled nearly forty-eight hours.
All this tune the eldest daughter, who has been
seized with pneomonla, had been lying help¬
less at the aide of her mothers corpse.
There were no white neighbors nearer than
a mile away, and none knew of the terrible sutiering
and distress In the little cheerless cabin- The old
man, who seemed to be about fifty yean of age, was
an invalid, and haa long been suffering from a dis¬
ease of the heart, so that be was unable to make any
effort toward tbe relist of bis dying wife and starr¬
ing calldren. Gaunt and spectral, with not an Inch
of clothing that was not torn to shreds, tbe half
naked children huddled about him. As flitby
as thet were ragged, the poor little crea¬
tures were indeed pluable objects. They were
all too young to realise fully ther con¬
dition, the youngest of five of them being
almost an infant, and neither of thej four Deing over
ten years of age, Tne cabin Itself was a wretched
place, the floor being lai l upon the ground, and tbe
roof letting 'In the cold rain, which trickled down
upon tbe mattress, where lay the dead and dying.Little pools of rain water and filth were foimed
about tne floor, and everything seemed to conduce
to the squalid wretchedness of the surroundings.

It was stated to Mr. Moore tnat Mrs. Samples, the
dead mother, had been a hard working, deserving
woman, who bad with her own hands supported her
large fatflUy, and up to tne tune of her being seized
with pneumonia some ten days ago bad tolled In¬
cessantly to keep them from starvation. When the
recent cold weather set In the poor woman found
the struggle to be too much for ner overtaxed pow¬
ers, and both she and her oldest daughter were
struck down by disease brought on by cold and ex¬
posure. She was about thirty-live years of age. Mr.
samples had lived In the neighborhood some twenty
year*.
Coroner Moore^cia out kna an inouftsL btit witl^the assistance of some negroes placed the bodyMrs. Samples in a coffin which he had procured.

The husband, when he saw what was going on. was
nearly frantic with grief, and the little ragged chil¬
dren were all perm 1tied to gather round and take
a last look at the face of tbe dead mother. Then they
bade her a last farewell and thd coffin was closed
and conveyed sway to the cliy.
In the old Western Cemetery the remains of the

unfortunate woman were laid away, ana tbe Cor¬
oner promised to mark her grave that it might be
known when her children should come to seek It.

THE NEXT UNITED STATES SENATE.

Indiana; Morgan, of New York; Morrill, of
Mains; Fntterton, of Tennessee, Ramsay, of
Minnesota; Spragne, of Rhode island; Stewart,
of Nevada; Sumner, of Massachusetts Tipton, of
Nebraska: Van Winkle, of West Virginia; wade, of
Ohio; Welch, of Florida; and White" of Marylaud, i
Of three twenty-two Senators six (whose nsuies wo I
have pnnted In ltallj letters) are democrats and six-1
teen are republicans, only two of them, so far, have
been re-elected, Messrs. Edmunds and Spragne, botb I
republicans. In California. Eugene Casserly, demo-
crat, has been elected to succeed Mr. Conness. In I
