The immense adv-anta. * bestowed upon the city,
npon all classes of t he comn unity, aud. In leeil, upon
the whole country, l>y even the existence of sucl} in¬

stitutions, is so general it admitted that to advance an
argument in tlieir behalf wo«M seem alino-n super-
Buous; yet to write of tlie'.u and describe tbam may
not be, for although what e.-.n be told is, or ought to

be, known to all residing in the <ity, yet it ij doubt-
ftil whet'ier many have taken th;' trouble to become
Informed upon the subject. Au aaocdote Is told of
two men who met accidentally at u fashionable
¦waterlug place, atid the acqfsintance prove l uiutu-
ally agreeable. At parting ihey expressed some

Fegrcia," and upon exchaagjlg addresses din-
covered that they had been near neighbors
for many years, wholly ignorant of each
other. May not something like this be said
of a majority of the residents of New York and her
public librariesf There aro many horn and raised
In this city who have never been inside of either ono
of these Institutions. To such this brief account will
not he wholly uninteresting.

TUE UtlUKY or THE SEW YOJ!K SO.'If.TV.
Th!.- is the oldost library In the city, and for that

reason deserves to be the llrst mentioned. Its his¬
tory commences in the year l7oo. At that period,
during the administration of Uio Karl of Bellamont,
Governor of t lie province of New York, his chaplain,
the Rev. Joha Sharp, bequeathed his private library
to those coming after him, and npon this, as a nu¬

cleus. "The Public Library" of New York was

founded. This Horary continued to Increase aud
acquired eons! lorable importances In 179 another
clergyman, t'i dev. Dr. IlilU ltftOO, rector of New-
Ington, England, "bequca fed his library to
the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
in Foreign Parts." aud they presented it to
tne city of New York "for the use of the clergy and
gentry of New York and the neighboring provinces."
These books were incorporated In tne public library
already founded. The whole collection was placed in

charge of the corporation ol the city, but It appears
to have beeu mismanaged and neglect s! until
1764, when an association of gentlemen was forme l
for the purpose of carrying on such au instil i-

tionmore etttolentiy. Thise gentlemen raised the
sum of £ooo, by subscription, which they laid out in
the purchase of some 709 new books. They also
offered to take charg? of the public library, which
proposition being acceded to, they Incorporated the
books ooilecled with those of the old library, an 1 all
Were Ueposite 1 in the City fia.ll under the care of
trustees chosen by them. The lnsti.utiou was then
called "The City Library".a name by which
ft hue been commonly designated ever since.
The collection appc ¦'*, from the minutes of
the trustees, to have largely and constantly
increased by purchase of b >oks from 1784 down to
the breakiu; out of the Revolution. In 177J a
. charter wj^ granted to it, and the official style of
"The New York Society Library" adopted. The
events of the war nearly debt royed t he library. "Tins
war threw the country into a state of confusion not
easily realised at the present day, and New York,
being peculiarly exposed, suffered greatly. The
library was left bh a sped to the iuvading army.
An eye witne-s (Mr. John Plntard) has affirmed that
the British soldiers were in the habit of carrying
a-."i!y the book.-, :n their knapsacks and bartering j
tli,th for grog." No lme'tngs of the trustees were
held from the last Tuesday ia April, 1774. until Satur¬
day, December 21. its:-, when twelve trustees weie
chosen. The fragments of the library were gathered
together.900 volumes we.-e found In a room in St.
Pant's church, but no one could tell how they
cau,e there.new stii 'crlptions were obtained, and
ti e inriitution rcfumi I its quiet course. A portion
only of the original books giv ui by Dr. Sharp were
rec ,vcre<1; these are sn i preserved in the library,
and consist mostly of the writings of the Fathers and
standard authors of the i butch, with a few ciai-.se*
and histories.

In 17M- an act of the Legislature of the state of
JJi w York was prised confirming the charter. In
the same year the first Congress under the constitu¬
tion met in the old Cl[y Halt, and George Washing¬
ton was then sworn ia as first President of the
Bulled States. The federal Congress had also pre¬
viously met In the same place In 1784, and their de-
liberations were, no doubt, materially assisted by
this collection of books, which constituted at that
time the only library of CongTess. An additional
value Is thus lent to many of the volumes.
The growing importance of tbe establishment de¬

manded more extensive accommodations: accord¬
ingly additional subscriptions were obtained, land
wan purchased and a building erected expressly for
the use of me library in Nassau street, opposite the
Middle Dutch church, now used as a post office. To
thin building, winch was of considerable size and one
of tbe mosi conspicuous public cdillees oi thai day,
the library was removed from the old City Had tu
DK. and there it remained until ;<M, when the in-
creasing commerce of the city compelled the
tnirdces to seek another situation, when the
property at the corner of Broadway and U-..naru
Street purchased aud another edlace erected.

the library was scattered by the Revolution. The
minutes of Uie trustees and ott.nr do uments.

This horary is tue next in order of da.c having
been foiiL a In 1820, c.vprvsciy lor the benefit oi
merchants' clerks. Tne urs, otceung oi the Mercan¬
tile notary Association was hekt at tuo Tontine
CoCte iivu.m! November 3, IsiO, and on liie LltU of
November a coti-ltuuou was reported una adopted
and .i beam of directors elected, lu February, 1821,
toe library was opened, with a collection of about
;oo volumes and with 140 members. They at hrst
met with uiucu opposition jrotu old morehauis, but
the peraevertng etiorts of the aeveral boards of di¬
rectors ui time cfiectually overcame all obstacles;
their appeals for u-vhauwee and co-operation were
responded to, and they leased a room in Fulton
street, hi which the books were placed and where trio
iiorary was first opened. In 1820 tue locaUon was
changed to Cinr sueet. In 1827 the lecture system
was determined upon and coinnicuced, unu
has been maintained ever since, aiding con¬
siderably to the resources ol tue Institution,
in lsao the guardians or the associationlormed the design of soliciting subscriptions lor
building a stumble hail wli ch would supply suuicieut
room lor their books, a reading room and a lecture
room. Tins design caused tne lormaiion of a new
and separate association, called tne Clinton Hull As¬
sociation, wluch should act as guardian to the first
society, while securing to U ail tue privileges of
ownership in the new building. Thirty-five thousand
dollars were collected, Mr. v. Tappau giving at cue
head of the list the sum of $l,ooo. A site was pur¬
chased and Clinton liall erected at the corner of
N'a-.-au ai;d Hoekman streets, and in lsfiO tue Mer¬
cantile Library Association took possession and
moved In to it. At tnat time they nuiubeted 1,200
members, and had accumulared ti.ooo volumes. In
the same year Columbia College conferred two
scholarships on the institution; and in 1844 the New
Vork I mversity also placed two loundations
at their disposal, from these many members
have graduated. In l>40 Increased accouimola-
noDS were felt to be necessary, n.hl were
tue subject of frequent reports and discussions,
hut tue Clinton ilail Association, being suit in
icbt for » part of tue original outlay for nuUn-

This led to the purchase of the then Astor Place

Opera House, though there was much squabbling
between the two bodies, in wntcii au angry and
active part was taken by the papers oi ibe uuy; out
ail this lias long since passed away, If not forgotten.
Great all rations nadto be made to render the build¬
ing suitable, uud outer arrangeoeuts also, ho that
while securing ample accomaiodatious for Uie
library a revenue from reuts should also be
second from tue remaining pontons of the
edifice, which were to be applied to the
liquidation of the large debt unavoidably create.!,
l lit* has been done, in the basement there is a lec¬
turemm capable of seating 1,100 per* cj. on tue
.rat floor there are stores and the reading room,
which is sixty ieet deep aud ninety feet broad, it Is
lighted by ten large windows and from tne dome oi
the library, and the celling Is supported by twenty
Corinthian columns. It Is supplied wild ncany 200
magazines ami 140 newspapers lu five different lan¬
guages. This reading room Is well appreciate*! by
the public, as may be Judged frotu tne lact tnat in
1800 It was visited by 114,ioO persons, and it is said
that tue annual number of vantors is on the In-
crease.
Tie library la of the earre dimensions and occu¬

pies the (iuril mid fourth doors west or the uuiu
hall. lu .-en're is an elliptical room, surrounded by
sixteen Corinthian coiuiuiim supporting a dome.
Trie bookcase* radiate from these columns,
formIuk alcoves, each lighted by a skylight besides
the external win lows. There are also uoukcosea
around the walls to the height of twenty-three feet,
divided by Iron balconies and reached by flights of
stair*. 1 he rest or the building Is divided Into libra-
rl tus' offices, i .ass rooms, comtmli.ee rooms and
or her apartments, which are ranted.

It ta to be regretted that the library la not
open at night, lor there are thousands who
would gladly avail theiuselvea or ita gathered
treasure* who are now deoarrod, because they can-
not spare the hours of the day front tneir occupa¬
tions to visit the library.
There is a large assortment of rare and valuable

and curious old books aud uuuiisoripts in tills
library.too numerous to enutnerato all, but the fol¬
lowing are selected as a sample:.A copy of the tlrst
edition of shuxspeare's Works, dated in loch, of
which there art* but three copies known to exist ui
the world, and said to be worth $3,000 in gold : a
copv of Ciooro, dated 1463; an edition of Caxton's
Chess, dated 14»7; a Preach manuscript of Chron¬
icles. dated in 1307 ; and an edition of Homer's
111ad primed in Florence in 1488. The carious in
suca matters can flnd material for many weeks of
enjoyment in the examination of numerous other
equally venerable touies, and they will encounter
Utile or uo ditllculty in fluding them, as the entire

m the solicitation of philanthropic gentlemen, mem-
hers of the society and others, tue uiost proinlneut
among whom were the late Thomas K. ilerceiu and
\» ,.usci Wood. They formed a most heterogeneous
col eetloa, as was bill natural, from tue manner In
w itch they had been obtained.some of them being
odd vo umes, others Imperfect, and nearly all some¬
what worn. At tlrst its use was restricted to the
male apprentices of mechanics and tradesmen, aud
was only kept open In the eveuing, the books beiug
.ndej out to the readers by the members of a com¬

mittee from the society under whoso manage¬
ment it was placed. For many years It main¬
tained but a feeble existence, depending
solely for Its support upon such pecuniary
aid as the Mechanics' and Tradesmen's Society
could atlord to bestow upon It; but sucn aid, tliougn
all it had, was barely ouuugh to sustain its lite, as
the income of the society was at that time wholly
inadequate to give It much and meet the tit arts upon
their resources from their other and more special
benevolent operations. Appropriations were, how-
ever, made annually for this purpose by the society,
which in 1823 was but $40U and in 1850 had not risen
abovo Jl.coo.
At that date the number of volumes had increased,

by purchase and donations, to About H.ooo, and
there were not more thau l.soo readers. Since then
the appropriations havo been gradually increased,
with the increase of the society's income, until it
has reached the sum ol' $10,000, and the number of
volumes is now 43,000, with lully 7,ooo constant
readers.
This is unquestionably one of the most useful in¬
