The figures of the weekly bank statement, show¬
ing a very flattering condition of affairs on the part
of the respective institutions comprising the associ¬
ated banks, took no one by surprise in Wail street.
Tue contraction of loans and the hoarding of specie
and legal tenders were so visible that a lavorable
statement was generally expected* There is an in-
ereso in specie and legal tenders of nearly $3,000,000.
Loans were decreased over two millions and de¬
posits increased nearly the same sum. The totals, as

the double necessity which the banks were under of
also presenting a quarterly statement for the Inspec¬
tion of tho Comptroller of the Currency. The In¬
crease in the Item of specie Is attributed to the re¬

ceiptor gold interest on government bonds; but, as
the amount di -bursed for this purpose was about
$6,003,000, it Is evident a large share of It yet re-

(nalns In the hun Is of private holders.
The "let up" lu the money market which was so

confidently expected by operators In stocks did not
-come. At the outset of business, under a limited
-demand, the rate on call loans ranged from seven

per cent currency on government collaterals, In ex¬

ceptional Instances, to seven per cent coin, and to
the same rate with a commission of one-elglith of
cue per cent per day. A great deal of business was
transacted at the legal rate, with the commission
added. The market was without excitement,
doubtless owing to the arrangement, which
everybody seems to have acceded to, of
bidding for arid offering money In one corner of
the Long Loom. The selection of a central
place where borrowers and lenders may meet seems
a curious return to the primitive customs of Wall
street; but history Is said to repeat itself, and it
appears to have done so In this instance. Both
parties say it is a great convenience, as it nearly
does away with the disagreeable "shinning" which
used to prevail. As the Long Koom Is a close cor¬

poration of tho members of tho two boards It re¬
mains to be Been whether the practice will continue.
This dulness did not outlast the day. About two
O'clock those who had postponed making their pre¬
parations came into the market and were anxious
Inquirers for funds with which to make their
accounts good. The rate, under this de¬
mand, went up to % a >4 commission.
The relaxation did not come because of
the large sums which the various trust and sav¬

. The first bmlncss day In the new year was marked
by a ruthcr siiarp advance In the premium on gold,
the price rlsiuq from 13474 to 13874 during the ses¬
sion of the b iard. It is only proper to sav that this
appreciation was not the result of any new distrust
in grecnbecks, but was purely tho sequence of gold
"operating." When gold was going down last week-
it was freely sold by the "bears," while a number of
stock houses borrowed the metal on collateral and
cashed It for greenbacks, the object being to get cur¬

rency In the tightness of money. The "shorts" had
to cover ami the borrowers had to bny back lu order
to return the loans of metal made them. The
needs of both were taken advantage of by
the holders of gold, and the pi .alum took
an upward turn, advancing to 186>4 at a few minutes
gfter two o'clock, but receding to 135'.' before the
gioue of street dealings.

OUR GRAIN INTEREST.
Brooklyn, Dec. 31, 1868.

To the Editor of the Herald:.
Dear Sib.We have read in this morning's edition

of the HkrjlLD your article entitled "Our 'Grain In¬
terest." We were much Interested In yoor compre¬
hensive statements and general correctness of the
same m regard to the great interests that you so

folly allnde to. We were at the same time much
surprised at the very great error that you had fallen
into In regard to floor mills and the milling interest
of our Eastern cities, particularly of New York and
environs, Btating that "formerlr a single mill would
easily turn out from 800 to 1,000 barrels per day, the
same establishment now manufacturing but between
400 sod 600 barrels;" also predicting that "the West¬
ern interest would event ualiy swallow up completely
that of the Eastern, being only a question of time,"
Ac. As we arc quite sure that jour intention is to
state facts in regard to all questions of such large
local importance as is the milling Interest in New
York and adjacent cities, we cannot quictij lay aside
your paper after reading the above mentioned arti¬
cle without giving you a few facts, which we hoi>e
will convince you that your statement in regard to
mills and milling interest in Eastern cities is diamet¬
rically opposite the reality.

A HEW SHIP BASIN.
New Dorks, Basin and Warehouses at WII-
liarasbusg.<treat Htrido to Meet the Tide
of Trad^.Necessity for the Improvement of
the Hell Gate Channel.
The 11 KRAi.b has rejieatcdly of late called atten¬

tion to the unerring Indications of advancing trade.
In speaking of the growth of New York, of the
efforts to remove the obstructions which still exist
at Ilell Gate, It was intended to Impress the public
mind with tne certaiuly that New York, as a ccutral
point or the world's trade, is still in Its in¬
fancy. The natural position of our city invited
these observations. It wilt no', be very long be¬
fore even In geographies and among the most fossil
of geographical teachers the nomenclature of conti¬
nents will bo changed. Franco and England are
now called the "Western Powers." and from these
the whole continent of Europe will take lis name as
Western. Asia will be the Eastern continent of the
globe, and America, instead of being the "West," as
our land was heretofore designated, will be the cen¬
tral continent of the world ami New York its central
city. It was also mentioned that while enterprising
clti/.ens do already comprehend and appreciate this
Inevitable future for our country and city, those In
authority, the representatives or the government,
appear to be tardy and slow. It is not intended now
to recapitulate what has been said before upon this
subject, but a short reference to what private citi¬
zens are doing In this respect will be both interest-
lug and profitable. a

Not long ago a number of gentlemen, most of
whom reside at Williamsburg, or, as It Is officially
known, the Eastern District of Brooklyn, associated
themselves and formed the "Eureka Basin, Dock and
Warehouse Company." The organization was per¬
fected under the general laws of the State, with an
original capital to start with of $200,000, of which
sura it is stated $100,000 has already been paid np in
fuH. The object of this company is to provide for
New York a basin and docks on the same model
as London and Liverpool have them, with com¬
modious warehouses attached, and where the whole
trade of our country may concentrate. The loca¬
tion they have selected Is a good one. It com¬
mences at the month of Bushwick creek, where
already vessels of from eight to ten feet draught
may anchor. The basin, which It is proposed to
oxes.vu.te, will be about four times as large as the
Atlantic Basin toppouito Governor's Island, In
Brooklyn), and Its limits will be aboni as follows-..

Runningag^with a lino along North Thirteenth
street to Fifth street. It will take in about 2,000 feet
in length along Union avenne. thence ran to about
ruidwuy between Leonard and Eweu streets, thence
In an Irregular line to a point along Lorimer street
and Guernsey street to the north shore of Bushwick
creek. Any one acquainted with the locality
and any person who may take a mapof Brooklyn to aid him can at once
from this description Inform himself of the gr- at
extent of this projected basin, as well as of the im¬
portance of the work for the commerce of New
York. It will include the whole of what was known
as Taylor's Island and all the ground drained by the
old creek, awav np to the edge of (he uplands in an
easterly direction. A portion of the property re¬
quired for this work has already been
bought and a large part of it was lately
contracted for, so that the rapid execution
of the whole improvement Is no longer u myth, but
within close range of practical tulillment. The last
Legislature of the State recognized the legal exist-
euce of this company and without fee transferred to
iliem all the rigIns and privileges of the s>tate in the
Bushwick creek and contiguous territory: and if It
lie taken Into consideration that in this very neigh¬
borhood there are parcels of ground escheated to the
Stale for want of rightful claimants, tins grant may
eventually become of great tmportauce.
The surveys for this important work hove all

been made and completed under the suie.rin-
teiideuce of General Heserolc. Maps of the whole
ground hare been made, plans perfected, the
amount of excavation calculated and the total
oi the whole cost summed up. The docks will
l>c of stone ; a depth of water sufficient to float the
largest vessels engaged In commerce will be se¬
cured ; warehouses of substantial masonry, with iron
flvut*, have been projected and desigued, aud the
whole exfienditure limited at ten millions of dollars.
With t ie money now on haud work will becom¬
menced early In the spring, ant it is the opinion of
ibu lenders oi this association, Mr. i.eoige .-niiin.w
being Us president, that as the work progrc*c<-*-i to¬
ward completion ihe necessary funds will be forth¬
coming by additional subscriptions.
This imiKinant improvement, in the share of a

much uetded addition to tho Utilities of the harbor
of New York, does again urge upon tbo-e in au¬
thority to proceed without delay wttli the removal of
the ob.-tructlous that .st.Ii imped-* w.-ter travel
through th'* lied Gate cliai.uel. .\-.oii. -i on.. :.ic-
tmna completely removed and the Souu 1 uia le, w hat
it should b-\ the best approach to the port oi New
York fr >ui Europe, n»i only would the soutuum eud
of the city be relieved from toe pressure that now
almost overwhelms It. but both sides of the East
river, the shores of this city us well as of Long
I. -Ml. would cease to become the ref.tge lor health-
out miing establishments, suca as bono, lime or fat
bulliug, aiul could conceal rale tho ira te of Europe
wiihiu their bounds.
