the wreck of the steamier Scotland, in the lower hay.
which caused ttie death of four men aad the wound¬
ing c. several other*. It will bo remembered that
some time since a contract was entered Into with
the Cnited States government by the Neptune Sub¬
marine Company to remove the wreck of the large
iron steamahlp Scotland, which atUl liea underwater
'¦ the lower bay, a abort distance Inside of Sandy
Hook. About three months since operations were

oommenoed, and the company sent down to carry
on the work the propeller William T. Truxton, Cap-
taw Churchill, and four yawl boats, about the size
of a ship'* longboat, for tbe use of the divers and
the other men employed In raising the sunken vessel.
During the recent storm the expedition left the ves¬
sel and anchored In Handy Hook dock until the
weather should again become calm, on Sunday
morning, about nine o'clock, there being a prospect
of line weather, the steamer cleared out from the
dock and proceeded to the wreck; but before leuviug
the government magazine was visited and two
torpedoes containing elghty-Ove and a half pounds
of gunpowder each were placed on board on# of the
small boats, which was towed along at some dis¬
tance from the steamship.

AT THE WRECK.
After obtaining the torpedoes and making fast tlie

line attached to the small boat the expedition start»d
for the scene of operations. Arr.vod there, two small
boats, one containing tho torpedoes and the elec¬
trical apparatus, and the otUer the divers ami tlio
air pomps, were ttaoored over the wreck, the
steamer standing off from them and coming to
anchor some floo feet distant. Operations were at
once commenoed by send.ug down a diver named
Sterne, who, alter being below ilie water a short
tlmo, signalled those In the torpodo boat to send
down one of the oiasUng charges. His signal wss
complied with.and after flxlng the torpedo under
some portion of the wreck, at a distance of about
twenty-elght feet below the surface of the water, lie
came up and reported all ready for the thing of tlie
charge.

THE EXPLOSION.
This intelligence was given to Captain Churchill

w o, together with ueorge Moore aud .antes Obey
tw<j seamen, constituted the persona upon tae boat
Which codttUncij ejecij^i apparatus and the
other torpedo.

An explosion of the submerged charge ensued
directly, of so great force that both boats were lifted
from the water into the air a distance of at least six
feet. Hardly had the sound of the ilrst discharge
passed away wlrut the secured torpedo 111 the boat
atso exploded, blowing the boat in wuhh It was

lying to atoms and capuztng the other, which
was being us. I by the divets. Captain Churchill
and the two men who wore in the boat with him
were blown to atoms, and a diver named Louis
Juger, who was on the other boar, had his brains
knocked out and was instantly killed, as Is sup¬
posed, by a falling lrugment of the stut tered
boat. All the inen in the divers' boat were
thrown into the water at the time of its capsizing,
hut were fortunately rescued, one ol the divers
was standing in the boat at tbe time, with an his
uniform ou. except the helmet and one loaded shoe,
which he had Just sufficient time to cut off. ills
heavy clothlugsoon caused him to sink, bnt, hauling
on his life Une, he came to a buoy, to which he
clung until taken off by a boat from the steamship.
The other men In the capsized boat, curiously
enough, also clung to a buoy, aud were rescued in
the same manner.

THE CAUSE.
The cause of the explosion Is wrapped In mystery

Some of the saved iuou are of opinion that Captain
Churcuiti attached the wires of the unused torpedo to
Die battery; but it is generally thought that the explo¬
sion was caused by the concussion consequent upon
the explosion of the submerged charge. This seems
the more probable, ax the fuses employed are of a
very delicate nature and easy of Ignition, as also
Irom the fact that no other theory will
explain the almost simultaneous discharge of
both torpedoes. From tho fact that Cap-
tarn Churchill was an electrician of acknow¬
ledged ability, and bad held a position of that
character in the United mate* Navy, Ills generally
believed to have Isicn an allogdhcr accidental oc¬

currence, which, under the clrcumstauces, couid not
have been prevented.

As already stated, four men's lives were sacrificed

by this frightful catastrophe-namely. Captain
Churchill, the two seamen and the diver, who was
killed by some portion of the falling debris. It la
supposed that tbe three first were blown to atoms,
as nothing was seen of their bodies after the explo-
skin; and this supposition Is supported by tbe fact
thai portions of human entrails were discovered
on different parts of the other boar. Tne diver who
