The Board of Aldermen of the city of Brooklyn

met yesterday afternoon In their chambers at the
City Hall, hta Honor Mayor Kalbfletsch in the chair,
and the representatives of twenty-two wards, com¬

prising the entire Board, being present. The Mayor
immediately after the reading of the minutes of the
previous meeting proceeded to read hla annual mes¬
sage. After alluding In feeling terms to the memory
«f the lste ex-Mayor Hsll the message continues:.
The city Is still steadily progresalng In wealth,

population and commercial importance. Its onward
career during the year now expp ed was arrested by
no great misfortune and uumnrlted by any unusual

Ccldent. ho exceptionally disastrous conflagration
is spread Its lurid glare over our dwellings. No

Sanguinary tragedy bas stood out In prominence
upon our criminal records. No serious disturbance
of the public peace has spread alarm among our
homes. No fatal pestilence has slain its victims
Within our borders. A collision between oar crowded
ferryboats has occurred, but by the mercy of Provi¬
dence its results were only sumcientlv mortal to warn
vs of the folly of longer delaying to perfect our
plans for effecting a permanent and safe means of
transit across the river, by reminding us that every
dav that elapses ere we erect a bridge we are ex¬
posed to the contingency of a calamity which might
shroud hundreds of our homes and thousands of our
citizens In mourning. I therefore heartily approve
the recent action or your honorable body fn as¬
suming, under due restrictions, a proportion of the
Investment in the stock of the Bridge Company,commensurate with ihc benefit which the city will
derive from the execution of this great work.
The number of buildings which have been erected

and that arc now in process of erection within our
limits daring the past year greatly exceeds that of
any former one. Tno following statistics have been
kindly furnished me by the Inspector of Police,
showing the number of buildings completed during
the year 1868:.
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Many of those are public buildings and of a charac¬
ter superior to those built In former time.-., our
favorable location for h althfniness. the establishingof public narks and other places of resort and tho
favorably known character of Its people wlh donbt-
lesa continue to tuuke Brooklyn one of the most de¬
sirable places to reside In.
The rapid increase oi various kinds of manufactur¬

ing establishments in our midst Is u matter lor con¬
gratulation. showing that our locality is well
adapted for such purposes, which briug capital into
our c.ty and adoid profitable employment to its
population.
We may well look with pride upon thejstcadlly In¬

creasing commerce of our port, the vast amouut of
shipping, loading and dischsralug cargoes of various
kinds at our wharves. Considering the number and
extent of the wan houses In South Brooklyn and the
Atlantic basins, all teaming with business, the Eric
basin and the amount of dock room which will soon
Ik: furnished to commerce by its proprietors, and the
certainty that the whole of Gowanus Bay will at no
drntani period be one vast line of docks all thrown
open to commerce, we are entitled to believe that
Brooklyn will in the future rank among the foremost
of cuniiiiercial clues, not only of this continent bat
of the World.
Thcie is now In the treasury to the credit of the

city of the moneys raised for general purposes over
$200,001), and no ite u of account hits been over¬
drawn during the post year. Thte is a gratifying
fact and argues well tor the prudence and economyof the administration of our municipal government
during that time.
The money raised for Fire Department purposes,

though double mat of the former year, has been all
expended. The law of last year placing this matter
In the hands of a commission seems to mc to have
beeu a very doubtful Improvement, ns far, at least,
as the expending of money Is concerned, and unless
the strict letter of the law is hereafter compiled
with and the money raised distributed pro rata
among the dlfifcrcnt companies I am convinced thnt
tt will occasion great dissatisfaction among the
members of the 1 ire Department as well as Id the
community at large.

All the public schools have been wed attended
during the past year. Notwithstanding that several
large and convenient new .-chool buhdings have w-eu
.ccupied, the intlux of pupils tuore tliau k"»p8 pacewith the addition to the school accommodation.

THE ELEVATED ASD l.UmbttOlVD KAIL*
ROADS.

The frightful condition of the streets and the con¬

sequent impediment to travel for the last week na¬

turally suggests the inqatry what progress has beqn
made by the two companies organized last year for
the purpose of constructing railroads, one over

ground and the other.in the true spirit of opposi¬
tion.under ground, for the purpose of relieving onr

streets of the heavy traffic by winch they are now

obstructed, and providing for up town and Westchee-
ter residents a means of speedy access to their homes
from the centre of business in the city.

It Is neither flattering to our pride as a go-ahead
people nor encouraging to those wlio sutler most by
the absence of any means of exit from the oity, ilka
the underground railway in London, constructed
years ago aud now in lull operation, through the
spirit and enterprise of a people we sometimes stig¬
matize as effete, to have to confess that cue of the
schemes for which a charter was granted by the
Legislature of last year lias been abandoned,
and that the other is ma mg but slow
progress, l'orhaps this uuaatlsfaotor y condition of
affairs ia both companies may be soonolteied; bat
a perusal of the following brief accouut of the
present condition of the elevated railroad and the
underground railroad will establish the iacts above
stated:.

THE ELEVATED RAILROAD.
the commencement, construction and plan of which
were fully described in the Uekalp when the com¬
pany commenced operations last summer, has been
completed for one half mile.tnat is, from the Battery
to the corner of Greenwich and Csrtlaudt streets,
owing, however, to th; haste with which the com¬
pany were compelled to bnild this section of the road
for the inspection of the authorities appointed by thaLegislature aud for the trial of the strength of the
work (which was held with the most favorable
and encouraging results) several Improvements
In machinery which suggested themselves to
the engineers of the road oaring the progress of
the work were not applied. The company have,
since the trial of the cars on the track, bent all
their energies to the Improvement and completion
of the section, In order that another trial may be
had before money is asked lor to finish tue road to
Its entire length. Ail the stock issued yet ha*
been for the building of the half mile section.
A new engine, of twenty horse power is now

placed under ground at the corner of Portlands
street, In Greenwich street, and several alterations
have been made in the maohlnery of the work. A
very Important alteration nas taken place in the po¬
sition and dlrecttoirof the chains by which the cars
will be propelled since the former trial. Formerly
the chain was under ground and moved only In ona
direction, bat now It u placed on top of the elevated
road and runs In both directions. A few other altera¬
tions have also been made In the checks and cog¬
wheels, on which the safety of the cars depends,winch arc thought to be improvements of ao Impor¬
tant character. It Is expected tuat all the altera¬
tions and improvement* which the engineers deem
advisabio to make will be completed In a few days,
when the car. winch la now tying on the track, wilt
be run again on the half-mils section, and a better
tei-t of the scheme will be afforded the public as well
as the Inspectors appointed to examine the road.

THR UNDERGROUND RAILROAD
Is for all present purposes a failure. The company
dt elded last Wednesday to abaudouthe attempt and
to memorialize tue Legislature, returning the trust,
and setting forth all the difficulties tney encoun¬
tered and what obstacles they overcame sinus they
took tue malier in hund. The officers or the com¬
pany say that all the engineering difficulties which
¦et-uied so formidable at r.rst have be> n successfully
met, and that the oniv ouaue.e which could not ba
surmounted was a Uuancial one. The gentlemen
wno composed the Board of Directors of the com¬
pany protest that in suggesting the scheme, la
ooialnin* the passage of the biff through the Legisla¬
ture, watch authorized it. and in endeavoring to in¬
duce capitalism to subscribe to the stock they wera
actuated solely with a desire 10 benefit the city.
'1 hey were eauli willing to runt 920,000 or $30,000 la th*
undertaking, provided otner capitalists would give
them proper support. Collectively they were ready
to lura1an two 01 the three millions required by tka
Legislature u> be subscribed before the undertaking
was commenced If the other million was sabsenbwl
by outside capita, isis. Tuny further say that they
could easily raise the sum required for the finl de¬
posit with the Comptroller of tue Bute, as prescrlbeain the act, from the general public, hut that, la new
of the extraordinary coadluous imposed on them by
the Legislature, they did not feel justified ta risking
ibe money 01 people who could, perhaps, not afford
the sacrifice. From a perusal of the act incorporat¬
ing tne company, wuicn was passed on tbo 17th of
April, 1MB, u will be seen that, iu view of the facts
mentioned by the directors, uo other result thaa a
su.rsU up could be au letpitted, section twelve of
tue sot savs:.
