CONFESSION OF THE CRIME.

LAST moments of the doomed man.

n<$MB. N. Y., Jan. 8, 1889.
William Henry Caraweil, who murdered the little

Ctrl Abbie Elizabeth zanders last April, near Camdenj
Oneida county, N. Y., was executed this inoralng
in Mm jail yard at this place.

THE Ml'RDBKBK.
* caraweil was a nailve ol th§ township of Camden,
and was born on the 17th 6f December, 1840, being
consequently at the time of IiIb death a little over
twenty-eight years of age. His parents were then and
are still very poor and Ignorant people, his father
Delng the proprietor of a small farm of twenty-one
acres, which he tilled himself. Young Caraweil, from
the time he was able to understand the 'difference
between a spade and a plough, was made to
work on the rarm, and also at times
to hire himself out by the month
to other farmers who were willing to pay him more
than be could make by helping the old man at home,
lie giew up in the vicinity of Camden from boy to
man, rude and uncouth, and, being naturally of a

very unsociable disposition, was disliked by every¬
body who had the misfortune to come in contact with
kltn. While he was yet in his teens his general repu¬
tation among his neighbors was snch that no yonng
man who had the slightest regard for his own good
name considered it safe to be seen In his company.
Everybody who knew him Instinctively avoided him,
feeling, no doubt, that the old saw about the contact
with pitch and the subsequent defilement was not
in his case altogether too old to be true. Yet,
notwithstanding this feeling of aversion with which
he was regarded, In all probability there was not a
man to be found In the community In which he lived
who could have pointed to a single act of his career
as a good cause for the general detestation. No per¬
son knew this fact better than tbe despised one him¬
self, for the simple reason that whenever he did any¬
thing that would have, if publicly known, more than
ever justified the general opinion in which he was
held, lie always took precious good care to do It so
covertly that the world was none the wiser lor it.
In fact, he was one of that not by any means small
class or men whom everybody In his heart and
soul knows to be what the French aptly call
a maueais si/Jet, and yet cannot for the life
of bun give the exact why and wherefore
lor lils belief, more than that, although acts,when known, speak strouger than words, vet words,
for ail that, often prove what a man really is ana
what badness he Is capable of doing. " 1 knew he
was a gentleman from a remark he made," could
always have been applied to Caraweil easily enough,
If the word gentleman were changed to villain.
Caraweil knew full well in what light he waajegaru-

*.§!"'"ed, but cared no more for it than he afterwMds did
for the life of the little Innocent child wffo fell a
victim to his lust and bloodthirstiness. He felt.
and which was a fact.that no one loved him or
cared for him; that there was that within him wluch
made people keep aloof from huu, and when they did
apeak to him, speak as though they were doing what
tney conla not avoid. Dp to a few years agone had
alwajrs lived with his father and mother ; but oue
day the former paternally suggested that, in con¬
sideration of the son's lodging at the farmhouse,
the son should give him one-half of his earnings.
William Henry didn't relish this generous offer, so he
built a shanty for himself at some distance from
the paternal homestead, where he lived entirely
alone, only going to his father's to get his meals.
This strange mode of life, in all probability, bad a
great deal to do with the dislike and suspicion of
Sis neighbors. When the war broke out Caraweil,
like many others who couldn't find anything better
to do. Joined the army, enlisting in the One Hundred
and Forty-sixth New York Volunteers, commanded
by Colonel (lerard. While in this regiment he par¬
ticipated in the battles of Fredericksburg and Uet-
tysburg and many other tights in which the Army
of tbe Potomac were engaged, taking good care,
meanwhile, to jump the bounty two or three times.
At the close of his terms of enlistment he returned,
home and went to work, farming as he had doiie
for years bciore, lodging in las shanty like a hermit
disgusted with all Hie outside world and lis manifold
villanies.

THE Ml'KDEK.
Among the neighbors of the t'arswells on the 2Mb

of April, U6*. wax u poor idjcnlljr by the name of
Sanders, one 01 the metnoen of which wax a lit; te
gin named Abbic Elizabeth, aged, at tbe tune, eight
years and seven months. She was in no wise an
attractive child for her beauty, but was a great
favorite with all the little children in the township
for her qmet ways and kindly nature. Un tbe after¬
noon of tbe day In qnestlon, about two o'clock, ber
mother sent ber wttb s message to a neighbor's
named McMlllen, about a quarter of a mile from ber
own home. Annonr passed by and the child did
not return, when tbe mother, becoming impatient at
tbe delay, went herself to tbe McMiUens
to learn what had detained her. Arriving
at the neighbor's, to ber surprise she
ascertained that Abblc had been there, delivered
ber message and had been seen to start on her wayhomeward a half an hour or more before her arrival.
The mother Immediately returned to the house, but,
nnding that no one hsd seen her child, became
alarmed, and at once communicated her fears to
several of her neighbors. The latter soon gath¬
ered togetber and, aTter consultation, formed
themselves into Utile squads, and then set out in
various directions to search for the missing girl.
Everybody who was met on the road, and everybody
In tbe township who was supposed to have been ac¬
quainted wttb Abble, was questioned about ber
w hereabouts, but no one was able to gtve any in¬
formation concerning ber. Finally, after everv nook
and corner for miles about had been thoroughly
searched, a man named Basil P. Pitts stumbled upon
the mangled body of tnc child concealed in a ravine
tost one side of the main road leading to Camden.
Tnere was a pile of wood near whsre the body lay,afad under this it had been partly thrust ont of the
sight of passers by. The poor little gui's throat
waa found cut from ear to ear, the wound being
«|ed and torn, us though the knife used had

n a very dull one and the murderer had bad
as much as he could do by muscular pressure to
make the blade cut the tender skin at all. The body
was warm when found, and on beingconveyed to the distracted mother's It was du-
covered that life was not yet extinct;for Inst alter It had been laid upon a bed, the Utile
head was lifted once or twice, the eves opened, and
a short, convulsive gasp escaped the Hps. Besides
the wounds on the throat the skull was nattered In
In several places, while every indication went to
show that the murderer had violated tbe child be¬
fore killing her.

AKRKHT OP Til K MtKPKRKK.
Once the Intelligence of the horrid crime had lieen

bruited about, the excitement in the town was of the
most intense character.indeed, so great was the
frage of the people that had the murderer been at
once discovered he would certainly have been
torn to pieces. When the excitement had some¬
what abated, the first question that presented itae.f
to everybody's mind was who the murderer could
be and bow be eonld be apprehended. A man who
toad been flabing near Tbe roadside during the after-

v noon then remembered that the only man he had
seen coming iroin the direction of the ravine waa
WlUltm Henry Carawell. He imparted his suspi¬
cions to one or two of his neighbors, and these,
coupled with the well known habits or < arsweli,
were enough In their opinion to justify his arrest,and so search was made for him. When found,about ten o'clock the same evening, ho was at his
stster-ln-lsw's, looking as quiet and uncon¬
cerned as though all the township had
not been in an uproar over the discovery of the
horrible murder. Not only did he pretend wnen ar¬
rested otter Ignorance of the crime itaelf, bat
feigned to have heara nothing of the eearrb that bad
been made by the neighbor* for the missing child.
Blood stains were fonnd on his pants and boots, and,
When questioned as to how they came there he said
that he had been slaughtering bogs, hut ibis asser¬
tion he afterwards, when brought to the test, was
unable to sustain by prot>er evideoce.

TIIE TRIil.
The day after his arrest be was examined and fully

committed, and on the twin of November last he wait
placed on trial for his life, bis counsel being Messrs.
Fargo and Burnett, of Home, assisted by Fraud*
McKlroy, of Oneida, and tbe prosecution
lieing conducted by District Attorney Bail and 1. T.
Bprague, or Utlca. Tbe evidence against him was
wnoby circumstantial. The points that told strongly
against him were that he bad been, the hour the girl
was missed, in the very vicinity of the place waere
the crime was committed, that he was at the corner
of the two roads when she passed up to McMlllen's,
and that he was seen to go up the Fond Hill rosd a
few moments ahead, apparently to await ber re¬
turn. Forty mlnntes of the time he passed on the
road he could not account for. and tbe Jury, Inferring
that during that time be had committed the offence,
brought In a verdict of guilty. When the verdict
was announced Carawell seemed In no wise affected,
but when the Judge, previous to fixing the sth of
January, is«» as the day of his SXecu-
tton, asked him If he had anything to say
war sentenoe should not be passed upon
hi in, he sprang to his feet, his face blanched to .
deathlike pallor, and vehemently declared himself

on New Year's eve. Thisevent was nothln- nor less than a full confes¬
sion of the cr* b Can,weii. From the hour he
was conder^f^- to the day just mentioned he hadtjfltlUj P^Jnt|[ine.i his innocence, and as Iomm he
Kn^w the sentimental folks were *working for his re-
lea^ feu protestations never nagged. When he
takrofed however that their efforts Aad been at¬
tended with no success, and felt that TOUst day on
earth was too near at hand fo admltor further^alse-hood, he made a clean breast of the whole affair to
wav a « ViBflcher. cliaplaln of trie jau; r. u.
Weaver, tiie Sheriff, and John singleton, the Jal'"-
who when the execution was over to-day, issued
the confession In a copyrighted pamphlet. The fol¬
lowing is that part relating to the murder:.
Heft Hall's on the Saturday afternoon of the mur¬

der for the purpose of going to Camden village, and
on mv way saw Stephen and Merrttt Sanders and
Franklin Pitts. Had some conversation with ihem.
1 also saw Mrs. Sanders, the mother of the girl. She
asked mc if 1 knew who was coming in that wagon
(Dointlng to a wagon approaching at a distance), i
replied that it was Mr. Hall and Ella, onthelr way
to Camden with a tnb of batter. From there I went
to my shanty, changed my coat and vest, came out
and struck on the Pond Hill road. 0n my ***
to the junction of the road I stopped andjookedoff towards McMillea's- I saw three women in
the yard. Mrs. McMUlen, Mrs. nimblebee, find
another whom I supposed to be my mother, (H P*°*®®
to be Mrs. Congdon.) The supposition that mymother was there was what led me to go to Mra. M0-
Mlllen'a. After reaching there I stopped and con¬
versed about three quarters of an hour. I then started
from McMAlen'a to go to Camden. At the junctionof the Pottd Hill toga 1 met Abble E. Sanders, and
aald to her, "Ublij.howUlceivyon are dressed."
Went fifteen or twenty rods ToVardh Dlmbiebee s,
where I met Mrs. Congdon. Said .' Good qf-ternoon" to her. At this point I go? ov£rthe fence, and wag the man whom Dlmble-Ke saw the head and shoulders of <as givenin the testimony.) I was then in McMllien's
pasture lot; went across to the town line, and then
proceeded, bearing towards the Pond Hill road.
Abont three rods from the town line I saw the girl
approaching, while I was sitting upon a knoll: but
decided to move thirty-five or forty rods further in
the woods; thia brought me within view of myshanty and to a point where I thought I would not
be seen, and yet near the road. I watted until the
girl came up, when 1 stepped toward her and told
her I would carry her pall. She handed It to me,
thinking no harm. I then took hold of her and drew
off a pair of undergarments for an evil purpose, but
never attempted to execute that purpose. 1 was
lrlghtened at what I had done and coaxed her not
to say anvthing about it. I theu requested her to put
on the garment, which she did. I walked with her
about ten rods, and told her I wonldgo with her nearlyhome If she would soy nothing about it. She said
she wished I would. I then said:.-'I am going to
Camden, and will bny you a new dress and some
candy and bring it to you to-morrow if von will saynothing about It." I then handed her the pail, sup¬
posing that she intended to remain quiet about what
had occurred, and was about to leave her, when she
turned around and said, "I will tell my mother,*'
and moved on. 1 theu turned around, enraged and
alarmed, and, while her back was towards me,
seized her and with my flat hand slapped her on the
side of her face, held her and jerked the pall out of
her hand. She was stunned by tne blow. 1 carried
ti-.r in front of me, with the pall hanging on my
arm, about ten roils, and then sat down the pail, anil
first observed the blood drop from her nose. I held
her up, and realized what I had done, and decided to
take her to the spot where she was afterwards
found. 1 laid her down on lier back and again took
from her the under garments which she had put on
a short time before, and immediately went back for
the pall, brought It to the place, and sat it down
about eight feet ham her. I then looked up and saw
her mother coming down the road. She could not
see me. and passed on. 1 then saw the child try to
raise her head.which again alarmed roe, and I pickednp a stick somewhat decayed at one end, and
struck one blow on the head. She made a
faint groan. I was then going to leave and
make my escape. There was no blood on her
at that time. I then took my knife from my pocketand cut the two gashes across her throat.
Mv hand was then bloody. "With the other hand I
thrust the knife in the ground to remove the evi¬
dences of guilt, and put it In my pocket. Went from
there down almost to the town line and discovered
the mother, and heard her call "Libbte" twice. I
was then on the opposite side of the road from where
the murder was committed. The mother,then got
over in the lot and went, as I suppose, towards Hc-
MUlen's house. 1 got over the town line fence and
went to a place where I found a little snow, wash¬
ed my hands and wiped them on the back side of
my pants, next to my boots. Stood there between
the knoll snd a small ravine watching the move¬
ments of the mother. I then changed my positionto a point where I could see all the move¬
ments of the mother and not be seen myseit The
mother came opposite my shanty, and saw some¬
thing that indicated the fate of her child, and gave a
scream and said, "Libbie is lost l" She then disap¬peared for a moment. 1 then thought 1 would go to
my shanty, but did not dare to; took a few steps to-
wards it. and saw the mother and her sister ap¬proaching. They came within ten rods of me, 1 con¬
cealing myself from view by means of two mapletrees. They disappeared again, and came back very
soon on what Is called the new road, 1 all the while
being concealed from view. They walked up to¬
wards my shanty, snd the sister walked round It;from there they walked out on s path towards
the road; heard one of them call, bat did
not understand what was said. I next saw
them with Basil B. Pitts, who inquired of the mother
if she had been down to McMillan's. She replied,"Yes. and Henry (meaning carswell) has been there,and I am afraid he has hurt ray child." Pitts then
inquired. "Have you looked in the woods?" She re¬
plied, "I have not, but have looked around the
shanty." During this conversation 1 was less than five
rods m>m them. Pitts then said, "Yon go one wayand I will go another, and we will work around and
coma together. If anv one of yon should see the
child make a noise, so thst we can all hear." After
thia 1 made mv escape, taking the same route to theCamden road ihat I took when I left it, and got over
the fence within twenty rods of Dtmblebee's house.
Took my hat to my left hand, and watched my op¬portunity to pass Dlrablebee's house with¬
out detection; succeeded in doing it. Keptmy bat in my left hand, my right hand
being numb and cold.and has never been warm
since. After passing beyond Dtmblebee's some dis¬
tance I took (be road to Camden, determining St
that point to get something to destroy my own life
as soon as I got there. When I reached a knoll
where I had a view of the Cobb brook bridge I saw
wilds and the two boys. Heard one of the boysask, "Father, how long before yon are going to Cam¬den?" wilds replied, "You can get the horse andhitch up." The bey theu asked. "Wbsttime Is It r' He replied, "Five minutes to or pastfour," I did not understand which. After smoment's delay snd conversation at the bridge Imoved on towards Camden. When 1 saw Wilds take
out hla watch I knew 1 was caught. On my way tothe village I regulated my gait to suit the circum¬
stances; when I approached a house snd passed byIt I moved leisurely, but when out of the reach of ob¬servation 1 went as faat as I conld go, and think It
was leas than half an hour from the time I startedror Camden until I reached the "flreen," In that vil¬lage; and when there I looked at the town clock andIt was half-past four. When I stood Id front of StoneA Smith's drug store I thought I would go In sod gettwenty-five cents worth of morphine and put an endto my miserable life, but bad not the courage to doIt. when I came out of the Post Offlce I saw youngPitts go into Dr. McLaughlin's office. I knew hiebusiness, and saw that I must leave Camden at once.I went to my brother-in-law's, and on niy way con¬cealed my emotions, betraying to no one the leastIndication of guilt. When I arrived there I foundIt more difficult to do so. hot succeeded, by helpingmy sister, drawing some water, Ac., to hide the ter¬rible commotion that was going on within me. Mhemade some supper for me, but I could not est. 1went to bed at an early hour, but not to sleep. Havenot had a night's sleep from thst time to this. When1 went to bed l took out my knife and put it under
my pUlow with a determination to end my exist¬
ence before morning. Was arrested that night andtaken to Camden, and the rest of the matter youknow.

Tp to the (laj when he mfle the above confessionCarewell appeared very Indifferent ae to hi* fate.He manifested very little thing for what the minuter*

call "spiritual consolation," and always (ltd hlsnt-
moet, when a visitor attempted to entertain him with
some choice religious thoughts freshly culled from
the latest tract, to change the conversation to some¬
thing more enterialnlug, or rather more worldly,which, no doubt, in his then mode of thinking, was
all the same thing. After he mads the confessionhe apparently found that it waa "good for the sonl,"for bl* demeanor totally changed, and he frequentlyemployed his time In singing hymns and reading theHlbie, from which be seemed to obtain mncb com¬fort. !u sn Interview which 1 had with htm yeaterday he said he waa perfectly resigned to bisfate, that he richly deserved the death he
was to die In expiation of the awful crime whichbe had committed, and that he hoped for mercybe; ond the grave. Vet. even while he spoke of hla
resignation, there waa a visible ncrvousneas aboutthe movement of the brawny bands as they uncon-sclonsly toyel with the handcuffs that bound them,a tremulousneas of the voice, and a quivering of thebloodies* up* that told bat too plainly how hT* heart
gave the lie to what hi* lips were forced to utter. Afew weeks before his execution be had been heard to
say that he would destroy himself at the first oppor¬tunity, and from that time till he was ted to the gal¬lows a guard was always confined In the room withhim. in order to prevent the law fiom being robbedof 1U Juat dues.

>te honr or the night he fell into a deep slumber,
end slept soundly until eight o'clock, when he awoke
with a sudden start, as though the horrid reality of
his dreadful position had flashed across his mind
even in his sleep, aud had shaken him from some
pleasant dream of home sud friends of better days.

PREPARATIONS FOR T1I8 EXECUTION.
The first person his eyes fell upon as he arose from

his bed was the jailer, and, nodding to him in a fa¬
miliar way, he bade hliu "Good morning," adding
in an under tone, " Well, this is the last day." After
washing and dressing himself with more than ordi¬
nary care he partook of a light breakfast, and then
joined in prayer and hymn singing with the Rev. Mr.
Visehers, who had attended him faithfully from the
first day he was brought to the prison. His brother
called on him at an early hour. The interview be¬
tween the two men was quite a fleeting, the con¬
demned man repeating several times, "Don't feel
bad about it," and the brother, though giving no ex¬
terior sign of his great sorrow, was unable to utter
a word In reply. A large number of citizens also

him " " "called upon him and bade him "be of good cheer,"
telling him that there was "another and a better
world beyond the grave." and giving him other ad¬
vice and Information of a like nature.30 agreeable to
a man who dies resignedly because he can't help it!
The prisoner paid little attention to them, however,
and seemed more anxious to speak to his Immediate
relatives and the minister than to be edified by outside
twaddle. As the hour of the execution drew nigh
be grew very nervous, and some wlseacro of a doc¬
tor bled him to "weaken him a little." as he ex¬
pressed It.in other words, that the unfortunate
man might prove all the more yielding a victim to
the hangman's art. When the filial hour had come
the Sheriff, accompanied by his deputies, entered
the room, and while the rope was being ad-
justed loosely about the doomed man's
ne'ck, ana the black cap placed on his head
the death warrant was read, Carewell manifested
but little emotion daring the reading of the docu¬
ment; hut when It was ended and lie was about to
be 16d to the gallows hcfrtepinted speak to the
Sheriff several times, but "was unable tj utter a dfr
tinct sentence, so great was the struggle within mm
to present an exterior of calmness and resignation.

THE CROWD AND EXCITEMENT.
While all thistras going on within the little room on

the second story of the jail, every street In the town
leading to the prison was crowded with men and
women, all on their way to see the execution. Every
train from the east and the West of Rome broughttheir hundreds of would-be spectators, ana
the road} [Fom Interior of the country ffom an
early hour ifi the morning were swarmtnfc with
fanners' sleighs, all packed with a living nnman
6SFgd. In all probability there were, even an hour be¬
fore the time fixed for the execution, at least 5,ooo
persons In and about the jail yard, who were not
residents of Rome. So great, Indeed, was the gather¬
ing that the Thirty-third regiment of zouaves had to
form in line about the doors and waits In order to
keep the too eager ones from climbing the win¬
dows or neighboring trees, whence they might

of thehave obtained a good view of the exe¬
cution. Everybody was in holiday attire, anu
in the best of humor, as though a fair was to be held
in the jail yard and it was only a question of time
when they would be able to get within the enclo¬
sure. All that they managed to see, however, were
the bare walls of the prison and the sides of the high
fence erected to shield the scatfold from view. Yet
these things seemed to have an all-powerful attrac¬
tion for them, and the individual who succeeded,
despite the soldiers' bayonets. In gel ring the nearest
to the fence was considered the most to be envied
man in the crowd. At a quarter to one o'clock, just
as the motley gathering were amusing themselves
by snowballing one another, the voices of several
men singing a hymn rose high above the din nod
noise made by the crowd, and in tm Instant a silence
of death prevailed.

THE EXECUTION.
The voloes heard were the minister's, the con¬

demned man's aud the few persons' who formed t he
procession to the gallows. The prisoner, on leaving
the room where he had been confined for so long a
time, stepped along with a firm tread and continued
to sing In unison with those who accompanied him
until he had reached the gallows.a simple platform,
with a trap, the rope dangling above it from a cross¬
beam. He shuddered slightly on beholding the rope,
bnt walked steadily to the middle of the flooring and
bade an affectionate farewell to the minister and the
orison officials and asking everybody's forgiveness
for the crime he had committed. A second more and
the black cap was pulled over his head, the
trap was sprung and the body fell with aheavy thud
to the full length of the rope. The bodv hung for
twenty minutes, without the slightest movement of
a muscle being discernible during the whole time.
The cap had, no doubt, been saturated with chloro-
lorm; hence the easy deatn.

A HEVOLT1NO BXBIRITION.
Soon after the body had been cut down and placed

In a coffin the large crowd that had hovered about
the jail daring the execution were admitted to the
yard and passed In single file before the corpse,which was exposed to their view. Ho great was the
eagerness of the women and children, as well as the
men, to get a good view of the ghastlv spectacle that
all along the line there was a constant palling,
tugging and scrambling for "good places," and at
times quarrelling, from the time the doors were
opened till they were closed. Little children not yet
in their teens passed in and out frequently during
the disgusting exhibition, apparently enjoying the
sight with greater zest every additional time they
passed the coffin.
