success. All ¦'s previous eiforts to atisfv the World
that U pos- -M any capacity have been signal fail-
11 res, anil It i- due to a self-elected body to frankly
Hotnowledge mat one or Its carenilly proposed
schemes turned out pretty steady as it anticipated.
Tbe petty coup tP ctat wtilch Cadiz has Just wit¬
nessed should be chronicled as a tolerable auceas. A
berotc and noble populat.ou, possessing a higher Idea
of liberty than any other in spam, has been provoked
by the most studied oui rages and insults to take up
arms against a sen-appointed and lawless govern¬
ment at Madrid and to attempt to vindicate some of
the rights gun anteed by a movement initiated and
Huccesslullv carried ou by Its powerful assistance.
The people or Cadiz have been intentionally driven
by the government at Madrid into a revolution, and
tbey have been overpowered after one of the most
gallant and creditaide tights that a people who would
be freo could oiler. The conflict was brought on by
iho government with us much premeditation as it
gives to any act, merely for iUe purpose^ crushing
and then disarming the people. The scheme was
successful, and we must give the goveiumeut credit
for what it has done. The great commercial me¬
tropolis of Spain row lies a captive to the ambitious
arid selfish clique that lor the moment rujes
Spain. The Ar t step of the governSeht in the
line of policy it lias adopted lias been so well carried
out that we may expect to witness others of a more
startling ua:ure. There is noih ng so encouraging
a< suocess, and 110 government ever felt more gra¬
tified than the present of Spain at the result to
Cadis. One oi the strongest republican populations
of thecouniry has been effectually put under foot,
and the govor .ment imy now anticipate less ob¬
stacles in the way of lt3 policy than It has yet met.
It. lias gamed a temporary advantage, but. with what
loss of blood and honor! The fight in the streets of
Cadiz in the early days cf December will weigh
heavily against the administration at Mad¬
rid, when the people -make their final
and not distant reckoning. The splendid
defence of the Anilsiuslan patriots against
the tyrannical oppression of the military
freemen of the country will surely bear its legiti¬
mate fruits liereufter ami advane the causa or lib¬
erty. Patriots' blood is rarely spent In vain, and we
may reasonably liope that that spilled behind the
turrtcaiies here will not have been wasted.

In the meantime
the Porte la fully dill iKIliM not to atmte a Jot or
UttlO of lis dementia, which hare been already
known f< r fome day* at Athena, while the Greek
Ministry unhesitatingly decided to reject the de¬
mands of the Porte and persist in the coarse It has
hitherto pursued without tegsi J to consequence#.

whire they Uke. The Saltan demands that the
refugees from Crete now In (Jreooe, who may be do-
alious of returning home, may be permitted freely to
depart. The King denies that any obstacle is placed
in the way of their departure by the authorities; but
that If some are deterred from embarking it is
through the Influence, gentle or forcible, of aome of
their own neighbors and compatriots, who are not
agreed with that portion of their former adherents
as to the policy of returnlug to Crete.
In order that your readers may better understand

the measures adopted by the Ottoman government
during the past year for the purpose or pucifying its
rebellious subjects In Crete, and the incidents which
havlcd to the present dispute, which has so sud¬
denly arisen, between the two governments. I will
briutlv recount some cf the facts connected wi.h the
Cretan rebellion during the past year.
Since the arrival of Hie Grand Vizier in the Island

in September, ist>7. the Porte has followed the ante
plan for the sttppre-'slon of the disturbances in
Crete as was so successfully carried out a few years
since in Montenegro, which was for 1. ng time In a
state ot chronic insurrection against the authority
of the .-ultan. All Pacha commenced the work of
pacification by declaring an amnesty to all the In¬
surgents who would submit within a limited period,
which slop he followed up by a thorough reorganiza¬
tion of Uie laws for the government of Hie island,
reducing the taxes appointed Christian sitb-gov-
ernort in those districts ohtefly inhabited l>v Chris¬
tians. t'lus done, ins Intention was to complete the
work by the adopiion of he more stringent policy,
which couststed in cutting roads through the dis¬
turbed districts, flanked by blockhouse' planed at
regular iutorvels, in each of which a .small party of
troops were stationed to act as u police for the pro¬
tection of the adjacent country. These b ockhouses
were surrounded bv trenches, so that a small force
was enabled to defend and keep order over a wide
extent of territory without being In danger of being
driven irotn their position, even if attPQ)(£d by a
much sui>erior lorce. By steadily pursuing this
plan the disturbed districts were being gradually
and effectually occupied by the imperial troops, aud
the spade and pickaxe were fast driving the Insur¬
gents to their lost strongholds aud hiding places, In
flie meantime large numbers of the latter had given
tfcqlr submission and united with t he peaceable por¬
tion of the inliabitauts of the island m efforts to re¬
new the cultivation of their lands, and, during the
autumn, in harvesting the abundant crop of olives,
their gr§aiest soured of prosperity, and which this
year requIrBd a much larger number of haij ' ""

could be found to engage In Those who
had thus laid down their arms and returned to their
peaceful pursuits now became naturally anxious for
their (tpojUes to join them, the latter in most cases
hamgbeen exiled by the provisional government
to Greece in order to secure them from the dangers
to which they would have been exposed during the
contest, having no means to accomplish this by
themselves, in the face of the intrigues, cajolery ana
forcible oppostion resorted to by the Cretan com¬
mittee to prevent a retrograde movement, so preju¬
dicial to Uiftr cause, these repentant subjects of the
Sultan addressed a petition to his Majesty some
months since, which has been seconded by numer¬
ous others presented to the authorities, asking the
government aid to reconvey their families to their
homes. The Sultan accordingly ordered that
every facility should be extended to the Islanders
who were desirous of returning, and Phoilades Bey,
Ottoman Minister at Athens, was commissioned to
take the necessary measures for carrying tills order
Into effect, the requisite funds being provided from
the Sultan's privy purse. Several thousands of the em¬
igrants nave succeeded during the summer ana au¬
tumn In resliiTtog, (he.U.4PortuIIUiee escaping the
obstacles thrown ill their way by the comlhlttee, and,
availing themselves of the facilities offered, have
returned home by the Austrian steamer plying to
Crete.
The demands lor passage to Crete having largely

Increased of late, orders were given for the charter
of two French steamers, to be exclusively employed
in this charitable work until all who desire should
again be returned to their natlvf soil. When the
Cretan committee saw the movement becoming
so popular mat large numbers of the refugees were
hastening to avail themselves of the imperial bounty
they felt that the last plank that hud sustained the
lnshriectlon was sinking under them and deter-
mined Co make a lust desperate effort to save their
cause, ana the recent reports from the Turkish Min¬
ister at Atheas sndw with what result.
The veteran chief Zltnleraklkl has ready to cm-

bark Irom Syra a force of 8W men. A son of
l)r. Milliugen, the physician why attended
Byron on his death-bed, whose father is
still practising his profession iu Fera. had
enlisted in the oauAe and placed himself
at the head of a band of volunteers, and some
2,000 discharged soldiers are assembled on the little
Island of Cerlgotto, which Ues hear the southeast
coust of Greece and only aboflt fourteen miles from
Crete, near enough for the volunteers to be able to
discover the signal fires of the insurgents, and when¬
ever the coast Is clear they can effect a landing In a
few hours. The Porto, thus finding that the moder¬
ate and humane policy to which It has recently ad¬
hered with so much patience was thus threatened
to result In signal failure, on Wednesday of last
week the Sultan convened a council of Ministers, bywhich it was unanimously decided to hold the Greek
government responsible for the aid and countenance
it has so long extended to the Insurrection, and
which lias so frequently been the subject of remon¬
strance an l protests on the part of the .sultan's
government, by Immediately recalling Photlades
Bey from Athens and giving M. Deli} annl his pass¬
ports. It was further decided to close the ports of the
empire against all Greek ships and expel all Greek
subjects from the empire within the space of a
week.a decision which was Immediately sanctioned
by the Sultan, who ts said to he excessively annoyed
thai the Cretan refugees were prevented from em¬
barking for their native island by tUe steamers
placed by bim at their disposition. Subsequently,
however, through the intervention of tho treaty
Powers the Pone was induced to delay carrying
these measures into effect until an ultimatum should
have been sent to the Athens Cabinet, with five days'
further delay, to give time for reflection before re¬
plying.
Should the demand made by this ultimatum be

rejected, the measures ptevloualy resolved upon are
to be carried Into execution, except that a longer
term may be accorded the Greek subjects to preparefor their departure; or this demand tnay*be waived
altogether as not using consistent with the spirit
and costoms of the age, and as an act toe effect of
which mnst effectually close the door to reconcilia¬
tion, while In case of war the exiles would eagerly
join the Greek army thus largely recruiting the
force of the enemy. From what! hear of the defiant
position of the Greek government there seems not
the smallest chance or a peaceable solution Of the
existing difficulties, as the latter seems determined
to rejeoi one and all of the demands contained In the
ultimatum; and while an Ottoman s earner has seen
placed at the disposition of Photla id Bey, h Greek
steamer Is dally expected to arrive i.ere to take the
Athens Minister home. ' -a
However much the Russian Cabinet end Its Minis¬

ters may protest their desire to pre#, vo price, there
Is no doubt that they will leave no stone Unturned
to bring about hostilities between Turkey and
Greece, and that they will re loflble their efforts to
foment insurrection among tho Christian populationof the empire and the Principalities, and thus rsonen
the Eastern question, which. In any future settle,
ment, will Involve a revision of (ho treaty of Paris,
witch will give Russia a better position In the Black
Pea than she held even b«rore the Crimean war.
Pr ince also wants war, but the Emperor dared not
apply the torch; but should tho first gun be OAd in
the F.ast It will ere long bo echoed throughout
Europe. The Porta is making energetic prepara¬tions for active operations against Greece, both by
land and sea.
Hobart Pacha, who left here to take command of

the blockading fleet, will doubtless give his first at¬
tention to the capture of the Efosls, and. from what
1 know of his adventurous character, 1 think he will
not hesitate to follow her into Greek water* The
fleet of five Iron-dads is a'so being got ready tor
sea as rapidly as possible, which, in case war ensues,
may be sent to bombard Syra, which Is quite unpro¬
tected, unless the European squad runs should Inter¬
fere. Omer Pacha Is ordered, with fourteen bat¬
talions of Infantry, to proceed into ihesssiy. and tf
affair* continue to move ranch longer (without out¬
side interference) in (Mr present channel we may
soon hear of Lis legions meeting the Greek army In
the pass of Thcrmipjlir.
Colonel O'Reilly Is still confined in the Turkish

prison, no one being permitted to see him. Ills Euro¬
pean and American confederates have not yet ar¬
rived. but are dativ expected.

Iliad Pacha was last a' Florence, much improved
in health, and It U probable that tf the present criti¬
cal state of sflairs is followed bv a war he will re-
torn to his post, even at the risk of provoking a
re'apse.

and till* thorn In the side of Anstria irmored. It la
quite poealble that Bratlano's recent * element,, that
Napoleon has l«een aware of the largt tranaporta of
tnnskci* tram Prussia to Itonmsnia, la true; but then
th* Prench Km peror baa only pla-od a trick to

Prussia to leave tier In the inuddlg whenever the
norret should transpire.
Another plea against Austria la that she had in¬

cited the Sultan to proffer hia recent demands on

Greece- This shows u deplorable want of morality
on the part of a government so jealous of its
authority as that of Prussia. The government of
Turkey.recognized by recent treaties as a legiti¬
mate government.has been exposed for years to
the insults and the inroads of Ureok freebooters,
with the connivance and assistance of the Greek
government, and when it summons Greece to ab¬
stain from such clandestine warfare Austria will
be at the boitom of such unexplained demand.
The Prussian government press, having alleged that
England and France have remonstrated with Aus¬
tria to restrict her zeal for the Turk, the wiener
Abendiw , the official organ of the Austdun gov¬
ernment, gives tncni the direct lie and states that
no communication to that effect has been received
from the Western Powers; In Tact, they aet In com¬
mon against the lawless conduct of Greece, which.
If not protected by the three Powers who Inad¬
vertently took that burden on their shoulders,
would not dare to provoke continually her stronger
neighbor. The truth ts that Austria wants
peace, to complete the new organization of the
State, and that Prussia wants to llslt in troubled
waters. It is not In the least probable that the disap¬
pointment shown by the Prussian papers will lead to
serious consequences; but still they are a symptom
of the times.
To-ilay a communication has been made to the

Pud Is? i Chambers, thai natives of Baden, residing in
Prussia, may liberate themselves of their military
duties l>y serving In the Prussian army, and, vice
verm, Prussians in the Radish armv. This first step
to annexation to the Northern Bund may lead to
reclamation ou the part of France. Speaking of
Baden, a loophole has been discovered in the recent
treaty about exploding projectiles concluded at St,
Petersburg. It is stated thfityllt that, sltonld any
state winch has dot joined tiid Contracting parties
"take part In a war," the treaty shall bo null
and void. Now, It happens that Baden and
Koumania, both stout aillos of Prussia, are not par¬
ties to the treatv; It remains therefore with Prussia
to evade her obligations under this plea and to pre¬
pare everything for such an emergency, while other
governments are bound by their signatures. Of
course she will be prevented in good time from
playing this trick.
The people ol Wurteraburg are not at all inclined

to join the Northern OonfcdyaUfln aha to get into
the mephes of Prussia. The Chambers had scarcely
(net when an address was proposed to the King pe¬
titioning him to maintain the Independence of the
country and not to enter Into now conventions with
Prussia, which would make Wurteniburg an unwil¬
ling instrument in her hands. They advise the King
to extend their liberties and thereby to win their af¬
fections, wheu they will stick to him in all emergen¬
cies. The Chambers will no doubt adopt this address
and thereby show that sympathies with Prussia are
on the decline in this country. In Bavaria the Court
is anti-Prussian; but the people are wavering and
there is a strong Prussian party lu that country.
ypr Bourse continues In a state of excitement In

cohsequehfB or tlar I'urkoffieek affair. The bear
party Is very active la depressing prices, in which It
has partly succeeded, as buyers keep aloof as long as
no settlement lias been arrived at. Contradictory
telegrams influence the markets. Auatriau
funds and shares have been mostly affected, wiiae
Americans maintain their price; still, business In
them ts restricted, us speculators do not deal iff such
stocks, which give them no chance. The prenittin!
on gold showing no movement on either side prices
vary here scarcely % per cent fthd If It were not for
those trammcnCns for exchanging 1182 railroad bonds,
against those of 1885 and 1887, there would be almost
nothing doing. The fonncr numerous transac¬
tions for ttie call cn a flxod day have ceased alto¬
gether. There js a talk on 'Change about a conver¬
sion being intended of Ave per cent, payable in
London and here, against six per cent; this would
prove a total failure, as our people here prefer bonds
payable at New Vork, as the coupons, when due, can
03 readily sold at the rate of the day, which scarcely
shows an alteration of per cent. It Is the high¬
est Interest of the United States finance that this
continuous talk about conversion should cease, as
only the projectors and their agents conld make a
profit thereby.

The Emperor and {he Mllltin.Appointment or
a New fotamailrler.Closing of (be Met.
Speech of the King.The Hungarian Budget
lor 1860.

PE9TH, Dec. 12, 1869.
We hare had an exciting time of it hero of late.

Political events of rrtofo than ordinary siguiflcunco
lave followed each otiier In rapid succession end
kept the public mind on the qui vive, ipimedtateiy
after tho sanctioning by the monarch of the Army
and Militia bill for the whole etpplfe Fruicls Joseph
issued an order of the day In reference to this event.
In this manifesto he taken occasion to dcclaro that
dualism "has brought the empire back to that his¬
torical oasis on which tt rested in times when It suc¬
cessfully withstood the severest trial t and gained
brilliant victories. My army has thereby won a con¬
federate which will powerfully support it ih good
and evil fortune."
The manifesto also especially mentioned the militia

as a complementary part of the system of defense
and as serving purposes similar to those of the regu¬
lar army. The manifesto of the sovereign wa i dated
on the ftb. On tho same day Francis Joseph ap¬
pointed the Archduke Joseph to be commander In
chief of the militia (Laiul'cthr) of Hungary and Its
annexes. Tho Archdnke Joseph is the son of the last
Palatine of llungary, the Archduke Stephen, aid In¬
asmuch as the last Palatine left pleasant reminis¬
cences of his rule behind him, Huugarlan public
opinion was pleased with the selection of his son to till
the post named above. On the day alter the publica¬
tion of these orders Colonel I vanka (cx-colonei of the
llonreda of 1848) rose from his scat In the Diet and
expressed his satisfaction at the sanctioning of the
Militia law, declared that the last germ of mistrust
had vaglahod from his mind and also averred, In the
name of the Central Committee of the lionveds, that
the llonveds of 1848 and 18 tB woul l henceforth be
ready to devote their lives and strength to the de¬
fence "of the country, the la vs and the throne."
His speech was greeted with great enthusiasm,
(lener&l Klapka, in his Journal, gave vent to similar
sentiments. On the same day a deputation of
Uonvcds went to way a visit to Pranbls Joseph In tho
Ofen Castle. Colonel HorvutU repeated. In the
bresence of the monarch, almost what Colonol
Ivanka was saying in the Diet. Tin- speech of
Colonel Horvath was appropriately responded to by
Francis Joseph.
On the 9th the Dtet was dissolved, in consequence

of the elfplratlon of tho three years' term for which
aiono the Hungarian Diets are elected. The speechfrom the throne with which this eventful Diet was
brought to a close rose fully to the level of the occa¬
sion. ft IS lnatihet with warmth of feeling and depth
of expression Which do honor to the Minister and the
monarch, who composed it, for the peroration, in
which Francis Joseph declares that he has discov¬
ered that a monarch can only be hanpy when the
people over whose destinies he preside* are happy,
must have emanated from the mind and feelings of
the sovereign hlmst if. I subjoin a translation of the
principal passages of this remarkable royal speech:.

Tlio Right Hide of the Diet.those who have sup¬
ported aud carried through tno settlement with Aus¬
tria.did not separato without a demonstration,
when they had assembled in the club which bears
the uunie of their great leader, Franz Peak, the lute
Speaker ofthe House of Deputies, M. Borastcli paid a
splendid tribute of gratitude to Franz Peak's wis¬
dom aud unscttlsh public spirit. He said, also, that
only envy and the blindest party spirit could denythe advantages Hungary had gained by and since
tlie settlement. "Hod grant that neither unreflect¬
ing impetuosity nor base ambition, nor baser envy,
nor the Impersonal spirit of party hatred will ever
succeed la endangering these gatus!"At the end of Houtsioh's enthusiastic panogyrlo
the members of the club crowded tound Deak aud
embraced him or shook him by the hand with real
Hungarian warmth. Desk then made a parting
speech, lie said that his conscience Justltled him in
the advice ho had given to his nation, and whatever
the verdict of the nation inlgbtbe at the forthcoming
general election the approval ol his own conscience
would not desert him. He cohtlnued: -^tf these
elections were always the result of calm reflection,
ihen 1 Bliould buve no fear but that they, as well
as my conscience, would justify our conduct; but
public opinion can olten be misled through want
of nqiltloal training. Be It our duty, therefore, to
enlighten this public opinion, to counteract all mis¬
leading excitations, let them come from what quar¬
ter they may, for these obscure truth's purity."
He then exhorted them to work hard for victory at

the ensuing elections, aud to strive as If the success
of the party and their principles depended on their
Individual exertions. The elections will take place in
April next.
JUe Hungarian Budget for 1889 was voted without

debate by the Diet before It closed. Tbe ordinary
expense! were set down at 181,817,100 florins; the
extraordinary&t JlMbaw florins; total, 180,458,two
florins; the revenue Is set down at lj.1,780,808 flo¬
rins. There Is, therefore, a deficit In the eastern
half of the empire of 12,677,600 florins. The ways
and means of covering this deficit will be settled by
the next Diet.

The following communication appeared in the
Times on the above date, and as the subject, uo
doubt, will be revived at a coming period, the views
of one who occupied the position of Captain or the
Port of Gibraltar for ten years may lie read with
some degree of interest at the present time:.
In a letter published by one of yonr contempora¬

ries on Wednesday last, on the subject of the cession
of Gibraltar, there Is the following paragraph:.

It li propose! In some of the Span lib papers that we should
restore Gibraltar to Spain and receive Cents by way of equi¬
valent. The absurdity of tbe proposition Is too palpable to
call for comment.
Bo far from considering this propesal an absurdityit is now many years since 1 first aflvoouted this so¬

lution of a difficult question, and lhave written to
members of both the last and present governmentsto urge its adoption. I was for ionyears Captain of
the l'ort of Gibraltar, and do not, ffterefore, address
you without at least having had a good opportunityof iormtug au opinion; and wlile on the spot 1
brought my view of the case under the consideration
of the luto Admirals sir Charles Japter and Sir It,
Dnndas, both of whom entirely coscurred with mo.
1 have never hoard any reason given against the ex¬
change, except the old stock arguments of Its being
a to our prestige and that the country would not
cpnscnt to It. Has the country ever regretted giving
up Corfu?
But to take up as little ol yonr ipaoo as possible I

will In a few lines give my principal reasons.
Admitting, as l do, that some port at the entrance

of the Mediterranean Is a necessity, I maintain that
Ceulu might bo really tpade a harbor of refit, coal¬
ing and refuge, not ond of which conditions docs
cinMlgr Jqlfli in a time of war with Spuin, the only
safe anchorage for iuerchaut vessels being com¬
pletely commanded from Innumerable points of the
Spanish coast. It never wait considered so, even In
the wars at the commencement ot the century; and,
with modern artillery, not a houseon the rock would
bo out of easy range. The "Gibraltar Shield," of
which wc have heard so much lately, li very sug¬gestive of insecurity and expense.
Buch is the case In the event of warwith Spain.Ilut even in peace times the bay is so exposed to

gales frotn the sontUwcst, and, Id spite of tbe shelter
of tbe Ilock, so subject to flurries aud white squall*
in an easterly gale, us to be at all times a most in¬
secure anchorage. For coaling purposes for nter-
chant stsamors there Is no wltarfa re.only coal
bulks, olten totally unavailable. For men-of-war
there is limited accommodation at a nt<Hc
reeentlv constructed, one small and Incon¬
venient point or access only is open for commerce
at tdd Waterport. 'j he largef ©earners uow seldom
touch ttt Gibraltar if they can avoid it. The cevslon
to Bpalil will not prevent windbound vessels
anchoringJn tfie bay during peace; lit time of war,
r 11 said before, not one could do so. Genta Is lietter
suited for ouf purposes, the Africadfehore being the
most frequented In passing the Straits. With the
area surrounding It now possessed by Bp,tin, It
might be made utmost Impregnable, but with the
Moors as neighbors and a command of the sea its at¬
tack would lie very Iraprobnble.My proposal, therefore, Is to express our willing¬
ness to make this exchange, under tome such condi¬
tions as the following:.That a certain number of
years should be allowed us to ronn a harbor to the
southward of Ceuta by a breakwater similar to that,
at Portland, for which there is every facility, and
then to cede Gibraltar intact with all lis fortifica¬
tions, in return for a proportion of the expense at
Ceuta lielDg paid by Bpaln. Other details appertain-
Ing to private property aud material of war 1 need
not eater Into.

In conclusion, I would express my firm conviction
that while the exchange would Ito most advanta¬
geous to Spain, It would also lie tho best bargain for
i.ngland; and if so, why, in the name ofcommon
sense keep up a rankling sore for tue sake of a vain
prestige, which aftbr all is more nominal than real,
especially wheu any one at all conversant with the
Immense progress made by Bpain tn the last thirty
years, tn spite of bad governments, must feel certain
that, sooner or later, she will resume her proper posi¬
tion in Enropef
To put the mm fairly before the country.what

SWITZERLAND.
Kfllltnry Reorganization.

The War Department of Switzerland proposes to
extend the obligation or servico to every citlxon or
twenty years old and to atmndon the system of the
"Federal scale," fixing the strength of tho eonttn-
gent according to the urooortlon or the population;
every canton is to furnish all lis troops to the general
urruy, divided into three portions, the active, the re¬
serve atid the landwchr. The time to be passed In
the first is seven .tears, In the second nine, and every
man Horn thirty six toforty-flve is to form part of
the third. The council h.vt resolved to postpone the
presentation of this oill to the Legislative Assembly
of tho Confederation until the military authorities
shall have been able to collect the vlcers 01 tae can¬
tonal governments on the subject.

OUR CLIPPER FLEET.
General Dalmm In (he Whipping BmImws.
The Han Francisco, Bant India and China
Trade.The Ships In Herbnr, Their Freights,
Where They tune From and Where They
Ge To.
The Importance of the merchant navy of our coun¬

try cannot well l>e over-estimated, aa Ua condition
may generally be taken aa a fair Index of the state
of prosperity or otherwise of the country in the
mercantile pursuits or which It Is engaged. New
York ia essentially a commercial city, and when
Its docks are filled with vessels, either taking in

cargoes of artlclosof domestic production or un¬

loading the wealth brought from other parts of the

world, theu it is fair to conclude that the commercial
Interests of the country aa well as of the city are in

a healthy and nourishing condition. Just now there
seems to exist a general depression In the shipping
interest. Time was before the war when the wharves
were crowded with American bottoms and the pieis
were thronged by thousands of men busily engaged
tu lading and unlading our vessels, when, to uho

a common phrase, our ships wore In every
sea, and the Stars and Strlpe3 floated in all
tno waters or the globe. Koceutly, however,
matters have somewhat changed, and the number
of American ships seems to Uavo considerably de¬
creased. This state of things may easily be seen by
the moat casual observer, who finds himself iu any
of our waterside thoroughfares. Take a fine Huu-
day. for instance, whon sailors love to llv the national
bunting of the countries to which their ships belong,
and on inspection It will be found that the "Stars
and Stripes" are outnumbered by tho broad banded
tricolors of tbe French, the crossed "Union Jacks"
of the British, and the many colored flags of the Cior-
man and Prussian kingdoms. And this ohange has
come about since the late war. The causes whloh have
produced this result are various. The heavy eost of
building vessels, the expense of stores of all aorta,
and the high price of outfit, as well as the heavy,
port dues, have ail aided to bring about thla state of
things. Walking along by the river side the passer¬
by cannot but be surprised at the large number of
'longshoremen who are lounging about at the
corners and in front of the liquor Balooos, watting,
like that estimable gentleman, Wllklna Mloawbor,
Esq., for something to turn up. J
Within the past tew weeks, however, the Ship ping

buBln&ahks $uiokened considerably, had though std
not hy any means so brisk as to keep all hinds
ployed, tno number or loungora has been oonsidera.
biy reduced, and this faot la owing to tho com¬
mencement of what is known as tho clipper season.

TIIK CLIPPHB FLHHT.
Just at this season of the year a large number or

clipper ships may always be seen In this harbor,
citner unloading their cargoes brought from foreign
shores or taking In freight for delivery In distant
countries. Most of these splondld vessels arc to bo
round moored at the various piers in the hast river,
and their presence adds considerably to tho oppor¬
tunity for employment among the 'longshoremen.
Their appearance is very fine, and a visitor is richly
repaid bv a pilgrimage among thoin. As a rule they
are splendidly built, with sharp bows and gracefill
lines, bespeaking great speed, ana with appoint¬
ments of the most complete character. As they lay
at the uocks, with their masts freo from almost any
soil, their copper mountings sparkling In the sun.
their white sails lazily dapping in the wind and their
paint clean as that of an uptown drawing room,
they would almost lead one to suppose thai they nau
never been to sea, but had only Just found them¬
selves on tho heaving bosom of tlio water, itteir
extreme sleekness and cleanliness cannot ran
to surprise even the most superficial observer, wnue
a closer Inspection ot them from stem to stein is
enough to surprise even the most careful observer.
Between the Uook sud Wall street there are somft
thirty or forty of these vessels of larger or smaller
dimensions. Sotnc ot litem aro American bottom*
hot by no Cleans all', mauy 'offing British, and sortieof tUCin Gorman. Most of them are engaged in thh
foreign trade, cither Chinese, Japan or Indian, while
others run to San Francisco. Several new Ameri¬
can vessels are now in tlie harbor, a fact which Is
worthy of floitQe. It is to be hupod that the num¬
ber will be tiioredssn Mid thatthedaymay not be
far distant when Yankee iouuacrcc will bo carritl
lu Yaukeo ships manned by V iinxeC sailors.

THE INPIAN TKAPE. . "

Tho trade between this port ami the ports in the
Boat Indies Is mainly carried on by British snips.

MANILA TTIATIE.
Several vess"ls annually cie ir froin this port for

Orpheus, which has Jnst arrived from that Island
wnUa cargo of hetup and sugar. This ship Is Ameri¬
can aud hails from Boston, ami was bufil lu Chelsea.
Though thirteen years old, she n still one of
the slickest craft on the water, and is
kept in beautiful order. Captain Crowell Is
her commander. She made the passago to this port
lu 133 days. The ship War Hawk Is also engaged in
this trade, and is now In the East river. Blie is a
Boston ship, 1,015 tons burden, aud Is commanded
by Captain J. S. Williams. The passage, which was
a plea-ant one, was made In 1-.- «' *ys.

TtlH CHINA AND JAPAN T'.IADB.
The trade with china Is one of the most important

connected with this port, and In ft some of the

efforts art; tnaiia on all sides to secure
the quickest passage. But few China vessels are r.t
present In port, hut several are dsiiv expected. I he

quickest In the floct, is now unloading tea at pierAo. ns East nver. Vbe bark lUly, also a fast vessel
belonging to Newport. England, has Just arrived
from Yokohama, making the voyago in 146 days.
Hie Is laden with tea and a few cases or cur os; sue
is 2V5 tons burden and eaTle* nlno m«n. The Itaiy
brings word that others of the fleet are at sea, seve¬
ral vessels being nearly ready to sail at the tunc sho
cleared for New York.
