THE EASTERN QUESTION.
Ths Saltan's Request for a Postponement of
tho Conference Denied.Instructions to the
Turkish Ambassador iq Pwrls.

-«». * LOnAon, Jan. 8,1869.
THO request of the Sublime Porte for a postpone¬

ment of the Conference oa the Eastern question for a
few days, In order that time might be gained for In¬
structing the Turkish representative, has not
been acceded to. Sessions of the conference
vrlU certainly open In Paris to-morrojyj. The
Saltan consequently has^ been
to telegraph at length from Constantinople
his Instructions to Djemel Mehemed Pacha, the
Turkish ambassador at Paris. There Is no question
that part ol these instructions are that if the dlscus-
fioiutn the Conference extend beyond the Sublime
Porte'snTlfflla»u'u to the Grecian government that
the Turkish representative shall Immediately with¬
draw.
The Turquie, the official newspaper at Constanti¬

nople, In its issue of yesterday, said that If the Turk¬
ish representative withdraws from the Conference
war with Groece is inevitable.

Firm Attitude of Tnrkev.

Tkc Position of Greece In the Proposed Con¬
ference un the Eastern Question.

ference will not be' permitted to olfcr any proposi¬
tion, but will attend only for the purpose of giving
Information in regard to the subjects under discus¬
sion. The Conference will frame a project of settle¬
ment which it will be the duty of Greece to adopt
after Its acceptance by the Sublime Porte and the
withdrawal oi the Turkish ultimatum.

The proclamation of Captain Genera. Uulceia fa¬

It la rumored thti an Interview wilt soon take
place between General Dulce and prominent revo¬
lutionists in Havana. Should the meeting be suc¬
cessful it would ten! materially to the restoration of
peace on the island.
News has been received here from Nassau that a

schooner recently arrived there from Cuba, after
successfully landing Ifty recruits and '.'.ooo muskets
for the Insurgents.
Many reports of engagements between the troops

and the rebels in the Interior are circulating here,
but none of them havt yet received confirmation.
A correspondent at Hayamo says the revolutionary

chiefs have concluded to issue a proclamation mak¬
ing all slaves free, and fixing a day after which they
shall receive pay for tlelr labor, and they propose to
carry this resolution into Immediate effect.

Additional Proclamations to be Issued.
Absolute Amnesty Tor All Political
Offences.Military Commissions to be
Dissolved.Freedom of the Press.

Havana. Jan. 8.Evening.
The Gaceta will publish to-morrow a proclamation

by the Captain General granting a general and abso¬
lute amnesty of all political offences, pardoning all
persons, whether now confined In prison or in hiding
or absent from the country. --a*"*
General Dnlce will Issue another proclamation to-

inoriJFj delving the military commissions and
restoring mil jurisdiction to the civil courts.
Within a few days General Dnlce will promulgate

the law establishing the liberty of the press. The
public prints will be permitted to discuss, without
the intervention of the censorship, all questions ex¬

cept those relattng to slavery and the dogmas of thq
Catholic religion.

- The British war steamer Eclipse has arrived here
With later and important news from Port au Prince.
The Havtien steamer Salnave seized the British

schooner Conch, Captain Pearl, from St. Marc, with
a cargo of coffee and cotton, and carried her Into
Port au Prince as a prize.

It was reported that the United States Consul at
Anx Cayes had been roughly handled by the revolu¬
tionists, but the Btory is not credited.
An attack was about to be made on the port of

Aquin.
. President Salnave has ordered his steamers to
attack the port in front while he will personally su-
pertntend the landing of lorces in the rear
of the place. The women and children have all
left the town and taken refuge In the ships in the
harbor.
There was a fight at Aux Caves on Christmas in

which the citizens and troops defeated the Plqnets.

CALIFORNIA.

TIic Central Pacific Railroad.
San Francisco, Jan. 8, 1889.

Trains on the Central Pacific Railroad are running
on schedule time to Carlln, In the northeast corner
of Nevada, 600 miles distant. Tracklayers are at
Humboldt Canon, twenty-five miles further east. No
Interruption has occurred from snows so lar. the
twenty-two miles of snow sheds at the summit of
the sierras working satisfactorily. The commercial
business of the Central for December exceeded
$640,000.

VIRGINIA.

Particular* of the Disturbance In Princes*
Anne County.One .Soldier and Three Ne¬
groes Hilled.The leader ot tlie Rioters a
Member of the Constitutional Convention.

Norfolk, Jan. 8, i860.
Details of the negro euwute near Kerapsville, in

Princess Anne county, have been received. Lieu¬
tenant Farragut and force, while en route to the farm
occupied by the negro squatters who were to bo
ejected, passed an armed force of seventy-five ne¬

groes In the woods, who made no demonstration.
Upon nearing the squatters' quarters a rresh num¬
ber, variously armed, retreated to a house wniclt
was surrounded. Sergeant Cnllcn advanced to the
door and was instantly shot, which so infnriated the
troops that they returned the fire, and rushing into
the honse bayoneted one or two of the negroes.
Three were killed outright. The troops were with¬
drawn from the scene of the alTray after effecting the
arrest of two of the ringleaders. A delegation of
negroes then waited upon the officer und demanded
the arms that were captured, which were refused.
The spokesman retorted, "If that Is the way tilings
were going every white man would tie run out of the
county." The citizens of Kempsville picketed that
village, the woods being filled with armed negroes
the entire night. This morning they had disap¬
peared, and with a view to a more speedy pacifica¬
tion the troops returned to the city. Apprehensions
are still entertained of a renewal of tho enwute, and
great excitement continues tn the vicinity. i
Battery A. Fifth artillery, arrived here this even¬

ing from Richmond, to reinforce the troops.
A negro named Hodges, a former member of the

Constitutional Convention, Is reported to have oc¬
casioned the resistance to ctvtl authorities by an In¬
flammatory speech, tn which he told them to "hold
on to the property and fight to the last."

MISSOURI.

The Ktramle for the Mewwtwrehip H»eei*bew
or Cieneiml Hrhar* and Meniiur* Drake and
Beodertton Befcre the Ufidatlrc CaaroM.

St. l<ours, Jan. 8, 1608.
A general caucus of the Missouri Legwlatuiv was

held at Jefferson City last night to hear Generals
Bchurz and Loan, candidates for the United States
Kenatorahip, define their position. Tite caucus
turned out tobc a mass meeting and was largely
attended by citizens generally as well as members of
the legislature. General Loan, being unwell, was
not present. The discussion was intended mainly
to give General Kchurz an opportunity to reply to
the charges cf bis opponent that he 13 In favor of
Immediately enfranchising rebels and turning the
States over to the hands of the enemy.
A special despatch to the AnzrUjer gives the fol¬

lowing account of the proceeding! of the meeting:.
General Rchurz distinctly denied the above cliarze,

and stated that he was astonished at it after so fre¬
quently and emphatically declaring his position on the
question. lie divided the question into two parts-
federal and State.and said In the United States
Senate he wonld support the following amend¬
ments:.first. general suffrage, without distinction
of color or previous condition; hut recognizing the
right of a State to disfranchise on account of felony
or rebellion. Second, an amendment to reduce
every relielltoua State to a Territorial condition. So
far as Missouri was concerned negro suffrage was a
justice done the negro and rebel suffrage was a
grace to be done to the disloyal. He was first for
Justice and second for grace. He was for repealing
the disfranchisement act only after negro suffrage
was adopted, ne ridiculed the constitutional per¬
formances or Drake A Co., and said had he been a
member of the convention he never would have con¬
sented to make enfranchisement easier than negro
suffrage, as the Drake constitution did. lie se¬
verely criticised both Drake and Henderson for
leaving Washington at so critical a moment
only for the purpose of defeating him. He,
stigmatized the chnrges made against him as wlirat
lies. He declared that he had never belonged to 'any
ring, and treated the snbiect of patronage as at nib
consequence to him. He concluded by obfterrdht
that his name waa known far and wide, and newer
had a Senatorial election commanded so m^cn atten¬
tion, both In America and Europe, as t^jg one bad.
He believed that Ins election would greatly encour¬
age emigration to this country and State.General Loan not be*Ug present Mr. Drake was ln-
yltes to speak. w» said he conhl not be expected to
reply ofl-hanu to a well prepared speech assailing
him so violently, bat he offered to answer at some
future tlffie, whereupon the caucus Invited him to
name the day before sitting down. Mr. Drake made
some very bitter remarks against General Hchurz,
striking hard blows, and saying be would show In
his response whose heart best answers to the pulsa¬
tions of the great radical party.

Mr. Henderson was then called upon and snoke.
He ridiculed many of the remarks of General Schurz,
aJyocated his own re-election and made a strong
effort m of the repeal of the diafranchlsmcni,
