Special despatches received in this city to-day

from Madrid, state that one of the late Emperor
Maximilian's Mexican Generals is secretly engaged
In that city making arrangements with a number of
Spanish scientific and military oflloers, with the view
of placing Count GlrgentL brother of thd ex-King of
Naples, on the throne of Mexico.
Two bnndred officers or high rank are wanted to

carry the movement into execution. Their pay will
be secured them from the time they enter upon their
duties.
Several of the European governments assist se¬

cretly this enterprise.
General Prim grants a number of officers desirons

of joining unlimited leave of absenoe for the pur¬
pose of taking part in the expedition.
The Emperor Napoleon, it is saffi, secretly favors

the project.

The Parle Conference.Ren*on* for the Ex¬
clusion ef the Grecian Representative.

Paris, Jan. 13, 1869.
The official Journal reports that the Conference on

the Eastern Question held a brief session yesterday
and adjourned until Thursday next. Mr. Rangshe,
the Grecian Minister, was not present. The condoct
of the Greek government. In taking exception to the
exclusion of its representative from the Conference,
is condemned; for, it is argued, Greece assented to
the propriety of a similar exclusion from the Con¬
gress of 1866, though the Sublime Porte was then
represented in that body, and this is held as s prece¬
dent for the action of the present Conference.

Opinion of the Turkish Governmeet Regard*
lag the Parle Conference.

Vienna, Jan. 13,1830.
A circular from the Sublime Porte to the European

Povere Justifying Its recent action against Greece
Is published here. It says that the Turkish govern¬

ment does not expect that the Conference of Parts
will arrive at any settlement. The ultimatum sent
to Greece was a declaration that the internal affairs
of the Ottoman empire must not be Interfered with.

A Crisis Reached la the Conference, Owing
to the Attltade of Greece.

Paris, Jan. 13.Evening.
The exclusion of the Grecian Ambassador threat-

mis to break up the Conference. It Is not considered
probable that the Greek government will acquiesce,
and Its reply to the demand of its representative for
instructions Is not likely to prove favorable, in which
case the Coofarenoe will In all probability adjourn
indefinitely. In the meantime the plenipotentiaries
have applied to their respective governments for fur¬
ther instructions.

It Is understood that Russia condemns the atti¬
tude which Greece has assumed toward the confer¬
ence.

Ceoftnamtlee ef the Reported Capture of
Cretan Meet*.

militia law be altered, so that the militia of the

chisement of rebels In exchange for negro suffrage,
and says the rebels onght not to be restored to the
right of the ballot so long as tbe right of suffrage Is
denied to tbe negro.

LECTURES LAST RIGHT.
CQSIIICAL CHthiSTat.

Lecture before the American Institute on The
Primeval World.

Steinway Hali was well filled last evening, in an¬
swer to the announcement by the American Insti¬
tute that Dr. T. Sterry Hunt, P. R. a, would lecture
on Coemical Chemistry, or rather the primeval causes
of the formation of the globe. On entering the hall
one was Impressed with the plain appearance or the
platform. There could be seen none of the diagrams,
maps, charts, machinery, bowls and tubes and other
paraphernalia, and such like requisites generally ex¬
hibited at scientific lectures for the amusement of the
public. The doctor stepped forward, In plain attire,
with nooaoaitsttc contrivances to aid him, and. being
introduced by Judge Daly, hp went Into media
ret, end showed himself fully acquainted with tfce-
subject be proposed to lecture on. After some few
remarks on the various theories which learned geolo¬
gists have propounded in regard to the manner to
which the earth, such as we know this plaunet, as¬
sumed her present appearance, the doctor spoke of
the mistakes to which even the most soientifle of
men, like Sir William Hershell, are sometimes ex¬
posed, who believed m the nebular hypothesis, and
that in these nebu ous masses there was hid cosmic
matter. Subsequent discoveries, with better aids to
science, like the spectroscope, disclosed the neonl»
to he, like the milky way. a gronp of stars, a mass
of solid bodies, only surrounded by vapors, a purely
gaseous matter. The Doctor then, drawing conclu¬
sions froin the appearance of the lnmtnous bodies
hi the sky, as they are reflect Mi In the spectroscope,
came to the condensation or vapors arouud our owa
globe. The hardened crust was evidently prodnced
by cooling. At a certain temperature all 1sidles pos¬
sess what the doctor called "chemical indifference."
Bnt to reach that the body of the earth must have bad
a higher degree or iumino isness; It must have been
self-luminous, like the sun. From time to time the
earthly oxydea m the vapors were decomposed and
the cooling process began. But the supposition of a
consolidation of matter at the surface was erro-
ncus, as was the idea of a liquid nuc'.ena of tho
earth. This idea was taken from water, which
freezes first at the surface; but, In reality, the forma¬
tion of the earth by the cooling process began first in
the centre. Tne doctor continued this elucidation
for some time, stating many ohemical experi¬
ments from which the theory of the cooilng
or the earth's crust as advanced by
him may be proven. Very interesting was
his exposition of the subaqueous and subafirlal pro¬
cess, which he regretted not to have the time to
elucidate still further. The fallacy that granite was
a kind ofprimitive rock he showed up bv a chemical
analysis or granite. The abrasions by the winds and
oceanic currents were explained and the sediment¬
ary deposits spoken of as instrumental in forming
the present physiognomy of the earth. The doctor
spoke at length of the volcanic phenomena and o(
the influence exerted by beat and water upon deeply
burled sediments near the centre of the earth. Metal¬
liferous deposits, as products of the chembtiy of (he-
globe, were referred to, and the doctor closed with a
description of the causes of eruptive rocks and dy¬
namic movements of the surface of the globe. The
lecture was loudly applauded.

The progress of
ideas and civilisation In that country wad
spoken of, showing that they had loog beam
acquainted with many of our arte, but that we
have improved upon them. In Japan they were
busily engaged in copying closely oar arte and ont
virtues, together with many of our vices, and con¬
clusion assured his hearers that we were rapidly
gaining ascendancy in the estimation of the Orieutm
hetiens,

the class on the subject of the previous lecture,
"Iron and Its Oompounili." commenced tbe subject
of tbe evening by exhibiting a variety of manganeoe
ore and explaining the different processes by wh!oH
the pure metal is obtained. The uses of black oxide
of manganeoe were enumerated and the method off
making oxygen gas explained. Chlorine gas is
used In the manufacture of glass and bleaching ealWL
sulphate of manganese Is nsed for dyeingpdrposea.Experiments were made illustrating the formattae
of manganese brown and tbe manner of Its applica¬
tion. The pertnanganese of potash Is used in ana¬
lytical experiments and is a powerful disenfoctant.
Chromium ores were then exhibited and described,
and the mode of manufacturing chromate salts ex¬
plained. in Maryland and Pennsylvania chromic
Iron Is found In large quantities. Tbe lecturer con¬
cluded by explaining the manufacture of chrome
pigments.
