WW OFBLECTlNfi UNITED STATES SENATORS

The following la a copy of the act approved July
«>n[ iwg, prescribing im uiode of electing United
tttates Senators:.
Rach house shall openly, by eitw note vote ot each

member present, name one person for Senator m
congress from aaid State, and the name of the per¬
son voted for, who shall have a majority in the
whole number of votes cast In each house, shall be
entered in the Journal ol each house by the cleric or
secretary thereof; out if either bouse shall fail to
give a majority for any person on said day that shall
Se entered on the Journal. At twelve o'clock me¬
ridian of the day following that on which proceed-
Ingu are required to take place as aforesaid, the
members of the two houses shall convene in Joint
assembly, and the Journal of each bouse shall
then be read, and if the same person shall
have received a majority of all the votes In each
bouse such person shall be declared duly elected
Senator to represent said .state In the congress or
the United Stales; but If the same person shall not
have received a majority of the votes in tiie House,
or if either house shall have failed to take proceed¬
ing aa required by thtt aci, the joint assembly shall
then proceed to choose, by a oicti votxt vote of cacti
member present, a person for the purpose aforesaid,
and Lite person having a majority of nil the votes of
said joint assembly, a majority of all the members
elected to both houses being present and voting,
shall be declared duly elected; and in case no per¬
son shall receive such jnajoriiy on tne (irst day the
'Joint assembly shad meet at twelve o'clock meri¬
dian of each succeeding day during the session of
the Legislature aud take at least oue vote until a
iSenator shall t c elected.

hbction z. And lie it further enacted, That when¬
ever, on the meeting ot the legislature ot any State,
a vacancy shall exist in the representation of such
Mrto in the Senate of the United .Status, said Legisla¬
ture shall proceed, on the second Tuesday after tho
commencement and organization of lta session, to
elect a person to fill sucU vacancy In the manner
herein prescribed for the election of a Senator for a
full term, or, if a vacancy shall occur during the ses¬
sion of the Legislature, then on the second Tuesday
after the Legislature shall have been organized and
ahaii have notice tf such vacancy.

bnc. 3. And be it further enacted, That It shall be
the duty of the Governor of the state from which
any Senator shall have been chosen, as aforesaid, to
certify his election, under the seal of the State, to
the President or the United states, which certificate
shau be countersigned by the Secretary of State of
the State.

Although Mr. Hamlin has received a majority of

SRETWES OF THE F0HTT-8ETEI JACOBINS
19 CONGRESS.

Tne following sketches are those of the forty-seven
radical Representatives In Congress who voted
against repealing the Tenure of Office bill:.

OAKBS AMES, or MASSACHUSETTS.
Mr. Ames is now serving bis third term in Con¬

gress. He was born in Lastport, Bristol county,
Mass., and ten manufacturer by profession. For
two years he was a member of the Executive Council
of Ms native State, and In IMS was a delegate to the
Philadelphia Loyalists' Convention, which met to
glorify radicalism and exalt carpet-bagging.

SAMUEL M. ARNELL, OP VENNE38BB.
This noble Roman, that can't trust Grant, was born

in that "Switzerland of America" Bast Tennessee.
His grandfather was a Revolutionary soldier, and he
was a loyalist daring the recent rebellion. His
property suffered somewhat Bom the Confederate
army, and In return for patriotic sacrifices he waB
elected a member of the Tennessee Legislature, and
in 1866 advocated the passage of the constitutional
amendment. Those lucky mortals who are allowed
to vote In Tennessee elected him to the Thirty-ninth
and Indicted him upon the Fortieth Congress. Mr.
Aznell Isn "regular stunner*' when he makesa speech
denouncing rebels and others who do not agree with
htm,

DBLOfl R. A8HLBY, OF NEVADA.
This distinguished individual is a veteran office¬

holder. We are unable to state where "ne saw the
light," hat first bear of him In Monroe, Mich., where
hie young Idea was taught how to shook He turned
np next in Calilornla aa a district attorney, next ae
a member of the Assembly, then as a State Senator,
and finally as State Treasurer. Panting for "fresh
fields and pastures new," he carpet-bagged to Nevada,
and that infant State, with a lack of discretion so
characteristic of youth, sent him to the Thirty-ninth
and Fortieth congresses. Mot having been returned
to the next Congress, however, he is not likely to
give the President elect mncb trouble.

i%mi UAXBH, OP ILLINOIS.
Mr. Bsker la a native of Kentucky and citizen of

Illinois, in which State he has practised law for quite
a number of years. He was elected a member to
the Thirty-ninth and Fortieth Congresses, but having
been mercilessly slaughtered, or having declined a
renomlnallon, be will retire next March, and the
House of Representatives that knew turn for four
years shall know him go more forever.

JOHN BEATTY, OP OHIO.
This gentleman is a native of Sandusky city, Ohio,

and a banker by profession. He was a Presidential
elector in i860. Soon after the rebellion broke out
he entered the Union army, distinguished himself In
several battles and eventually became a brigadier
general of volunteers. In 1864 be retired from the
serrvoe, and in January, 1868, was elected to fill the
unexpired term of C. C. Hamilton, who was kil.ed
by bis insane son. General Beatty Is a member elect
to the next Congress.

JOHN P. BKNJAMTN, Or HIRSOCTM.
The chinning, effective and highly loyal policy of

disfranchising some 6,000 voters in the Eighth dis¬
trict of Missouri has sent Mr. Benjamin to Congress
for two terms already and sleeted him to the Forty-
flrst Congress. He was born in Onondago county,
K#w York, lived three years in Texas; went to
Missouri in IMS and engaged in the practice of law.
In 1861 he became a legislator, in I860 a Presidential
elector and In 1861 a Union soldier. He rose to the
rank of lieutenant colonel and then resigned to be¬
come a provost marshal, lie was a delegate to the
Baltimore Convention in ISM and was soon after
elected to Congress. U will console all loyal hearts
to know that this anti-Granter is no relative of Judab
P. benjamin, the ax-rebel beoretary of State.

JACOB BIN-TOM, OS NSW HAMPSHIRE.
Mr. Benton was born In Vermont and is a lawyer.

He moved to New Hampshire In 1M3; has been a
member of thp State Legislature; was a delegate to
the Chicago convention in I860, and Is now flnisiiiug
his first term in Cougrens.

THOMAS BOI.gg, or ARKANSAS.
On the 16th of July, 1837, the first cries of an infant

"might have been" heard on a /arm near Clarksville,
Johnson oonmy, Arkansas. Those cries arose from
Thomas Boles. He is a lawyer by profession; was
Deputy .Sheriff and Deputy clerk of the Yell county
Court In 1860-60. During the rebellion he was loyal
to the government and a captain in the Union army.
He became an Arkansas judge in 1865 and a Repre¬
sentative to Cong resa In iM». Mr. Boles is a mourner
of that suuii baud or patriots popularly known at
home as "scalawags."

IIKNRY r. II. BROMWKLb, OV IU.INOIH.
Among tlic anti-repeal the-Tenure-of-Oince-blli

names Is that of this Representative. He is a son of
"M.v Maryland." and was lorn in 1828. In 1836. after
a residence of seven years In Ohio, he went
with his rather to Illinois, there obtained a good
education and was admitted to the bar In 1S6j.
Being or a sanguinary cast or mind be fouuded at
Vanualia a newspaper which lie called the Ave of
Steam ami Fire, and which he edited from 1862 to
lsw. It grew rusty and fell to pieces irom lack of
fuel. Mr. Broinwell has been a county Judge (1863),
Presidential elector (lsooj, and In 18M was sent to
Congress. In ltee be was re elected, bat last yearbis constituents klndiy relieved htm of the harassingauties of a Representative.

EAl.ru p. HICK LAMP, OP OHIO.
Mr. Bucr.and was born in Massachusetts In 1811,during which same year his parents removed to

Ohio. He was educated at Kenyun College and was
admitted to the bar in 1837. He was a member of
the Ohio State Senate from 1856 to isse. He served
first as s colonel sod next as a brigadier general
during the rebellion. While in the field he was
elected to the Thirty-ninth Congress, and was re¬
elected in 1806. Mr. Bnckiand was a delegate to the
Philadelphia- Black and Tan" Convention, held In
1868, and to the --.Hoidlers' conventiou" held at litis-
burg. He ceases to tie e member of Congress whenhis present term expires.

JOHN CHAKLES < lirROULt, OP KKW TOEK.
This member of Congress, from one of the rural

districts of this Slate, is a native of Clinton county.Ho was educated in Vermont, end is a lawyer. Mr.
Churchill boa been District Attorney tor uswego
county and County Judge or the same county. He
we first elected to the Fortieth Congress, aud is a
member elect to the Forty-nrst.

COM MB I'M DELANO, OP OHIO,
This ptoos pillar of the Protestant Episcopal Churchla a native of Vermont. He moved to Onlo when a

boy, studied law, among other things, and became
famous as a criminal lawyer. Id 1844 he was elected
to the Twenty-ninth Congress. In lfteo was a dele-
gale to Uie Chit-ago Convention: in 1861 becameCom¬
missary General of ilhta He was elected to Con¬
gress to i»6.i, re elected in 1*84, end beaten in 1866
by General George W. Morgan, whose seat he success¬
fully contested. Me. Delano lives in a congressional
district that ha- t<.< ome largely democratic, so that
he will not give (ienerai urant any trouble. We
musf not amuta mention that he has nnwcrssfnliy
sought <ful'e s number or oftlces. and that he la now
en extensive firmer and banker.

He was first elected
to Congress In 1862, but before taking his seat was
appointed n major general of volunteers for gallant
conduct at the battle or Cblcamanga. Ha was re¬
elected to the Thirty-ninth and Fortieth Congresses,
and la a member elect to the Forty-first. General
Garfield represents the Nineteenth district of Ohio,
the most hopelessly radical constituency in America.

ABNBR C. HARIIINO, OF ILLINOIS.
A native or Connecticut, educated in New York

and legal practitioner In Oneida county, of this
State, for several years, Mr. Harding first blessed
IillnolB with his presence when, tired of law, he
took to agriculture, lie managed farms In that
stale for twenty-five years, spending his leisure
time In tho Constitutional Convention (1848) and the
state Legislature (1848-0 and 80). lie then engaged
In the management of railroads; entered the Union
army In 1862, became a colonel and brigadier gene¬
ral, served with distinction and was elected a repre¬
sentative to the Thirty-ninth Congress. Re-elected
in I860, Mr. Harding was allowed to retire at the
election for Congressmen last year. The llgul of
his countenance will no more shine In the halls of
the House of Representatives.

WILLIAH HltiBV, OP CALIFORNIA.
Mr. Higby is a native of New York; was educated

In Vermont and is a lawyer by profession. He emi¬
grated to California in 1880, became District Attor¬
ney of Calaveras county In 1863, member o( the state
Senate in 1862 and Representative to the Thirty-eighth
Congress In 1863. He was re-elected in 1884 and
1866. Last year the nominating convention Ignored
his claims to do service lor his country any longer,ftnH /.Ananmiontlv William ITirrhir daoanu frt ho u I Vin_and consequently William Higby ceases to be a Con¬
gressman next March. Of such is the kingdom of
politics.

THOMAS A. JRNCKES, OF RHODR ISLAND.
Providence (the city of that name in Rhode Is¬

land) is the place where Mr. Jenckes was born In
1818. At Brown University he was educated, and,
after studying law, practised his profession until
1863, when he was elected a member of tbe Thirty-
eighth Congress. He has served ever since, and will
remain In the House for at least twoyears longer,
being a member elect to the Forty-first Congress.

WILLIAM H. KKL8KY, OF NKW YORK.
Among the multitudinous lawyers whom Provi¬

dence In his Inscrutable wisdom permitted to vote
that General Urant should not have the power of
removing obnoxious mostuiastera at his will and
pleasure Is tho Hon. w. H. Kelaey, one of the rural
representatives from this State. He was born at
Smyrna, in 1812. After becoming surrogate and
District Attorney of Livingston county (1840-60) he
was elected to the Thirty-fourth and Thirty-fifth
Congresses. He then gave way to another member,
bnt reappeared In 1866, when he was elected to the
Fortieth Congress and re-elected to the Forty-first.

BET1INEL M. KITCHEN, OP WEST VIRGINIA.
Mr. Kitchen was born In the Pan Handle, and Is n

farmer by occupation. He was a mearner of the
Virginia Legislature In 1861-2; waa elected to Con-

Ksh in 1863, bat was not admitted to his scat. He
ame a member of the West Virginia state Senate

In 1861, and was elected a Representative to the For¬
tieth Congress In 1866. The beat of deeds being those
done in secret, Mr. Kitchen may have clandestinely
done something worthy of his name; but its com¬
mission Is unknown to the world, l-nst year his
constituents elected another man to fill his place.
Thus the Forty-flru Congress will be without a
Kitchen.

ADDISON H. LAPLIM. OF KBW YORE.
Lee, Berkshire county, Mass.. produced this distin¬

guished man In 1823. Hs Is not a lawyer, being en¬
gaged in tbe manufacture of paper. In 1867 the
senate of New York, to which State he removed in
1844, was graced with his presence; in 1864 the
Thirty-ninth Congress greeted him, and In 1866 be
greeted the Fortieth Congress.

He haa been register of probate and prosecuting at¬
torney for Lamoille county; member of the State
Constitutional Convention In 1848; a^ud^e ^of the
Supreme Court of Vermont In 1848, which last posi¬
tion he held by annual election until 1886, wben he
was appointed to fill the vacancy in the United
Slates Senate caused by the death of Jacob Oolla¬
mer. He waa a delegate to tbe "Loyalists' Conven¬
tion" in 18M. and daring the same year waa elected
a representative to Congress, be having failed to se¬
cure an election to tbe Senate. Mr. Poland baa been
re-elected to the Forty-tint Congress.

DANIKL POLSLIT, OF WB8T VIRGINIA.
This Jacoblncal member is a native of Virginia

and formerly a lawyer by profession, but now en¬

gaged in agricultural punuis. He was loyal during
the rebellion; was the first Lieutenant Governor or
tVest Virginia, and upon the expiration of bis term
was elected a judge of the Circuit Court. In 18M be
became a member of Congress, and upon tbe expira¬
tion of his term returns to private life.

TUROUORM M. POMBKOY, OP NgW VORX.
Mr. Ft>mercy Is a lawyer, and was at one time

District Attorney for Cayuga county and a member of
the state Asscmbly.»He was elected a member to the
Thirty-seventh Congress and re-elected to the Thirty-
eighth, Thirty-ninth and Fortieth Congress. Grateful
for bis past services his constituents last year gave
him permission to retire to private life on the expi¬
ration of his present term, which he will probably do
amid the plaodlts of the multitude.

ROBERT a SCHBNCK, OP OHIO.
Probably the most prominent of those members

who voted against the repeal of the Tenure of Office
law is Mr. Scnenek. He Is not a German, as many
persons Imagine, but a native of Warren county,
Ohio, where ne was bora In 1809. In 1831 he was
admitted to the bar and in 1840 elected to Abe State
Legislature, serving for three years. Mr. Schenck
was elected to Congress In 1843 and served four
terms, when President Fillmore appointed him Min¬
ister to Brazil, on his return ho engaged extensively
in the railway business. On the outbreak of the re¬
bellion he entered the Union army, serving as a
brigadier and major general. In 1862 he was elected
to congress and has servod ever since. Lost fall,
after a desperate contest, he defeated Mr. Vailandlg-
ham by 476 majority. Mr. Bchenck has been a promi¬
nent politician for many years and, although not a
man of extraordinary ability, possesses some in¬
fluence in the House or Representatives. He is very
radical In politics.

JOHN P. O. SHANKS, OP INDIANA.
A native of Martlnsburg, Va.. Mr. Shanks removed

to Indiana while a youth and there studied law. He
was a member of the State Legislature in 1863-4, and
in I860 was elected a Representative to Congress, ana
has ever since served In the House. During the re¬
bellion be visited the battle lleld of Bull Run as a

spectator, but subsequently became a participant
and returned to Washington In good order, If even
a little preolpltately. He also served on the staff of
General Fremont nntll December, 1861, when he re¬
sumed his seat. Mr. Shanks was re-elected to Con¬
gress last fall, and will, consequently, serve daring
the first two years of General Grant's administration.

8AMCBL BHBLLABiRGKR, OP OHIO.
This gentleman Is a native of Ohio and a lawyer.

In 1862-3 he waa a member of the State Legislature
and was elected a Representative to the Thirty-
seventh Congress. He did not serve In the next
house, bnt was re-elected la 1864 and again in 1866.
This is his last term, another radical having been
chosen to represent his district.

WILLIAM B. 8TOKK8, OP TRNNR8SEB.
It Is a Singular fact of the eight members from

Tennessee five voted against repealing the Tenure
of onice law. Tbe subject of this sketch is a native
of North Carolina, bat has lived In the mountains
of East Tennessee the greater portion of
his Ufe. He has been a Representative
and Senator in the Legislature of Tennessee
and was elected to the* Thirty-sixth Congress from
that State. When the rebellion broke out he first
announced his purpose of joining Ik Subsequently
he recanted, became a devoted loyalist and served
In the Union army. In 1886 he was elected a Repre¬
sentative to the Thlrty-nlMth Congress and has since
held his scat. Last fall he was re-elected to serve
for the term ending in 1871. As a politician Mr.
Stokes Is terrible. He received bnt a limited educa¬
tion wben young, and his oratory Is not as ornate
as that of Mr. Sumner. But his eloquence Is electric
In Its effect. It convulses and astounds the audience.
Mr. Stokes uses plain language, sometimes remark¬
ably plain. His denunciations of rebels are awrul
to listen to. He haa made his mark before, and|in a
contest with General Grant he will make It again.
Mr. Stokes aspires to a seat In the United states

JOHN I'ATFN, OF NRBRA8EA.
Mr. Paffe is a native of Indiana and a lawyer.

After a brief residence In Illinois be emigrated to

Nebraska, and in 1868-8 became a member or the
Territorial Legislature. In 1880 he was elected to
the Territorial Council, and In 1802 raised a regi¬
ment of cavalry and did good service against the
Indians. In 18M]he was elected the flrsRKepresenta-
tive from the State of Nebraska, and last fail was
re-elected for the term ending March, 1871.

JOHN TRIMBLE, OF TENNESSEE.
One of the members of Congress from Ten¬

nessee who hold their seats by means of the most
shameful system or disfranchisements ever known
Is the subject of this sketch. He was born in
Tennessee during the year 1812. He is a
lawyer, and has held numerous offices, navtng
been Attorney General for the Nashville district;
member of the State Legislature for a number of
years, besides holding minor offices. He remained
loyal to the government during the rebellion, and In
1882 was appointed District Attorney for Middle
Tennessee by Mr. Lincoln, but resigned In 1884. In
1888 he was elected to Congress, and on the expira¬
tion of his term next March retires to private Urn.

CHARLES UPSON, OF MICHIGAN.
This Is the last term In Congress of Mr. Upson,

another radical having been elected to represent his
district He Is a native of Connecticut and has lived
in Michigan since 1848, holding several offices under
the government of that State. He was elected a
representative to the Thirty-eighth Congress and re¬
elected to the Thirty-ninth and Fortieth Congresses.
Mr. Upson has never made any reputation as a mem¬
ber, and is probably one of tbe least known of public
men in the country.

HAMILTON WARP, OP NEW TORE.
This makes the seventh and last sketch of New

York members who virtually voted a want of con¬
fidence in tho incoming administration. Mr. Ward
Is a native of Herkimer County und Is a lawyer by
profession. He hss ueen District Attorney
of Alleghany oounty, and In 1884 was
elected a Representative to Congress. Hlnce
then he has been re-elected at the expiration of every
term, and Is at present member elect of the Forty-
first Congress. During the war Mr. Ward was
actively enaaged In ralstug and organizing (Mate
troops nnder an appointment of the Governor. He
is another of the very little.known members of the
House.

martin wklebr. or ohio.
Mr. Welkor was born In Ohio during the year 1810.

When a young man he engaged In mercantile
pursuits, hut snlMequently studied lew and
was admitted to the bar. He was Clerk of tbe
Court of Common Fleas irom 1848 to 1881 ; a
Judge of the Common Pleas from 1881 to 1H88,
and during the following year was elected
Lieutenant Governor of Ohio, declining a
renotnlnatloti upon the expiration of his term. Dur¬
ing the rebellion be served as a Judge advocate gen¬
eral on the stair of tbe Governor of Ohio, and was
also Assistant Adjutant General of tbe State for
some titne. In 1864 he was elected to Congress, and
Is now completing his second term. Mr. Welker is
a member elect of tbe next Congress.
BENJAMIN P. WntrrEMOKK. OP MASSACHUSETTS, RB-

PRRSENTINO SOUTH CAROLINA.
This incorruptible patriot was torn In Massa¬

chusetts, and is, or was, a teacher of the Gospel.
Boon after the close of the rebellioa this holy man,
In a spirit of martyrdom, decided upon visiting
the benighted regions of South Carolina, so that
intelligence, civilization and virtne should burst upon
and bless tbe inhabitants of the Palmetto state. In
the capacity of an agent of the Freedmen'* Bureau
the reverend gentleman went amodg the heathens of
the South and there prayed eternal happiness and
prosperity to tbe niggers and fire, brimstone and
damnation to tbe whites. The niggers, with an
¦muteness far superior to that ever exhibited by the
people of Massachusetts, discovered so many
evidences or genius in this truly loyal and
sanctiOed men that they elected him a member of
Congress. Delighted with bis success In legislative
halls, the happy nigs have re-elooted tbe reverend
gentleman, who will doubtless lose no opportunity
of impressing upon General Grant tne patent fact
that to obtain his support rebels mnat to burled deep
beneuth the ground, as tbe saint once piously wished
they all were. This Is the history of a carpet-bag-
ger.

LANDLORD AND TENANT.

lb* action of the new incumbent of the office of

City Judge, Onnnlng B. Bedford, Jr., in announcing
hie determination not to entertain applications
for warrant* for the dispossession of tenant*
under what are familiarly known to the
legal profession as "summary proceedings,"
has excited considerable comment, and elicited some
criticism and a larger amount of commendation, not
only among the profseelon but the community la
general. The many hardship* resulting from the
eviction of tenant* from and the restoration of pos¬
session of premises to landlords, under these pro.
ceedlnga, nave been many times the suttfeot of much
condemnation, and numerous efforts have been made
foi the repeal or mudifloatiou of the more rigorous
features of the law.
The statute was enacted for the purpose of afford¬

ing to owners of property a summary method of re¬

covering possession of their premises where the
tenant has neglected or omitted to pay the rent doe
or continues to hold possession of the premises after
the term of his lease has expired without permission
uf the owner or agent. In respect to the officers
by whom this "remedy" may be administered the
law is not quite so clear as it might be.
It provides that the delinquent lessee "may be re¬

moved from such premises by any Judge of the
county courts of the county." Aca, "or in the city of
Mew York by the Mayor, Hecorder ami Justice of the
Marine Court, or any one of the Justices of the dis¬
trict courts of the city .of New York," he. The
Laws of 1863, chapter 180, page 328, modi¬
fies the latter clause quoted above so as

tq confer the power upon the justice of the
district in which the premises are situated
and revokes the Jurisdiction over the entire city
which they formerly possessed. The act of the
Legislature of i860 creating the office of City Judge
for the city of New York provides that the Incum¬
bent shall hold office for four years, and that all
judicial powers vested by law Ui the Recorder are
conferred upon the City Judge, and he Is required
to discbarge concurrently all judicial duties
imposed on him. This act, of coarse, did
not abolish ths office of Recorder, which
was pre-exlstenL Whether, therefore, the law
makes It Incumbent upon the City Judge does not
fully appear, Inasmuch as the statute governing the
"dispossess process." enacted prior to the creation
of his office, provides that its powers "may" be ad¬
ministered by the Recorder, while the act of i860
vests in the City Judge all judicial powers vested in
the Recorder and clothes him also with the concur¬
rent exercise of all Judicial duties imposed on him.
The authority, being "jndlclal," Is necessarily, ac¬
cording to the usual interpretation of that term, a
discretionary power.
One thing, however, is certain in connection with

the question, and that la that the exercise of the
power of granting these warrants of dispossession Is
within the scopf of his prerogatives, and that he
has declined to nse it, although tt is well known that
were he so disposed he might derive a handsome an¬
nual revenue therefrom. Townshond a well known
authority on the law and practice of proceedings in
ejectment says:."We are not certain as to the Jur¬
isdiction of the City Judge of New York. It
is unusual for the Mayor or Recorder of New York
city to exercise this jurisdiction, and we are not
aware that any City Judge or that city has ever ex¬
ercised this jurtgflictlon." But Townsheud wrote this
some years ago. and if he proposed writing a sup¬
plement to his work might modify It so as to re¬
verse the meaning of the last sentence above quoted,
prior to Judge Bedford's accession to his present
distinguished office the Jurisdiction referred to was
exercised In the court over which he now presides,
and wasf owing to certain existing circumstances, a
source of Injustice, made doubly unjust by the fact
that It was the enforcement In an Imperfect manner
of one of the most stringent and oppressive laws on
the statute book of this State. The chief reason why
tt was doubly unjust was that, owing to the fact
that the regular criminal business of the court of
General Sessions being very extensive and absorb¬
ing almost all the time of the City Judge, he could
not give the attention and consideration to
proceeding* In ejectment which they required
*nd deserved. This class of practice 1* not ranked
very high In the legal profession, and la termed
"petty." The courts view It as "petty" business,
also, In spite of the fact that u may be made to yield
rich emoluments in fees. The "fees," therefore, are
the only circumstance which, in the dim vision of
cupidity, are not "petty." That It has been exer¬
cised In the Court of (ieneral Sessions is a matter be¬
yond cavil and Incontrovertible; and that It has been
exercised as a source of emolument, rather than as
the medium of acquiring Judicial proficiency, emi¬
nence or reputation may be readily deduced. Of all
disagreeable duties or branches of adjudication none
could be more repugnant to a sensitive Judicial mind
than the execution of tue provisions of this law.
While the criminal business of any court must
necessarily be of a verv painful nature, this
view or the matter la tampered by tbe fact that
it is not so euiuarraHslug to perform a duty
against men oonvtcted of crime. Criminals generally
attain tbetr unenviable position through the wlimi
perpetration of offence. Hut in nine-tenths of the
cases where process of ejectment is Invoked Its force
is directed against persons who have had no control
over the circumstances which have made them
amenable to the law. In general they are the vic¬
tims of a misfortune, and that misfortune, poverty,
has, with more terrible truth than humor,
been pronounced by many a crime. At least
it leans In too many Instances to the commission
of crime, and often entails the misery sod unhappt-
ness which should only pertain to crime when the
crime Itself hss not been committed. No one can
of course for a moment assume that a landlord Is
not entitled to compensation for the use of his
premises, and It would be idle hi assume that be¬
cause he Is rich he should wslt s certain time to
give the debtor tenant an opportunity to pay the
arrearage, as a stretch of this rule would soon
make all rich landlords poor themselves.
The poor are. unhappily, the persons against

whom this rigorous law Is oftenest enforced, not
feom any caprice of the law Itself or of those who
execute It, but simply because the poor are least
able to pay any pecuniary obligation. They are the
class who earn least, who are ofteoer out of
employment and who rarely have a reserve
fund upon which they can rely for maintenance for
a month even, and landlords, in common with other
men. seldom like to trust them In debt for the
reason that under ordinary circumstances they
seldom earn more than enough to lire upon.
Taking these facts Into consideration, together with
the stringent nature of tbe law, It is not to be won¬
dered at that Judge Bedford shrinks from Its exe¬
cution, and, burying all thought or the measure of
pecuniary recompense, contents himself with the
honorable salary pertaining to his position. Had
be chosen to transact this business he had both the
law and precedent to sustain him In doing so; bnt,
putting himself upon the ground that the heavy
criminal business of his court demands all Ma atten¬
tion, he states that he does not Intend to issue these
odious warrants.

Yesterday Judge Curtis, of the Marine Oonrt, In a
letter published In the llaiui.n warmly endorsed
the action of Judge Bedford, and also respectfullyand In a dignified manner Informrd the bar that he,
blmseif. nevet had «inc« his accession to the trench
issued dispossess process, and did not intend now to
do so.
The law which both of these gentlemen have thus

declined to participate in the enforcement of will
now revert to a channel in which U more
certainly belongs, and where It will have all the
attention It require*. The District Courts are
numerous enough for the transaction of ail
this buslnsss. and it will not Interfere there with
other interests, it is a civil proceaa, and the dis¬
trict courts are purely civil courts, and the criminal
ami higher civil coura are, as is well known, fully
occnpled with their more legitimate Jurisdiction.

I.caving these consideration*, however, aud turn¬
ing to tbe nature and effect of the statute, irre¬
spective of the official* who administer It, It ap¬
pear* to be * law very much *l variance with and
entirely repugnant to the general tenor
of American constitutional principles.
