Salt Against the Sheriff.

Before Jndge Gilbert.
Thomas Breakspeare vs. Thomas Campbell..-The

defendant In this action, as Sheriff of thfe county,
seized certain distillery property In a building corner
ml Summit and Van Brunt streets, South Brooklyn,to collect the rent of the building In which the dis¬
tillery was operated, and alleged to be due by one
Goodwin, the supposed owner of the propertygeized. The salt was brought by Thomss Break-
gpeare on the ground that the property seized be¬
longed to him and not to Goodwin, who simply held
it on a leaae, and had acted as plaintiff's agent in its
purchase. The valne of the property In question
was about 11,500. The defenoe set up was that the

property belonged to Goodwin, and not to the plaln-
The jury returned a verdict for the defendant.

Their CeatUtiee.Oraaae Ceaaty Milk from
the K. IX.Adallrrmtlon.
The old adage which states that "where Ignorance

is bliss '.Is folly to be wise" may very easily and witn
equal truthfulness be transposed so as to read with
altogether opposite meaning. With regard to mat¬
ters of food and drink the remaining in Ignorance as

to their quality, however blissful such a state may
be, can never make It foolish to be wise as to
their composition or the good or evil effects
upon the system which may be produced by
the different constituents which are contained
In them. The reason that so many articles which
are really Injurious to the human system are, never¬

theless, dally sold and used for the diet of man Is
easily traced to this one cause of Ignorance. It Is
so much easier to take for granted that an article Is
a good one than to take the trouble to test Its quality
and 90 determine Its real merit, and, as a conse¬

quence, the guarantee of a tradesman Is considered
sufficient bv purchasers to assure them that what
they are buying is, indeed, what it is represented to
be.

ADULTERATION.
The article of milk Is one which Is used by every¬

body, aud that, too, very often in the preparation of
food for those who above all others require whole¬
some sustenance, viz., Invalids aud young children,
and yet there is scarcely any artible of lood with
regard to which so little care Is shown in the selec¬
tion. Orange county and Westchester county milk
have for a long time been considered as the best sold
lu New York and Brooklyn, and as a consequence
the fashion has now become general among house¬
keepers to order their milkmen to furnish them with
lacteal fluid from one of these two counties. Whether
they really are served with It or not we shall try to
to show In the course of this article. That milk is
easily adulterated every one will be ready to admit,
but the extent to which this adulterai ion is carried
on Is not generally known. I'ho fact U tho best
cow a milkman has Is almost invariably an Iroii-
talled one.the pump.and from It as much milk Is
dai'v gained as trom an entire dairy. To repeat the
various stories about the use of water In preparing
milk lor the market would tike up more space than
we can give; to tell of the verdant countryman,
who when shown a frog, vigorously disporting htin-
selt in the just served milk. Innocently thinking
only of the water, exclaimed "Sure isn't It Its
natlral tllment." or of the conscientious dispenser
of the lacteal fluid wUo never watered his mnk but
was caught one day putting milk to his water, or
further of the nervous milk vender who believed
pure milk was too strong for the stomach human,
would only be to commence a series of milk and
watery stories that might be carried cn ad infini¬
tum. The fact Is, the adulteration in th's iway Is not
by any means the worst part of the milk business.
If the milk be pure the addition of aq>ui pura does
not make It deleterious, and if the milk Is Im¬
pure the use of the pump has a salutary ef¬
fect In lessening the impurity. And this
leads us to the worst feature as to the
milk served in these two cities, which Is that large
quantities of It are produced by diseased cows, aud
are consequently totally unlit for human food. In
the city of Brooklyn are several large cow stables,
where hundreds of these milk producing animals are
continually kept tied up In tfie closest proximity.
nothing being giten them in the way of food but the
swill wnlch is made In distilleries. TheThe produce of
this large number of animals Is sold In both cities,
and generally without the buyer knowing that he Is
purchasing swill milk. Home description of the
condition of these places snould be interesting to the

Subtle we will therefore endeavor to describe the
irgest of these

cow stables.
The largest establishment in Kings county which

can be classed under this head Is situated between
North Fourth and Fifth streets and on First street,
Williamsburg.
Some time before reaching the stable Its nearness

was made painfully evident by the unpleasant odors
with which the nasal organ was greeted, and the
visitor was In this way jprcpared to flnd a large
numl>er of cattle herded together, but by
no means prepared for such a sight as
met his eyes daring actual inspection.
Arrived at the spot the block between Fourth and
Firth streets was found to be occupied by four build¬
ings, with outhouses, used In preparing tlie swill for
the cattle which are imprisoned within them, open¬
ing the door of these prison houses some six hun¬
dred oxen and three hundred milch cows were dis¬
covered confined in stalls varying from about thirty
inches to sixty inches In width, as tuey were used
tor one or for two animala On opening the doors it
was found that no windows supplied light or ventl a-

, the only air belngadmltted throughtton of any kind
the doors, which were almost generally closed.
The scene whs one ot fllthy wretchedness which
beggars description. The poor animals all appeared
cramped up. some being actually tied up as if to pre¬
vent them from moving, even to the limited extent
which the space they occupied would permit. A
noxious and almost suffocating vapor filled tne
ouildlngs. the perspiration of tne poor dumb brutes
escaping from their bedaubed skins In the shape of
visible steam. The floors were covered with
excrement, and here and there might be
seen some poor creature wallowing in the
filth. The buildings can scarcely be more
than eight feet high, and in these tho cows
from which New York and Brooklyn are supplied
with milk have stood until In some cases their tails
have rotted away. In the troughs beiore them were
large quantities of the only food ever supplied to
them, which, aa said before, consists of distiller's
mwiU, a watery substance having as a sediment a
sort of discolored meal. I n and oat among these dis¬
tressed and disgusting looking animals were circu¬
lating the "milkmaids" of the establishment;
and even these failed to add any re¬
deeming feature to .the disgusting scene;
for Instead of being such domestic creatures as are
sung or in "Five o'clock In the morning" and
kindred songs, they were diri-be-smeared, hbrli-
bootel, red-smrted, unsh.ived. unwasued men, who
seemed but little removed in wretchedness from the
unfortunate annua. 1 among which they worked.
The whole picture was in every sense a disgusting

one. and the only wonder was that under such cir¬
cumstances trie milk yielded should be white at all.
Amid the surrounding liiih one could but expect the
nutritious fluid to partake lu Color of Its nauseous
surroundings.

Sew York distilleries are dally
emptied into the tanks provided to bold the sup¬
plies, aud that sometimes a uftu Is needed m the
advanced hours of the night.
Leaving I tic pestilential spot by the plank road

which Ien-Is out opposite North Filth street, ttio rays-
U rn'sot tnc milk trade arc opened to the uniniti¬
ated. SiauJing about, waltiug until they aItall re¬
ceive their dully supply or cans, are carta or all
shape* and Hue*, bearing a* sign*. In large letters,
the popular word* "Pure Orange County Milk,"
"Hempstead Mint," Kidgewood Oraaa Fed," "I.ong
laland .Mill," and other equally tlctltiona Inscription*,
but nowhere can be seen the honest word* "Sweet
Milk." Near the entrance, too, stands a large
pump.the only redeeming feature In ttie
whole premise*.the ornv article which speaks
ot a purity drawn rrom depths below the accum¬
ulated fllth which run* rampant on every aide.
Witn the scents still banging round our olfactory
nerves we leave the vne establishment, wondering
how it Is that, after so many complaints havo been
made to thpnt, the Hoard Of Health has as yet taken
no step to prevent the sate ofttie milk drawn from
such cows and to destroy au institution which la a

ANOTHKH Kh T A K I,IS IIM KNT.
Near Flushing avenue, running through from

Franklin avenue to skiilman street, is located a
similar though' somewhat smaller cow stable. Ttie
buildings which constitute tni* establishment aru
tumble down frame shanties, with Interiors not un¬
like the hnllding* already described. Here some loo
or luo cows are kept imprisoned in narrow stalls
an l are led with swtu supp led by Williamsburg
distilleries. The name tilth) ingot may be seen here
as at North Fourth street, lite noora covered with
excrement, the oowa covered with fllth, the men
dirty and begrimed, and a sickening stench pervad¬
ing the whole place. The pump e ilsl* here also, and
doca good service, one old mllmrian stated that
a tmrd part of water was not thought too much to
be need by mi.k server*, while store milk was often
"barf ami narf." "Where ignoranoey" ho., will aot
do, no hoosekstfsr should be ignorant as to where
the aula she purchase* reailv comes from.

In addition u> these two. wnich may fairly be con¬

sidered the largest establishments In Brooklyn, there
are some scores of smaller oneu, where the cows are
fed with swill.
In Monroe street, near I/.wis, la a frame shanty

some twenty-five feet wide and sixty feet long, where
thirty cows are kept. This piece I* e nutaence to the
neighborhood, es the swni and excrement drain out
into the street.

tin Madison street, near Lewis. Is a simitar frame
building, containing shout the same number of cows
huddled together in the same manner.
Another swill milk establishment is located be¬

tween Iawis and nruyvetani streets. It Is a frame
shanty ere ted in some vacant low, and contains
abont thirty-five cows.

ing avenue,.an extensive prison house; on Flush¬
ing avenue, near IHroop avenue, and In several
places smaller establishment*, pmvidiaf nccommo-

Again the recognized breeders of game fowla In

New York and New Jersey have come together in a

regularly agreed upon battle of their birds, the ob¬

ject of which waa to lest their relative superiority of
adroitness, their respoctive staying qualities, their
"better blood".In fact, which breed of chickens
could whip the other according to the rules set down
for such contests.
The light took place on Wednesday night, at the

"old place," and was arranged for forty dollars a

battle and $300 the odd light. The crowd to witness
the encounters was very large, and the old pit.the
scene of many extraordinary JubUeea of thla na

ture-fairly groaned beneath the weight of humanltv,
who became excited beyond degree and good na-

turediy bet their money on the grand result,
THE BIRDS.

The New York chickens were mostly of Irish
strains, with an occasional cross of Connecticut
bjrds, known as the "Purdy Lines," who have re¬
mained unadulterated for the past fifteen years.
The New Jersey fowls were to an extent the ex-

tract'on of an old "Tartar" cock.a black red.who
suffered lite descendants to "walk the yards" about
llarrlsburg, Pa., for manv years unmolested.
Hn weights agreed upon were from four pounds

oar ounces to Ave pounds four ounces, and that
11 teen birds should* be shown, to tight all that fell In.
Klcven couplos were matched, and no better light¬
ing has been seen for many years.

THE FIGHTING.
It was fully half-past ten o'clock, the .ioar when

the major portion of the community are In bed, when
the fighting commenced.
First Fight..The struggle began with the light

weights, two four pound four ounce birds, and
>"efe York was the favorite, for the drat battle
and also for the main, at $100 to $60. The
Jersey boys showed a black red with blue hackle,
well made and seemingly In good condition.

Second Fight..The heavy weights, two dve ponnd

four ounce birds. New York showed a spangle with
bine red wings, which had won ten battles
during last season. Jersey had a brown red.
The former sparred wetl, but he had a
foe hard to fight against. There was
cut for cut, until each had slashed the other almost
to pieces; and, after apparently dying, they revived
ana began again to fight. New York held on better
than his opponent, and at last so mangled Jersey's
throat and breast that he was compelled to quit
Although detested the brown red had in his dying
moments many friends, who felt that their lost
money was not thrown away on such a game chick¬
en. It was a fight exhibiting extraordinary powers
of endurance Considering the punishment received.
Time, thirteen minutes.
Third Fight..The excitement was now Intense,

but New l'ork had the call ten to seven. Before the
birds were introduced hundreds were Invested at
this rate. The favorite showed a pyle with white
hackle; a handsome rowl. Jersey presented a
spuugle. Bach weighed five pounds. The latter
proved "low headed." which caused his dcieat.
Vet he received frightful gashes on the throat, breast
and head before he succumbed to his valiant oppo¬
nent. The b»ttlng before Jersey died was ten dollars
to fifty cents against him, so badly was he cut. Ills
game qualities were of no avail. Ttme, five minutes.
Fourth Fight.A hundred on New York for the

E1TEH8IVE FIRE 111 MIUDELPHIA.

A Block of Bolldlngs Destroyed by Fire in
Philadelphia.Heavy Lmi la Jewelry and
Other Property.Narrow Escape of Neveo
Clerke.Two Urea Probably Lost.Particu¬
lars of the Calamity.Total Valae of the
Property Burned and the Innnranee.

(From the Philadelphia Evening Bulletin of yester-
The most serious conflagration known in Philadel¬

phia for a long time occurred this morning, and at
tue hour of writing this, though the spread of the
ruin Is checked, tue flrenien are still at work en¬
deavoring to extinguish the flames.
The block of three marble stores at the soutn-

weat corner of Ninth ana Chestnut streets, run-
nlng through to Hansom street, was tue hand-
somest of Its kind in the city, and among the
costliest. The corner .store was occupied by
Messrs. Howell A Brothers, manufacturers and deal¬
ers in paper hangings, lhe second, or middle one,
wasoccupled by James K. Caldwell A Co., Jewellers.
Ttie cmrd one was occupied by Messrs. J. r. a r,.
Orne, dealers in carpets. The Chestnut street
fronts were or pure white marble, and of
beautiful architecture. The Ninth street atul
Sansom street fronts were of Rressed brick,
with trimmings ot white marble and granite. The
stores were erected about eight years ago, by the
estate of Edmund Burd. on the site of the former
mansion of the Burd family. Howell A Pro. and the
Messrs. Orne have occupied these stores ever since.
The middle store, formerly occupied by J. M. liar-
feitfh. was leased by Messrs. J. K. Caldwell A Co. in
ISO", and altered to suit their purposes. 'J hey moved
into it a little less than a year ago, having opened
there ou the 2d of March, isott.

OK1UIN OK TUE FIRE.
A little before one o'clock this morning Are was

discovered coming lrom the rear of Caldwell s store
on Hausorn street, and it ts said that an explosion
was heard about the same time. In an amazingly
short time the flames spread through the Interior of
tne beautiful establishment. Invading the art gallery
In tne second story and filling all the space with
dense volumes of smoce.

. _

Six men, clerks of the store, slept in It. These
were Frederick A. Davis, cashier; C. Gedney King,
James F.Andrews, James F. Folk, Edward Hagan
and Charles Hardy. Two of these. It is feared, per¬
ished, and the rest are more or less Injured, in
another paragraph thare will be tulorinatlon con¬
cerning all,

SPREAD OP THE FIRE.
The firemen were early on the ground, but there

was difficulty In getting water Into the interior. The
wind was blowing from the southwest, and
Howell's store was soon on fire, while
volumes of smoke and quantities of burning Una-
ber was carried over to the Continental Hotel
Girard House and other establishments on Chest¬
nut street, creating great consternation. Orne s car¬
pet store was also soon ignited, and In a couple of
hours all three of the large establishments appeared
to be doomed.

SCENES IN THE GREAT HOTELS.
The consternation in the Continental ana Gi¬

rard became general, all the boarders, servants
and others being aroused and prepared for
a hasty departure. Uiue. Parepa-Rosa, who had
rooms on Ninth street In the Continental, and the
other members of her troupe, removed to other
quarters, and boarders and servants with trunks end
bundles were ready to leave also. Fortunately there
was no real occasion for this, as the fire has been
kept within the limits of the Burd block of stores.
The beat of the blazing Interior soou toid upon the

beautiful white marble front of Caldwell's store, and
the cornice and upper stones cracked, crumbled aud
fell lu with heavy crashes. The iroats of the others
are not so niuc'a hurt, and the outer walls on Ninth
and Sansom streets anp to the westward, whloii
were very thlch aud solid, appear to be as souud as
ever.

CALDWELL'S STORE.
The store of J. E. Caldwell A Co. Is completely

destroyed. Trie value of their stock Is estimated at
about $360,030. Ot this about one-half.consisting of
diamonds, watches, Ac..was deooslted every even-
lug in fireproof safet, aud it ts Doped that these will
all be louud lu good order, or at least not materially
damaged.

THE LOSSES AND INSURANCES.
The building No. 902 (occupied by Caldwell A Co.)

was owned by Wm. C. Houston. It coat, wheu built,
t68,i.oo. The Insurance upon It, as lurutshed by M.
D. Evans, insurance agent, No. 431 Walnut street,
amounts to jso.ooo.

, .. ,Messrs. Caldwell A Co. had four large safes In their
establishment. Two of these safes were In the front
part of the store, and contained all the gold watches
and diamonds. The safes were ail found in good
condition this morning. The value of tue stock of
the firm which was outside of the safes Is es'imated
at $260,000, on which there la an insurance of
$136 000.
The corner store was owned by Mr. George How¬

ell. It cost $83,0jo and was Insured for $40,ooo.
Messrs, Howell A Brothers, the occupants, haoion
hand a very large stock of paper of ail kinds. Hie
spring stock had only been placed In the building
within a short time. Everything in the building wus
destroyed. The stock was valued at upwards of
$200,000. Messrs. Howell A Brothers have $106,000
Insurance on their stock and fixtures.

Building 904 Is owned by Mr. Benjamin Orne. It
cost $80,000 and ts Insured lor $64,000. The building
was not much Injured by Jre, but was greatly dam-
aired by water. The stock of Messrs. J. K A E. B.
orne carpet dealers, was valued at $126,000 on the
1st tnsL The entire stock was damaged by water.
It was insured for $226,090.

ORIGIN OK THE FIRE.
The origin of the fire ts Involved In mystery,

but Is being investigated. At about half-past
twelve o'clock the neighborhood was perfectly
quiet, and very few people were In the street.
Huddenlv a loud lussing aound was heard, and In
a few moments was tollowed by four or live
slight reports. Then there was a grand crash and
the explosion shook the sidewalks. The force of the
explosion was so great that the rear door of How¬
ell A Uro.'s store was blown off a d the ceiing
at the rear of the store of the Messrs.
Orne was greatly Injured. The last re
port was followed by tne crashing of gloss,
an 1 then names burst from the rear of the basement
of Caldwell's buudtog, where a Harris m boiler of
ten-horse power and the heating apparatus were
located. As the Harrison boiler is considered the
saieat of all stsain generators, and wa9, in this case,
run at very low pressure, it is difficult to explain
how the explosion could have proceeded from that
source.

TIJE KsOAPR OP THE CLEHK8.
Lost night hix men,' whose name* are given above,

employed la the establishment, were asleeg la the
store of McsHre. t aid well A Co. All were on the
flint floor, tow being front ami the oihurs back. It
baa always been usual for aome of the clerks to re¬
main In the building all night to act as watcbinen.
MMI alter the explosions were heard anil the

flatnea broke out rour of the young men, Messrs.
Da via, Hardy, King ami Andrews, made tuelr
appearance at the front second story window, got
out upon the ledge and worked their way along
to the front of orne's store. Thcv then called
for help, and the Washington llose Company
wnli.U bad got upon the ground, quickly put up a
ladder and the men were taken down. All wure
more or less injured. Mesar*. Davis and Hardy
were taken to the Continental Hotel. Mr.
King was taken to the Markoe House. Mr.
Amlrews was taken to the (iirard House, and.
alter having his injuries attended to by Dr.
Morehouse, was removed to the Pcnnsyi-
vatils Hospital by Klre Marshal Blackburn and
others. Both feet are barned and he has inhaled
smoke. Ills Injuries are sertons bat are not con¬
sidered fatal. Messrs. Hagan and Poilk have not
been heanl of. They got separated from the others as

they were making their way to the staircase leading
to the upper part or the building. Mr.
Andrews says that when he last saw Hagau he had
fallen down near the front door. Doth meu are sup-
pnst-d to have perished. Huiran was irom Provi¬
dence, K. I., and hail been in the employ of the Urtn
between two aud three years. Mr. roulk was from
Winchester, Va. and had been connected with the
establishment about a year. Neither was married.

Tim hkrmbn
were upon tne ground In large numbers soon
after the alarm was given, and uiey went to work
In the most energetic manner to combat the
flames. All attention was directed to Caldwell's
store, and It was thought that the lira would lie
confined to that structure. The flames, however,
worked along the joiste into the third story of
the store of Howell A Bros, and spread rapidly
among the paper. I.adders were at once put np. and
etrorts were made to extinguish the flames. The tire
burned fiercely and buret oat of the windows with
great rnry. It was soon apparent that this building
could not be saved; and as It was found tbat tne
heavy etock in the upper stories might fsli through
and injure the nreruen, they were withdrawn by
Chief Knglneer Downey.
The fuel carried by the eteam engine oompanlee

was exhausted in the long servfbe, and Messrs.
Turner A Bro., Kar.e A Son, J. W. soott * Co.,
Homer, Colladay A Co., furnished wood until their
stock of that material gave out, and every assist¬
ance possible was rendered by the merchants and
outers in the neighborhood. The lira was got
pretty well under control soon efter dayllgnt
and many of the compamee were dlsini«sed.
In lioweira store, however, the paper continued 10
barn, and several of the companies are still In ser¬
vice at the present writing.

THi roues.
A large police force, under command of Acting

Chief H. i>. Clark and IJeutenant John u. Connelly,
of tne Fifth district, were upon the ground, aad ren¬
dered every assistance to the firemen.

Large pu ces or burning paper
feel In the streets and on the roo s or iiou*!, and in
some Instances continued to uuru for several min¬
utes. At this time the heavens were ug aed up aud

Invented by Mr. Shelbourne has b en tested In tho
deep and dangerous eddies ne ir the channel thtough
the Gate. Tne apparatus looks nke au inverted Ket¬
tle drum with three strong pointed toes projecting
downward from the rim. Toe drill works perpen¬
dicularly through tho centre of tile "drum." sup¬
ported on either side by a ho low galvanized rod,
near the upper and lower ends of which, six feet
apart, are springs working like the springs of an
umbrella sties.
