Convicted of Pnninii Counterfeit Five Dollar

The Jury,
aiier a brief deliberation, returned a verdict of
gndty, with a recommendation for a lenient sentence.

The Vnltea States vs. Harrison Shaw, atlas I/i-

marline..The defendant in this case Is charged
with perjury In making and subscribing to an affi¬
davit before Doited States Commissioner Osborn, In
the month of July, 184% containing false, corrupt
and malicious statements and charges against Joshua
F. Bailey, Collector of Internal Revcnne of the
Fonrth district In this city, with the intent of dis¬
gracing said Joshua F. Bailey by arrest and prosecu¬
tion on said false and malicious charges.
The particulars In this caso will be seen from the

Information given before a United States Commis¬
sioner by George B. Armstrong, who, under tne pre¬
tence of entering into the alleged conspiracy from
which the charge against the defendant arose, be-
came fully acquainted with the objects and designs
of the alleged principaU therein.
George u Armstrong, being duly sworn, said that

on the Jd of Jnlv las: a detective officer with whom
he was personally acquainted caine to him and In-
f ) med nun that he was on the track of a conspiracy
against Collector Bailey and requested him (the de-
tc t w beln f personalty known to the parties sns-

rected to be in the conspiracy! to get introduce!) to
he persons carrying on sabi conspiracy and from

t: cm learn the facte and de'ail* In regard to It: I
consented to do so. and on the next dav was Intro¬
duced to Harry Jenness ami one Noycs, at No. 77
Na-<san street: was taken one tide bv Jenness, who
told me he wanted me to swear that I had paid Mr.
Bailey, Julv It, 1*07. for removing 100 barrels of
whiskey from bonded warehouse No. 42 Franklin
street the sutn of t2.000, and he promised me
fifteen dollars for doing it; he said the man I
would swear before was not a notary public and had
no right to administer an oath; Jonne-s suggested
that 1 eoou d do this under au assumed name, and
we agreed upon the name of John llale. which I was
to accept for such purpose; this was in the morning:

It wan for his swearing before Commis-doner
Obborn at 11 Broadway, nnder the inducements held
out by the principals referred to tnthe foregoing
testimony, to the unfounded charges against Col¬
lator Bailey and making the same the subject or a
judicial examination that the defendant was Indicted
and yesterday pat upon his tna'.
Mr. Bell, Assistant United states District Attonic y,

opened the case for the prosecution and called tne
first witness.
Commissioner John A. Osborn, who testified In

substance that in the month of July last he was a
I'njted States Commissioner for this court; recog¬
nized the defendant, who made an affidavit before
witness, whleli he (defendant) swore to and sub¬
scribed; that the allegations therein set forth in tne
affidavit were true, and that Lainarline was his
name; the affidavit in question Was made by defend¬
ant to procure the arrest and prosecution of Co lec¬
tor Bailey; a warrant was issued on that affidavit on
the oth of July; the affidavit of Shaw (defendant) and
others taken by him at the same time were prelimi¬
nary to the issuing of a warrant against Collector
Batley; took these steps at the request of Major
Belknap, who was noting under the advice of coun¬
sel. Mr. William Fullertott and Mr. H. It Knox,
Cross-examined.The oath to the defendant was

administered In witness' office on the Btti of July;
a party named Powclaon was present at the time;
thinks he administered the oath on ihe Bible; Cavir-
lay alyo, in company wHh the defendant and I'owei-
son made nn affidavit at the same time with the
same object and liuent.to procure the arrest and
prosecution of Collector Bauay; the o.ith taken by
the defendant may have been administered to bin
at 71 Broadway; went to the office, 71
Broadway, In a carriage sent tor the
purpose, tt being represented to him that the
parties making the information wove unwilling to
appear belore Ulm at his office in the court building;
that inese parties h»ing known In the building were
averse to coming here as informers; the ouiy person
he saw on the occasion of bis go ug to ii Broadway
before leaving his own office was Belknap; subse¬
quently saw Blalsdell and Dnpny at the office 71
Broadway; thinks that It was on the Hloie he admin¬
istered the oath In the office 71 Broadway; Belknap
wus at the time special agent of the Treasury De¬
partment, bat be had no authority to administer
oaths.
' .Kedlrect.Blalsdell and Dupuy were at the office
71 Broadway at the time.
Mary Lobsch testified that she resided at 181 Mott

street; knew the defendant; he went by tlie name of
Shaw: Ids first name might be John; was in wit¬
ness' house when he was arrested.
The witness was cross-examined, but. nothing af¬

fecting the direct tertlni >ny was oitcited.
Joshua F. Bailey, Collector of the Fourth district,

was the next witness examined, his testimony being
to the effect that the statements made bv the d >
fendant on bis affidavit and sworn to by him were
false In every particular; saw the defendant after
his arrest upon the present charge.
Cross-examined by Mr. Owen.May have seen the

defendant many times previous to his arrest; saw
him at the time he (Mr. Bailey) was under examina¬
tion upon the charges falsely preferred by the de-
fen htnt; first knew of defendant's swearing an affi¬
davit against him on the-id of Julv, lset; Caverlev,
Fuller and Hall also made false statements and affi¬
davits agnmst htm.
Redirect.These parties, Caverley and others, are

all under In llctment'for perjury and consplra-v.
Other witnesses were examined, but the.r testi¬

mony presented no new points In the case, and the
prosecution rested.
Mr. E. L. Owen then moved to discharge the

prisoner on the gTonn 1 that tne evidence was in¬
sufficient to sanct oa the count jvith regard to the
admlnlste: ing of oaths.
The motion was denied. »
Mr. Ellhu Root thou proceeded, no witnesses being

called for the defence, to sum up the case to the
Jury, the mam point relied on by him with the jury
being that the defendant had been led to suppose
that he was not takings solemn oath or mai.lng a
seriona charge against Mr. La'ley, bat mat he
was nnder the lmprersian that the whole atrair
rdseoutof apolitical Intrigue, and that his action
In the matter would not be any way injurious to Mr.
Bailey- Mr. Boot made an able address, with the
verv slight material offered him bvtuc case of his
client, and was followed by Mr. Bell, Assistant Dis¬
trict Attorney, for the prosecution.
Judge Benedict charged the jury, and that body,

after an absence of about half'an hour, came into
court with a verdict of guilty and a recommendation
on behalf of the prt-oner to the leniency of the Court.
The prisoner was remanded for sentence, and at

five o'clock the court adjourned till this moruing.

The United States vs. Atrah lOaiedell. J. J. Eckel

and John n. iMren..The trial or thlsoasc. adjourned
from Friday last, was resumed yesterday morning
with the recall to the stand of
Patrick Campbell, whose cross-examination waa

continued at additional length, but whose testimony
corroborated all his statements on direct examina¬
tion. as to having frequently seen whiskey drawn
from the cistern room In the rectifying house to the
distillery; that when this waa going on. always at
night, he had often seen the defendants present In
the cistern room superintending the drawing otf the
whisker, attaching and .detaching hose. Oiling bar¬
rels, Ac.
w. Sequter examined.Was engineer In the distil-

lery, Korty-dfth street, from July, 1867, to February,
was hired by Mr. Schuvler. hot was paid wages

by Blaisdell: was also paid wages br Tl-daie;
was all through the building; know the cistern
room; saw It open one dnyeoon after he went to
work there; saw it open be'ween seven and eight in
the evening; could not say who all wcro present in
the cistern room on that oecaalou; 1 >r. inaisde I was
there; saw hose put on: tt went serosa tho yard from
the reettfyln-' house to tho distillery, saw tne cistern
room open several times after that: hare seen I'lais.
dell present on these occasions; never noticed who
opened thd door at the«e times; saw the ho- c at¬
tached onee or twice; can't tell whether whiskey ran
through that hoseornou
The witness waa cross-examined without eliciting

any important or shaking In auy way his direct tes¬
timony.
Henry Farmer, next witness examlnod.Was

kc per of the Kortr-llfih street distillery under the
Marsiial; was previously deployed In the distillery;
the second time the distillery bo<an to run was in
April: assisted Dlss»ndorf tn tba rec itylug house;
was there when whUkry was run 01T through hose¬
pipe; have stood by the hose while It wan being us<xl;
saw highwines run through the hose from tne rec¬
tifying house fo the distillery; was In to . distillery
at night; knew the cistern room; was present sev¬
eral tiinua wben htghwiucs were being run throughthe hose.
budwig Kletm, a laborer In the distillery In Forty-

fltth street, was the next witness, his testimonybeing throughout merely a corroboration of the
ev.dense given by all tho other witnesses as to tho
operations In the cistern room, the attaching of hose
at riignt to the receiving tube and the drawing off of
whiskey therefrom and tho running of the tame Into
barrels In the distillery. On cross-cvaminattou he
said he saw Blaisdell open the ctst< rn room three
different times at night and once in the daytime.Isaac Hchoyier, examined.know the distillery InForty-fifth street: was employed by nialsdcll A
Rckell in March, 1M*. to attend to the machinery,with which the distillery was then being filled up:
saw the defendant, liiatsdeli, almost evary day
while I was there; Hlal»l<»il came to me one day and
entered into conversation with me on his hrsinee*
matters; he told me that ntmsetr and Kokell had been
trying to get out a license for the place, but theycould not get the kind of a one they wanted; he
asked me then if I would go with them and take out
a license In my name and as the nominal proprietorof the concern; told them tnat I didn't Ilka the opera¬tion: wont with tlicm to the otOce of AssessorJTankiln
and from there went to the Ooiiector'a odlce; Hlats-
dell and Hckeil and Dlssendorf were there, with a
number of otner people, at the back of the office;Blaisdell and EckeTl went In, and they came oat ami
.aid the license wonld be granted and that all would
be right: Blslsdell and Eckeli were my bondsmen In

rmruing the license: my salary waa to be 14,000, bat
objected to that Ag re. and Eckell said he would

give ma an additional $100 if I remained and
worked; never owned an interest la the distil¬
lery except as an employe: on one occaatoa
Blaisdell complained mat the procesa of run¬
ning off the whiskey from . the rectifying

nearly all fall la the morning, Bialadefl threatened
to dtecharm me became I rented to stay over nightand ran off the whiskey; the bote ised for the nor-
pose wan nearly Ito feet long, and waa bought byme: bed no interest In the distillery other then that
of h working hand; Blaisdell and Eckell ran the
place.

The tintltioner, Hcnnlssy, wjtli one George Pt ole, Is
charged with burglary In the first degree In Middle¬
sex county, Mm, and was arrested In New York oa
a warrant. Is«n"d ur>on requisition of Governor bul¬
lock of Vassal husetts. Governor lfo.T nan issued a
warrant for Ileunissv's surrender, I'ooie nut being
yet apprehended and the mutter came before this
court yesterd iv morning on the return ol a writ of
habeas corpus for ihe (Jisehurm of the prisoner.
w. p. Howe, counsel for Henrnssy. claimed that

the warrant issued bv Governor Hoffman was d>
feciive In being countersigned by the Governor's
private secretary, instead of by the Secretary of
State.
The court overruled the point taken bv connsei,

and Henuessy was committed to the oustodv or the
Massachusetts oncers, wno propose to escort him to
Boston at the expense of the Old Uay btate.

Order of Arrest.What is Necessary to Ans>

tain It.
Before Judge Barboar.

LltteU vs. Ooldstein..This was a motion to dis¬
charge an order of arrest The motion was heard
on the papers on which the warrant had been
granted.

Only Eight Injured'nnd but Thm of Those
Requiring Medical Attendance.Condition of
the Wounded.
The Accident to the express train on the n&rlem

Ret'.road, near Towner's station, on Saturday, and
which waa exclusively reported in Sunday's Herald,
proves not to have been so serious in respect to the
number of passenger* injured as was at first "op¬
posed. Only eight persons susta'ned any injuries,
and of the«e five received verr slight bruises. Un¬
der tne clrcuim'ancer, consldTing the speed
at which the cars were runn'n?, the eudden-
ness and pern i;»r nature or the nccldent. J
tne number of pav«cnger« in the ears thrown from
the track, the CxtinguiiUng of the light! end panic I
excited from apprehension that the stoves would «el I
t'te cars on fire, with a repetition of ttie terrlols |
Angola disaster, and WUiesnSBt rn-di to aft from the
tur*. It Is only a marvel that manv were not killed
and a long list to he recorded of the bruised and
mntmed. As the result proved, on'v three received
inluries worth mentioning, the cars were onli
slightly flamiged, the ro>d was pnt in Itntnedlati
ninntns condition and the movements of subsequen
trains in no wise Interfered with.
The muse of the accident, a* now osccr'nlned. wat

the breaking of the spring rail of ihefrogbvth'
engine. All the cars except the rear on# passed ove
the broken rail In safety. The rear < ne was throwi
on its side, and by coming to a sudden stop pallet
back the car preceding it. which, throurh the pnwe
of this retarding force, became un -omted from th
ear In front of it, and likewise was thrown ever o
its side. The break was a clean brei k, showing n
def»ct whatever In the rail.one of those accident
fortunate!v very rare, hut which is likely to occur .
