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Dr. Ttoesbach, In his work on the "TTIstory of Poli¬
tical Economy," refers to the lamentable result
which, with all Its humanizing benefits, the pro¬
gressing industrial development has wrought. It
Is, be says (on page 285). "a peculiarity of all highly
civilized nations.a lamentable sediment of civiliza¬
tion Itself.already complained of by Demosthenes
and the prophets, which founa expression in the
exactions of Roman proconsuls and in the outcry
of the starving masses, as whose patrons the Crac-
eh! appeared, which Is there represented in a Varro
and here In a CattUna and which Is found In the In¬
creasing wealth of tnefcw and Ihe impoverishment
of the many. This lni^verlshmcnt of the masses Is
the disease also of our day, the deepe-t social wound,
preying on the life of the future and threatening tho
peace oftno present.a wound to neal which Eng¬
land now already spends £8,00 >,000 sterling
In useless effort, and which eats deeper and
deeper Into the life organism of society."
And farther on (page 393) the same author ob
serves:."From all that the present affords ns we
observe two great evils attending onr industrial de¬
velopment.the one Is Insecurity of maintaining
Lfo. the other demoralization. Tho dependence of
wages on the will of the emplover, stoppage in the
course of trade and manufacture, a crisis, an inter¬
ruption of the great intercourse of the world ex-
rose the worklngmnn to want and deprivation;
his home ami family life la destroyed, and moral
degradation follows." "Capttal, division of labor,
factories, machinery, deprive the trades more and
more of their Independence and force the trades¬
man into poverty. Seeing his trade mercilessly lost
he leaves his small workshop to earn a precarious
living In the great workshop of the factory as a
laborer. And thus we naturally come to another
great question of our times.the labor question."

Dr. Rossbach Is undoubtedly right in calling this
one of the great questions of onr times. The condi¬
tion of the workingnian, his relation to his employer
as well as to society, as being gradaally wrought out
by the centralizing tendencies of modern age, are a
tore spot on tne industrial body politic. It Is not,
however a newly discovered disease. Only It Is
growing worse by the Increasing development and
Is more and more felt. Hence the need of a check,
to this disease has ulso Increased from year to year.
And many were tho projects proposed, and some
actually attempted in practice, to ameliorate the
condition of the workingtnen. and In some Instances
even to rebuild on new tonndations the whole sys¬
tem of Unman society. Ilowever well meant, how¬
ever benevolent the spirit prompting these plans,
mos', if not all of them, were Illusory, and therefore
Impracticable. Most of these had their origin In
France and It Is only required to refer to "Fourler-

"Cabetlam," "St Sitnontsm," to show the
visonaiv means adopted to cure the evil, the
care itself being worse than the disease. Even tho
V Union O'irriere (proposed In 1814, Intending by
the contrlbntion of two francs annually by each man
nal laborer In France, estimated at five millions,
and hence with a sum of ten million francs, or two
million do lars annually, to establish and maintain
a refuge for worn out and Infirm worklngmen under
tho name of "Lt Palais (it VUnion OurrUre")
failed, for It was considered a wilil scheme and de¬
rided; and by none more than by the worklngmen
themselves. While Loots Blanc was a raembr of tho
provisional government of France h%carried his pe¬
culiar doctrineso." the "drill (I t travail".the right
to work.and of the organization of labor into ex¬
ecution In the a elitrs rmtionaux, or national work¬
shops. Dot It did not last long, for the maintenance
of the workingnian at the expense ol the whole peo¬
ple, turning the State Into a great manufactarlng
agency, competing with and destroying private ln-
ou-try, soon became so odious that It died
of its own mo«roelty. But It is not the
pntposc of 'his a-ticfe to detai the many plans and
attetnp s made thro ghont the wor d towards ebv
vatms the condition of the worklngmau, and which
successively failed. These form part oftbesocid
hh: irv of mankind, and snr one curious to study
the gradual prog-ess of development in this rernrd
ami ike great numiicro grievous mlstak-s which
well 1 itent oneil people often make will god them
recorded in the many works on political econonv
and social science.

^'^he "Halifax Worklngmen's Co-operative and Pro-
vident bocieiy," lounded In 1849, is niso in a very
flourishing condition. The building erected by them
lor ibeir uses, at an expense of £16,000, or $75,000,
contains a butcher s, a provision, a boot and shoe,
a iinen draper's, a grocer's, a woollen draper's and
a tailor's shop, a'l managed by the society. A paper
read before the English Association for the Promo¬

WHAT IS USING) DONS NOW.
There Is at present a revival beginning anions the

worklngmen of this city and neighborhood looking
to a resumption of the oo-operauve movement on a
more extended scale. The strike of the bricklayers
last summer led to a sort of co-operative society
among them through which they undertook con¬
tracts of building and thus became their own
"bosses." Co-operative building societies have been
formed with a purpose of furnishing to the laboring
population homes In the euvlrons of the cltv by the
payment of a small semi-monthly Instalment. The
German cabinetmakers have associate 1 themselves
in this way. have seenred the title to over 800 lots of
ground In East Astoria, for which the members pay
but two dollars weekly. Dwellings on these lota will
be erected on the same plan, and those members who
work on the buildings may hare accounted a portion
of their wages in payment for their own lot and
dwelling. Co-ooeratlve stores are projected of al¬
most every kind of merchandise, and so ne or them,
it is said, will soon open and be In full operation, on
a strictly cash basis, In baying as well as selling.
This is all right, so far as It noes. Bat if tue full

benefttof the co-operative system lata be experi¬
enced,then the efforts now making should not be frit¬
tered away In too numerous schemes of every con¬
ceivable and, in manv regards, etaneacent nature.
All these efforts suould be systematized, the best ex¬
perience of Europe ought to be consulted and the
systems of England and Germany united, to produce
the effect they could work.the moral, mental and
physical elevation of the worklngman, not only In
this cltv, but throughout the land; to render htm In¬
dependent or the constant fluctuations of what is
called the lAbor market, independent of the mono¬
poly of capital.make him, In reality, yvbaf every
man is In theory la a republic, his own boss, his own
master.

SHIPWRECKS.

Tbe Collision In the (>ulf of Htnyrna.Lose of
Over Two Hundred L'tm.

In the English papers of the 6th instant we find
the following details of the reported colltslon in the
Guir ol Smyrna, the announcement of wotcU appear¬
ed lu tbe Herald of December 25:.
Yesterdar conflrmatory intelligence was received

In Liverpool of a terrible collision between two Turk¬
ish vessels, and the loss of 220 lives. The news comes
from Constantinople by wav of Havre, and is dated
from the latter port, December 31. The following
are the main facts, so far as can at present be
learned, of tills catastrophe:.About midnight on the
17th December, about fortv-one miles from 8mvrna,
at a place called Carabournon, two steamers belong¬
ing to tho Azlzle Company, viz.. the Galiioup and the
Charkoich, came Into collision. The force of the
contact was dreadful, and the Galhonp foundered
almost Immediately, only thirty passengers ont of
260 being saved. The Charkelch was so grcatlv dam¬
aged by the collision that she had to be run ashore
at Cbesme, two miles from Smyrna, to prevent nor
from sinking. The GalUoup had a verv valnitb'o
cargo and a large quantity of specie on board when
she foundered.
IjOsm of (be Ship Southern Empire and All on

Hoard.
[From the London Daily News, Jan. 6.]

Yesterday intelligence reached Liverpool of the
foundering of the sliio Southern EVnpire, with every
soul on board. The Southern Empire, under com¬
mand of Captain J. Dnnlop, left New Orleans for the
Mersey on tho llth of November, wiih a very valua¬
ble cargo, among which were 3,699 bales of cotton.
The ship must have encountered very severe wea¬
ther. for on the 22d December, in latitude 44 north,
longitude 2* west, she was sighted by the ship
Aurora Australia In a crippled ondtt'on. and sink¬
ing fast. The weather was feariul at the tline. the
wind blowing very hard and the sea running high.
The Anrora Australia lay to during the night. bnt at
daydght next morning nothing was to be seen of tbe
Southern Empire, and It Is believed that she found¬
ered in a norwester during the l ight, with all on
board. The bark Miranda, which has just reached
Liverpool, when in latitude 45 deg. north, longi¬
tude 22 deg. west, on the 25th of Decn.-
ber, passed several balea of cotton, evidently
not long in the water, and on the fol¬
lowing day the vessel also pas-ted through a quantity
of timber and wreckage. The Southern Empire was
a comparatively new ship, having been bnilt at
fnebec In 1803 for Messrs. I). Cannon A Sons, of
Liverpool. She was considered to bo a very One
vessel, her tonnage 1,142, and she was classed A1
at Lloyds. Nearly every shlD which reaches the
Mersey encountered fearful weather in the
Atlantic. The Expounder, which has Just arrived
from New Orleans, left that port on the nth of Do-
cemlier, and from that date up to making the Mersey
.he encountered a succession of heavy gales. The
Expounder was compelled to bring on the New
Orleans pilot, as it was Impossible to land him. the
weather being so tempestuous. On the 3Ut Decern-
tier, latttudo 47 deg. north, longitude 18 deg. west,
the wreck of a bark was passed; the decks were
broken, tho stern ont, only stumps of marn
and inl/.zcn masts standing. The vessel
had painted ports and tne figurehead of a man
with a crown on the top. She appeared to
be a vessel of about 400 or &oo tons. The bark Echo,
wtpcb has !uat arrived at Liverpool, from Cardenas
on U"eerab»r 10, fell In with tho Hrit sh brig BMb
I>eo disabled and the boats washed away. The crew
entreated to betaken on board the Echo, but as the
sea was running so high it was Impossible to launch
the boats. The Echo lay to all night. On tbe llth
the weather was still rough and stormy, with heavy
squalls accompanied by hall and lightning. The
boat was got over the side and after several
attempts, the crew, ten In number, of tho brig were
put safely on board the Echo. The crew of the
Bo'-abee were in a most exhausted condition when
rescued. On the 12th a tremendous sea boarded the
Echo, disabling several of the crew, filling the cabin
with water, shifting cargo, washing spars and tar-

Bui ins overboard, lirung hatches, breaking ring-
Its and winch from deck, stoved in long

boat, washed away the galley cooking nten-
sl s, harness cask with meat and three casks
of water. There oniy then remained 160 gallons of
water for nineteen men, and one quart had to lie
served out dally. Encountered heavy gales during
tho remainder of the voyage, but aaccccdel in catch¬
ing a cask of rain water, which, though bracklsb,
was very acceptable.
[A despatch by cable received here last night from

London announces tnat the captain and crew of tho
ship Southern Empire had reached the land in
safety.]

Uavernment Certificates of Indebtedness and
Trmtsary Notes Exempt from Htnte Tax¬
ation-.Derisions In the New York Dank

77m? People of the Slate of New York ex rrU The

National BrorUlwnt Bank re. Donnelly et at. aiut
three other cow..Three are appeals from Judgments
of the Court of Appeals of tbe .State of New York.
The facta of the controversy are briefly as follows:.
On the 30th of April, 1866, the Legislature of Now
York passed an act directing the Board of Super¬
visors of tbe county of New York to refund to any
bank such an amount of taxes paid In 1863 and 186!
as was Imposed or levied In respect to any portion
of capital stock invested In securities of the United
States by law exempt from taxation, and for this
purpose to cause to be Issued county bonds for
the amount of snch claims, after they had been
audited and allowed by the Board and approved by
the Mayor and Corporation Counsel. The claims
of snch character were audited and allowed and
approved, as required; but subsequently the
objection was raised that'snch portion or the capital
stock of the banks taxed as was Invested In certifi¬
cates of Indebtedness Issned under the acts of March
1 and 19,1*92. or In Treasury notes of the govern¬
ment, were not exempt (Tom State taxation, because
snch certificates of Indebtedness and United Elates
notes were not '*seenrltles of the United States."
Hits question wss taken Into the State eonrta and
finally went to the uourt of Appeala where It was
held that the certificates and notes In question were
not exempt. From that decision appeal was taken
to this "-ourt.
Mr. Chief Justice Cnaso now delivered the opinionof the court, reversing the Judgment of the Court

of Appeals, and holding that it Is clear that these
nores and certificates are obligation* of th" United
States. There Is no solid distinction between cer¬
tificatespf Indebtedness Issued for money borrowed
and certificates given dlrecilr to creditors In pay¬ment of their demands; and "'irh r-rtiti'-aies Issued
as a means of executing constitutional powers of the
government, other than of borrowing money, are as
mnch beyond the control and limitation by the
States through taxation as bonds or other obliga¬
tions issued for Ion is of money. The principle of
exemption Is that the Slates cannot control the
Rational government within the sphere of its con¬
stitutional power, for there it is supreme, snd can¬
not tax Its obligations for payment or money Issned
for purposes within that rango of powers, aeoan-to
such taxation necessarily Implies the assertion of
tiro right of exorcise of sueh control. The oertifi-
rates of Indebtedness In tuese case . are complete Iy
wi'hln the protection of tills principle. The public
history of the country and the acts of i ongress show
that they were Iseuod to < rochton for supplies neces¬
sary to the government in carrying on the recent
war for the preservation of the country. They were
received instead of money at a time when full money
payment for supplies wsa impossible, and are as
much beyond tho taxing power of the tttatea as the
operations themselvci in furticrance of which
they were Issued.
