The third lecture on "High or Central Asia," by

Professor Rudolph too 8chiagin twelt, wu listened
to laat evening by but a ilim audience, at
the rooms of t|»e Historical Society. Proba¬
bly the condition of the streets kept a large
number ol the usuaP attendants away, and
tMbe may fe^l sorry hereafter lot having lost
the opportunity of hearing a lucid description of tbe
highest peaks, passes and mountains in tbe world.
The Professor described the account by himself and
brothers of the Iblgamlp to the height of 22,269 feet
above the.sea, and no lecturer ever gave a more In¬
teresting picture of the snowy altitudes of tbe Swiss
Alps. The ascent was undertaken on the 19th
of August. 1866. In this summer month the Iceclad
winds which pierced the human face, the footmarks
left imprinted upon the icy slopes Of cliffs, tbe dan¬
gers and occasional delights, were given with truth¬
fulness and lucidity. Another very interesting part
of the lecture was the statement that tamed animals,
Ute horses, bred to tbe ose of msn. cannot exist In
as high altitudes as wild animals, and that while
tame horses would -give out" at a height or lf.ooo
feet, the wild yaxt, lndigeneous to the country,
exists In regions from aoo to 400 feet higher. The In¬
fluence on man of the rarefied air tatthese high alti¬
tude* was graphically described and compared wltb
that felt on ascending the Aips, Mont Blanc, for in¬
stance. and the Andes of America, Humboldt,
Burmeister, Boepplg, Wagner and others, being
cited as authorities. The geological formation
was alluded to as a probable cause of this appear¬
ance, the absence of volcanoes In Central Asia being
referred to, the Andes, In Centra) America, being a
range of volcanic formation, that on the latter the
same symptoms on man appear at a height of 10.700
feet, while in Asia they are experienced only aTter
reaching ld.ooo feet. The highest pblnt possible for
man to Inhabit permanently was tbe Monastery of
Hsul6,16,117 feet above tbe sea; while aronnd the

If one goes to any Western city hewill And the hotels full of travelling ageuts, who
generally evade this obnoxious law; but, no doubt,there are many conscientious merchants who do not
send out agents on account of this law, and therefore
It would be to the Interest of all to repeal It and let
the conscientious compete with the leas scrupulous.This Is a very unjust tax on the young merchant,who has to pay to the United States government not
only a license but a percentage on his sales. Nowadd to this the various town and city license fees,varying from fifty dollars to $160 each per annum,and, lr all paid, would probably amount to over
$2,000 In the Northern States alone, and It Is easy to
see that none, with only energy and a small capital,could afford to compete With the old established
houses.
