THE SITUATION IN TURKEY.

We continue to-day our extract* from the last Eu¬
ropean papers received and Rive several Interesting
fetters from our correspondents at the various capi¬
tals.
A Cork correspondent telegraphs:."Three men,

with their faces nlackened, visited the land steward
at Cappa White, Limerick, on Wednesday night, and
threatened htm with death if lie carried out some

fending evictions."
A despatch from Munich, Bavaria, dated the 8th

instant, savs that Herr Von Methammer, Councillor
of Legation, has been appointed Envoy Extraordi¬
nary and Minister Plenipotentiary at the Court of
Belgium.
The proposal of the Minister of War for dividing

the Bavar.au army Into two corps of four divisions,
In unison with the military system of the North Ger¬
man Conietteration, has received the sanction of the
King.
The government candidate for the department of

the Mao. h has been elected to the Corps l.vgiglatlf
by a large majority (17,om to lo.:6l>. Tin* is an im¬
portant v csory, the department hav.ng been earned
by the oppos.tion tn 1833.
A seriott-. chunre, involving Sir John Paktngton, as

the ia'c vr,ir Secre ary, h.is jusr co ne to light. Lord
Napier, or llagdala, bofore leaving England, pro¬
posed that a supplementary Abyssinian gazette
should be issued, to lnclule the nurues of many
officers 0 merit who, from various causes, had been
passed o\ vr In the firs', g.i '.ette. Such a gazette was

prepared by Lord Napier, aubuilUed to and ap¬
proved by the Horse Guards and forwarded to the
w ar Oflh e authoiities. who. however, took upon
thetn3fci s to reject it altogether. Their only reason
Tor thus -vi silling the man whom all England at that
time was . .iger 10 honor Is tuat tne gazette was too
large, 'i hey, however, never made auy proposition
for red in- ng it nor sent it back to Lord Napier for
amendment. They simply rejected the list altogether,
thereby insolently snubbing Lorl Napier and de¬
priving of honor many oilicera who, by their own
admission, merit the usual recognition for services.
Sir John'.jkington was at the time at the head of
the department.
On the sth lust, a portion of the colliery belonging

to the Ilaitiford Coal Company, near Wigan, was dis¬
covered to be on Are. Eight men descended the pit
with the view or extinguishing the flames, and while
so enraged the fire was suddenly driven back upon
thein, and three received such injuries that they
shortly aiterwards died. Two of the survivors are
not expected to recover.
Before leaving Stockholm, sa vs a despatch from

that capital, the Prince of Wales was made a Knight
of the Freemasons of Charles XIII., after having
successively received the six inferior orders.
A novel proposal has been made to Mr. Bright as

President of the Board of Trade. \ scotch gentle-
man has "directed the attention or his great mind"
to a proposal to clear the seas of boltie-nosed whales
and or porpoises, which, he says, "are depriving our
hardy fishermen of their living by devouring aud de¬
stroying the greatest quantity of fish." Mr. Bright,
in reply, said he did not think Parliament could lie
applied to to grant money for such a purpose, and
being further pressed with two communications on
uie same subject directed his secretary to acknow¬
ledge their receipt.
Queen Christina of Spain, travelling with her hus¬

band, the Duke de lUauxarea. her daughter, son-in-
law and a sun of fourteen persons, has arrived at
Hyerea, where she will pass the winter tn the cha¬
teau Kenys, which she has hired for three month*.
The man Mheward, the Norwich pnhilcan, charged

on his own confession with the murder of his wife
at Norwich so long ago as the sntnmer of issi, was
brbugbt before the Lambeth magistrates yesterday
and ordered to be taken to Norwich for examina¬
tion. Hie investigations of the police l»ear out the
truth of Sheward's story. Pans of a woman's body
were found in the neighborhood of Norwich at the
time indicated by Mheward, and the find'ng naturally
caused great excitement at the time.
The Manchester Chamber of Commerce have

adopted a resolution declaring that the Commercial
treaty between EDgland and Prance -has proved
highly beneficial to the trade and the genera! proa-
perity of the two nations." It, was urged at the
same time that an effort should he made to obtain a
reduction of "the very high dntie* on certain classes
or English manufactures." and a sub-eominlttec was
appointed to prepare a Mat of the articles belonging
to the trade of the Manchester district which may be
regarded as unduly weighted in the existing tariff.

Mr. Maziere Brady, who. under the administrations
of Karl Knsaell, the Earl of Aberdeen and Lord Pai-
mernton, was Lord Chancellor of Ireland during
nearly twenty years, Is gazetted to a baronetcy. A
similar honor was conferred upon the present Mir
Joseph Napier, another ex-Lord Chancellor of ire.

The Malaga Insurrection.Particular* of the
Fighting..Inch Powder (turned and Few
Persons Hurl.The t.ovoiuinrnl Forces Vic¬
torious.

amid the dismal rattle of musketry, the heavy

booming of cannon and the howling fltgnt of shell*
I spend ray New Year's Dav in "*weet Malaga," a
veritable prisoner in ray hotel, a "happy new

t< or" is a phrase that will not com* to my lips, but,
like Macbeth'* aint-u, sucks in my throat. For Mal¬
aga the new year brings no joyuu* celebrattona. no

pleasant exchange of delightful amenities. What¬
ever the occasion may have in store for the gay
MalagueQos in other years. It offers them to-day
nothing but sadness and grief. The bright Alameua,
that glitters with ao much life on holidays, »

now almost deserted, save by detachment* of
weather-beaten soldiers, or rough pafamu, in their
classic costume*, who spend the day in shooting at
faoh other and exchanging bullets, instead of bon-
bona In honor of the day. The gay colors that al¬
ways slash along this broad promenade on each a

sunny afternoon are all gone, and the gray kepi of
the soldier or the brown haadkerciuef of the
yxiisnno, bound about hi* head like a small turban,
are ail the colors one sees to-day on this famous
walk If one chances to risk his head out of the win¬
dow to see what la really going on. With a barricade
under one window and a broad street, swept with
musket balls, under the other, one has little chance
to see a great deal and quite a* little to think of any¬
thing relating to holiday festival* or anything else.
Much a hubbub, noise and turmoil were never heard
before, except in a city making a grand fight
against an army of soldiers. It w quite
evident aomethlng ef a very grave natnre
is going un In the city, but what one
can aee is embraced tn a very small compass. \ ou
may gain a view of the Alameda by carefully screen¬

ing yourself at the window and slyly peeping out of
one corner, while yoor body is carefully sheltered.
To put out your bead like a housemaid would be to

present it as a target to those gentlemanly Caza-
dore* who are behind a barricade up the Alameda,
animus for a shot at some animate object. M> hat,
projected occasionally on a cane, as l have seen It
done in other (lays during onr war, testifies by its
many ventilators how dangerous it would be to re¬

place the cane by my head. I am not curious about
those <?azadores, but I like to look at the
mixed crowd below me who man the bar¬
ricades. They are doing considerable fight
lug.that la, they are firing their guns
with extraordinary assiduity at the f'niadores.
with what effrct I am unable to discern for reasons

that will suggest themselves to any one who has
been in s like situation. Old m"n and young men

are in that barricade, the latter in the majority.
Home wottr the uniform of the unbtia-red cap and
short jacket, others ate unquestionably peasants
from the country. Tliey have no oops, but wear the

handkerchief about their closely Cropped heads, fn
action thej turn aside their bnght colored manias

and mpit to tlrolr Shirt sleeves, wearing abont their

wata. * the broad scarlet baud which holds up their

k ttoo breeches of plpsh, vol vol or ooanie cit»kl»,
slashed at the knee andoruaiueuted with a profusion
of silver boll button*. Host of tham wear long stock¬
ing iuiuus the foot, the feet being bare and ouljr pro-

by a sandal of canvas or straw, just
like those that Gstar's soldiers wore. Hero and
there yon observe among the contestants a poUo or

looey chicken, as the Spaniards call the young swells.
How they fight In a tall bat and tight breeches is
more than I can tell; but some how or other they are
devils themselves on the barricades o* b-hlnd them.
They bundle a pun with as much facility as fhev roll
a cigarette, which ther have in their mouths con¬
tinually. and no better lighting material l« to be seen
on their favorite promenade, the Alameda, to-dav.

Street lighting In Spain M not often very blood v.
They take things wonderfuilv easy. The principal
thing seems to be. on both sides, to get the guns otT,
without anv special regard M to whether they
are aimed at the opposing forae or not. For that
reason the position of a curious looker-on in
the second storv Is frequently perilous. As
long as there is a respectable rattle of mnaketrv
the light Is regarded as going on splendidly, and
those who are not burning powdor sit quietly down
Iviiind the barricades ana eat tlielr sausages and
bread, and pot unfrequentlv a dish of good hot
pucftero. brought bv the worthv spouse of the com¬
batant, meanwhile discussing the aUtuttlon with the
utmost miKbfraUl, and washing down the sub¬
sistence with liberal miantities of vaktnmnaa, which
they get from an old woman across the way. who
keeps her sIiod open for those customers. These
jollv fellows urn perfectly safe, as mv hotel Inter¬
venes between them and the Oa/adorcs, and they
cm smoke with comfort. In their rear, some
distance off. is the Plaza de la Coostltncion,
«u! of which leads the Calle do (Iranada,
one of the toughest thoroughfares the troops can
find to traverse. At the Plaza are plenty of burr!
cades.stout ones, too.and well manned, because
this is strategic point essential to be held if the
Alam 'da is not to be given un. In face of mv win¬
dow is the street leading out. of the Alameda t" the
seashore, anil I can seethe grand flag ot my country
floating over the street from the windows of the
Oonsnlato, now filled by Mr. Cray, vice Consul. It
Is not far to that point which I should like to rcsch
for many reasons; but a passage across the Alameda
witti an nnhroken skin Is unite out of the question.
The Swatara can be reached from the consulate by
small boats pulling aronnd into the harbor. Thev
hnve provisions on the Swatara which are wanting
at the Hotel del Alame la. War cannot be carried on
wit' out subsistence.
What 1 have thus briefly described is all that 1 can

see from where I am penned up. 1 can tell you.
however, or what has occurred in thecltv since I
closed mv last lettor nlgat before last. Of the de¬
tails of the innumerable conflicts in the streets ves-
terd.iv and to-day I can only give you an outline.
Sonic I saw; others are reported to me by the volun¬
teers and some by the regulars. In the Barrio de
Santa Trim lad searching for facts in tho narrow,
barricaded streets Is not a pleasant or profitable
operation. There Is too much fighting there to give
on" an opportunity of moving aliont with ease. But
to the Ip-'nry of the events of the past two days.
When 1 closed my letter yesterday morning all the

barricades had been completed in the Alameda;
Gen»r.il Pavla had issued his fmrulos threatening
martial law, ami exhorting the people to return to
and remain in their cowm; General de Rodas was
coming In with his suite of «,<**> men and eight
pieces of artillery, and was halted at the station;
and the city was left to the fow volunteers who
acted us guards at the barricades. The full round
moon, sailing raaicstlcally through the soft blue
sky. had relieved the gas company from dnty and
had fairly lit up the city, which the gas company has
not done before or since the first symptoms of a
light.
on Friday General de Rodas issued a bantln declar¬

ing the city and province of Malaga in a state of
siege, ordering that all persons who had arms,
except two battalions and some companies of
militia wno had respected the order of the Gov¬
ernor and had tendered their services, should at
once deliver up their arms, and Instructing
tho military governor to announce the places
where arms should be delivered, and also that he
should notify foreign consuls, and Inoffensive per¬
sons should be able to leave the town. The procla¬
mation was carried around the city hv amall detach¬
ments and announced by a flourish of bugles or
trumpets and a roll of drnms. Home of these detach¬
ments were tired on at various points and a sharp
contest inaugurated, espeolal'y at the Hattery F.spl-
go i a* the uost, where the volunteers attempted to
get possesion of some heavy guns that were there.
Two companies of troops were engaged and several
hundred volunteers. The fight lasted nearly two
hours, and the people were only preven'ed from ac¬
complishing their object bv the Are of the two gun¬
boats which were anchored near by. Their shell and
graim were too much for the pifAtir>on, who Anally
retired, carrying off their wounded, but leaving
several dead on the fleld. In the Alameda there was
airo.wl deal of desultory sort of flrlng, and I could
not see that any one was hurt. The troops finally
gave up their attempts to disperse the revolutionists
by proclamations, and retired to their quarters at
the custom Itonse, railway station, cathedral and
various barracks. The civil governor resigned bis
position yesterday, and General de Rodas snd Gen¬
eral Pavia now exercise all the power. The question
has evidently gone quite out of the control of any¬
thing but bullets, and when tliey will be able to
decide It Is a problem.

There was a tremendous light In the barrio of
the Capucine* yesterday afternoon, where the
revolutionists are in great strength. That quar¬
ter ot the city Is old, the streets are narrow
mil crowded, and the houses strong, with
small windows and heavy balconies. As in Cadiz,
every street has Its barricades, mostly of stone from
ine pavement, and thev proofed a tronblesome bar¬
rier to the troops. The Calle de los Frillies was the
scene of the bitterest fighting, barricades were at
almost every step; every house was filled with
l)<tlsniu>.<, who fought from the balconies, which were
defended by ,-and hags, furniture snd all sorts of
things, leaving merely a loophole for the musket.
The firing under these circumstances was not very
certain, but the jxrimnat managed to protect them¬
selves In the best stvie m this manner. All the
heavy doors were closed, except a small crack left
open for the guns, and heavily barricaded. Sotne of
tho Ca/.adorc* of Babastro wore marching
about aud attempted to go from their bar¬
racks to the ranch of the Capuclnes, and
had entered the Calle de los Frulles. when tliey fltst
encountered the fire of ttie pat.sunos from the barri¬
cade* and from the houses. One soldier was killed
and a few slightly wounded, and the ('nzadores fell
hackund returned to the barracks. On this Isting
reported the lieutenant colonel of the Cazadores sal¬
lied out with Ins regiment and seven places of ar¬
tillery. The guns fired one round apiece, sweepingthe Calle d.' bis Prance and the Ospneliies. and then
an assault was ordered. The Are of the poisuvis
wa« e\c-ediogiv bad, but the e i'iia tl"* among tli e
troops rather light. Tltey carried four or five sllgh t
barricades at the point of the bayonet, and only
(lie men were killed and three wonnded of
the Cazadores. The colonel, Hurgos, received
three shots. one in his wrist, another In
his ieg, both slight, and a third serious one In his
grotii. lie was taken off the fleld. Carri ng barrt-
cade w is round to haStay taoagfe, bat great diffi¬
culty was experienced In driving from the balconies
and roofs of Hie buildings the "sharpshooters," who
literally rained balls down upon the assaulting
column. The soldiers fluailv gained entrance Into
a house and. after Imyonettlng all the combatants
found within, reached the roof and soon cleared the
neighboring roofs of all painamm. The fight In the
Calle de los Fradon assumed very serious proportionsIwfore nightfall and the Cazadores were reinforced
by a regiment of the line. It was found that artil¬
lery could not be used to any advantage in the nar¬
row and crooked streets, and the guns were with¬
drawn and sent back to the Merced barracks.
At nightfall, when the conflict ceased, the revolu¬

tionists held their strongest position, and It was ap¬parent tuat they could be got ont only by the
severest fighting. The troops field on to every inch
tpey gained, and were preparing for an assault on
the Capncines la the morning, tffaen they found
that the revolutionists hod evacuated their positionsaud gone over to the other side of the river Guadal-
medince, whim Is Just'now shrunken to a brook.
The barrio Santisnna Trinidad la inhabited chiefly bythe working clauses, fishermen, boatmen and wash-
erT,°£f5i . ^ree,H ,r* crooked and narrow, and
well fitted for barricading. Finding that the posi¬tion In the city was likely to be lost, most of the fight¬ing men crossed over the nver and joined their
friends in that qnarter. Home barricades had
been constructed the previous day. and others were
tbrown sp during the night. General de Rodas'
efforts to Join his forces to General Parts In the city
proper had failed in consequence of the presence of
the in their stronghold In the Trinidad.
Tbc washerwomen were as enthusiastic and plucky
as their mates, and labored in building barricades
with u will. A great inanr articles of linen which
had been entrusted to these remap-* to wash were
converted Into bags to hold sand, which was
brought irom the river bed to strengthen the barri¬
cades. The defences In this portion of the city were
stronger and more formidable than those in the
itarrio de los CaptKlilnos, as It was shown there
after tliey engaged General de Rodas' active atten¬
tion.
This has been the evenirnl ^y. The fighting has

roing on all day on the oilier side or uienvsr,
and finally General de Kotlas' column has nnltc<|
with General I'avia's forces, whu h constituted the
garrison of the city, and the affair may I* said to be
over, l.ast night passed very quietly; occasionally
a shot or two was heard, followed by a sharp rattle
of musketry, und then silence would relgu. Hotii
side* were on the >).if Her. and rather nervous. The
discharge of one shot seemed to create tba imprts-
sioii that there was an attack on both sides, arid
there woi Id lie a general volley of musketry, and
then order would be restored, when -It was found
that the alarm was false. There was no change
in fhe nutation on the Alameda during the
night. The revolutionists held tbcw positions, and
the cry of "Alerttur* sounded every half or qiiar'cr
hour all night long. Iluff It not been tor a splendid
moon, just at Its full, lite city would have been in
complete darkness. None of the gas lamps are
lighted, snd, Indeed, the supply la exhausted, as no
work I* going on either at the gas works or
elsewhere, and the laborers are generally behind the
barricade*.
At dayl ght this morning the grand attack on the

revo.iili«at*ts in the barrier Trttudad was delivered,
and thetghfiiig has been prcttv severe. If one can
Judge from the discharge* of heavy gun.* and small
arms. Two or three gunlsiais are In position off the
mouth of llio Guadalmcdina. which separates the
barrier Trinidad from the city proper. They
have been flrlng shot and shell into the home *, in
whlcn they have been assisted by the castle, which
Is situated on a high lull tne other side of thn town.
The flight of shells from the latter point as thev
pas-ed over the city could be hoard distinctly, and
frightened A good many people, who are nnfaiul.>ar
with the sound.
A heavy irva-oiad fright* has arrived at the port,

it is said, from Oadlz. supposed to be the ftnrn;r<>s*a;but she tias not taken am part In the conflict so far
as 1 can hoar. Cortomiy uo verv heavy guua have
been playing to-day, or we should have known it.
The lighting, which closed on the other al<le of the
river shortly after noon to-dav. is said to have been
very serious. The troopa. aided by the Ore of the
innihoats and castle, which greatly demoralized
the jtalsaimn, were able, after several hours' fight¬
ing, to carrv all the barricades and to take full pos¬
session of all the ulty on the other aide of the river.
The louses were not heavy, I am assured, on either
side. After eleann-j things np beyond the Gundal-
inedino, (lenerai de Kodus moved a column np and
took possession of the Tetiinn bridge, at the end of
the Alameda, and then clearod the streets on either
side of the river, clean up beyond the miirkers.
There was very little lighting here, and very little 1n
the Alameda, which lie readily captured, witli Utile
resistance oo the part of the revolutionists, who
were collecting elsewhere for a stand. Manv
prisoners are sold to be In the hands of the
troops, some being captured with arms
in their hands. The Alameda is all clear from the
custom bouse to the Guadnlmedlna, but people
still remain iu doors.

It is rumored that an officer and men from the
Swatnra, ashore under the flag to eseort, to the
ship some ladies, were fired npon by the revolution¬
ists, but with what result no one seems to know.
General Pavia sallied out of the enstom house with
a small fore and rescued the party, and punished
the revolutionists and carried two or threeharrl-
cades, witn a trilling loss. I have not seen the con¬
sul or any of the oUlcers of the Swatara since day
b»fore yesterday. I presume they are all safelv oh
board the ship. Gate this afternoon there was
% tremendous tight, up in the Plaza do la GonsMtn-
cion, and the ftriug only ceased at nightfall. M.v
neighbors below in the barricades, having deserted
tli-ur comfortable quarters as soon as General de llo-
dar's forces marched up towards tlie advance, tiave
left the street clear up to the front, which I visited
about nightfall. The revolutionists had the Plaza
de la Oonstitnclon strongly barricaded and led
ad the houses in the square and adjacent streets.
The troops hail taken sevcal barricades and were
fairly surrounding the square. Their losses had
been very slight, although tho fighting was heavy
enough to suggest great slaughter. Somehow or
other there is a great deal of noise and but llttlo
damage done. It has always been so in Spanish
revolutions and prohablv always will bo so In the
future. At all events, liore was a seat of the revolu¬
tion. The firing was certainly incessant; barricades
bad been taken and yet not. a baker's dozen
of the assailants had been wounded or
killed, after a light ol three or four hours.
All sorts of missiles are used. Bird shot Is riving
about like hail and bnli"ts are not wanting; but no
one gets hit. How is It? Qiiirn srrhc ? This plaza
Is unquestionably the last stronghold of the revolu¬
tionists and the ligtit will soon hoover. The troops
have gained the advantage and the revolutionism
have lost confidence. Thev hoped to hear that tho
railway had been cut and that Audniar had risen;
but there has been no movement of that kind. As
In Cadiz, so in Malaga, the tight had to be made by
the tmople unsupported. One barricade ai the time
Cadiz was In arms, and the story wonld have been
different. Now the cities are lieing whipped
into submission In detail. At the Plaza de
la Constituclon I saw many prisoners,
mostly countrymen, who took thine* quite
comfortably. Thev were smoking and discussing
the events of the dav as coolly as possible. The
soldiers were on perfect good terms with them, and
there was evidently no feeling of hostility on either
side. Several hundred prisoners have been taken
already, and doubtless more will be brought in. for
in all the houses In the rear of the troops are found
armed persons, who are at once made prisoners.
As I write, at midnight, tho firing has completely
ceased. Officers tell nie that the affair is quite over,
and they apprehend no more fight me. Manv of the
armed prtsoners have left the citv and taken to the
mountains and will thus escape, although a force Is
said to have tieen sent In pursuit. It Is to be hoped
that these fellows will not open a guerrilla muss,
because no one knows how that would end.

Business of coarse has been entirely suspended
since day before vesterdav, and the markets have
lieen closed. There has been no bread linked for
two davs, and the supply is exhausted. Pew people
have enough Tor a good megl, and It will be several
days before the country people begin to bring in
supplies again. It will require several days to bring
things to rightR. The shipping fs Hiffferlng a good
deal, as the captains are all penned up In the harbor,
incapable of (Jolng anything. All the merchant
steamers got to sea at once, out the sailing vessels
had to remain and fare as well as they could. No
malls were sent out yesterdav or to-da.r. To-mor¬
row morning a rnrmt train will be despatched for
Cordova. By that I shall try to send this letter. To¬
morrow will probably dawn In peace on the elty.

I have thus briefly given yon all the details of the
recant occurrences as far as I could obtain them. Of
course, with the streets Impassahle and fighting go¬
ing on at various points. It ts difficult to get at all
the facts at once. I hope to-morrow to give the
result more surely.

It Is said that General de Rod as will go to Granada
from here, to disarm' the people. He will nrolmbly
have no further trouble, after the Cadiz and Malaga
lessons. . .

The weather is warm and bright, like a Mar day in
New York.

TURKEY.

Hrssiy News from Cri<cr.II ohart Pacha's
Course Approved.Psllce Regulation-.Very
l.ittlc Kxeltcmrnt.The United States Minis¬
ter tut a Protector of Greek Subjects.

ConstANTtNori.g. Dec. 30, istw.
In the midst of the excitement caused by the rup¬

ture of relations between Greece and Turkey the
original bone of contention (Crete) is qnlte lost
sight of. For some time post the news from the
Island has been very scanty, but it goes to show
that the few remaining Insurgents are very hard
pressed; and now that Uobart i'aclia has tho little
fleet of blockade runners safely shut up in port, the
source of supply of both provisions and ammunition
being thus entlrelv cut off, tho last embers of the
Insurrection must soon be extinguished. It is. how¬
ever, unfortunate fbr the prestige of the Ottoman
nnvy that the fleet, which has so suddenly quashed
this hitherto active ami successful promoter and
feeder of the Insurrection, should bo commanded
by an ex-officer of the British navy and an
ex-blockade runner on the Cape Fear river.
Whatever motive might have Influence on the Porte
to employ a foreign officer for such service at this
critical moment. It is hut Justice to the native offi¬
cers to hear in mind the fact that Hobart Pacha ap¬
peared before Syra aimed with extraordinary dis¬
cretionary powers far tieyond any that have l>een
previously accorded to commanders of the fleet in
Cretan waters. It has t*-en a constant source of
complaint on the part of the Turkish officers that
their Instructions restricted their action within a
very narrow scope, or they would long since have
given a good account of the Knosls, Crete and
Panahellon, and It must not be forgotten that they
did catch the Arcadia In the act and made a fair
prize of her on the coast of Crete.

call the attention of the Hoard to the published pro¬
ceedings of the Commissioners of lhibllc Charities
and Correction in reference to the settlement of
the disputed claims, which had been re-
fen ed to a special committee, consisting or
Mr. blssenger and himself, and which thev had
thought had been amicably settled, until ho read
the proceeding of the action taken at the meeting
referred to In Justine to himself and his associate,
as well us the Hoard, he would offer (he following
preamble and resolution, which wore, on motion,
unanimously adopted:.
Wl>»rsHa it appsar* from the public pr.-er* of tlieHth lint,

that the Commlstlonsra of Public Charitln,, «ml Correction,
ut a meetinif hrt,l on Ilia 7th Inst., pas|i-<l rot ihitiens --oladre
tn the disputed claims between tlint Hoard and
the Commissioner* of Kmi-ra'lon, wheroln they
alien* ilin "Iras' inability of the creditor* of the
Commissioners of Emigration to reporer by process of law
the snrna that nmy he Justly due to them," and that "Uie
amount tendered be acceptedand whereas the Commis¬
sioner* of Public Charities and Correction, at the time of tha
adoption ot such resolutions, knew thst In accordance with
the opinion of Charles O'Conor, of which conies had been
furnished them, the Comminsloners of Eml-ratlon could
only reimburse the Commissioners of Public Chart tin* and
Correct Inn the actual cost or expense Incurred fur the supnort
Of emigrants, and that the Commissioners of Ktnl-
Ijratlcm were not at liberty to pay Intereet
on the amount or the claim as allowed by
the arbitrator*; and whereas, at a meeting of the Con'sr-
enoe Committee of the two Boards, hald al No. 1 Bond
street, the Commissioners of Public Charities and Correction
could not. comply with the reouost made to furnish a state¬
ment of the actual cost of tha support of lunatic emigrants,
a'leipnu that there were do books of accounts during tha
period for which the claim was made, end, coneeipientty,
they could not comply srith the law, whlrh direeta
the Commlaalonere of Emigration to reimburse and
Indemnify the various cities, towns and counties the actual
rost and expense incurred for ths maintenance of emlyrante;
and whereas the Cummisdoners of Emigration, in the ab¬
sence nf the necessary and required Information, but with a
riew to the eatisfactorr adjustment of the claim accepted
as a basis of eettlement the pro rata allowance
of 91 90 per week charged for emigrants In the Rena¬
me and Island Hospitals, and (tied the pro rata for lunatlaa
at 99 per week, Instead of 99 ISO, making the claim (for
eunonrt of liinatlrs) 940,7Cfl; which sum. together with the
following claims:.Por emigrants In the Wo-khouse, 911.4M;
in Reilerue Hosnttai, 9474. and in the Ielmnd Hospital, 9*,Ml.
a Iota) sum of 9tft.99S.being the full amount ofHhe principal
spm claimed and awarded by the arbitrator*. |e*a the differ¬
ence in the charge I>er week for lunatic*, as stated, was pallia
to the Cnmmbalonsr* of Public Charities and Correction and
accepted by them on the 31st uU.; therefore
Resolred, That the Commissioners nf Emlyratlon view srith

rerret the action of the Commissioners of Public Charities
and Correction in the resolution* passed at their meeting of
the 7th instant, at tending to give a false Impression of the
nature of the transaction* between them, and to prevent thst
good feellnv and cordial co-operation between two co-ordi¬
nate boards which the public service require*.
The Chairman of the Ward'* Inland Committor

stated In reference to the reported riot at Ward'a
Iiinnd, referred to in one of the morning paper*,
that H was an error arising from a disagreement be¬
tween two of the inmates, which was settled with
difficulty: and that in order to prevent any trouble
a detail of two officers had been applied lor and
granted t>r the Police Commissioners, and were aow
on diity on the Island.
After some other routine business the Board Ml

motion adjourned.

EAST SIDE UIPROTEBEMT ASSOCIATIOI.

The regular monthly meeting of the East Side la-
provemcnt Association was held last evening, at
room No. is. Cooper Institute. Bat few member!
were present. Mr. James Taylor, the president,
occupied the chair.
General Barnnm. the secretary, reported that, pur¬

suant to a resolution passed at the last meeting, aa
attempt had been made to obtain aubscrlpthraa of
money from the Board of Underwriters and mer¬
chant* of the citv, bnt that It had been attended
thus far with very indifferent success, lie wad
in hopes that when the objects they had
In view came to lie more widely and Intelligently
understood there would be no lack of the money
required to accomplish the purpose of their organi¬
zation. lie felt sure ttiat this purpsse would com¬
mend Itself to the good Judgment of everybody
having any Intereet in the Improvement on the east
side of the city they were striving to accomplish and
eventually lead to the earnest co-operation of ill
such. It was merely a question of time. He moved
that the committee lie instructed to suspend opera¬
tions for the present in the matter or collecting
monev. which motion was at once put and carried.

Mr. Williams asked how Mr. Sherboume was get¬
ting along with his experiments In removing the
otistnictlnns from Hell Gate, and If any monev had
been paid the contractors from the sum appropriated
for this purpose by the general government.
General Barnum replied that thns far the experi¬

ment* had been attended with the most signal and
saGsfaetory an eess, but that no money had yet been
palti from tbe Congressional appropriation to the
contractors, and that none wnnld be paid nntll the
work was completed, as required tiy the specifica¬
tions or the contract.
A resolution was submitted by the secretary,

directing that a committee of three be ap¬
pointed to effect concerted action between the East
and West Bide Improvement Associations for tha
construction of better walls and piers.
General Barnnm made quite a apeeeh, enforcing

the Importance «»f passing the resolution. The con¬
dition of the piers and docks of tbe city hod long
been a standing dlsgraea. It was fruitless to await
any action of the Common Council in this matter.
They bad waited till patience had ceaaed
to be a virtue, on them devolved the
duty of patting their shoulders to tho wheel and
accomplishing this most important work. Ho be¬
lieved that by uniting the efforts of the two associa¬
tions looking to this end they would be more suc¬
cessful and accomplish the work In mnch quickertime than by acting separately.Mr. Dnryea stated that he owned property on tha
East river, foot of Thirty-fifth street. He was willing
to bnlld a pier there himself, either of stone or other
material, providing he conld get tbe consent of the
the Common Council. He had been trying for yearsto get snch consent bnt In vain. He added that ha
was personally in favor of a stone pier, same as the
Harlem bridge, and lining It with concrete.
After further unimportant remarks the reaolutloa

was adopted.
The Treasurer reported $491 In his hands, and

there being no further business the meeting ad¬
journed.

also visiting President Johnson and General Sctn>-
fleld. Their conversation with General Grant
related principally to the Virginia movement,
and his remarks on the subject were In
the highest degree encouraging. He seemed
to desire no secrecy as to his views, hut spoke ont
with periecl openness and freedom. I feel that noconfidence I* violated when I say that he "sincerelyhoped this whole snhleot would soon lw s-ttleil."
He has evidently studied onr Virginia affairs and
fully understands the I'ndcrwood constitution. He
expressed himself as being warmly in favor of strik¬
ing ont the dlsfran hlslng clsnsca of that Instru¬
ment, the homestead clause and the provisions re¬
lating to conntv organization, which last lie -eetna
to regard as more objectionable even than the rest.
He auid that If permitted to stand as a part of the
constitution they would necessitate tho election of
negro judges, sheriffs, magistrates, clerks, common¬
wealth's attorneys, constables, Ac., and that the
condition of affairs would be so Intolerable that In
those localities where there Is a preponderance of
blanks 'he whites would be compelled to remove
and seek homes In other portions nf the Bute, lie
expressed the wish that the prt-po-ed arrangement
may be speedily earned onl and Indicated Ids confi¬
dence In such a result.
The conversation with President Johnson was

more general. Is-arlng lint slightly on the -objectaleivn referred to. He thanked ihp committee ror
calling, and talked pleasantly. General Bctioneld's
views sro so well tindcrmotid thai It Is needless to
refer partlenlarlv to them.
