Interesting to Snndy Ilook PHote.Tender of
Services Should He IHnde to Inward Bound
Vessels at the Hook.

Before Judge OatviozO.
Sullivan re. Tim Pacific Atail Steamship Compa¬

tty..The plaintiff Is a Sandy Hook pilot and brought
this action to recover the amount oi the fee for con¬
ducting a steamship from Sandy Hook to New York.
It appeared that the plaintiff bailed one of tho de¬
fendants' steamers about twenty-five miles outside
of the "nook" and offered his services to pilot her
in. The commander of the vessel declined to tako
him, and Sullivan claims that under the law, ho
being the first pilot who offered to perform that duty
to the vessel, he was entitled to be employed, beingduly licensed and authorized by the Board of Pilots.
The t'onrt dismissed the complalnt on the groundthat the vessel was not compelled to employ a pilotat all until she had reached Sandy Hook, and it did

not appear that the plaintiff had offered ills services
when the defendants' vessel bad reached that point.

Win. G. Wright, who pleaded guilty to uttering

forged railroad tickets, was the first prisoner ar¬

raigned at the bar. After a few words from his
counsel District Attorney G&rvln said that he was
sorry to aay the defendant did not occupy an envi¬
able position before the court. He was thirty-four
years old and had had sufficient experience to knowfatter than to engage In forgeries of the description
for which he was indicted. There was no reason,
therefore, why the sentence should be less than the
extreme penalty of the law.

TESTIMONY 6f DR. MAXWEI.I-
Dr. Maxwell, sworn.I am a physician, and re¬

side at 44 Fast Twelfth street; I saw Mr. Rogers about
fifteen minutes after he had been attacked; 1 found
ou examining him an incised wound in tho abdomi¬
nal wall; the wound had evidently been made by a
knife or sharp Instrument similar to the blado of a
knife; the instrument entered the abdomen
midway between tho navel aud (lie hip
bone, extending obliquely downward through
tho entire walls of the abdomen; the
outer wound was filled with a portion of the bowels
or ratuor omentum: alter passing my linger through
the outer wound I found a sack formed l>ehlud the
wall of tlie abdomen filled with intestines; I replaced
the Intestines back into the abdomen und dressed
the wonnd; Mr. Rogers lived fifty-two hours after he
received tpc wound; the wound was received on
the morning of the 81st of December, about ten

TESTIMONY OP MRS. MARIA E. ROOER8.
The next witness called was the widow of the de¬

o'clock; my attention was first attracted to Mr
Rogers in the area by the breaking of the window:
i was then in the basement or dining room, and if

Attitude of the Controversy With the Revo
nne Officials.
The internal revenue assessor of tiio Thirty-second

named Bernard Qanley, Th$ latmj styuck EdwardsIn the face and knocked him In the gutter, but the
latter soon recovered himself and with his friendIl&lsey fled through Canton street lu the direction o(Myrtle avenue. Ganley pursued them, being joinedby another mun named John Hopkins. Whether
their Idea was to kill the colored men
or only give them a bad beating Is not known;but pursuing them through the streets lu the man¬
ner they did naturally caused a great deal of ex¬
citement, aud those who Joined with them no doubt
supposed that they had been doing something terri¬
ble and ought to be dealt with summarily.The crowd were joined by a number of women,and as they ran along the streets they hurled stones,
sticks and other missiles at the unfortunate men,crying at the same time. "Kill the niggers." Some,
how Hopkins, who had joined Ganley, got stabbed
by some one of the party and fell upon the street
from the loss of blood. When they had reached
Myrtle avenue the crowd was close upon tho
heels of the colored men and their lives
seemed in Imminent peril. Whon they reached

Hsd this Idea been carried out
the school building wonld have been rendered still
more unhealthy by being completely darkened on
one side. The school officers, however, purchased
fl,£ property, and in the miserable two and
a naif story dwelling honse standing on the premi¬
ses they placed a number of the pupils attending
tbe school, until both that bnlldlng and the school-
house proper are tilled to repletion.
