arrival in sing Sing oil Friday evening of D. B. Mc¬
Neil, Inspector in charge, has* tended to promote
increased vigilance on the part of those officeseekers
who possess claims for favors on "the powers that
be." For the appointment of principal keeper, four
candidates.namely, Wheeler, of Rochester: Sher¬
wood, oi Sing Sing: Orr, of New York, and Harper,
of Brooklyn.are, it la understood, urgently pressing
their several claims, and it is not improbable that
to-morrow will decide who is to be the lucky man.
Apart from outside influences, it is to be hoped that
the best man will be selected for the position, as on
the efficiency of the principal keeper depends, in a
great measure, the good order ana discipline of the
prison. Among the less important officers there is a
feeling to-day of uneasiness and insecurity, as It is
generally understood that about one-fourth of the
remaining guards and keepers are about to undergo
official decapitation.
A Complicated Appair.The case of Martin Kav-

anagh, who was charged with embezzlement at
Yonkera, the particulars of which appeared in the
Herald of Friday, has since then assumed a plural¬
ity of phases. Having been acquitted for want of
sufficient evidence, by Justice Smith, Kavanagh on
Friday caused the arrest of the complainant, F. W.
Pond, on a charge of petty larceny, for having
entered his room and taken money from
his pockui book. On being brought before
l'ollce Justice Atktns the accused waived examina¬
tion and gave bonds in the sum of $250 to answer.
Later in the day Pond preferred a charge of grand
larceny against Kavanagh and obtained a warrant
for his arrest from ' Justice Atkins, before whom
the unfortunate Kavanagh was rearratgned yester¬
day atternoon. Both parties were represented by
counsel, and, after a lengthy examination, the ac¬
cused was bailed in tlie sum of $250 to answer the
charge of petty larceny.

ATTEMPTED RIXNI IS HEW JERSEY.

At the vary tune the horror evoked by the Rogers

murder In New York is at Its height another murder
on a similar scale la attempted in oue of the most
unfrequented districts in New Jersey. Tne circum¬
stances attending the case show that desperadoes
who will spill Mood in order to obtain ever
eo trifling an amount of money are on the
rampage. At a late hour on Thursday night
a man named Edward Lyster. wiio has long
been a renldent of Monmouth county, N. J., was
quiet'.y wending bla way to his house, and had ar.
rived at s point about 600 yards from the High,
lands station when he beard footsteps a soon
distance behind him. He stopped and listened at¬
tentively, and at once the aound of footsteps ceased.
Thinking that it might be aome one belonging to the
cottage where a poor widow lived, about fifty yard*
off, be moved on and paid no further attention to the
matter. He had not proceeded more than thirty
yards when he received a blow on the left side of the
head with some heavy weapon which almost
¦tunned him. Lyster 10 a young and some¬
what robust man, and, taming around, he
faced his antagonist, whom be perceived
to be a short, stout man, about thirty years or age
and without any disguise whatever. He had lust
time to grasp bim by the collar of tb« coat when the
assailant plunged a knife In bla left shoulder, the
blade striking downwards from the shoulder-blade,but owing to the thlckne** of the two coata he wore
at the time the weapon did not penetrate the flesh
more than half an inch la depth. Lyster shouted
ereeled to the ground, when the villain rifled his

eta; but his searc h was not rewarded with a soil-
cent He then ran off, and when Lystar waa

roond, by a woman who lived aome distance off and
waa passing that way, he was quite unconscious.
BM clothes were saturated with blood, his shirt torn
opea and the linlaga of his pocketa drawn out He
bad no watch aad the only money In his possessionwaa four' dollars and flfty cents, which had passedlata the llaiag of his veat through' a bole in the
packet.

FRANCE.

Eastern Politic#.The Conference.Trade tn
Paris.Napoleon's New Year's Address.The
Official Organ and Qaarrel of the RtonU
tears.Newspaper History.New Year's En¬
joyments and Celebrations.The Imperial
Ball.

Paris, Jan. 5, 1869.
One or the most interesting events or this week,

putting aside the Emperor's peaceful speeches on
the New Year's reception at the Tuilerles, and the
appearance or the non-official Moniteur, is undoubt¬
edly the excitement or all the dailies about the
Turco-Greek Conference. It has been so positively
stated by politicians that the said peaceful conclave
was to take place on the 2d that the Hkiuu> can
pride itself on having upheld that It would not;
neither did It, though the Prussians, whose heads
are rather "square," cannot be brought to oonress
the truth. It can now be truthfully affirmed
that the great sitting is ror the 9th, or rather that the
Marquis de la Valette has announced it for that date.
Now, as to the speeches, they have been universally
approved, and if words could cause money to flow
into empty cotiters tradespeople would be satisfied,
only tney are not; trade is bad; perhaps because
words have nothing to do with metal, and an old
adage borrowed from the Chinese says that "silence
is gold."
"|am happy," said the Emperor to the diplomatic

body, "to say that a spirit or conciliation animates
all the European Powers, and that the moment a
difficulty arisen they agree among themselves to
smooth away and avert complications. I hope that
the year now commencing will contrtbnte, like the one
Just expired, toward removing many apprehensions
and strengthening the bonds which should uuite civ-
llized nations."

'IHe case of the two rival Moniteurs being now
settled by the defeat of the pretenslona of M. Kouber,
it can be easily conceived how greatly the opposition
glories. The story of the Moniteur is excessively
interesting from the period of its foundation, aud its
vicissitudes deserve mention at thia period of In¬
quiry Into the legitimacy of its right*. The present,
however, is ever a primary consideration, and. this
la how the Moniteur, which up to the ilrst of thia
year was the depository or governmental secrets,
turns up a non-offlcial. rather mncli the contrary.
Us editor, Mr. Dalloy, not having complied with
some of the conditions put down for future manage¬
ment, and the editor, Mr. Wluerahciin, itecuiue
editor, but thought with the government that he
could retain the old title page, which Mr.
Dalloy then claimed as private property. The
end of all the suit is that the govern¬
ment made a mistake ami has to call its sheet
Journal Official He PEmpire, while Messrs. Dalloy
It Polatel call theirs, as before, Moniteur. it
would have been better not to dispute the point, us
some bitterness has been caused, and It Is evident
the ola editor Is Inclined to let a few,cuts out of a
very long bag stuffed with omcial documents of
great importance. The very flrst thing the Moniteur
lets out to-day Is that M. de Paiva, the Portuguese
ambassador in Berlin did not die of apoplexy, but
committed suicide "fur causes it wuutd not be
proper to publish."
The ancient history of this Important Moniteur Is

as follows:.Its name, the great recent subject of
contestation, was adopted In 1788 by a M. Panckouke
and Is derived from monco (to warn); It has ever
been a very appropriate name for the contents
of the paper, mostly warnings or notices of
what judicially and officially occurred. During the
French republic It became an organ or that govern¬
ment, and In 1811, instead or being plain Moniteur,
added the word "official," by special permission of
the Emperor. Then it rose higher aou lo i«ia was
called "sole official," but the very following year It
fell with Waterloo and was for three months a free
and Independent organ. As soon as the effects of
waterloo blew over It rose again Into an arsenal of
Judicial document. Unfortunately the restoration
fancied a Gaiettr OffiriHie of their own. and the
same, the very same difficulty then arose which has
Just existed, offiv the restoration left the Moniteur
Its Christian name.
The Qaiette QffWifUe conld not keep up, however,

any more than the restoration, and Mr. Panckouke,
like a cork, floated again on the official surface, and
thus he did till he gave his MonUeur over
to Mr. Dalloy; and thus things went on
until l*«, when Napoleon gave the Monlteicr
a sub-title."Official Journal of tne French Empire."

Catholics of Irslaad. They aocept the programme
