All the
Tepublicans ,voted for 1t with the exception of
dohp -A. dingham, of Uhlo, Jehm Baker, of
Ilinots, and Devid Halsey, of West Virginin, 0Of
conrse the democrats all vored against (t. The car-
pet-baggers wiio voted against it were Nelson, Tift
and P. M, D. Young, of Georgia., Mr. Bingham had
hlmscil proposed an amendment, wiich, when put
$0 & vote, could command bat tweniy-six support-
ers. This overwhelming defeat enrayed him so
much that he voted steadily with the democrats on
the preliminary motlous, as well as on the passage
of the joint resolution lwelf. No attempt at fli-
bustering was made by the democrats beyond the
Bacceasful efforts of Mr. Brooks in calling the yeas
and nayd in ordering the joint resolution to a third
reading. It is the opinion of Mr. Doutwell that the
measure will :III the Senate at an carly day.

On crogs-examination,
however, the witness ackuowledged that neither
Judge Barhard, Ar. McKean nor any other person
had induced him to procure the bogus PRPErs or Was
privy to the tact—that he committed the wrongful
act of his volitlon, in fact, without prompting from
any of the leaders of the democratie phrty.

The | ation ball question seeins to be as far
from a settiement now &8 It was In the begluning,
Now that It 1s definitely decided that General Grant
‘will not appear at any ball or reception held on the
dth of March, and ue a consequence iv 18 more than
probable that there will be no ball and reception on
that day, il may not be uniuteresting to give a brief
history of the efforts made to arrange for these eu-
terlalnments and to state tie present condition of the
question. The original committee which started the
project of having & grund foauguration ball, and
which appiied for the use of the Rotunda ana
old Hall of Representatives of the Capliol
for the purpose, was compased largely of
republicans. The arrangements went smoothly on;
there was no doubt entertained that Congress wouid
aflow the Caplitol to be used for the ball; the commit-
tee procecded to develop the minor arrangements
in regard (o the management of the enteriainment.
Here they came ols « vig with anjunforeseen obstacle,
That obstacle was the negro. Some Insisted the ball
should be free to all who should purchase a ticket,
negroes lncluded; others were not prepared to go 1o
that lengih, arguing that such & rule would mar the
success of the ball. The contention over this impor-
tant poinut grew warm, and, in some way or other, the
advice of General Graut was sought in the matter,
The General examined both horns of the
dilemms and settled the dispute effectually by
requesting the commitiee to drop the matier
just where & waus, Informung them that the project
did not meet bis approbation. Thercupon the com-
mittee resolved to abandon the idea, In accordance
‘with the General's views, At this juncture the citi.
sana took up the project, thinking It muach to be re-
gretied that so commendable o measure should fail
without another effort. FProminent among the oiti-
mens were H. D. Cooke, ex-Mayor Wallach, Mr.
Mohun and Mr. Sheppard. They were muled by a
mamber of other well known citizens, most of whom
are conservatives and democrats, This commitiee
exsmined the National theatre and one or two other
buildings, which did not appear suitable for the
purpose, 8o shey finally applied for the north wing
of the Treasury.

Another Ralirond Job Defented.

1t appears that y day, in the 5 Com-
mittee on . Paclde Rafiroads, the omnibus bl
carrying nearly 4 dozen rallroads and o fabulous
quantity of land and bouds along with it
came under discussion, which Iasted but a
few minutes, when a vole wns taken on Its
pugsage i committee, resulting -in the defeat of the
bill by six 10 fIve, being about the same rasio as the
vote defeating the Central Branch Paciic Ralirosa
in the Senate. A good many Senators, however,
who voted for the further exténsion of subsidies to
this road have no disposition to vote for subsldies to
any other; but shey consider the honor of the gov-
ernment was more or less pledged to farnmish the
same assistance to this line as was gmven to the
Union Pacitle. Im fact, it I8 claimed Lhe Central
Braneh had a prior right, and I8 the identical route
to the Pacifie that Tomy Benton sdvocated for thirty
years, and to which he finally succeeded in directing
practical attentlon, Besides, it is held the govern-
ment committed iteelf to the assistance of this road
at the start, and ought not to desert it now.

Moutann Indlan War Claims.

The Senate Comnitiee on Territories had a meet-
ing to-day to consider & clalm which has been before
them for some time to reimburse the Territory of
Montana for expense incurred In  equipping
troops and supplylog quariermasters’ aopd com-
missary storea in the Indian war of 1868
and 1665, Governor Greem Clay Fmith made
an argument in support of the claim, contending
that the Upited States government was responsible
for the expense to which the Territory of Montana
waa plit by reason of the Imability of the general
government to meet the exigencies of the situstion
und ward off the predutory sttacks of the hostile
Indian trives. J. M. Kovanagh, delegate from
Montana, made a similar argument. Nelther of
tnese gentlemen asked that & bill appropriating the
amonnt of expense incurred, $1,150,000, be intro-
duced, bul that a commissloner be appointed to
sadit the accounts of expenditnre and report after
the examination to Cong The ¢ tee, how-
ever, are divided on this q of the resp
bllity of the general government, and the authority
of the Governor of the Territory to raise and equip
Iroops where the United BStates forces were
in charge and decmed adeqaate 1o the emergency is
a good deal doubted. A letler from General sher-
man was® read, in which he states that he ordered
Generad Augur o go o Montana In answer to the
representations froamn there regarding Indian hostill-
ties. General Augur reported that the accounts
were exaggerated, and that the United States troops
were equal to The demandfof the situation; but he
found the Governor had already organized troops,
though he was unable to sce the necessity for their
employment. The committes came 1o no conclusion,
and agreed to adjourn till Monday, when the subject
will be resnmed again.

The revenoe
has grown to be the most important feature in the
government adminlstration, and the morality, wel-
fare and prosperity of the nation demand that all the
abllity, integrity and attention that can be secured
be given to Iis management. On the revenue depend
the most vital interesta of the people. If rego-
lated and 1 with h ty and energy
the quick payment of the natlonal debt,
the reduction of taxation, the resumption of
specie payments and the geperal happioess of the
masses will follow, without the necessity of any
legislative tmkering with the finances. Senator
Wilson 18 very earnest in the view he takes of the
overshadowing importance attaching to an eflcient
management of the revenue, and he hopes, under
Grant, & step in the right direction will be taken.
He disclaims, altogether, harboring thé intention of
tying Girant's hands 1n his bill smending the Civil
Tenure act, apd contenda there [a pothing to pre-
vent the President elect from making a clean sweep
of all the rogues in the revenue aad of incompetent
officlals elsewhere,
