A remarkable event took place in Washing-
ton the other day. It was sent abroad forth-
with on the wings of the lightaing to the four
winds of heaven as a matter of startling im-
port to all mankiad. Ttwasnot an esrthquake,
burying the two houses of Congress in the
ruins of the Capitol; nor a mighty whirlwind,
eatohing up Andy Johason from the garden of
the White House aod bearing him up into the
skies like the propbet Elijah; nor was ita
bill from the Hon. John Morrissey to suppress
the gamblers of Wall street; nor the myste-
rious murder of some belated darky by the
Ko Khix Klan; but it wss something of
greater moment than an earthquake, a whirl-
wind, & bill from Morrissey, or the midnight
murder of another obnoxious nigger. It was
the voluninry snd unexpected visit of General
Grant to the House of Representatives, and a
confidential conversation there in a corner be-
tween him and the Hon. James F. Wilson, of
lowa. Why this visit? Unqguestionably ii
was on some important matter of business,
Why this private conforence with Mr. Wilson, of
lowa? What else could it be for than to an-
nounce to said Wilson that he has been chosen
by the President elect for a place in his
Cabinet?

The circumstantisl evidence in the case is
concinsive. Wilson i3 on the Cabinet slnte of
Grant. So be it. This makea ons. We want
gix more to fill up the new munistry. Where are
we to got them? We are compelled to turn to
General Grant's volunteer Cabinet makers, and
to some of the numerous Cabinots they have
nominated, for the information of our readers
and General Grant himself. The latest Cubi-
net from Dana, of the mixed national, State
and carporation firm-of Stauton, Dans, Conk-

ling, Hoffman and Sweeny, is thus made up:—

apparent, When Lincoln first came in he had

3 comparalively easy task. He saw at once

that the men for his Cabinet were his com-

petitors for the Prasidency in the Chicago Con-

veplion—Seward, Chase, Cameron and Bates,

for instanca—and he scted secordingly. Bt

Grant, without a competitor at Chicago, has

no such guidebook. I is thonght, however,

that he mugt do something for “Old Ben

Wade,” nan competitor of Colfax, and that the

Prasident elect would have, in the same view,

o provide for Featan, if the Now York Legis-

latnra had not kindly relieved Lim of this dim-

culty, together with Morgan.

As for Stanton, it is possible that Raymond's

eock and ball story relating to Bonks and

Girant in the Vicksbhurg campnizn, as a flank
movement against Stanten, from the Johnson,

Seward, Weed and Roaywond clique, may
bring the ex-Becretary of War into the fore-
gronnd, Al all eveats, it is quite likely that
Gieneral Gramt has not derived much informa-
tion from these late Vickstmrg disclosures,
We think it likely, too, that General Grant
will choose u new Cabinet out and oul, with-
onk & single stick of Himber from Johnson, ex-
cepting. perhaps, Sohofleld ns Secretary of
War.

Girowth of the (City,

The marvallons growth of Now York cily is
unmistakably indiosted by the facts that dur-
ing the past year five hundred new buildings,
most of whioh are dwelling houses, have been
erocted at a cost varying from two thousand
to fifty thousand dollars each; that seven
churches, two schoolhounses, two banks and
several extensive mannfaotoriea have also been
erected ata still higher range of expense ; that
during the same time the city has nearly built
one railrond nine miles. long, and has laid
thirteen miles of water maios and many im-
portaut sewers, and that the aggregate esti-
mated cost of newly projected baildings, the
plans and specifications of which have been
submitted, examined and approved by Super-
intendent MeGrogor since January 21, is five
bundred and elghty-two thousand dollars.
We presented on Friday last a brlef descrip-
tive table of theso new buildings.

But who ahall venture to describe the in-
caleulable growth of the city In wiekedness as
well as in wealth, population and power? New
York has grown great in all these latter
respecta. It is destined yearly to grow still
greater in those opportunities of obtaining
luerative employment, of accumulsting riches
and of securing mental improvement, or at
least mental enjoyment, collision and sympa-
thy, which the firat rate workman, the enter-
prising merchant and manufucturer and ambi-
tions men of letiers and scienca generally
thiok they can find nowhere else but in a great

growth of the city is monstrons inall shapes
of crime—in thieving on a petly and on »
grand scale, in counterfeiting, in forgery in
gambling, in lottery and glﬂ. enterprise
swindliog, in perjury, in gigantic whiskey
frauds, in burglary, arson, kidnapping and
murder—as well as in gross and all-control-
ling selfishnass, in utter recklessness of the
publie good in comparison with the attainment
of purty spoils, in the *‘retting laprosy” of
politioal corruption. Both in evil and in good
the growth of the city Las been gstnhugdlng.

Mlinois Ashamed of (hicago.

On Saturday, déeording to a despatch from
Chicago, a bill was introduced into the State
Logialature of Illinois and passed by a vote of
seventy-eight to nine, the object ot which bill
baing to separate the city of Chicngo from the
State of Illinoia and to hand it over to Indiang,
What does thia mean? We koow that il has
been more than once suggested that New York
city, including Long Island, Staten Island and
CUoney Island, should be cut off from New York
State and constituiod o separate State.

The uw Moaopoly—Dumuging Disy
closarea.

We have froquenily demonstrated that the
entire value of the telegraph lines existing in
the United States does not exceed ten millions
of dollars, The lurger part of these lines is
owned by the Western Union Company, which
has had no meroy upon the publio either in in-
flating the original stook of the company or in
charging beavy prices for the transmission of
messages that dividonds might be deolared
upnn these heavy inflationa,

One of the most stupendous of the stock-
watering operations of the Weatern Union ever
consummated outside of the doubling of ita
whole capltal, from eloven to twenty-iwo mil-
lions of dollars, was embraced fn the purchsse
and consolidation of the Paoific lines. The
original cost of the overland line to Californis
was four hundred and thirty thousand dollars,
and this was turned into the capscious maw of
the Western Union manipulators ot three mil-
lion three hundred and thirty-three thousand
dollars, or more than six timea the actual
value of the Tine. Bul what were the
reanlts? The company blow this tele-
graphic bubble into such brillinnt colors that
even the genecal government was plensed
with its smooth aud well rounded proportions.
Congress, therefore, invested in it for ssveral
years, in the form of a gubsidy, forly thousand
dollars of the public treasure, This is a (act
not generully known., HBesides this exiortion
the company bus roceived an annual bonus
from the State of Californin for the same line.
Of course theso amounts have been syneczed
out of the peopla on the plea of poverty and
under the pretence that it does not pay to keep
the Pacific line working, bat that the Western
Union is generously anxious to extend to the:
poople of Californin telegraphic facilities at a
peonniary loes to the company, This is a
charming little fnancial deceplion—a little
touchof romance with which the Western Union
munagers have enlertained the gullible public
while they loosened government and private
purse strings, rolling ap thereby large profits,
so-called in the Western Union company, but
clasaified differently in the Sing Sing diction-
ary. The truthis, the Pacific line has paid
better than any other portion of the Wostern
Union wires, and the profita out of the exor-
bitant rates exiorted from those who use that
line are enormous. We have the best infor-
mation that the receipts at the Pacific end will
reach five hundred thousand dollars the pres-
ent year, AL this end the receipts are more
than that amount, making the groas earnings
of the Pacific line above one million dollars in
twelve months.

Herg, then, are some anbatantial facts worthy
of consideration. There can be no just rea-
son why the general governmoat or the State
of California should pay u dollar out of ita
public monoys a8 & subsidy to the Pacifie line,
and the sturdy Western Union beggars should
be driven from the door of their {reasuries, a8
an able bodied pauper is driven From the alms-
house gate. If the general and State govern-
ments are to be bled annuslly to help pay
dividends upon enormously infiated telegraphic
stock, it were far better and more economical
at once to take possession of the business and
attach it to the Post OIIIW Department. Qur
watohfhlmprmnnﬁvm. like E. B. Washburne,
ahuuld look sharply after this matter, and see
that no iore forty thousand dollar appropria-
lions are suffered to oreep into the omnibus
bill, or any other, in the last hours of the ses-
dion, to increase the wealth of the (slegraph
monopolista,

“The greatest good Lo the greatest number”
is the busis of our torm of government, and
we ara little disposed to surrendar the princi-
ple o a telegraphio ring. These prey upon
tho public warnts and subvert to Ignoble
ends the general intereats of the com-
munily. There i no ome interest in
the United States so common to man, woman
nnd child as the telegraph, and every man,
womsn and child shonld be directly a stock-
holder in the telegraph business, as they are in
po#tal communications. The nsual ery of all
rings is, in ease of anattack upon & monoply,
“the governmenl cannot interfere with the
righta of private citizons.” Our government ia
the people, and how much more pertinent is the
retort that a private ring eannot interfore with
the righta of the government. The Post Oftice
Department sends money drafts through {ts
offices——in fact, doen one branch of a regulur
banking business for the pnbiic good—and yet
we huve never known of & combination of
banking houses making a complaint that they
are the sole owners of the right to send or to
cash a draft, The people are becoming edu-
eated Lo the facts we constantly present to
them. They see that we labor for the ganeral
good in onr efforts to break down the mono-
poly of tolographic communieation. We want
the cheapest, most certain and rapid trans-
miseion of thought that ean be given, and we
want it shaped upon the basls of our govern-
mental system. We waal no dictation as to
how muoh or how little we may communicate
with our friends. 'There is but one dictatorial
power to which we bow, and that is the power
of the people. The people have declared that
the telegraphio monoply shall dizap pear—and
it aball disu;-lpmr

a--n- Payment Delustons and Vagaries.

Almost every member of Congress deems it
his duty to dabblein questions of currency and
national finance, yet sowrcely one knows any-
thing abont them. Every one has » nostrum
of his own to cure resl or imaginary evils,
and geperally to cnre imaginary evils only.
Often those who are most ignorant of a sub-
joot talk the loudest abont it—aa, for example,
quack doctors, who are far more loquacious
sad presumptious than the ekilful practitioner.
It s the same with the finmncisl quacks in
Congress. General Butler grasps the subject,
as he does most subjects, with greater ability
than his colleagues, Some rays of light have
reached bis mind, thongh he ls groping in com-
parative darkness and insn unexplored region
of theory, As to Mr. Sherman, who has taken
fhe Irad in fhe Senate on the questions of cur-
rency and floamce, his notions are erude and
impracticable. e only echoea the old bullion-
int theoriea and in morely the special ploader
of the bondholding interest—of Jay Cooke and
the other large bondholders—who clamor for
resumption of specie payments In order that
their wenlth may be inpreased thirty to thirty-
five per cent. Senator Morton and others are
running after an dgnés faiuus withong having
tho least ides where thoy are going or the
danger ahead. Of the bundred schemes to
reach specie payments and do place the finances
on & good foundstion, there is not one thut
shows slatemanship or ia adapted to the pecu-
liar circnmstansces in which wa are placed.

All this arlses from the foollsh attempts to
fznore or subvart the laws of nature and trade,
There in a morbid desire to be doing some-
thing whera no action Is needed and where
the less done would be baest. Our financlal
dootors are, a8 we said, like quacks, who
want to be experimenting wpon a patient sl
the risk of hia life, and when he would be bet-
ter without their nostrums, Mr. MoCulloeh,
who is nbout the grentest quack of all, trled
hia nostrum of contraction LIl the country
protested In sgony and foar against the fatal
treatment; still be did not learn anything
from experience, but continues to reiterate the
insane ery of ‘‘on to specie payments.” It is
a0, too, with all the reaumption theorists, They
caunot see beyond their nosea; they do mot
reason ; they merely copy the British bullion-
{sts and repeat over and over again the hack-
neyed expressions sbont hard money and
resumption, without ¢omprehending the his-
tory of the dizasters which befell England in
the efforts to foroe specie payments or the con-
saqunenoe of such » policy to ourselves.

This ldea of specie payments is a delusion.

'Striotly speaking, specle payment hos never

existed here and doos not exist in Europe.
There is not apecie enough in this country or
in England to do a twentieth part of the busi-
ness. Indeed it is doubtful if there is gold
and silver enough in the whole country to do

"the daily business of New York city alone.

All commercial and trading transactions
are _done  with paper, except in making
ap the little balances. The gurrency of
the world is paper, in one shape or another,
and must continue to be so. Sometimes it is
In government logal tenders, as in this country
in part, sometimes in bank notes, a8 those of
the Bank of England, or of our national banks,
snd sometimes in the notes of individuals or
mmiu Bpecie only serves to represent
and to pay the balances betweon nations or
business com es. ' Tt in o sort of clearing
house bulance operating In the same manner as
the weekly balunces of bank cheoks by our New
York Clearing Flouse do. . Even then specie is
not often used. It ia enough to know that
there is sufficiont for that parpose, or that the
credit of thoss owing balances is as good as
gold. In fact, apecie Is never wanted or called
for when people know it can be had, for it is
far less convenient to handle than puper. And
when there is & crisis arising from great com-
mercigl disasters, from war or from any other
cause, and people demmand specis, it can not
be had. There never I, as we said, sufficient
in a counitry to meet sach a demand. Of
course snspension followa, This has oceurred
severnl times in the United States, and occurs
in other countries as well. We see, then, that
in what are called specie paying times that
state of (hings exista simply becanse paper In
used and esin is not demanded, and that when-
evor coin is demanded in a orisis it cannot be
bad, and suspengion follows. What folly,
then, to talk of specie paymenta as the normal
condition of things. It is the geeatest delusion.

Why should there be such fuss about specie
payments in this country? The country hus
bardly evor been more prosperous, and that
notwithatanding the enormous burden of debt
and taxation. The farming and planting in-
terest, which Is the foundation of & nation's
prosperity, ie flourishing and enlarging, while
railroad, mining sod ofher enterprises are
growiog and spreading eapidly. The working
classes gonerally never had as mueh surplus
money to deposit in savings banks, as is
shown by the returns of these inatitutions.
The evils of a paper currency are Imaginary ;
they exist not in renlity. To distwrb the cur-
rency, fo contract it and to attempt lo force
specie payments would hring ruin to the masa
of the community, whila the only people that
might be benefited are the bondholders and
the great capitalista, It i unseloss talking
about specle payments while we have such an
snormons and anfunded public debt. We
mnat first fund the debt at » low rate of inter-
est, place it under a cortain process of lgui-
dation and groatly reduce the expendituros of
tha government. Then, with the burdena of
the people lightened, with the deht being paid
and with the surprining growth of the country in
population and wealth, we muy reach what Is
ealled, though erroneonsly, nspncic hasis. This,
and this only, is the true pelicy of the country
with regard to the currency aud finances,
