Their Sovereign*, Pop¦lull
Anates and IUmwoc*.

A* the Ottoman empire and the Hellenic kingdom,
In spite of the mediation of the great Powers of Eu¬

rope, seem abont to enter npon a contest we pre¬
sent ror the Information cf our readers a brief sum-

mar; of the more important statistics of each coun¬

try, as matters of Interest and reference:.
TUBEST.

The monarch of the Ottomans Is usually known
abroad as the Grand Sultan, and at home as the Padi¬
shah, but his true title Is Khan, which, as in the case
of pachas, beys, agas and effendls, la appended to.the
name. The present sovereign Is Abd-ul-Azlz-Khan
¦born February 9, 1830 (according to Turkish chro¬
nology istli of Chabaun, A. H. 1246)." He Is the
thirty-second of tfee house of Osman, and the twenty-
ninth who since the capture of Constantinople has
held the throne. He succeeded his brother, Abd-ui-
jMedjid-Khnn.the eldest male of the family taking
succession, whether In a direct line or not.June 25,
1801. His children are Youssoff Izz-ed-Deen-Etrend 1,
horn October 9, 1857, Colonel in the array; Sultana
galihc, born August 10,1862; Mahmoad-DJemll-ed-
Seen, born November 20,1862, and Mechmed-S^Um,
horn October 8, 1866. His only sister, the Sultana
Adlle, born May 23, 1826, was married to the late
Wehemmed-Ali-Pacha June 12, 1845; so that the
present vassal ruler of Egypt is connected by family
ties with his souzerain.
The high Ministers or State are.First, Mldhah.

Pacha, Grand Vizier, who has the title of highness
and presides over the Council of State. Two,
Hassan, Shiek-ul-Islam, or Moufti, who la Chief of
the Cleuia, or legal and religious Council, and is the
chief interpreter of the law. The Council of State Is
farther made up of the following Ministers, who are
dependent upon the Grand Vizier :.Foreign Affairs
(Kharidji-nazari), Fuad-Pac'.ia; War, Namlk-Pacha;
Finance (Malie-vaqart), CUlrvauzade-Ruchdi-Pacha;
Marine, Mahmoud-Pacha; Commerce, Agriculture
and Public Hygiene (Tidjaret-nazart), Caboull-Pacha;Police (/.abitjts-inouchirl), Hoosseln-Hacha : Justice
Moremtaz-Etl'endl; Public Ins.ruction, Safoet-Pacba;Jatendantol Mosques (Evkaf-nazin), Tefvid-Effeuat;Interior, ail interim, Eerik-Etfeudl; Postmaster
General, Yayer-Paeha; Comptroller or Public Debt,
Klenl-Pacha; Grand Marshal (vacant); Lieutenant
Governor of the Serdar-ekrem, Abd-ul-Kerlni, and
Ministers without portfolio, ltlza-Pacha, Kabryalu-Meliemmed-Pacha and Kiamil-Pacha.
The Divan (Menasbyi-divanie), or Council of State,

comprises tne superior and inferior clerical force,and embraces six ranks of fuuctiouarles. Besides
the Divan there are special councils, such as Justice,War, Admiralty, Ac. Since I8t>» there has been a
Council of State (Chourai-I)evlet), charged with the
preparation of laws, the discussion of the budget,Ac., and is divided into live sections.Administra¬
tion, Finance, Justice, Instruction and Commerce,
¦it is composed of tllty members. Christians and
11 usstnman-i.chosen by the Sultan, and the President,Djevdet-Pacha (Ahkiami-adlijie-reigsij. is a member
or the Cabinet.
The Ottoman Empire is divided into general gov¬ernments (eyaleUsi. under the administration of gov¬

ernor generals (vails). These are again divided lntu
provinces llwcu) under lieutenant governors (Icai-
monakans); these into districts lauas), and these
into villa e« aud hamlets (mitoses). since 1815 the
government has adopted a new svtem of provincialadministration, founded on the principle of decen-
tralizaUon, which has been extended gradual!) to ail
parts ol the empire. These general governments,fiivine the named best known to Americans, are ~s
follows:.

The population of those amounts to 42,000,510, of
which 24,»<«,uoo are iiussuimaus. 15,2*',000 Cnris-
tlans 0/ tiie Greek, Armenian, Syrian and other
Oriental rites, im,ooo Israelites, 214,000 Zmgarles or
gypsies. ami the rest tna.nly Christians of the Latin
rite (Koman Oatno.ics;. with a sprinkling of Protes¬
tants. The Mussulmans are nnder the religions con¬
trol of the nbelk-uMsiam an«l their own religious
functionaries, the Mahoinmedan being the state
faith; but, mm all other religions are tolerated, the
other denomination* have their hierarchy. Through¬
out the empire there are two patriarch* and eleven
archbishops and vlcara apostolic of the Roman
Catholic and eighteen archblahops of tbe Greek
Metchite, hyrian. Armenian and Chaldean rites, with
a numerous mite of bishops and minor ecclesiastic*.
For the purpose of oiQcial communication with it
the Sub'ime Porte recognizes the following chleft of
(he dldercnt religions communities:.Gregoire
Patriarch of the separated (.reek Church; Logbos
Patriarch of the seceiilntf Armenians; O. Varihalltea'
Civil Chief of the 1JitIns; ClementTvlvtl Patriarch of
the Greeks; llassoren, Patriarch of the Armenians,
and Takir. Grand Kabbl of the Israelites.
The array is divided into six grand corps, each

nnder the command of a Held marshal {mwtchlr).
The first of these is the imperial guard at Constan¬
tinople. commanded by Omcr-Pacha. The standing
army w composed ol, first, the active force (nUum),
each corps of which is made up as follows:.In-
tan try, 1-2,000; cavalry, 2,fc<0; artillery, 1,43®; pio¬
neers, l.fc 0; sappers and miners, 600. These last
two are taken from the surplus rorce of tbe imperial
guard. The sum total of all these corps brings the
active force up to 100,40s men. second, the reserve
<retl<n, containing the same nnmber of men. Third,
auxiliary iraops irom Kg>pt and other provlncat,
100,000 men. Fourth, force* detached in Tripoli,
Crete, Ac., and in garrisons, 11,200 effective men.
Irregular troops. bashl-bazouks, Tartan of tne i>o-
liroutcha. Ac.. *).(**). lotal available force. 442.102-
which could be swelled in ease of a popular war to
a half or . ven tbree-uuarters of a million. Thus in
the present eMgency the I'acha of Evypt, whose
contingent Included In the above amount is only

The ileet, wituout counting that of the provinces,

consists of 1 4 \ e-seis, among which are several
heavy Iron-ciads, carrying 2.r,;o guus. The fleet Is

Is In a htgii stale of discipline and effectiveness.

Hiissia. lie is c nueclcil ftmher with the House of
Koumenoff by inai rlage, his c>aeen, ulga, being the
daughter 9t the i.nud l>uke Const.mtine. younger
broiuer of the irK'tiliiit Kniprmr of itussia. They
have one son, prince Constanilne, born at Athens
August 2, Is s. lite King has ihus lar display^ 110
malted atiiilty, but It n u«t lie rernemliered t iat he
has to rule over a di-organlzed kliuidom, peopled by
a riiee which is miner turbulent and lawless, and
that the country is laboring under financial mis¬
management and the errects of yet novel institu¬
tions. He sueoe*de<i mi the throne after the
overthrow of ivIiik utho by a successful revolu¬
tion. by virtue of a protocol slgued by the
protecting Powers, June B, is«). He was decmred to
b«ive arri»<*«i ai hu majority June 27, lH6 i, by tbe
Greek Nat'onn1 Assembly; arrived at the I'lra us on
the .ictb «<l net.1 i»er. and the next day assumed the
crown.

Acts Affalast the Rebels.

The St. Marc people are fnxlousljr waiting for the

steamer which they aent to the Uuited States for,
and the Southern rebels are also anxious about their
steamer because Sainave Is pressing them closely
and lias set the Piquets in motion In the plains of
Aux Cayes, offering them the plunder of the town.
These Piquets are numerous and ferocious, and
and It Is feared that they will be
the means of Sainave getting possession
of the Southern ports. In the North everything
looks different, as no internal dissensions exist
there, and if the Cape gets into the hands of the
rebels they are all right* If the steamer for the

, rebels gets away from your side now Is her time to
(to into the Caflro, which plu«£ would be taken at
once.
News that Is considered reliable from St. Marc

represents that town as flourishing. A good bu?l
ness has been done there, but, as In every similar
ease, it has been overdone now, and prices of pro¬
duce have risen considerably, a Rood deal of snip¬
ping having gone there froui different parts of the
island. \
The French Admiral is still here. His demands

have not yet been satisfactorily responded to by the
government lie demands that Vlctoriu Chevalier
(Commandant of Gonaives) must apologize for
having Insulted French suojects and Ul-used his
powers. The French Admiral does not recognize
the blockade of liartien ports, this not being
efficiently done on the Dart oi the government. He
went down to St. Marc the other day to see Kissage
Saget and to look at things there. Nissage and all his
ministers were present at a Te. Drum on board of the
frigate, as also tue officers of the English frigate N'lobe.
and both vessels have since returned here,ail on board
being quite enchanted with t.ieir visit to that port.
During the Admiral's stay in St. Marc two French
vessels were obsenved trying to enter the port. J ho
Hnytien steamer Sainave, going to Gotjaives, saw
them aud prevented them. The Admiral no sooner
heard this than he cot up sieaui, went out and re¬
turned next morning, towing both vessels Into the
harbor of St. Marc, as this government lias sinned
the treaty of Tarts no paper blockade can be recog-
11 zed. only Mr. Seward ihlnks such a thing possi¬
ble. as his letter published in the ilaytlen MonUeur
shows.

It is doubted whether Messrs. Hudson and Bliss,
wno went to New York in the inteivst of tlollister,
will succeed in their efforts to obtain a loan, and it
is hoped that they will not, a* such a sum of money
in tlie bands of aucli a crowd as now rules over this
part of the inland would only tend to enrich a few
i crsons and no good would come out of it lor the
Country in general, since Saluuve went South again
nothing has been heard from him up till uow. The
t. A. lie liart aualr has been settled by the captaiu
of the Nlp*ic.

St. Domikuo, Jan. 20, 1880.
Mr. Edward Hartmont and Mr. llenry Graham

Lawson are here negotiating a government loan.
Mr. Lawson is the son of a Member of Parliament.
The party Is accompanied by engineers, chemists,
photographers and assls ants, prepared to make an
accurate report of the available resources of the re¬

public. They bring letters from Lord Stanley ami
evidently mean business. Mr. Lawson has gone
with his scientific corps to Alta Vela, where an
American company la now removing guano, paring
this .government a royalty of two dollars and fifty
cents per ton. He will aiterwards visit tne Salt Hills
of »ybo and tbe oil wells at Azua.
There is alao a French party In the fleld, beaded byMr. Santos Mulhado, ailminliiistrator of tne LyonsRailway. It la understood that the proposition of

these parties will not Interfere with tbe plan of the
New York steam kings to establish at Samaua the
steam mall and trading centra of the West India
Islands.
That portion of President Johnson's message in

which he treats or the annexation of St. Domingo to
the United States bus been received here with the
liveliest satisfaction. It is regarded by all parties as
the only peaceful solution possible of existing diffi¬
culties. hpei iai Instructions have been sent to Mr.
Fabens, Dominican Envoy, to press the matter at
Washington. The annexation or St. Domingo will
give another California to tlie United States.
Except some occasional guerilla raids on the

border the country is in a perfect calm. Trade is
reviving. Crops, particularly tobacco, are unusuallyline this year.
Francisco Antonio Gomez, the newly elected Vice

President, is of the American school In politics, and
is a man university respected for his Ann and pa¬triotic character.

A HOTEL AlttHM.
Mr. Frederick Wittratn, a native of this State, but

more recently a resident of Ca Ifornia, has invented
a new anchor, which must, beyond question, com¬
pletely supersede the various stjles of anchors now
in nse, and. in fact, Uie entire principle or their con¬
struction. The new apparatus Is formed of a squared
bar of Iron, having two lateral "slots" cnt through
It at right angles to each other. The bar forms tha
shank of the anchor, and at each end Is attached a
tnaselve Iron ring, one of which, at the bead of the
shauk, is Intended for the cable, and tbe other, at
the stem, lor a buoy rope. The flukes ol the
anchor are two blades of Iron, which are s»t in
the 'slots" on a pivot boil, and win swingdown on either side, so as to rest at acute
angles from the shank <iud penetrate the mud. An
anchor of l,loo pounds weight, constructed on this
principle, has already been u sied In the harbors of
Sau l-ranciseo and ol this port, and has given the
most complete satisfaction. Its advantages over
oirter aucnors are im portability tor stowing and
handling; that it hat no "stocK;" that both nukes
will grapple at the sa.ne time, leaving no projection
upon winch the cable may "foul,*' and that equalgrappling capacity, with a reduction of thirlV'Uiree
per < um in weight as compared with any oilier an¬
chor, Is secured. An air hor oi this ;,ati< rn ten feet
long and a footrquare in diameter would occupy no
mom space titan a log of the saine dimensions, as
the flukes, wheu not in use, rest in the "slots.'* It
is Highly recommended by the h,gtiu>;fu.ai r.uthon-
ties la fils country, an 1 has '><?< n paeatud through¬out r. irope a'ld in tne lnied stite*.

ADVINTIHB8 III TBI APAOU COIJNTKT. A TOOT
through Arizona and sonora, with Notag on the
Silver itegion of Nevada. By 1. Rum Browne.
Harper A Brothers, New York.
Mr. J. Row Browne has the happy talent for

writing books that are useful and highly interesting
at the same time. There Is not one of his many
works which does not convey a great deal of infor¬
mation, from the reading at which the memory is
not charged with materials for thought, and which
does not give graphic pictures of life and nature.
"Adventures In the Apache Country and Notes on
the Silver Regions of Nevada" comprise one volume,
and Is the last work of the author. Like his "Ameri¬
can Family In Germany," "The Land of Thor,"
"Yuseff," or auy of his other books, It is full of writ¬
ten sketches of what he saw and experienced, and Is
graphically illustrated by his own pencil. Be is not
profound, nor does he pretend to much knowle<Jgeof solence, but he is eminently practical and takes
a common sense view of things. This book, there¬
fore. is more valuable to the ordinary reader than to
men of science. Mr. Browne has been accused of
"drawing the long bow," or in Other words of draw¬
ing largely npon his Imagination and exaggerating
upon a small foundation of facta. This, however,
he does not deserve. True, he is a caricaturist.it is
I'lsnatore; he cannot help it.but his caricatures
only present the trutn in a stronger light. He is
like Charles Dickens and some others of the most
graphic and successful writers In this respect. Be¬
sides, hl^ulventures are of suoh an extraordinary
character that they may seem Incredible to persons
whose lives run in one track and as smooth as a

valley stream. The author, speaking of Arizona,
says to his reader:."You shall see for yourself the
deserts and the ruins and the wondrous tjilngs of
tnat wondrous laud:" and he does show them in
striking reality. Arizona and the bordering State of
Sonora are full ol interest to the miner, the geolo¬
gist, the naturalist and to those who love to study
the remarkable ruins of former races and a pre¬
historic civilization. The country Is very rich in
irold and sliver, the climate at certain seasons is
delicious, tne atmosphere transparent and charming,
the scenery peculiarly Kraut! and picturesque,
the soil m some of the valleys wonderfully produc¬
tive, yet it is a wild and dangerous country,
sparsely Inhabited by roving bands of murdering
Apaches and filthy Mexicans, and is subject to ex¬
tremes of weather and great drought. Still there
are magnificent spots. Mr. Browne, describing the
valley of Santa Cruz, says:."After passing through
the cailon of the San Lazero we entered a valley
which opens out into a magniflccnt grazing range,
extending nearly twenty miles to the foot uills of
the i'lnitos Mountains, droves of cottonwood of
gigantic size fringe the stream at intorvals of every
lew miles; the gra<s is wonderfully luxuriant, cov¬
ering the valley and hillsides as far as the eye ran
reach with a rich, goid-colored carpeting; the slopes
of the hills aud mountains are beautiiuily adorned
with sxoves of oak, ash, hackl>erry and various
kinds of shrubbery, through the foliago of which the
bright yellow grass glutens like a patchwork of gold,
and lar In the distance this glowing combination of
colors is outlined by tne purple peaks of Innume¬
rable sierras, sluvered by some tremendous con¬
vulsion of the earth into the wildcat and
most fantastic shapes. Snch sunrises and
sunsets, such marvellous richness of color¬
ing, such magic lights and shades 1 have never
seen equalled in Kurope, not even in Italy or the
isiands of the Greclau Archlpelego." This glowing
description is enougn to make our artists pack up
their art materials and rush to Arizona. No doubt
the time is not far off when they will take the Pacific
Railroad and go to sketch these beauties and won¬
ders ofnature. What has been said of the author's
ability in sketching scenes in Arizona and Sonora
applies to his descriptions of the silver regions of
Nevada and the extraordinary phases of life there.
Altogether this latest wont of J. Ross Browne, is, as
was said, Instructive, useful and very amusing.

A Child laaalmtfc for Twenty Days U'itbont

A number of oar city physicians went oat to Bur¬
lington yesterday to investigate tbe ease of a child
which for twenty days has been in a trance, ius
case Is pronounced one of the most remarkable that
ever came under the notice of the medical facultr,
and there is little wonder that it creates something
of a sensation. A little daughter, twelve years of
age, named Mlna, of Christian Kausch. a Oeriiian
farmer, living about one and a half miles from i;ur-
lington, Kaclne county, in this state, bad a never#
attack of measles and diphtheria. Mie had nearly re¬
covered from these on the 8th of Jauuut v, when she
called her father to her bedside and told him she was
going to sleep and that sbe should sleep for a long,
long time. She said she should look as though xba
were dead, tint she should not be dead; and she mads
the father promise that ho would not bury her,
which promise, it may readily be supposed, has been
faithfully kept. Soon after making tbe request the
child, to all appearances sank quietly and peaceful,y
into her last sleep. liy all it was supposed Mum was
dead ami the body was enshrouded and placed in a
coflln. Alter the sleep the body showed 110 signs of
death, although the pulse a.id the heart ceased to
perform iheir pulsations, and 110 devlo could show
J hat the respiratory or.*ans were In use. The eye*
closed. In this slate Mlna bas lain now Tor tweuty
days without a sign of life and with t»o si«n <>r death
other than a sinking of cheek and eyes, which would
be naturul with one who had lasted so lon« a period.
Three days ago a vein was tapped and blood How id
as naturally as It would in a nvi.nr person. A blister
raised on the flesh precisely as it would on that of
one alive. A neighbor of Mr. Kausch told our re¬
porter that he bad pressed a Anger on the hand
of the glil. Her flesh was solid, and
upon taking awuy the flngi r the spot was
white. In a few seconds tbe color came
niraln. precisely as it would If the flesh of a living
person were pressed In the anino manner. I nder
these circumstances It is reasonable tor parent-* and
friends to believe that the child lies in a trance, and
there is little wonder thai the case is attracting so
much attention among the medical faculty. It will
be watched carefully to the end. and with Interest.
A large number of persona have visited the house of
Mr. Kausch, anil all express themselves as lost in
wonder and amazement at this strikingly Strang*
affair.
