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THE DANBURY DISASTER.

BURSTING OF THE RESERVOIRS.

Full Particulars of the Loss of Life and Pro-
perty-~Scenes and Incidents.

Rarely has the usnal quiet of a Xew England town
been so suddenly and fearfully disturbed as was
Danbury on Sunday night, The brief outline of the
serrible disaster which appeared m the morning
papers yearerday told the tale of rain; but no de-
scription, however vivid, could properly portray the
fearful scene of desolation in all Its sickening
detalls, Like most of the calamitons accllents
which are chronicied from time to time this was
eunsed by the most criminal neglect, The town oM-
ciala who have direction of the water supply are not
pald by the borough, but are merely honorary
oficera. Some four months ago 8 break was dis-
covered In the upper dam and the matter was In due
time reporied to the suthorities. There waa some
talk then of drawing off the water and mending the
rent, but whether the expense was too well
oonsidered or that the officers were unwilling to un-
deriake the trouble and responsibility of the act
nothing was done, and the fissure throogh which the
water constantly fiowed increased in width until
Bunday night, when the whole front part of the dam
suddenly gave way, The sixty acres of water It
contained rushed down on the lower reservolr which
held ten meres and swept It with It also, the
whole forming & desp and wide volome
of water. Hoth dams were bullt of loose atone and
earth, and the water was twenty-five to thirty feet
deep (n each. Tue distance from the npper reser-
wolr to the city Is nearly five miles, and the
wlevation abowe the level of the river, which
runa through the town, (8 nearly 280
feet. The connection between the upper and
lower (dams was by & twelve inch pipe. ‘The pres-
sure of water In the feed pipe wus ninety-six pounds
to the aquare inch. The veloclty of the water, rush-
mg from the upper dam, taking the lower one with
it nud sweeping through the narrow gorge that
leads down to the town, was thercfore very great.

THE DISASTER.

The horrora of the night will long dwell in the
wminds of the cliizens of Danbury. Just as the bells
censod to ring the paople to eveningiworship a low,
walilug sound floated on the air, and soon
after 8 nose lke distant thuoder was heand,
followed In o few secomls of Ume by
a prolonged roar, as If the moontain had
pauried frow s woorings and was rusilog on ihe
devoled towo., Many persons o ther hodses were
S0 greatyy fryrhtened tast they dared not go oot,
wiile those who nappened to be in the streets await-
el witl: painiul nnxiety the approach of what each
fuit to bo an unpending calamity. Suddenly crics were

Like dice flung from a box,
the white, gieaming masses umbled over fields and
jenoes, The polse of wrecking hodscs, the serenm
of drownlng men, women and children, cangit in
site wild whirl of rushing water: tie creakiog of
inmber, dasiing wally o and tro; the barsh roar of
e triumphant waves dasling med!y forward on
whieir errand of denth and destroetion, appulled the
