it accidentally, as the following narrative will show,
Justice demands that he should be accredited with
excellent Judgment In pursuing the clue to what has
proved to have reached a partially successful ter-
initiation.

That the real murderer Is now an inmate of the

Fifteenth precinct Is beyond a doubt, and that man
is Jack Eobmson, alias Maher. Uutil Sunday grave
doubts were felt as to who is the party to whom
this grave ottence of life-taklug clings; but certain
revelations were made in the afternoon of that day
that directly connect James Maher with the murder.
The facts are as follows, and upon their accuracy
the public may Implicitly rely In every particular, as
the information Is derived from undoubted and reli¬
able sources:.

AN UNEXPECTED VISITOR.
Borne time last week the mate of a sloop plying

on the river between here and Sing Sing read in
the newspapers the particulars of th^ertdenge given
before the Coroner's inquest Add the description of
the coat and hat worn by the murderer. His
memory recalled the iact that some months pre¬
vious a man, who gave the name of Maher, had
come down the river on the sloop, and subsequently
accepted employment upon it. While serving on
the sloop the mate discovered that he was a fugttlre
from Sing Sing; but for fear of incurring the ven¬
geance of the gang to which Maher belonged he
kept his own counsel and said nothing calculated
to put the police on the trail of the escaped criminal.
While on the sloop the mate gave Maher a coat and

bat, as he was deficient l& wardrobe.
The description given of the coat and hat find the

publication of the facts that the murderer was sup¬
posed to be an escaped prisoner from Sing Sing In¬
duced him to visit the Fifteenth precinct station
house, where he met Sergeant Lowery and in¬
formed him that he thought he could throw some
light on the case if he was shown the coat. It was
not immediately shown to hiin. He then stated the
circumstances of Maher having ben engaged on the
sloop and receiving a coat and hat from him such
as those described. The sergeant was at flrst sus¬
picious of his motive, and a lengthy, confidential
interview ensued.
APPOINTMENT ON THE POLICE FORCE THE PRICE DE¬

MANDED FOR EXPOSING THE MltRIlKKKK.
At that interview the mate inquired if the sergeant

could assure him of au appointment on the police
force if lie gave information resulting in the convic¬
tion of the murderer. Of course Sergeant Lowery
could make no such pledge. The mate then became
more communicative, and remarked to the officer:.

ASTOUNDING REVELATIONS MADE.THE COAT.
"If you will examine the coat you will find upon

it what appear to be blood spots. If analyzed you
will tlud that It is black paint that I got on It while
painting the vessel last fall."
The sergeant closely scrutinized the garment and

found the spots on the parts as indicated. This
was certainly but a slight clue, as dozeus ol coats
might be marked In the same manner.
AN UNDISCOVERED iiARK ON THE HAT.IT POINTS TO

THE MCRDEKBR.
"Now " Bald the mate. "If you turn up the leather

binding of the hat you will find on the luslde of the
binding a certain mark that none of you, probably,
have before noticed."

With the view of proving an alibi for James Losran

No. a, the evidence or Dolly Bennett, an inmate of
No. 171 Greene street, where it is claliped Logan
slept the night of December 30, was taken yester¬
day. It is corroborated by Carrie White, another
inmate of the house. Miss Bennett testifies that at
half-past twelve on the morning of the murder James
iiOgan and William Kobbltallle, the Western Union
operator who testified at the inquest, came to the
house and remained all night. They stated that they
came from the Are in Twenty-third street. They re¬
mained in tbe house uutil morning. While they
were drcsslug witness went to a store near
by to learn the hour of the morning. It was tweuty
minutes to eight o'clock. The men soon after left,
about fifteen minutes before eight.

It is understood that to-day counsel for Logan will
again endeavor to have Logan discharged on a
habeas corpus, but as it is bv no means clear that he
Is ignorant of the murder, ir not a participant in it,
it Is questionable whether he will regain his liberty
so soon as his counsel hopes to turn him out upon
the community. Logan is very sanguine of an early
release.

This individual, for whose arrest the police are

EAST SIDE ASSOCIATION*

What U Proposed to be Done for the Benefit
or Vorkvllle.

A meeting of this association, which Is composed
of a number or the leading property holders on the
upper end or the Island on the east side, was held
l^st evening at Masonic Hall, Eighty-sixth street,
near Third avenue, with the President, Mr. Charles
Crary, in the chair. On calling the meeting to order
Mr. Crary said that the trustees or the association
had been actively employed for some time
past In studying what improvements could
and should be nude In and around Vorkvllle, und
thai they had prepared a petition to be sent to the
Legislature asking for the construction of a b6uie-
vard from Fifty-seventh street north to Harlem river,
to be located between Second avenue and the river,
giving the management of the mafter to the Com¬
missioners of the Central l'ark: also giving the same
commissioners the autnority to complete Fourth
avenue from Sixty-seventh to Seventy-second and
from Seventy-ninth to Ninety-seventh streets. The
trustees had also petitioned for the paving or Third
avenue about Eighty-aixtb 9treet, and oil their
pe itluu the movement was made in the
right direction, and a contract had been made tor
paving the avenue. Air. Crary slated, also, that the
Idea or a large public hall In \orkvllle had been sub-
siantially carried out: that the trustees had ap¬
pointed a eoaiuiiitet', consisting 01 Messrs. Uutter,.
yuackenbnsh and Thomson to select u site lor the
proposed hail; that an eligible piece or property oa
the corner or Third avenue and Eighty-sixth street
had Iteen procured.7S feet on the avenue by 125
ou Eighty-sixth street. The trustees appointed
Mr. Ktitter attorney, with power to negotiate on
behaii oi the association, mid tnat ine prop¬
erty was purchased for teo.ixxi. or which (22,000
had been paid in cash and the rest remalued on
bond and moitgage. It was the intention of the
association, he said, to issue fso.oou worth u( stock,
aud tbey had been Informed that a building, such
a< was required, could be ere ted lor The
association, li promptly and properly aided by the
residents of lorkviiie, was In a imsltlon to com¬
mence the work in May and could have the build¬
ing completed by the end of the year. The bntlding
was to l>e planned so that In rents or stores. Ac., li
would return an annual income or $18,000 or fls.oiio.

Theatre Francais..Producing a new work in

opera boufe is a hazardous experiment at present,
when we consider the excellence and popularity of
iU predecessor! at both theatres demoted to this line
of extravaganza and the formidable opposition in
the other city establishments. This opposition is of
such a nature that it call* forth all the energies,
skill and judgment of an opera bouffe manager to
hold his own with the public. Offenbach's rivals in
this Held, Hervti and Lecocq, although to a
musician thoir music is better constructed and more
scientific than that of the Franco-German, can

scarcely ever become so popular with the tna-sses.
The librettists, also, of Offenbach have Jll"Jconsiderably, while those of the others have spoiled
Hie choicest genis in their music by long,
dreary dialogues, loxea entirely local. MM,
therefore, unintelligible u> the audience, and badly
constructed plots. Now, as to "fleur de Tht\ predi-
catiutf a judgment on the second niirtit s representa-
tiou aud the loue of the public towards it, wo
say that although the superabundant OMttoineric
m it is curious and comicftl there Is a lack of_thatsparkle, consiaut variety and chic which made
"Genevieve," "I.a Grande Duchesse' aud Barbe
Bleue" such universal favorites. There are besides
too few characters of prominence in this opera. He-
yond those of CesarIne, her husband, Heur de The,
aud the two L'hmese, there is nothing. Ihe work,however, Ls superbly placed on the Btage. No operaIn this city has had a more magnificent setting,ftiw the
costumes are fully in keeping with the mite en seine.
if liberality on the part of the management can make
this opera a success it will last as a "thing of
beauty" for a lengthened period. But we fear there
is hardly sufficient "go" in it to be a permanent at¬
traction. The management must remember what
strong attractions are at other houses at present.the classical glories of "Bootliiana" on the west side,the Shakspearian revival at Wallack's. and the
"Black Crook" ift a uew and more attractive form at
Niblo's, besides «iiut>erle83 other vhfcelure and limb
maiznets. Now, such an opera aa "La Vie Pa-
rfcuenne," with snap and variety in it,- would prove
as good a card as "Genevieve," and would rouse
anew the flagging enthusiasm of all opera Doutfer*.

Forty Thieves, or Striking Oil In Family Jars," is the
title of the new burlesque which was thought to be a
suitable vehicle for the introduction of the Lydla
Thompson troupe. The play was performed the
second time last night at Niblo's Garden, and after a
close inspection and unburdening a load of charity
we are forced to announce that the young author's
sense of humor does not come quite up to the
standard of New York life. The lines are vapid and
often meaningless, la tact, and painfully English.
To a refliied ear ilia a oetiny English accent now
pervading our stag* is » ml enough; but combined
with British Idiom amaCO'ttiBiUn allusion. It becomes
ridiculous and dlBoinvihmi. Those, however, are
minor faults, which Mr. Farnie and his fair country
women will eradicate by a longer residence.
We cannot expect burlesque to be given by English
writers and performers with that finish and elegance
pertaining to the studied efforts of first class foreign
artists, as It Is a species of performance which has
not attracted the attention of the higher classes
there as it lias here. There is a wonderfugsamcuess
in these burlesque ladies, when they are goo.l at all.
Between Miss Thompsou, Miss Alice Dunning. Miss
Weber and MLsa Markham there Is but Uttle to
choose.

Mr. Farnie, but to attempt thecorr"CUon^f what you are pleased to consider great
wrongs in our judiciary by the impotent aid of your
feeble satire can only l>e likened to the deepest loll>
of a l»oUl man who fights a tiger with a toothpick.
More than that.it is exceeding bad taste to bru¬
tally denouuee the institutions of a city which has
hospliablv welcomed you aud listened patient* to
y. ur productions, thereby setting an example of
charity and endurauce to your native Ixmdon. It
Is to be hoped that Mr. Farnie will abandon
the political arena at once, if he is the party respon¬
sible lor the reflections on our present 1 resident and
our courts of justice. In concluding our rev iew of
the burlesque proper, which In tnauy^^cts com¬
mends it-elf, we would suggest to the Eng.lsn show
neotile lu our country the famous epigramof Lord
byron, which brought to light hu> wouderful percep¬
tion of human uature:.

Three United Htntea Soldiers Have Their
Heads Shave*, Their Bodies Tattooed and
arc DrumBind Oat of Henries.

On Wednesday of this week three privates of the

force garrisoned here, named respectively Myron II.
Strong. Harmon Springsteen and Stephen Madden,
all l»eloniring to Company C. Twenty-fifth Infantry,
were tried by a general court martial upon the
charge of desertion, atid being convicted were sen¬
tenced to have their heads shaven, their left hlpe
tattooed with the letter D (signifying deserter)., and
to be dishonorably discharged lrom the I nited states ^
service. This sentence was executed yesterday. In
the morning the bart>er of the batta'lon performed
the job of shaving the Hair from their heads, leaving
them aa bare a* a clcaa-sUavcn face. Then tnelr
pants were taken off and the letter 1) stamped with
India ink upon their hips. The officer of the day.
together with a guard, supervised ihe execution ot
these penalties, and the soldiers, however much
the* might have wished to make a resistance, made
none, and thev aubmitted to the disgrace in alienee.

In the afternoon, at the dress parade, the unfortu¬
nate fellows were brought out in their undress, with
their shaved heads uncovered, and marched (headed
with the drum corps, and followed by a guard) UT
front of the whole command, through the navy yard
to the various offices, and then into the city through
several of the prominent streets. After beingexposed
and paraded In this manner for some time, they
were then formally dismissed, and ordered to leave
the garrison, which they did, with an air of dee*
shame and mortification, better conceived than ex-
Dressed Strong had been a clerk la tieneral urant*n
headquarters in the army, and deserted once before,
but w as restored 10 duty t»> order or 'he Uemral, oa
probation. His second desertion wm on the iMth of
April. Springsteen deserted on the l*th of March,
1 and Madden on the 'jvth of July, 1W.
