Rennion of Their OfMcers,
Disiipgmshed g3 was this reglment in the field, it
Wil be us well remembered by the lnportaat events
wiileh otnerwise attach to 118 history, Before 1t was
the memorable apecch made by its colonel, John
Cochrane (the Secvetary of War, Bimon Cameron,
present and approving), which first advocated the

sJoln Brown's Body,' was first sung in its ranks;
and it was the lasi regiment of the greatest army the
world has ever seen mustered out of the service of
the United States.

The Chasseurs left New York, under Colonel Cach-
rane, on the 27t duy of Adugust, 1861, They were
ooerad by members of the renvwned Seventh regl
ment.

The regiment
was orgauized by the wrilten suthority of Simon
Cumeron, Secretary of War, by whom its colonel
wus concurtently (June 11, 1561) musiered inio the
service of the United States, Subsequently Its fleid
ofttcers, Colonel Cochrene, Li L Alex-
ander Shaler and Mojor Joseph E. Hamblin recelved
from the President of the United States their appoint-
mants respectivily to their several ranks. On Colonel
Cochrane’s recelving the commission of brigadier
general the officers of (e regiment took commissions
from the State of New York, upon whose roll the
regument wes the Sixty-ifith New York Veluuteers,
The Chasseurs served on the peniosula and in
Maryland, under General McClellan, and, baving been
incorporated with the Sixth Army corps ab its for-
matlon, was presént st and pacticipated 1o aill its
battles on the Rappahannock, in Maryland, the
villey, Peonsylvania, at Petersburg to Five Forks
and Salor's creek.
