We own a large amount of property, afloat
and on shore, iu tueee parw, gud if tbe Admiral le
advised, by telegraph or otherwise, he will he able to
protect American interests in the region now spe¬
cially exposed to danger. The magnitude of our
interests lu tuba la shown by the fact that our dim
paid last year lrom its Cuba business nearly oue-

Gentlemen.I have received your letter of yes¬
terday's date, in w hich, as citizens of the United
States, you make a request for special protection for
vessels aud other property on tue south side or the
island ot Cuba, in the harbors ol' i'unas, Trinidad and
cienfuegos. 1 appreciate the anxiety which you, iu
common with other merchants having large Inie-
l eats lu Cuba, feel at the present time, and since tne
receipt of your letter i have conferred With the 8ec-
rctary of the Navy, who informs me that at least oue-
haif the vessels under command oi Admiral lloff are
now lu Cuban waters, aud the Admiral has of late
been fuily aud frequently instructed to be viguaut
and active ut extending every proper protection to
American interests in the regions referred to which
are supposed to be especially exposed to danger. 1
am, gentlemen, jour obedient servant,WILLIAM H. SEWARD.
Tbe Corcoran Claim.Attempt to litarkmall.
The senate Committee on the District of Columbia

had the Corcoran claim again under luvestigation
this morning, but arrived at no conclusion In refer¬
ence to it. The first witness examined was a clerk
in one of the departments, named Emery, who testi¬
fied that he gave information to a correspondent of
a certain newspaper that the commission appointed
to examine the Corcoran claim had agreed to report
in favor of it. It la said It was the publication of
this Intention tbai set the wits to work of several
unscrupulous persons to trump up charges that
might hinder the Success of the clatm. The coach¬
man of Baron Stoeekl was examined, and testified
that the witness Brener, who sworo that Mr. Cor¬
coran and beualor Bayard had expressed tliem-
Hclvea at the Russian Minister's table anxious for
the assassination of President Lincoln, was no wa'ter
at all, but a footman, and consequently never had
an opportunity of hearing the expressions he de¬
scribed. There was a long and frivolous examina¬
tion of this witness as to what kind aud color ol
vest and pantaloons Brener wore, and whether a

Hotter might not adapt himself to the apparel of a
footmsn. (tcueral McKerren testified that he had
reported In favor of allowing the claim because he
li*d been furnished with the necessary evidence to
warrant him in doing so. senator Cameron denied
that he had written, when Secretary ot War. a letter
to Mr. Corcoran stating that ne should be paid for
such property of his as the government held lu Its
jiossession. Mr. Corcoran, however, produced the
letter, aud though not bearing the genuine signa¬
ture of Mr. Cameron there was no question that it
was Issued from his department when secretary of
War. At the end of the proceedings Mr. Corcoran
expressed the belief that the whole affair was got
up to extort money from him. an Imprewion that
was endorsed by bis counsel, Mr. Keuneuy.

General Butler's amendment to the Army Appro¬

priation bill was defeated to day by a large majority,
and a substitute proposed by Mr. Blaine adopted.
Home pirsons are disposed to regard this as another
triumph for General Grant in the House.

Prise Money for Farragat'a Fleet.
The Fourth Auditor of the Treasury Is over¬

whelmed with letters from claimants for prize money
due them for the captures made by Farragut's fleet
at New Orleans, and for the pirate Alabama, under
the Impression that the recent legislation on these
matters by the House has provided for the payment
of their claims. The reply returned to all such in¬

quiries is that the bills In relation to these claims
have only passed the House and have yet to be acted
upon by the senate. These bills were passed In the
Senate to-day, and as soon as the distribution can be
arranged according to tbe provisions made In the
respective bills tbe money will be ready for pay¬
ment, of which due notice will be given.

Stewart. They say:.
When It was determined, in committee, to report

to tao Senate a bid granting aid to the Northern Pa¬
cini and oilier railroads It w.at not understood the
bi.l should I* presented wnn a report. The majority
of tue committee would now be content to lot the
bill rest on Its intrinsic merits, unaccompanied by
an explanation ol its provision- and a demonstration
of Its potter and noce-di,, were it not for the nnex-
pected appearance, 11rat in the newspaper press and
afterwards in lite j-enate, ol a most extraordinary
puin r untitled "Views of the Minority," a paper un¬
sound In theory, unfair In its inference.! and ungen¬
erous and unjust ill Its imputations, 'to justify now
luc actiou ol tae majority of the committee they now

.-teuate thereport to the Seuate the considerations winch in¬
duced ihctn to adopt tnc policy of aiding at the pres¬
ent time with government credit the construction of
additional hues or trunk railway to the Pacific coast;
and second, to vindicate .he provisions of the bill
which have been critlcis hI by the minority of the

published vcommittee in their published views. The majority
present arguments and facts as a Jostltlcutlon of
ioe,r action In regard to the general railroad policy
of the bill and a defence of its leading provisions.

It, is lutuu-
ic-iiy a ptmllc duty to utilize the enormous
national capital thnt now lies idle. In the Southern
regain, imtweeo the we<uirn boundaries of Arkansas
ulU the Pacific boundary of California, there I* a
vast national domain of corn, wheat, cotton and
grass lands, too lar from market to be prodtatily
cultivated save for local consumption. Coat abounds
in this region. New Mexico and Arilona are as rich
in g' id. silver, copper and leud as any other known
portion* of the world. This wealth Is unavailable
to the nation by reason of the cost 01 moving ma¬
chinery and material* to it, or of moving the ores to
machinery. The pasturage of ths two great terri¬
tories, pre-eminently fltted for flne wool sheep and
eatila, which gra/o out the winter through, Is lost
to the country fur want of cheap and easy access to
it. Tin report then argnes that a debtor

The railroads to the Pacific surely are a military
neceasKity. The maiority of the committee argue,
to view of our commercial relations with Clung,
Japan and India, which are being constantly
extended, that It Is incumbent upon the government
to afford such sufficient channels of intercommuni¬
cation as will secure Uie quickest and most certain
transit to all points of our country, la view of this
foreign trade, and to insure, as far as possible, the
construction of additional roads at the earliest prac¬
ticable period.

second parallel line, and the Memphis, Kt
Paso and Pacific, of Texas. Also lrora the
lurthcr consideration of the House bills ex¬
tending the time lor the completion of the
Dubuque and Sioux City Railroad; tne House joint
resolution declaring the meaning ol the acts relating
to Pacific railroads, which direct the use of American
iron in their construction.namely, that American
Iron must be used also In repairs and relaying the
track; and the House Joint resolution providing for
the appointment ol a board of commissioner* to es¬
tablish a tariff of pricei for tne transportation of
freight and passengers on the ruciflo railroads aud
branches.

Mr. Hendricks, (detti.) of Ind,. was opposed to the
transfer, lie thought Ihdlan agents generally just as
honest as quartermasters or commissioners, and pre¬
dicted Hist li tho transfer were made as proposed
the Indian Bureau, unler the War Department,
would cost six times as much as It does now.

Mr. Sprauob, (rep.) oi R. )., took the same view.
He itellcved that the radical defect wan In the system
of dealing with the Indians.a delect which conld
.not be remedied by any administration of the sys¬
tem, however honest. The proposed transfer was
wrong in principle. The bfislness of the State De¬
partment or the Treasury Department might be
transferred to the War Department with as much
propriety ob the business of the Bureau of Indian
Affiurs.
The amendment of Mr. Stewart was then rejected

by u vote of M nays to s yeas, the yeas being Me: sis,
Anthony, Conkling, Edmunds, Grimes, Harris, liowe,
Morgan and Stewart.
The Appropriation bill was then passed.

ARMY APPROPRIATION BILL.
The House then took up the amendments re¬

ported from the Committee of the Whole to tne Army
Appropriation bill. All the amendments reducing
the ordinary appropriations were agreed to.

Mr. Kkllky, (rep.) of Pa., having ten minutes al¬
io wed him, expressed his acknowledgments to Mr.
Butler, of Mass., for the great infoi mauou contained
in his speech ot Wedtiesuay night, but still he pre¬
ferred tue amendment offered oy Mr. Blaine to that
offered by Mr. Butler. His faitb In the capacity, In¬
tegrity and purpose of General Grant equalled that
so beauttfuily expressed by the gentleman from
Massachusetts, and he was therefore indis¬
posed tc cast a vote to-day that would seem
to imply a lack of conttdeuce in General Grant.

Butler, (rep.) of Mu*-., obtained ihe floor and made
a Una! appeal to the House in lavor ol m. amend¬
ment for the reduction ol tbe army. He character¬
ized tho amendment offered by Mr. limine as a
delusion, it only provided for consolidation as
officers were reduced by death or court martial.
There would not be by it a single dollar saved, a
single servant cut off; but the gentleman from
Pennsylvania (Mr. Kelley), a new recruit,
came here this morning and told tbe
House that it must trust General Cram.
