'me fortnight since my last letter has been rich in

occurrences which cannot be considered as
momentous events tn themselves, but which may be
pointed to as figures in the general sum of things
fit to tax the Ingenuity of political speculation ami
help the Impartial observer to put two and two to¬

gether. The general result of such comparative
cogitations is undeniably In favor of war. Things
have turned more decidedly that way since the Paris
Conference ended, as was to be expected, In smoke,
and this quite logical Issue has given rise here to
some curious coincidences. Thus, while the Con-
tercnce was going on, our Foreign Omce
was at great pains to avoid tho least
circumstance which might have yielded a pretence
not only to a dlplomatio conflict, but even to the
slightest unpleasant feeling. Anything even dis¬
tantly akin to the Eastern question was handled
delicately.as jou would say in kid gloves and with
the fingertips. Although privately on the best,of
terms with Prince Nicolas, of Montenegro, he was
not suffered to appear much in public after it had
been proved that his appearance was always hailed
with an almost boisterous enthusiasm; It was feared
that these "panslavtattc" acclamations might be
echoed in Paris and arrest or trouble the "work of
peace." Not, of course, that anybody here expected

Originally this referred to the democrats at the

barricades. Kick and tired of the latter they now

attempt by parliamentary Influence to extend their
power at the c.vponsu of the crown and the Prussian
eagle. They revel In a clod,at, and it is their chief
Christmas delight if the King, tu bis throne speech,
Is forced to allude to It. It is the duty of the Minister
of Finance to oppose more energetically than he has
hitherto done that party which seeks to keep down
the conservative, loral and monarchical Influence of
this upper tioase. Another of the high born mem¬
bers went so far as to Bay that for onoe only he
would submit to the wishes of the King and accept
the budget.
In the lower honse a bill was Introduced by the

government which experienced a signal defeat. It
proposed to create new electoral districts, but it was
demonstrated by tbe leading speakers that nothing
was to be gained thereby on the side of the people,
and that all the advantage would accrue to the gov*
eminent. Tlie Minister of the Interior. Connt Eulen-
burg, as also Count insmarck, made powerful efforts
la favor of the bill; but it was evident that
the feeling of the Hoase was much too strong to be
resisted. One of the speakers alluded pointedly to
the three class franchise system which the present
bill proposes to perpetuate,-and which Count Bis¬
marck himself had on a former occasion In the
Kelclistag denounced as "miserable and preposter¬
ous -such a strong argument was quite sufficient
to decide the fate of thelull.

l he whole sittiug or Friday was occupied by tbe
discussion of tbe bill proposing the couflscaiion of
ex-King Ueorge of Hanover's property. Aa tins
matter has created considerable interest outside
Prussia and abroad ft may be proper to give s
synopsis of the debate. H will be recollected that lust
year, a lew days after the adjournment of the Diet,
tbe said confiscation, or rather sequestration, was
decreed by the governmeat which uow asks the con¬
stitutional approval or the house. The government
bill for that purpose has obtained, as already report¬
ed to you, a niajot Ity in the special committee who
recommended it to the house with a slight modiflca-
tlon. The minority moiloii of Deputy Vlrchow and
his friends reads as follows:.

Tbe full attendance of the deputies and the over¬

crowded goliencs indicated that the debate would
be an exciting one, for it was known that the liberal
party had completely split upon this question.that
ihe old leaders, l)rs. Waldeck and ScliuDze, wou.d
vote against their friend. Dr. Vlrchow, and nee
versa. The debate was opened by Deputy Wlnd-
tnorst, former Minister of btate under ex-Gcorge,
who has been Instrumental In concluding the treaty
with his former soverelgu. "Vou comprehend, gen¬
tlemen," haaoid, "the painful feelings 1 experience
in addressllfg you; but a pious duty, enhanced by
the Immeasurable misfortunes wlilcU have befallen
the Hanoverian dynasty, a retrospect of my own past
and of my native land and the consciousness that 1
speak to the representatives or a chivalrous naiioo
and to generous victors, give me courage. My ob¬
ject lu doing so ts to ask you to reject the motion of
the committee and to sustain protection of property
and inviotabieness or treaty." He proceeded to
¦how that the Prussian constitution made no dis¬
tinction between property belonging to a sovereign
or to any other t>ooy. On the -zstii l-ebrnary the Diet
had been adjourned, and only tbree days alterwards,
March 2, the government saw lit to decree the
sequestration. It is al leged that the failure of medla-
tiou through friendly courts had not previously beeu
known to the government, and he would not doubt
thai In giving tbe order It had acted optima fide.; bat
lie hod good reasons to believe that King Ueorge
was ignorant of snch Internes-ion, otherwise he
would not Imve left uls costly Inventory in Hanover
nor ordered valuable documents from London If he
could have foreseen an attachment. The House was
not tue proper tribunal to decide whether or not
King George had violated the treaty and upon
Prusdla'a right to annul it. May a suit be Instituted
against tbe King and the case be tried In tUe proper
courts?

Vou
know yourselves Hoinething about tbe exteut ami
value of the royal domains and con Judge wnetner
the sum of sixteen millions was too much. Give ine
an impartial court and a guurauu-c that Its verdict
be executed, and 1 will tear the treaty and sue for a
restitution of tue domains. TUe said treaty refers
only to a settlement of King Ueorge s property; It
has no political character, says nangut about par¬
ticular conditions, and U you should ask why It was
entered into by the Prussian government I must
re.cr yon to the explanations given by tbe Prussian
Premier at the time when he recommended it to this
House. He spoke of the desire to cuoclllate tue
good feelings of tue other party, and considered tue
price paid io attain this ob.eot a very moderate one,
adding that ho wou.d willingly give tsa millions
more.

The Ilnngnriun Election*.Contested Heats-
Analysis of Parties.Denis and His (Jon*

It Is Hungary's turn now to fall a victim to that

periodic fever which renews the public life of all
self-governing nations.the fever, namely, of elec¬
tioneering. The lands of the Hungarian crown have
Inherited from the middle ages the system of direct
election and open voting, and added thereto In IMS
a democratic suffrage which borders upon, though
It does not touoh, manhood suffrage. Add to this
triennial Paillaments. excluding Croatia and 81a-
vonla, which have a Diet of their own. The inhabit¬
ants of Hungary and Transylvania number about
13,000,000, of whom about 2,000,000 are oicctors.
There are 400 seata to be Oiled, and every seat ex¬
cept four Is contested by the candidates of at least
two and sometimes of three parties. The four no¬
table exceptions, where there are no contests, are
the seat of Franz Deak, for one of the metropolitan
electoral districts; that of Minister Eotvos, for
the sister city of Ofen; that of Koloman Tlsza,
one of the coryplwal of the opposition for Debre-
czln; and, lastly, that of Koloman Ghlczy, for
Komorn. There is no bribing, In the strict
sense of the word. In Hungarian elections; but there
is a great deal of "treating," and wine plays as

prominent a part in these contests as beer does on
such occasions In England. Stall, the eleotlon ex¬
penses are lower than those In England, and each
candidate's expenses amount only in the aggregate
to from 3,000 to 6,000 Austrian florins.
The great question.a question in which not only

the whole empire, but all Europe is interested.is,
will the Deak patty retain a majority f In the late
Diet the numbers stood 236 Dcaklsts to nlnety-slx
members of the moderate left and twenty-three mem¬
bers bf the extreme left. By the settlement with
Croatia the Deak party will receive a reinforcement
of thirty new votes on questions relating to common
affairs. On the other hand, the Konmana and
8axons of Transylvania are extremely dissattsfled

Coming to the Magyars themselves, it is found that
the large landed propnetora, the CuthoUc clergy, the
merchants and the manufacturers are mostly
Deaxlats. The petit* noblesse and the pea¬
santry of the purely Magyar coentles are
all for a personal anion and the opposition. In
this capita), also, the opposition are In a majority, as
is shown by the party complexion of tho central
electoral body, In which, out of 190 seats, only
tweuty-elght are tilled by partisans of the Ministry
and Franz Deak.

Ail Hie members of the late Diet have already
given or are about to give accounts of their steward¬
ship before the electors. The Miulster* do not seek
to exempt inemseivrs from the common lot. Three
or them.nauit-lr. the Premier, Eotvos, and Garove
have already met their constituents. The Premier's
constituency is feuicavar. aud the text of his states¬
manlike pungent and eloquent address lias just
reached uiu. it Is the ministerial manifesto aud
coolants a complete refutation of all the
e.cction cries of the opposition. Franz Deak
does not condescend to make electioneering
speeches, lie is no oiUce holder aud will never be
one, and he simply aud proudly sa*s to 111* constitu¬
ents. "t'ou know me and mv political principles and
conduct.

SPAIN.

The Friendship Existing Between the Prince
Imperial and the Priuce of Astariae.The
Candidates fer the Throne..Hontpenaler'a
Supporters.Interview Between Don Carles
and Ex-Queen Isabella.

Madrid, Jan. 18, 1889.
Great nncaslness is felt, especially among the re¬

publicans, at the entente cordiale subsisting between
the Tuileries and the Pavilion de Kotian.visits in¬
terchanged and an undoubted intimacy existing,
especially between tbe Prince of Astnrlos and tbe
Prince Imperial. On Christmas Day the former was
Invited to the Tuileries, where a Christmas tree,
laden with pretty presents, was prepared for the
amusement of the Prince Imperial and a few of bis
young friends, the sons of General Fleury, Ac. The
greatest gayety prevailed. Prince Alfonso climbed
up the tree, with the others; and as the presents
were very baudsome, Queen Isabella, not to be out¬
done in generosity, sent the little Prince to the Tuil¬
eries the following day with some splendid gifts ror
his young companion. Moreover, the two boys ride
together, are devotod to each other, and Prince Al¬
fonso's partisans here are much pleased to learn
that be rides more fearlessly than the Prince Im¬
perial, and is what the Parisians call n» petite demon
on horseback. He is already entered as a pupil In
the College Stanislas, one of the best schools In
France.
The revenge taken by certain members of the re¬

publican party on the fallen dynasty Is certainly of a
most unworthy nature, and is loudly condemned by
all the respectable portion of that party. The most
obscene songs are sung about the streets, of which
Queen isabei:a is the ueroine. The most indecent cari¬
catures of her and of her adherents are paraded at
the shop windows, so tUut 1 have seeu many ladies
pnli down their veils and hurry by, that they mar not
see these ofl'ensive ox nioltlons.
With regard to the candidates for the throne it

may now be said that tbe two most likely to succeed
are .uontpeuaier aud tbe ITince of Asiuria. But tbe
former is desp seu and ridiculed by more than half
tue nation, while the latter has against him all die
enemies of the Bourbon dynasty. Nevertheless. 1 be¬
lieve mat both Prim and kerruno are inhisiuvor
Prim Is now in great Intimacy with Queen Cbnstlua!
who naturally ueslres the accession of her grandson
to the throne, lier agent, Seflor carriguln, and her
son-in law, the Alarums of Cainpo Nagrsuo, are here
at present with a mission from ner to General Prim.
But strange to say, nils plan may prove unsuccess¬
ful through Hie firmness, or as some sav
the obstinacy of Queen Isabella, who posl
tively refuses to abdicate her throne, even
In lavor of her son. Queen Christina, find¬
ing all Iter persuasion* on that subject of uo avail
with her daugnter left the Pavilion de Bohau in dis¬
gust and has retired to Marseilles, beuor Bcltran
de ins, lormerly In tlie Ministry and much esteemed
by the ex-Queen, made a Journey to Paris for the
same purpose aud with a similar result. The Queen's
answer Is the sumo.she wlU uot .'abdicate the
throne of her luihers."

If she persists in this resolution it is probable that
tbe union liOer.il party will compromise witu Mont-
pensier, who, avaricious as he u, advanced immense
sums to help on tbe revolution, aud that lie will bo
the candidate proposed by toein. If so it Is generally
bclieted mat u civil war will be tbo consequence.
Meanwhile nothing but rum and misery has as yet

resulted Irom the revolution. Tne ancient edifice is
thrown down and none erected In its place. Serious
uneasiness is felt as to the state of airairs in Cuba.
Five hundred of the prisoners taken in Malaga have
been embarked for tlmi island. General Duice. the
new Captain-General, Is In bad health. His Interests
are there since bis marriage with the nob widow of
the Count of Santo-Venta. Ills antecedents, as va¬
rious newspapers here remark, are Dot of a nature
to inspire great confidence in tils loyaltr.
The conduct of Meudez-Nlmez, at a moment when

all are gra-ping at places and greedy of money, is
wor.hy oi notice. He has refused the nomination
of \ ice Admtrui. lie gives rio opinion as to politi¬
cal affairs, but merely decllues with modes'y any
favors from the provisional government, alleging
that ho hHs already boeu sufficiently rewarded for
his services in the Pacific.

It Is said tuni an interview took place some time
since In the Pavilion ile itohau between Queen Isabella
and l>on Carlo*. The Prince expressed his desire
that the two branches of the family should ho recon¬
ciled. The Queen assured liini tuat tins had always
been her most earnest desire, and added that snould
she be restored to the throne of her fathers she
would, In conjunction with the Cortes, take mea¬
sures for restoring Ills family to their proper posi¬
tion. One may see that ihe poor Queen Uvea in a
vain Illusion.
A friend of mine, who has Just returned from l is-

bon, and has had an interview with MoDtpensler
assures me that the imke retains all his bones of
mounting Hie Spanish thrime, which I also be.ieve to
be au illusion.

Another Version of tbe Firing an the Amrrt-
can King at Ato Inun.Progress of the Alcxl-
enn Conspiracy.Napoleon's Coarse Against
the Aladrid I.nan nod Its Kffeet.

Madrid, Jan. 27, ikw.
The Igualdait, reoubllcan paper, came out the

other night and gave a true statement of the firing
on the American flag at Malaga dnrlug the recent
lamentable occurrences there. It quoted General
Dc Rods*' report, in which the blame Is placed on
the volunteers who paid with their Uvea the Insult
offered the flag of the rnlted States. It then states
that It was tbe soldier*, and not tbo people, who
offered the Insnlt, end that the troops were entirely
at fault in the matter. It calls upon the government
to atate the facta of the matter. Ol course the gov-
eminent will do nothing of the kind. Geue-
ral Puvla, tho heroic commander who led
the gadant charge of tho troops on the two
poor uatlonals who were escorting the American
flag down, and more substantially aiding the party
by carrying the baggage, and who so splendidly put
to flight two and killed one. thus avenging tho sunt
gnd Stripes, fired on by his own troops, has made no
further reoort; nor have we any more mention of the
heroism displayed since the truth has come out, it
la a little strange, however, that Mr. John P. Hale.
United States Minister here, hua not made some In¬
vestigation of tho affair. He knowa perfectly well
that It is reported on the authority of officers of tho
United States gunboat Swatara that the troops, and
not the people, fired upon our flag while in charge
of a coinral*sloned officer, and Imperilled the lives of
women and children. He knows, or ouaht to
know, that an lusult to a flag from the
officers or men of a government is quite a differ¬
ent and more serloas affair than would tie sach an
act on the part of a inoo. Oue represents the gov-
eminent and the law; the other Is an irresponsible
mob. But Mr. Ila.e rests quite satisfied with tbo ex-
p.anatlou oi General .Serrano, who apologizes for the
acta of a mob. and not for tne outrage committed bv
his soldiers. Mr. Hale says he has rec©/v"dno o#
cial report from the vice consul at Malaga of ttia
affair, nor does he appear to have made any effort
to obtain It. lie M quite satisfied to allow tinnX re
remain as they are, as H will save annoyaure and
trouble. 1 trust that the government at "home will
not remain silent concerning an outrage to our flag
that haa no palbstiou or excuse whatever. The pro¬
visional government should apologize for the out¬
rage committed by its troops, and our govern¬
ment should uot rest satisfied with the falsa
statements and the excuses based upon those state¬
ments, which Mr. list seems to consider sufficient.
The truth is tht legation nere lacks force and vigor.
The chief Is unable, through bad health and other
causes, to properly perform his dnriea, and the Beo-
retary, Mr. Perry, la loo busily engaged in canal con¬
tracts, telegraph enterprises and gun oontracts with
the government, or in Intriguing against Mr. Hale,
to be longer of service to the United states govern-
ID6Dts
The vigilant legation la not yst aware of the opera¬

tions of General Toboado against Mexioo. of course.
It does not represent the republic of Mexioo: but as
the United States has beioro this shown con¬
siderable interest In tbe welfare of otir

neighbor, especially that It should not do over¬
run by foreign troops, it might be well
to watch proceedings that have the same object la
view Napoleon started out with when he sent his
corps to Mexico. This cousp racy Is still going on,
receiving its funds and advice from Paris. Napoleon
Is uunuestionaidy an ardent supporter of the scheme,
and tho provisional government ot hpalu is aiding
It too. The Conut de Girgenti Is the avowed candi¬
date for the throne in case Juarez is overthrown,
and ex-oueen Isabella u advauclng funds. The
Mexican General Toboado is meeting with continued
success here lu nis recruiting services, lie offers
two hundred dollars lor expenses, three months' ad¬
vanced pay and two grades in the line or
promotion. A large number of oillcers have
already been aecured, General Prim havimr
issued a oircuiar granting two years' leave
of absence to any officer who chooses to
travel abroad or engage in foreign service, and as¬
suring toeui tnat they will retain their p.aces id the
Hue of promotion while absent. 1 understand that
General Toboado has secured all toe artillery and
engineer officers that be needs, and he Is now en¬
gaged in recruiting officers from the cavalry and
Infantry, which it not difficult.
One report that I have is to the efffect that several

hundred officers and men. too, as the latter are being
enlisted, will sail in the latter part of the month or

?.arlL"ext' (lr0!n ^Keciras, near Gibraltar, where
the three sailing vessels that are to take the expedi¬
tion to Mexico will rendezvous. One of the vessels
flies the Chilean flag, and is commanded by a Cap¬
tain Angler. Of the other vessels 1 know nothing as
yet. General Santa Anna is mixed up In the con¬
spiracy,wnich seems to have extensive ramifications.
More concerning It will doubtless be developed
in a few days. The bad fuitb of the provisional
government in the matter, when it is so anxious to
see the United mates preserve neutrality In the Cuban
question, is really astonishing, but it canuot surprise
any one who thinks. General T rim is about to promote
the geuerals who behaved so gallautly at Cadiz aud
Malaga. He is strengthening himself in every way
with the army, in view of luture contingencies, as it
is not improbable that he will become Regent of
Spain,
The action of the Emperor of Prance, In prohibit¬

ing ttie taking of the Madrid loan in the Pans
market, has had a stunning effect here. People do
not know what to make of It, bat they see in it an
evidence of the Emperor's hostility to the present
order of things In Spain, I have it from the best
authority that the Emperor regards the restoration
of yueen Isabel as the only means to bring about
peace In this country. He la supporting the efforts
of the Queen In every possible way, and he has made
known to the government here that It would not
regard either the election of Moutpensier to tho
throne, or the formation of a republican government,
with satisfaction. Although the Bimniurds pretend
to be indifferent to the Emperor's w.shes, it u very
clear that they dare not go a-rainit them in affairs
of so great Importance as the selection of a form of
government.

Before this reaches your readers telegrams
will have Informed them through your medium how
Europe stands, and whether or no Greece, that Ben-
jamln of European nations, will or will not with¬
stand the declaration of the delegates of 200,000,000
of people.
Our papers being full of strife on this external

question, It Is rather pleasant to look at the food for
the week at heme, and the first thing we find Is an
Infinity of official pamphlets containing political
intelligence. The Bine Book of the British Parlia¬
ment has given birth here to a blue book and a yel¬
low book, and a red book and a gray book and a

green book; In fact, a rainbow of books. But, how¬
ever various these hues and shades on their covers,
they are all of the same mild color inside, being
mitigated panegyrics oo the situation of the em¬
pire, "and efllcacltj of diplomatic documents." It
would be well to bring out a black book for the
sake of a little change in the tameness of tone, for
were a student to know nothing more of his conntry
than what he acquires out of the "blue and yellow,"
he would be affiicted with a perpetual conieur de.
rose before his eyes, and, like the Sybarite, complain
and groan when the first leal curled up on the couch
beneath him.
