Supplemeniary resoiutions endorsing Gene-
ral Grant and the republican p'atform, aud also
General Meade's admimetration, were adopted. The
meeting adjourned, the band playing the “Star
Spangled Banner,” “Dixie" and “Hall Columbia.!

A motion wes made in the Legislature to recon.
sider the action In adopting the minority repoit on
the aubject of the charges by the Treasurer against
the Governor, Mr, Morgan (democrat), chalrmuanjof
the Sub-Committes on Investigation, sald the cases
cited by the commitiee’s majority report were pre-

Anthe day of inauguration npproachies the seal of
secrecy seems to b graduslly wearing away from
the Lips of President Grant, Every day now some
littie remark or act of the coming man is nolsed
about and made the basis of speculations gs to the
views and designs of his adminisiration. The sig-
niflcance of many of these acts and remarks in of
course greatly exaggerated, and no welght whatever
shounid be attached to them, As, for inatance, his
s0cal movements, Everybody he goos to see ls put
down for a Cabinet position or as haviug influence
Cabinetward. If he dines out with anybody or auy-
body dines with him, according to & certaln
class of guid nunes and political speculators here,
it ts the state of the nation instead of things edible
or drinkable that is the principal topie of discus.
sion, and some deep scheme of governmental polity
{sat the bottom of the movement. Nay, more, 1t
has got to be 8o bad that Mrs, Grant herself cannot
g0 out now without some political significance fol-
lowing In her stepa; whéther she sallies for th to
make a friendly visit or merely on a shopping expe-
aition matters not. The political wisencres will after
ber and make her responsible for plottings and
rchemings that never entered into her wenmble
crnninm,

But some things the General nan sald and done
recently ave a fatr subject of speculation, and gome
of them indicate his policy wery clearly on certain
pointa.

Ne Military or Nanval Mem te (et Cabluet

Positlons, :
But though thus ind in his dealings with
the politicians, General Grant I8 becoming guite free
in conversations with his old frienda

Thus yesterday ho had a long interview with an
old Connectient acquaintance, & gentieman who was
his trusted and trusting friend before he had become
Ihe pet of fortnne, and when, indeed, friends were
searce and needed. In hus communion with this
friend yesterday General Grant sppears to nave been
more unreserved than usunl.  He spoke freely of his
views on publie questions and about his Cabinet, ana,
without giving names, stated the kind of persons he
should try to select. From this unfolding of his views,
which I get in such & way as to leave no doubt as to
their rellability, it appears to be Nxed that no purely
military or naval man will be lavited to a beat In tho
Cabluet, He remarked on that point that he consld-
ered 1t wonla not be for the beuedt of the government,
the army or the navy to appoint an army or navy
ofileer to a cmum He regarded such
#elections as del 1 to the militury and naval
service and not beneficlal to the civil branch of the
govermment. 1 shall invite civilians to A1l all the
Cabinet positions,' wald General Grant, “and it my
selections should not prove judicious in the first in-
stance I shall feel mysell justied in correcting the
mistake by making & second or third selection ir
necessary.” These are sald to be almost literally
his words, and bear out his utterance to the
Congressionai committee that waited on him the
other day. This would seem to sot al rest
the stories o clrculation as to the certain
sappolntment of Schofleld and Porter respectively to
the Qirection of the War and XNavy Departments.
General Grant's relations with these two officers are
of the most friendly character, but under this lateat
and perfectly reliable counciation of Grant's inten-
tions It meemus petticd that even those distinguished
gentlemen cannot walk into the Cabinet, unless, in-
deed, there 1s an understanding that they wili resign
thelr present positions with a view to accepling oMce
under the coming administration. On this pomnt 1
do not profess to be advised, and therefore do not
Lisgard an opinioa.

The fact that Grant. has thus expressed
himself gives satlsfaction to & number of
his supporters in Congress who have here-
tofore apprehended thal the General would
display an invincible partiality for the elevation of
the military and naval branches over the civil. They
Lall It s & sign of the wisdom of the President elect,
while some of the apprehensive democrats who have
been predicting military despotism and everything
else dreadful under Grant are congratulating them-
selves that, after nll, he is golng to et a8 have
peace’ Instead of war during the four years of his
administration.

A First Clnsn Man for Siate Meeretary.
