the altar aud taking the latter by the arm led him
out of the church. 1t was fearad that wiolence

On yesterday there were demonsirations by the
Sevenlh regument ol volunteers, dolng duty at the
fortress, and by the Slxth regiment, on duty in the
clty, They demanded that justice ahould be ad-
winistered (o traltors. ‘Thelr commandants had an
interview with General Dulee which appeared satis-
fuctory to all conccried, and to-day the fesling is
quieted, The volunteers were the only ones exctted.
They Qemand that Geperal Duice shall adopt strong
measures against the rebels, as the "only means of
preventiog the sltuation irom becoming graver than
it alreadl s, His Excellency rejects all interference
n the course already ndopted by the military and
political authorities.

Thip Ka--uxd Dattalion of volunteers, which form &
portion of the present garrison of the cily, yesterday
sent & deputation to the Captaln Gepersl and de-
manded that severe measures be resorted to against
the rebellton to save the island. When relleved of
duty during the day the soldiers of the battallon
shouted '"Deatis to traitorsd" ** Vive Espana /"' These
demonstrations caused great agitation, which, how-
ever, subsided towards evealng.

To-day the excitement was renewed. The volun.
teers senl another commmities to the Captaln General
torelterate the demand for savere measures, Genernl
Dulee replied firmly, that he could not permit sny
interference with the polities or milltary plans of
the government. The Captaln General has resolved
to effect the pacification of the wland within the
limits of the law, and in this determination he
stands firm. The volunteers demand that those re-
wvoluttonists who were arrested during the late riota,
and whom they call “assassing,’” be unmediately put
to death. Geperal Duloe replles that the courts
muss first try these prisonors. He declares fthnt he
oconnts on the endorsement and ald of Bpain, and on
the sympathy and moral ald of the Uniled Blates,
because s intends toactin accordance with law ;
and he believes as a matter of policy that precipl-
tate oction in the existing state of wifalrs would be
highly imprudent. He ined if it becomes
necessary to repei force e, although he would
mmmamunrmmum
Commercinl interests had sufered greatly throngh
the alarm created by the viclent procdedings of the
volunteers, and to-day business 18 at 8 styndstill,
paralyzed by the fears wiich agiwate the city. Reln-
forcements from Spain continue Lo arrive; m
1,200 regular troops landed.

OfMoial reports state that the organized forces of
the rebels of the Central Departmen: are disbanding,
and the rebels there are presenting themselves In
large numbers to the authorities to recelve pardon.
The insurrection at Jagua la Grande, in the vicin-
ity of Trinidad, is st an end.

The Spaniaras taken prisoners by the rebels st
Bayamo were liberated, and have arrived in Havana
defior Udaeta, late Governor of Bayamo, 13 under
arrest in thia ¢ity, and is to be tried by court martial
on charges connocted with the circumstances of the
surrender of his post to the rebels.

THE INAUGURATION CEREMONIES.

ARRANGEMENTS ROR < THE BALL.

PREPARATIONS. FOR THE PROCESRION.

That we are to have a city full of strangers during
the week of inauguration 18 abundanily clear, from
the faot that the hotels are already well fllea,
and ali the vacant rooms gecured in advance.

That pecnliar feature of Washington which leads
visitors from abroud to suppose that the city lus vast
sggiomeration of boarding aud lodging houses 18
now guite remarkable. Almost every other house Is
decorated with & square of white paper or a tin sign
annouscing “rooms for rent' or “furnished rooms,
with or without tuble board. " .

Even well-to-do householders cannot resist the
temptation of turning & penny or wo, to pus the
thing in & modest way, when all the worid and his
wife rush to the federal capital to see the newly-
inducted President ride to the Capitol and back. The
hard bargnins these sightseers are compelied to
drive with Washington hespitality would delight the
heurts of the sons of Israel. To give one example,
by way of ilinstration:—A gentieman finds himself
in the streets of Washington on the 3d of March with
& brace of Indies, a wagon load of trunks and
bandboxes, and no definite idea as to where he
is going to lodge them; but he has more dollars than
sense; 80 he trusts that the forraer may extricate
him from his dilemma If the latter should fall. He
observes a notice of a room for rént and begins ne-
gotiations, He is tola that a gentleman from New
York, or some other city, has just engaged the room
and they had not yet found time to take down the
blll. The gentleman had indicpted his willlngness
to pay the price dsked for three days' occupation,
but had not, in fact, actually engaged the room.
The pewly arrived of course offérs a larger sum and
gots possession.

The ladles' invitation ts gottenap in a very elabo-
rate style. The card is about seven inchea wide and
ten inches long. The engraving It beams was de-
signed by A. R. Waud, and represents -a tabiet,
standing on the ground. On the face of the tablet
18 the rollowing inscription, neatly printed in tancy

GRANT. MagrcH 4, 1aum, COLFAX.

On the centre of the top of the tablet 15 a bust of
General Graot, crowned with a wreath of lanrels
Beland the bust is a biage of sunlight, in the midstof
‘which appears, in letters of & darker shade, Grant's
favorite motto, ** Let us have Peace,” Ononeside of
the bust and on top of the tablet 1a & bunch of laurel
leaves, and on the other side & bunch of oak leaves.
Gracefully twined over the top of the tablet is & fes-
toon of roses, On each side of the bust three national
flags project from behind the bunches of cak and
laurel leaves.

On the left side of the tablet stands the Goddess of
Liberty, with ber liberty eap and pole in one band
and an olive branch in the other. Around her head
is a crown of stars. At her feet lay a cornucopla, a
scroll, a mallet and chisel, & pallette, and two books,
representing plenty, sclence, mechanics, art and lite-
rature. Inthe distance the dome of ithe Natlonal
Capitol looms up from among the clouds, and in the
sky is seen tne bow of promise.

On the right side of the tablet stands the Genlus of
Peace, her head bound with & wreaih of dowers. 1n
one hand she holds & palm branch, while with the
other ahe scatters roses. Above her head shines a*
single stag, and upon her form falls a Good of light
which has just broken through the dark clonds. At
her feet is & plough and a sheal of wheal, surrounded
by fruits and cereals. In the foreground, burled
almoat vut of sight in the grass and smong ears of
corn, lies s dismounted cannob, repressnting agri-
culture ebliterating the traces of war. In the dis-
tance is seen & ship approaching under a full spread
of canvas, representing the return of oowmmerce
witn the restoration of peace.

The committes oh decoration are devising a most
elaborate siyle of ornamentation for the exterior of
the Treasury bullding. The spactoua porth portico,
the roof of which ts supported by mossive stone col-
umns, will be brilllantly linminated with gas jets,
Between the [ront row of colunns are seven spaces.
Each of these spnces will contain =& star,
composed of gas jeta, ten feet In diameter.
Between the retired columna are five spaces, each of
which will contain ® letter ten feet square, the
whole forming the word “Peace.” Twined around
the columns will be garlands and festoons of ever-
greens. Beneath, the roof of the portico will be
draped with flags. A brilliant calcium light Is to be
80 arrsnged as to throw a fiood of light npon the
grand fountaln, which will send alofi sireams of
water 1o the height of Ofty fect

A strong foroe of policemen I8 to be stationed
about the bullding, inside and out. Wilhin they
‘will be instructed to guide the crowd ascending and
descending the stairs, the former to keep to the wall
and the latter to keep to the ralling; to preserve
order and to keep vigilant eyes upon sny thieves or
pickpockets who may think to reap & rich harvest
amidst the crowd, Outside the polloe will regulite
the arrival and depariure of carrlages and maintaln
oraer (o the great sssemblage of clticens who will
doubtiess wish to see as much of the grand enter-
tainment a8 they can without expending ten dollars.

The procession which will sccompany the Presh
dent eleot from the Capltol to the Executive Man-
alon will, it s bolieved, be one of the largest dis-
plays of the kind ever witnessed. The committes
