yoatcrday. As already stateJ, the bark Undo wm
insured with the Sun Mutual lnsurunce Company by
the plaintttts tu the earn of $10,uOU. She sailed from
Miriiiucbi to L'ape Breton during tho month ot No¬
vember, that, aud was to have proceeded thence to
New York. On the voyage she touched at Cpw hay
lor coal uuil wax wrecked. The plai'iiiffis insured in
their onn name lor whom it might concern. On the
margin ol the policy whs a provisiou that the hark
should i>e commanded by a captain holding a ccriu
flcaie lrom the American Sidpmaaiera' Association.
It appeared that the vessel was uot so commandod.
The plalutUTs alleged that tliey insured for the benefit
ol one carvel!. The defence set up by the insurance
coin pan v averred that the face of the policy expressed
the true contract athat the vessel was uot commanded
bv a certified master; that there was a deviatlou
from the terms o! the policy in the bark going out 01
the specified course. The plaintiffs proved the
policy. At the conclusion of the testimony the de¬
fendant moved for a nou-snlt, on the firou''d that
the policy could not be varied; ttmt the
deviation w.t admitted, and, thirdly, that the plain-
tltrs Lad show n no Interest m the person for whoin
ihey claimed to huve insured. On the two first
points the Court decided there was ev deuce to- go
to the jurr- The plaintiita claimed that on the third
point no such proof waa necessary in cases of this
Liud. The (Xiurt held, however, tint audi interest
must be -Uowu. whereupon, the plaintiffs being sur¬
prised at that ruling, a juror was withdrawn, and
the case was accordingly adjourned.

SKNTENOBS.
. John McLaughlin, who was indlcied for a felonious
a.->juli upon his wife, pleaded guilty in December
last to.au assault with a dangerous weapon with in¬
tent to do bodily harm. The City Judge suspended
judgment at the time, requiring the defendant, how¬
ever, to give surety in $l,ouo for good behavior for a
period ol two j ears. It appears that his conduct to¬
ward his wife w as such as to induce her to apply to
the court for protection. His bondsman gave him
up and he was placed at the bar for sentence. The
Recorder stated that reliable evidence liad been fur¬
nished hi-u that McLaughlin married a woman in
England m 1x50 and deserted her and four children.
His Honor sentenced him to the State Prison lor lour
years and six months.
Judgment was suspended in the case of John Wil¬

liams. who pleaded guilty to an attempt at burglary
in the third degree, counsel for the accused having
read a number of aitidavits establishing good
character and showing other mitigating clrcuui-
stances.
Thumas McM.ihon, who pleaded gulltv on Monday

to burglary ;u the third degree, was scut to the State
Prison lor one year, he also showing good character.
Andrew Lynch, who pleaded guilty to petit tar-

cenv lrom tin person, was sent to the Slate Prison
lor live years and six months.

DISCHARGE OK TU1J OKAND JtlEY.
The (Irand Jury came into court with a number of

indictments, and, having finished their business,
were discharged. The Recorder thanked them lor
the extraordinary industry which tuey had shown
in passing upon upwards of 150 complaiuts that
were presented for their eonslderauon.

charged, i he d rami Jury fulling to bring In mdlct-
meuts against iliera for the want of the requisite
p-ooi. After I be prisoners who were indicted were
arraigned Assistant District Attorney Tweed pro¬
ceeded to dispose or the cases on the calendar with
greal despatch.

Mux*. the superintendent of the company
luteiceded for He Korest, who was a clerk in his em-
ploy. The Recorder modified the sentence from five
to three years' imprisonment in the State Prlsou.

In this case, which was tried a few days sU>c«b
Judge Laos has delivered the following opinion:.
This Is an action tor lbs recovery of personal

property belonging to the plaintiff and alleged to be
wrongfully detained by the uetendant, and consist¬
ing or wearing apuarel. trunks, bureau, ixximeari,
boiiUillE. OT "HUM 9l UStiftfcttVittX : 9l YH TJ4W «

#'2M> and upwards. ann which defendant claim* to
hold an a lieu for uon payment ol board. The facta
were agreed upon l«r the partlea on the trial of tins
action on February 5, and were as follows..
The defendant during tno year 1867 Wept a private

boarding house In tne city of New York, and within
this time the plaintiff's husband engaged boar i for
himself and wife (ilio plaintiff) with the defendant,
on his own credit and individual responsibility.
Shortly thereulier, aud on taking imsgesstou of ilio
apariineuis hired, the plaintiff brought with her
the personal properly, the subject matter of this ac¬
tion, ami which she owned and had owned in tier
own right lor ten years and upwards, and which was
of the value of $2">o. It was also claimed bv the
plaintiff, and admit ted by the defendant, that 110
statement ol charges (as prescribed by the act of
1867, chap. 677, see. 2, p. 1,728) was posted as therein
prescribed, while the defendant contended that the
act was not applicable to keepers of private board¬
ing houses.
The act of the Legislature of I860, chap. 446, p. 771,

provides that keepers ol boarding houses shall have
the same Hen upou ''the baggage and effects" of
boarders for board to the same extent as innkeepers.
Under this act It has been held by the Supreme
Court in Kings county (Jones vs. Merrill. 12 Bart.,
623) that goods brought upon the premises by a
boarder to furnish Ins room, iilthough belonging to
a stranger, gave the boarding house keeper a Hen
on said goods. 1 do not Mi nk this statute, or (lie
deetsion referred to,' applies to this case. In Jones
vs. Merrill the furniture had been loaned to the
boarder, who had entered into an express arrange¬
ment in writing with the boarding house keeper that
the property in question should he the subject of
a lien for board. In this case here it Is couceiled
that the credit was given solely to the husband en¬
gaging board without any reference to the credit of
his wife or her separate estate. She brought her
owu personal elite's with her, and there can bo no
implication in law thni it was intended to hold tlieiu
liable for the husband's debts. "Being and living
with ner hushuml, she could only use this property
with him, and by its use uo fraud was committed
upon the defendiiiit," who had been satisfied with
the husband's responsibility, and who had taken
him aud his wife as boarders upou his individual
credit. It is well settled thai a wife, by allowing
chattels' which belong to her to be used by her hus¬
band, does not thereby charge them with tils
debts. (Sherman vs. Elder ot al., 24 New York,
381.) The laws of iS48, 1849, 186') aud 180,',
as to the *separate estate of married women,
are so comprehensive in their nature, and the
decisions thereupon, from the well known case of
Yale vs. Uesurer (22 N. Y. p. 460) to the present
time, so explicit, that I cannot think that urnler the
facts admitted intiiisca.se the deieudant can have
a lien upon the wile's personal effects for a debt
contracted by the husband for board for himself ami
family. The plaiutiff had made no separate agree¬
ment lor board; and. if she had, she could not he
held where there was no intent apparent to charge
her separate estate. (White vs. htory, 43 Bart., 124.)
If these views are correct, it is unnecessary to con¬
sider the effect 01 the act of the Legislature of ist>7
relative to hotel keepers, Ac. (Chaps. 677 and 1,728.)
Judgment must, therefore, be for tlie plaintiff lor
the recovery of the possession of the articles 111 ques-
tioiuof the value of $250.

The new steamship India, the latest addition to

the ocean fleet of the Anchor line, hence to Glasgow,
arrived at tills port yesterday, and Is now discharg¬
ing tier large cargo at the company's dock, foot of
pier No. 20 North river. This superb vessel, one of
the largest of the llue, has strength, plenty of
room aud appointments of elegance and refinement
pervading it throughout. It is a naval architectural
creailou reflecting credit on all connected with her
erection, from they who laid down the lines of its
model even to the plustic hands that finished its de¬
corations. The India is of iron, bark rigged, and
built by Messrs. William Simons & Co., of Renfrew,
hist year, being launched the 2d of July, 1968.
Her length on deck Is 316 lcet 6 Inches, ami
over uil 380 leet *2 Inches. "She has u breadth
of beam of 3d feet, a depth or hold of 22 feet 4 inches,
a load draught of 20 feet 6 Inches, and Is 2,500 tous
burden British measurement. She has three decks,
the depth between them respectively being 7 feel 6
inches. 1'po n each of these decks aro iron plate
stringers of large size and thickness tending to ma¬
terially strengthen them. The hull ol this vessel is of
wrought Iron plates 1'4' Inches In thickness on
her bottom, which decreases but three-eights of an
nu ll in any portion of her. Her floors are of double
utigle iron, of more thuu ordinary width and thick¬
ness, and her plates are to a great extent doul>!e
riveted. She is tilted with six watertight bulkheads,
which are of Iron, one-half and live-eighths of an
Inch in thickness from engine room to alter hold.
Water tanks are placed in this vessel of more than
usual size, there being five capable of containing 4,000
gallons each, and the apparatus for the condensa¬
tion of this has a capacity of :ioO gallons and upward
every twenty-four hours. The steering gear of this
vessel has all the modern Improvement-, and pos¬
sesses the great streugih that suould be given 10
apparatus of tlits character. Properly rigged, one-
luilf being provided witn unproved lowering ap¬
paratus, are six lifeboats haujiug over the upper
deck.

She is
lined with compound direct-acting engines, hav¬
ing four cjllnders.two being of seventy-two inches
in diameter, and two thirty-six inches in diameter.

HYDROPHOBIA.

Another Death from llabiei Cuuiua In Uoch-
land Ottuatx.

Mr. .lolin Kekerson, residing In Rockland county.
N. V., on the Jersey line, ubove the Saddle River
church, died on Tuesday from hydrophobia, ox
which the following are the particulars:.On Tues¬
day morning, January 16, tvhile Mr. Kekerson wu
In the hay mow at the barn throwing down (folder
for his cattle, his wile was coming towards the place
to milk the cows, woon she was attacked by a large
dog. The animal tore a considerable portion of the
clothing from Iter person and bit her in several
places through her dress, uiukiug large block and
blue marks, but uot puncluriug the akin
and druwlug uo blood. Iler husbaud, hear¬
ing hor screams, ran to the rescue, where¬
upon the dog flew at Mr. Kckerson's throat.
Throwing out Ills hand to ward the animal off, that
member was sensed by the brute and foully bitten.
In endeavoring to disengage himself Mom the
ferocious annual he threw out his other hand, winch
the dog Immediately seized hold of, and would not
lei go, bin 'continued to tear una chew the linger*
until Mrs. Kekerson bravely came lorwaxd with a
luooiu, the hauule of which she pushed down the
dog's throat uutil he was forced to relax Ills hold.
Mr. Kekerson then seized an uxc and killed the aid
uial on the spot. A phys.ciuu was instantly culled,
who at once cut oif ull tile loose olid toru
flesh and tier! up au artery which had been
severed, ami rroiu which the flood flowed copiously.
Due tliumo was almost mashed to Jelly by iho
dog's teeth and bath hands were terribly lacerated.
The dog was owned by Mr. Abraham Hopper, of
Saddle River, and was bitten lust summer by u dog
supposed to'be mad, and winch had also bittcq,
erai other dogs, ull ox winch hud been Rolen <.* 0I

The owner of this flog, ant not kill
him, but Turn rha'jjw-^. (p. broke his eiuin the
i».f O&iore luting Mr. Kckersou and run away Irom
home. Mr. Hopper seemed to much regret iho oo-
cinrcuce and donated Mr. Kekerson iilty dollars,with the B'ivlca 10 at unee ph.ee himself nudur i.m
care of soma physician. This he did by consulting
l)r. Reeves, of J'ouipfon.

<)u isumlay Mr. Kekerson began to feel, as he
expressed It," "very curious," ami stated thai iio was
alrald he was about logo mad. Acting strangely all
day, the next morning no was taken Willi violent tits,
which continued at intervals until Tuesday, when
death ended Ins suiterlugs. During the paroxysms,
which were terrible, lie iTved lunousty am) snapped
continually nt those around lum, apparently en¬
deavoring to lute Diem. Those present positively
uitirui tlmt nuvny times he growled and lurkml
lise a dog. It wits with the greatest dliliculty
that six strong nu<n could hold lum to
prevent his doing violonce during the preva¬
lence of tue convulsions, so violent wore ifos
paroxysms. His Bufferings appeared to be horrible,
and bo fluaily died in h mate of great exhaustion.
Mr. Kekerson owned the little plot of land upon
which he lived, but was not m affluent clrcuin-
sfances. He leaves a wife and several children.
Since the attack by the dog Mrs. Kekerson has been
confined, and Iter condition is notv very delicate, so
thai it was deemed advisable to keep from her the
cause of her husfomd'H death, for fear that rlu; ap¬
pearance of the malady may be provoked In Iter
case. There is evidently not much danger of such a
result, as the skill was not broken where she wan
bitten; but it is apprehended the shock to her mind.
In connection with the circumstances, might of it¬
self be sufficient cause to bring on the spasms, as
it Is known to have done in cases heretofore. U
is very certain, however, that the affair cannot bo
kept from her for any great length of nine. Mr.
Kekerson leaves a large circle of acquaintances, and
hfs terrible death has naturally created a very ex¬
cited feeling in the neighborhood. It is feared that
oilier dogs still exist m the vicinity tlmt were bitten
by Mr. Hopper's dog, mid it Is said tuat some 01 the
stock in the locality are believed to have also beoa
bitten.

A (Iwie in Brooklyn.
Joseph Hortou, u young uian, was severely bitten

through the liana by a dog yesterday afternoon, at
the corner of Bridge and Chapel streets. The ani¬
mal was killed before it was lairly determined
whether he was rabid or not.

A Case in Newark.

THE PlttlH FESTIVAL,

And Mordecai wrote these things, and sent letters
unto all the Jews that were In the province or King
Aliasuerus, both ulgli and far.
To establish tins uiuomr tlieni, that they should

keep the fourteenth day of the mouth of Adar, and
the lltteeiiiu day of the same, yearly.
As the days wherein the Jews rested from their

enemies, and the month which was turned unto tlmm
from sorrow to Joy, and from mourning into a good
day; that they should make them days of feasting
ami joy, and of sending portions oue to another and
gifts to the poor.
Wherefore they called these days 1'urlm, after the

name of I'ur.
The Jews ordained and took upon them, and upon

their seed, and upon all sacli as Joined themselves
unto them, so as ft should not full, that they would
keep these two days according to their writing, tuid
according to their appointed time every year.
And that these days should be remembered and

kept throughout every generation, every family,
every province and every edy; and that these days
of 1'arlm should not foil from among the Jews, uor
the memorial of tlieiu perish from their seed.
Thus It is written iu the ulnth chapter of the Book

of K.sther. In which is told the cscapo of the Jews,
through the Influence of Esther over King Ahav
uorus, (Tom the destruction plauucd against tiiciu by
the wily and iniquitous Unman, who was, in punish¬
ment, hanged on the gallows "fifty cubits high,"
wldch he had erected for ttio hanging of Mordecai.
Ever mindful of tills opportune interference by
Esther lor their deliverance, the Scriptural injunc¬
tion and the ordaining by the Jews 01 these days of
feast uud Joy.corresponding tills year Willi the
*J4tu and Joth days of February.the Jews all over
the world celebrate it In the prescribed manner by
"leustiug und Joy, sending portions to one another
and gifts to the poor." Visits are Interchanged, the
visitors bearing more or less valuable gilts, and in
many instances the youuger portion of the Hebrew
community don masks ami humorous disguises
while making these festive and charitable c.lls.
And of late to these festivities of Jcwh among

themselves and in the family circle have been added
lancy dress balls, or fot.'s masque, which, since the
first one was given eight years ago, have always
counted as among tho most entertaining, fashionable
and *1*Mwjh.
