(UBA—WAR TO THE DEATH.

To vk Eorros oF TAE HRRALD j—

Acconding to the latest telegrama from Havans or-
Jders had been 1ssned to put all Cuban prisoners to
death. In Nuevitas the houses of the Cubans had
been warked with a biack cross and a piacard an-
nouncing that the hour of vengeance had arrived.
Tue volunteers of the capital were demanding of the
government the heads of hundreds of victima which
0!l the prisons, and through the whole lsland a ays-
tem of barbarity prevalled. Bearers of the fag of
truce, like Agusto Arango; those who had accepted
the smpesty, ke the Dominicans, Abren and Dei-
gado; the dying, Uke the standard-bearer, Ardlla—
all those who fell into the power of the troops be-
longing to the Spanish government were ahot, their
bodies mutilated, thelr lmbs stuck on lances and
carried through the streets, accompanied by bands
of mosic and shouts of *Viea Espaiia /' 1t seema
Ineredibie that snch evenis could happen o the age
i which we live and so near’ to one of the most en-
lightened of civilized countries; but when one con-
shders what Spain has been and stll s not only
does such conduct conss to appear strange, but sach
only could be expected to happen In Cuta under the
