COLOMBIA.

Qnlet on tbe Isthmus.Newi from Bogota.
Probable Rejection ol' tbe Cashing Treaty.
Tbe Canal and Itlbmu Question.The
News from Central America.

Panama, Feb. 27, 1869.
Peace still reiznj within onr borders, though the

bugle war sound Is heard at all hours of the day and
night in onr streets and a strong military force is
kept under arms.
The weather continues dry and healthy and the

Isthmus Is entirely free of sickness at present, ex¬
cept at Tabaga, where there are several cases of
sickness.
Mr. Archibald B. Boyd has been appointed Consul

for the republic of Guatemala at this port and re¬
ceived his exequatur.
We have news from Bogota to the ad of February.Congress met on the 1st, and the liberal party werela the ascendancy. This faction is divided Into two

parties.those in favor of the existing governmentuuder Gutierrez, and those in favor or Mosquera.The latter, being the weaker, Save combined with
the conservatives to overthrow the Gutierrez party;aud there la a fair prospect of sucoess. Mosquera,lu fact, has always been a conservative at heart,and only professed to be a liberal of late years in
order to gain the election of President. The Presi¬
dent in his message to Congress calculates tuat there
will be a deficiency of neurly $400,000 in the govern¬ment revenues of the current year.
Most of the Bogota papers are rabid about the

Caleb Cushing canal treaty, and do not hesitate to
say It Is simply a dodge to aid the Railroad com¬
pany and keep a canal 'lrom ever being built. This
Idea, no doubt, is fostered by the British and
French. There la a loud call 011 Congress
not to recognize the contract, «nd It will
probably be thrown out. 1 sincerely hope it
may, aud that it will also be rejected at Washington,
and then tnere will be souio show for the luture
welfare of turn isthmus and for its independence. Of
course a canal must llnuhy be built, wuether the
wiseacres at Bogota wish it or not, and if they do not
give their consent without obtaining an enormous
bonus lortiie privilege the beat thing the United
talus can do is to treat with the isthmus direct and

p::t i;o;,oia to one slda entirely. Sooner or later this
1st umm must cat oil from the ccntral government,anil the sooner it Ujcs so tue better, whether the
rcat is to be accomplished independently or under a
protectorate. Bogota merely uses it now as a milch
cow, a id wants to buck out the last drop of milx
without aii'oruing an ounce of nutrimeuU

The Indian war still progresses and assumes a

more complioted aspect everyday. The savages
appear to be Mir determined to prevent the occupa¬tion ot their territory by the white settlers, and leave
no means unemployed to attain their end. The gov¬ernment troops have hitherto acted almost entirely
on the delemlve, their numbers being small,and the line of frontier to be defended very exten¬
sive. Recently the Indians have made several des¬
perate and successful inroads on the enemy's coun¬
try, and from the confession of a cacique captureda lew days slnoe their intention is to assume the
offensive and 10 Ull all the white men they can sur¬
prise, burning their settlements and carrying theirwives and children Into captivity. In spite of the
efforts of th< general commanding the nationalforces these projects have been crowned so far with
success, and with the exception of one or two en¬
gagements victory hus hitherto favored ihe Indians.The war promises to be a long and serlons one, and
It is to be greatly regretted that the cruelties prac¬tised by the Indians are more than imitated by their
opponents, thus adding fuel to tne already kindled
Ore.

PERU.

Carnival.Adjournment of CJoosrew.Preni-
dent'it Mcmagn. Condition of the Country.
Bolivian News.

Lima, Feb. 14, 1800.
The three days of carnival have passed by, and

the pious Inhabitants of this pious city are engaged
In examining their consciences and preparing for
the rigors of Lenten fasts. Among a certain class
of people in Lima there la a great deal, of sincere
religious feeling: bat, as a rule, the young men in¬
cline to the most liberal, free-thinking opinions, and
only when In Oongress and working for popularity
do they evince any particular regard for that faith
which Is declared by the constitution the only one to
be publicly followed m Pern. As in all Catholic
countries the religious ceremonies here during Lent
are extremely impressive.more so than in the
generality of large cities, from the unusual number
of splendid churches in Lima. With the
exception of Rome there Is probably no city that
contains an equal number of places of religious wor¬
ship in proportion to its population with this capital,
and the grandeur of some of the churches, together
with the enormous wealth enjoyed by the communi¬
ties possessing them, causes strangers to wonder ex¬
ceedingly, and, in spite of their many faults, the
clergy in Peru exercise an influence that if proceed¬
ing sometimes from unworthy motives still cannot
be considered as wholly unbeneflclaL
Fortunately no fatal cases of fever have yet ap¬

peared in Lima, though all along the northern and
southern coast we hear that the disease is making
fearful havoc. A committee, formed of the most
Influential citizens of the capital, Is busily
engaged in taking the most active pre¬
cautionary measures to meet the epidemic,
should it appear. The heat is so Intense that we are
in dally dread of some visitant like that of last year,and numbers of families have left for iluacho, Chun-
cay and chorlLos, the threo iashionable bathing
places in I'eru.
The President has announced his Intention to visit

the southern portions of tho country thut were so
severely handled by the earthquake of last Augustand to witness personally the work of reconstruc¬
tion said to be so bravely going on. Such a tripwould convince the people of the Interest taken bythe Executive in their welfare, and the idea is highlyapplauded by the press here. Colonel Ilalta Is also
desirous of visiting the northern departments and
becoming rnoro thoroughly acquainted with the ad¬
vantages tney may offer for railways, the construc¬
tion of which is his pet scheme.
Congress closed lu> sessions on the 28th ult... and

the Permanent Commission immediately commencedits labors. This commission has very limited pow¬
ers, and is more properly a bureau of espionage uponthe acts and movements of the Executive, having to
present to Congress on its meeting a detailed state¬
ment of all that has occurred in political life duringIts permanence.Congress lias been greatly applauded by the pro¬minent newspapers here, not lor what it did, but for
what it did not do. Almost every Congress that has
met in Peru has been the cause of an outbreak or
revolution of some class or other, but this particu¬lar legislature, after having coqueted a little
with tho alwayB existing discontent, devoted
Itself to matters which drew the public attention
to peaceful thoughts. Tne sessions will not be re¬
sumed until 1871, and the President, with his coun¬
sellors, will have a comparatively easy position until
that time, always provided that one of these almost
Inevitable revolutions does not extinguish mm. Tne
want of hariuonv between the President and Con¬
gress was decreasing when the adjournment took
place.
In a message which the President seat to CongressImmediately before lis adjournment lie status ttiat

the political condition or the republic is satisfactory,but tliat lie regrets no Arm stand Uas been taken
against the multitude or pensioners who lorm
such a latai barrier to tne Unaucial advance¬
ment of the repabllc, ana who, moreover, are
never willing to believe In the embarrass¬
ments of the exchequer, but always are
the first to add to the country's troubles
and to make the path of the Executive more diin-
eultp. He very emphatically states, however, that
as he Is justly credited Willi considerable decision
of character and will, he will evince his temper uponthe hrst opportunity that occurs where disaiftctlou
may assume a tangible shape. There cau be no
doubt that the President will take a firm and de¬
cisive stand against any attempt at revolution, and
will crush any ordinary movement almost before It
commences, but the occupation occasioned by sim¬
ply watching suspected persons is Immense.

A few days since, In Callao, Commander Montero,of the Peruvian navy, was reported to be implicated
in a plot to seUe some ol the vessels of the squadron,
and lorm a nucleus around which Che revolutionary
elements might rally. The President instantly de¬
spatched officers to apprehend him. but It was found
on Investigation that the rumor was premature.
Still the suspected person was obliged to fl\ , and,
uutll the truth was discovered, to keep in hiding.in lus message the President declares that the only
hope for the material progress of the country lies lu
the immediate and vigorous prosecution of the nu¬
merous railways projected throughout tne republic.Tii Me works, he says, will attract immigration, will
give employment to many who are now Idle and dis¬
satisfied aud consequently dangerous, and will so
augnicut the value of landed property, and give such
impulse to agriculture that the periodic# molls
from which Peru lias so long suffered will die a
natural death, aud the country win reach tbat high
point ol civilization und prosperity that ii deserves.
Congress apparently agreed with these views, for

a bill was paused, almost unanimously, authorisingthe I 'resident to raise largo loans to be expresslyemployed in the construction of the projected rail¬
ways.

THE TURF IN ENGLAND.

FROM BUI LOHM CWKgOMDIT.
Tfce Derby Difflc«lty.Two New Beeee at
Eptom-Belladrnm *% Bmvof"-Bobbery m*
letw Wii Hewing.

London, Feb. lfl, 1MB.
If your readers take any Interest In the Derby dif¬

ficulty.a matter on which for several months past
I have freqnqptly had occasion to write, and In re¬

gard to which I had the creditor first Informing
the public that any difficulty existed.they will be
glad to learn that It Is now virtually at an end, and
that cockneydom will have Its great annual carnival
aa usual. Everybody here has, as I Intimated a

fortnight ago, long since got sick of the whole mat¬
ter, for the negotiations have been singularly pro¬
tracted, and the statements that have appeared In
the sporting and general newspapers contradictory
In the extreme. Every one tried to be first
in the field with any little item of in¬
telligence, and every one felt In duty bound to con¬
tradict anything that any one else had stated, till
at length the public got thoroughly disgusted with
the whole affair, and voted the Epsom Grand Stand
Cummittee, Mr. Edward Studd and everybody else
connected with it unmitigated bores. Yon will re¬

member that the dispute originally arose from the
terms placed by Mr. Studd, a gentleman who made

a fortune In the East Indies out of Indigo, on some

property he purchased at Epsom, "with an eye to
business." This little strip of land, which cost him
£20,00*. Included a small portion of the Derby course,
the value of which.a ''fancy" value, of course.he
estimated at £1,000, a sum the committee declined
altogether to pay, on the ground, ostensibly, that
they were too poor to do so.really, that loving
money very much Indeed, they did not like.
They tried to frighten the astute Indigo planter by
laying out a new course, and advertising the spring
events to be run over It rather than that used for
many years past; but he was too old to be "taken
In" in that fashion, knew well enough that what¬
ever they did, they could not help running the Derby
and Oaks, which are a perfect mine of wealth to
them, for two years over his land, and saw that
their new course was In anywase Impracticable for
racing purposes. Accordingly like a modern Sliy-
lock be stuck to his bond and would not abate one
job or tittle except in the matter of length of lease,
and at last, in deference to public opinion and
their own profits, they have been compelled
to strike their flag. The terms are that they
shall pay £1,000 a year rental and £2,600 aa a
premium for the insolence with which they a first
treated him, and that the lease shall be for twenty-
one years, terminable at the end of seven or fourteen
years on one year's notice. Of the £2,600, Mr. Studd
is to give one-half, £l,'.!5i) or $8,iuO, for two races, to
be callcd respectively the Walton Manor Stakes aud
the Six Mile HUi Handicap, the one a weight lor axe
race with penalties and allowances, the other a three
year old and upwards, handicap to be compiled by
Admiral Kous. The lormer will be run on the day
before the Derby day, over the last mile and a quarterof the Derby course. The latter on the day after the
Derby, over the whole course. The legal documents
are now being drawn up, aad there is little proba¬
bility that any further hitch will occur, though I
understand that some of the smaller "fry" of share¬
holders will object to the loss of their dividends
which the arrangement will entail. It Is, however,
the wisest thing the committee could have done, for
Epsoui, without its great three year old events
would Inevitably sink to the level of the ordinary
metropolitan -leather flapping" institutions. Your
reuders may be satisfied that tor the present they
will hear no more of the "Derby dliilculty;" but I
shall not promise that they will long escape a re¬
newal, for the owner of the greater portion or the
course, Mr. Briscoe, M. P., Is now very old and frail,
and the tastes of his heir arc not known.
There have been one or two meetings In the neigh

boriiood of London, but in a racing point or view
they were beneath contempt, and the number or
thieves and weishers who carried on their trade was
altogether unparalleled. They took poor Lord
Arthur Clinton, brother or the Dnke or Newcastle,
who 13 now endeavoring to forco his way through
the Bankruptcy Court, "crucllied him" In the ap¬
proved fashion and robbed him of every farthing he
possessed, which as a rule is not very much, it is high
time that these metropolitan fixtures were put down
by law, for they lead to a great deal or crime, and
their effect on tne sport is disastrous in the extreme.

I was not present at the
meeting, but i believe that ihe excitement,
which haa been gradually wording up during
the two previous days, as dog after dog went down
before its opponent, was now something wonderful
to behold. The Irish division in particular, who had
uever ceased to believe in the |gOW. of Master
McJrath, the winner of the cup last year, were at
fever heat and were only waiting hi* second victory
to go wild with joy. At this point 3 to 1 was laid on
Master McGrath against his foeinan Lobelia, and 1ft
to 8 on Hat at the Bowsier against unite Calium;
