Mr. Stewart's Case.A Plot of Politicians to
Control the Treasury.False Ramon of His
Buiguatiou and Mr. Boutwell's Appoint¬
ment-- General Excitement In Town.
It will be a godsend to all classes Here and to the

country at large when Mr. Stewart's case Is decided,
?t present It Is provocative of more botheration,
Boreness, contradiction and hard lying than any one
matter that has developed itself here for at least a

twelvemonth; and *11 this unpleasant result has
been brought about not so much by the resurrected
statute of 1789 as by the scheming of an unscru¬

pulous political cabal, navlng for Its aim the
control of the Treasury Department. It seems
pretty wfll established now that the rumor, started
last night and Industriously circulated this morn¬
ing, about Mr. Stewart's intended withdrawal and
Governor Boutwell's elevation to the Treasury was

only a part of the work of this cabal. The object in
view might not readily strike every one. It was
¦Imply Oils:.Mr. Stewart had authorised the state¬
ment that unless Congress should promptly repeal
the disabling section he would certainly retire, not
deeming it of sufficient importance to raise a
contest over a matter which to him person¬
ally was of no great moment. The cabal
then resolved to do something that would
have a tendency to make Mr. Stewart believe Presi¬
dent Grant desired him to resign and at the same
time cause a delay in the action of the Senate to-day.
Both these objects, they believed, would be accom¬
plished by the circulation of a rumor that Mr. Stew¬
art had resigned and Governor Boutwell was to be
nominated in his place. The thing was agreed upon
in secret conclave, aad then the rumor was set afloat
so that it might not only reach the ears of leading
correspondents, bat also be brought before Mr. Stew¬
art himself.
The plot succeeded with many of the newspaper cor¬

respondents, but failed with Mr. Stewart. The latter
Had been In company with the President too much of
the day and knew hia feelings too well to be deceived
In that way. But it is surprising how generally the
story gained credence here to-day. Early in the
forenoon it was all over town, In eveiytody'smooth,
and talked of as a thing that was beyond ques¬
tion. In the departments, especially the Treasury,
It waa regarded as something about as fixed as.that
Grant waa President. The clerks of the Treasury
were so full of It that as a rule they could do no
tonstness.they wanted to talk about Stewart's re¬

signation and about his successor. Somo or them had
seen the man who saw the other man who saw the
letter of resignation. Bow could any one doubt
after that? One clerk knew so much about it that
he quoted a whole sentence In the letter and parts of
other sentenocs. The clerks discussed not only
Boutweli's fitness but the qualifications of a score
of other persons deemed likely for the position in
case Boutwell should not turn out to be the lucky
man after ail.

Rumors Thickening.
During the afternoon the thing got magnified to

atlll larger proportions. Reports were circulated
that Boutweli's name bad not only been sent to the
Senate but was actually confirmed. Those
reports set tha Treasury clerks In a furor, and
in an instant made them all profound admirers of

. Governor Boutwell. They discovered that they had
all known from the start that Boutwell would be the
man; that he was the most fit and proper person;
that he was an eminent financier, and a man whose
like the world had never seen before. Anybody who
ventured to suggest that they had been misinformed
was drowned in a torrent of contradictions, and any
one who advised them to keep cool until they might
be certain was told indeed that they knew their
business and were not to be scared from honestly
expressing their opinions as free American citizens.
Many of these same outspoken clerks had been laud¬
ing to the sky others than Bout well only a brief period
Wore. Most of them, no doubt, to-morrew wilt bo
Striving to cover their retreat from their boldness
to-day by Ingenious explanations If not downright
denials.

Thr Senate Dabions.
lint the Senatetu tho place where the greatest

Interest centred. The rumors na<l (fathered an un¬

usual throng then, and the galleries and lobbies
were crowded. It was expected that a message
would come from President Grant Informing Senators
of Mr. Stewart's withdrawal, and asking them to
confirm Boutwell 'or some one else for the Treasury
Department. The plan of the cabal was working
famously, in one part of it at least. The public was
humbugged, and even the illustrious Senate was in a
fog about the matter. Many Senators believed the
story about Stewart's resignation and were looking
momentarily ror General Porter's appearance with a

message from the While House. But an hour went
.round, and no message. Something must be wrong,
thought Senators. Half an hour more, and no
message. There was a hitch certainly now; no
mcKxage would come, and so Senator Grimes moved
for an adjournment, which was carried. This
threw the spectator* Into a fever. What could
be up now, thought everybody. All attempts
to fathotit the movement proved fruitless. Senat¬
ors appealed to by the spectator* could throw
no light upon It; all they knew was that
they knew nothing whatever abont It; they wanted
information quite as much as anybody else. It was,
therefore, uo use to hang, about the Senate, waiting
tor anything to turn up. The crowd left the senate
and the capltol and scattered about.

earnestly desired Mr. Stewart's valuable assistance
as Secretary of the Treasury, and that it pained Mm
very much to discover that there was any difficulty
In the way. He felt more troubled by the ditnculty
than by anything that had ever before occurred to
turn during hU whole life. He, however, declined to
allow Mr. Stewart to withdraw; for he believed the
repeal could be effected without much Bertous
opposition in both houses. lie, therefore, asked
Mr. Stewart not to abandon the matter yet, but
to wait until Borne further light could be shed upon
the probable aotlou of the Senate to-day. Mr.
Stewart replied that he did not desire to have the
repeal pressed upon Congress, and would rather
wi'hdraw than occasion the slightest embarrass¬
ment to the President or congress. The President
urged again upon Mr. Stewart to let the matter
remain in statu quo for the time being. Mr. Stewart
and Judge Hilton thereupon left the White House
aud returned to the Ebbltt Hotel. Judge Hilton
here took leave of Mr. Stewart and went down to the
Capitol, accompanied by General Babcock, to learn
the result of the caucus. From some of the Senators
Judge Hilton learned that at the caucus no action
was taken upon the subject of repealing the statute
oi 1789. It was talked about generally in the cau¬

cus, but action was postponed under the suppo¬
sition tnat Mr. Stewart had resigned ana that there¬
fore nothing need be done about it until the truth
or that statement should be assured. Senator
Fenton Informed the Senators that in his opinion
there was not a particle of truth in the story of
Stewart's resignation. On being asked, however,
whether he could state that fact positively he de¬
clined to do so, aud so the caucus adjourned with¬
out settling the question one way or the other.
This explains the action of the Senate subsequently,
in adjourning without a word being said concerning
either Patterson's or Sherman's measures of re¬

peal.
President Grant's Opinion of Mr. Stewart.
Judge Hilton, upon receiving this information, got

into his carriage again, and was driven ouce more
to the White House. He was admitted to the Presi¬
dent without delay, and then and there had a most
interesting talk. He told the President how the
Senate had beeii Induced, under p false impression,
to postpone taking any action on the all important
question. President Grant again expressed ills
deep regret at the delay, and repeated his ex¬

pressions uttered at the first Interview as to
how much he was pained and emSarlPdSSec! SJ tjje
situation, and how earnestly he desired the services
of Mr. Stewart in his Cabinet. It had been his pur¬
pose all along, he said, to Invite Mr. Stewart to
assume control of the Treas^y Department, and if
be should now be obliged by a legal difficulty to
abandon his long oherlshed design he wonld feel
that he himself and the country had sustained
a great loss. The President then proceeded to
unbosom himself completely ou the lubject
of Mr. Stewart's appointment. During his
many visits to New York, he saldi he had visited
the establishments of Mr. Stewart, had noticed
the wonderful regularity of everything, the order,
system and Bmopth working of every depart¬
ment, and had been so profonndly Impressed with
the capacity of Hr. Stewart for the highest
administrative duties that be had made up his mind
Mr. Stewart was the very man needed for
the Treasury Department. Mrs. Grant had also
set her heart upon having Mrs. Stewart in
Washington with her, and bad frequently expressed

a desire that Mr. Stewart should be offered some
suitable post that would induce him and his esti¬
mable lady to remain in Washington. Should Mr.
Stewart's appointment Hail, therefore, it would be a
double disappointment. He would not yet give it
up, however. He felt confident the Senate and
House would still repeal the disabling section, and
stated that he had strong assurances from leading
Senators and Representatives to support his belief.

A Noble Proposition by Mr. Buwtrt.
After a very long Interview Judge Hilton toon

leave of the President and returned to his hotel,
lie found Mr. Stewart alone in hla room and In

a very thoughtful mood. "Judge," rod Mr. Stewart,
.¦a new Idea has occurred to me since we parted. I
have been it oarer ia my mind, and I think ,
it ia one that wll) o*rt«% ih« OgMtttr." "Indeed,"
said Judge Hilton, nailing, "what to this new idea,
thenf" "It Is this, Judge. 1 have been thinking of
making an absolute transfer of the busi¬
ness of my establishments during the term I
might serve as Secretary of the Treasury ; the
business to be turned over to three trustees.as, for
instance, yourself, William B. Astor and Jlmes
Brown.the proceeds to be devoted to the charities
of New York city, In any way agreed upon by the
trustees. What do you think of it, Judge f" Judge
Hilton, who understands Mr. Stewart thoroughly,
was not In the least surprised at the proposal. Any
other man perhaps would have been amazed, but
Judge UUton was not, In the least. Instead,
therefore, of uttering exclamations of wonder, the
Jnage, after mentally revolving the proposal,
answered briefly, "By George, Mr. Stewart, 1 believe
It can be done I Yea, sir, I think it can be done 1"

How Grant Received the Proposition.
he two thereupon set to work, rapidly maturing

the plan, and after spending about half an honr
thus their carriage was called for again. They put
on their coats and hats, ran down stairs,
jumped into the carriage and off again
to the Executive Mansion. Another visit'
and so soon, called into President Grant's
face an expression as nearly resembling astonish¬
ment as his calm features are susceptible of. When
they entered he was sitting In his chair at the end of
the long table, smoking a cigar. He got up to re¬
ceive them, and after his visitors were seated re¬
sumed his own chair and cast towards tnem a
cnrlously inquisitive loot, as muck as to say,
"What In the world Is to come now t" He was
not long left In suspense. Mr. Stewart opened con¬
versation. "Mr. President," said he, "1 have come
to make a proposal, whlcli I hope will be acceptable
and the same time relieve you of all embarrass¬
ment." The President iere listened with some
expression of solicitude. He expected, no doubt,
Mr. Stewart was about to say, "I tender you
my unconditional resigmtion." Mr. Stewart con¬
tinued, and as ne spoko (rant listened with deeper
and deeper attention. Finally Mr. Stewart stated
his proposal dtotlnctly. President Grant took the
cigar out of his mouth, lit it drop on the floor, and
looked strongly In Mr. SUwart's face without utter¬
ing a word. Mr. Stewart Iroke the silence by asking,
"Is the proposal acceptable to you f»
PkrhidBnt Grant."Atceptabie t Of course it is.

It ia the most magnanlmcus thing I ever heard of in

my whole life. Aoceotaile, of course; but I waa
only tbinklug whether I ought to allow you, air, to
make such a sacrifice formy sake."
Mr. Stewart.Never mbd that, General. I have

enough to live on for the est of my life. It will be
pleasure to me to do this. My affection for you and
desire to serve mv couitry, if I can, prompt me to
do it; and if it is acceptale to you I will do so.

President Grant.Of wurrse It is acceptable;
but you are sacrificing a goat deal of money for me,
%nd 1 am thinking that il la a queatlon whether I
ought to permit it.
Mr. Stkwart.Don't mnd that part of it, Gene¬

ral. Providence haa iieeovery good to me. lie haa
done more for me than I d'serve, and I do this thing
now very cheerfully. IX you think the plan will
satisfy the legal difficulty, and meet with the ap¬
proval of Congress?
President Grant.I havi no doubt it will.
Mr. Stewart.Then i hall take the necessary

steps to do It.
Jndge Hilton. I have tdvised Mr. Stewart that

the plan he proposes will -amove all legal obatruc-
tlona, but I wish to consul with distinguished legal
gentlemen on the subien. It is better, therefore,
before doing anything furtler on the aubjeot to con¬
sult with such distinguish® lawyers and Judges as
may be In the olty.
After some further convention Mr. Stewart and

Jndge Hilton took leave of the President again. To
complete the story, I have to add that the plan for
the transfer was drawn, snknitted to several distin¬
guished judges and lawyirs and approved. To
a number of gentlemen who called upon him
this evening about tie matter, Mr. Stewart
ssld:."Gentlemen, I do tils on account of my re-
teem for General Grant. Be thinks I can serve him
In the calitnet. I will no by beat to do so. 1 have
no friends to reward, no cfemles to punish, no chll*
dren to provide for. I desire lo servo my country
only in this hiistnc«s.''

Effect of the Proposition on the People.
To say that Stewart's magnificent proposal has

astonished everybody here is but a feeble expression
of the opinions expressed here. People say it throws
into the shude completely Peabody and all other
public benefactors. .

Effect on the Senate
Tlie appointment of the Cabinet is known to have

been very distasteful to many of the republican
leaders of Congress, who expected to have the form¬
ing of it by their own counsels. They have not
been taken Into General Grant's confidence,
nor were they, as they say, conaulted.
They feel tnis alight keenly, but are
not yet reaay for open retaliation. Unwilling to go
at once Into opposition to Grant they Judged It beat
to confirm the Cabinet Immediately. To thia class
the discovery of the legal lmpcdimeda to Mr. Stew-
art'a aceptance was a God Bend aa a cover for other
and real objections. When Mr. Sherman
offered his bill to modify the law of
1789. There wa&eome hesitation as to which should
be the first to object, but Sumner's impetuosity in¬
duced him to take the initiative. Since Saturday
the whole body of republicans have been
in a very disorganized condition on thla
subject, the more sensible and patriotic portion
thinking it best to make the most of the Cabinet aa U
stood, the others ready to break the slate even at
risk of a quarrel with the Administration.
The magnificent offer of Mr. Stewart to sur¬
render all the enormous profits of his business, a

pecuniary sacrifice, such as no statesman ever
before made in the service of his country,
has given fresh Btrength to those who desire
to have him in the Treasury. These Congress¬
men say that this proposition substantially relieves
the matter from all difficulty. They affirm that it
places his

a
motives beyond question, and shows

that his only aim in accepting tills trust is a

loft/ and honorable ambition to accomplish
a great public reform. These urge that the Cabinet

shall stand as already arranged by General Grant,
and will probably Insist that so. soon as Mr. Stewart
shall execute the proposed assignment that he shall
go on to qu illfy anSldraiulster !he department
The Opposition to Mr. Stctva.it Unabated.
The opponents of Mr. Stewart are By no means

satisfied v^ltli his proposition, though they are not
yet determined what course to pursue in the preml-
68s. They will oppose auy jngterlal modifi¬
cation of the law of 1780 to reach
the case of .Mr. Stewart, and they argue
that, though under this assignment he does not re¬
tain any interest in the profits ef his Immense busi¬
ness, he will still be Interested and responsible for
any possible Iobs. They contend that he Is thus
technically disqualified; and this last view isEnter¬
tained by at least one Senator whose character is
above a mere tactions opposition.
Mr. Sherman's bill will hardly be presented in its

present form, if at all, as its passage is very doubtful,
and it Is quite possible that no further attempt will
be made to change the law. It has been sug¬
gested that the question is a proper one
for the consideration of the new Attorney General.
If good legal authority shall decide that Mr. Stewart
may, after this assignment, go on and fill the office,
General Grant may not consider it necessaay to in¬
vite any expression from Congress on the subject.
The whole course of Mr. Stewart In this matter has

elicited the wannest admiraation of all candid men,
and leading democrats join heartily In this tribute
and the desire that the country may secure his ser¬
vices. A portion of the republican Senators still
decline to say how they view this paoposition of
Mr. Stewart's, and it is quite likely thoy will watch
and be governed by tho opinion of the public.
Mr. Wnahhnrne in Charge of the State De¬

partment.
Secretary Washburne reached the state Depart¬

ment about eleven o'clock this morning, where be
loond a large number of visitors, including many
members of Congress In waitteg. He was for a
short time In oonferenoe with nr. Hunter, Assistant
Secretary, and afterwards gave audience to as many
of those who called to see bim as could be re¬
ceived up to three o'clock. Among those
first admitted were members of Congress, among
whom were Generals Butler,1 Logan and Tarns-
worth; Judge Spalding, and Messrs. Ward, Eggles-
ton, Lawrence, Cullom and Churchill, and after¬
wards came citizens and strangers, several of whom
were ladies.
. As yet no changes have been announced in the

officers of the department. About twelve o'clock
the official notification of the acceptance by Mr.
Washburne as Secretary or State was forwarded to
each member of the resident diplomatic corps, and
Invitations extended to them to call on blm as early
as convenient.

Arrival or Secretary Borie.
Adolplie Borie, the new Secretary of the Navy,

arrive;! here this evening in company with George
11. Stuart, of Philadelphia. Both gentlemen pro¬
ceeded to the residence of President Grant, and re¬
mained In consultation with him for nearly four
hours. Mr. Borie signified to the President his ac-

ceptance of the position of Secretary of the Navy.
He has not decided when he will enter on the
duties of his office, but it will be in a day or two.

Time for Cabinet Meetings.
Cabinet meetings will be held at twelve o'clock

on Tuesdays and Fridays. On these two days the
President's office will not be thrown open to general
visitors between the hours of ten and twelve o'clock.

The President will receive official calls st his office

each day botween tho hours of ten and twelve o'clock,
and after twelve no one will be admitted excepting
Cabinet officers and those with whom special en¬

gagements have been made.
Rcpabllcan Senatorial Oaucu®.A Congres¬
sional Mcselon of Thirty Days' Duration.
The Measures to be Considered.
The republican members of the Senate held a

caucus this morning for the purpose of arranging
the standing committees ol the Senate for the ses¬
sion of the Forty -first Congress. Very little change
was made In the chairmanships of tho committees,
aa will be seen by the list agreed upon in open
Senate. After this business had been disposed of
the caucus took up the question of what business
should be transacted at the present session, and also
how long Congress should remain here. After a full
discussion, the general tenor of which was that

no legislation should be Introduced exoept such as Is
absolutely necessary, a committee, composed of
Senators Sherman, Trumbull, Edmunds, Stewart
and Pool, was appointed to confer with a similar
committee which it is expected will be appointed at

a caucus of the republican members of the House to
be held to-morrow. The Senate caucus committee
held a meeting this afternoon Immediately after the
Senate adjourned, in the Finance Committee room.
They could of course take no final action, but they
agreed to urge upon the Houae committee the adop¬
tion of a proposition that the session shall not last
over thirty days; that only necessary legislation
shall be taken up.each as the Indian Appropriation
bill, Mr. Kchenck's bill to stengthen the publio
credit, the Supplementary Currency bill, the
bill to prohibit the secret sales of gold by
the Treasury Department, the bill to amend
the judicial system of the United States,
the bill to amend the naturalisation laws, some
measure to complete the reconstruction of Virginia,
Mississippi, Texas and Georgia, and the needful legis¬
lation relative to taking the census. A strong effort
will be made to confine the action of both houses to
those subjecta of legislation, but It remains to be
seen whether or not the Houae will agree to It. It
was intimated In the caucus that President Grant
wsti in favor of a short session, and this seems to
have considerable Influence upon Senators. Tho
Senate expects to be called In extra session after
Congress adjourns to aet on nominations. The ses¬
sion will probably continue three or four weeks after
the House adjourns.
Canons of Republican Members of the Honee.
The republican members of the House will hold a

caucus to-morrow evening for consultation as to the
business of tlis session and to decide how long the
session ought to continue. It Is expected that a
committee will 1m appointed similar to that ap¬
pointed uvday by tho SeiinM cs iohs, so thfit both
house:* mav be brouirht lurcher in a representative

conference with a view to securing an Interchange
of views aa to whether a long or a short session Is
advisable, ana also the character or legislation to be
taken up.
Tks Honae CssmltteM on Elections and Ap¬

propriation*;
Speaker Blaine will to-morrow announce the Com¬

mittee on Elections and the Committee on Appro¬
priations. The others will not be made pnbllc nntll
Wednesday or Thursday. The object of announcing
these two committees is to allow them to go im¬
mediately to work, the one on the contested
election cases before the House, and the other on
the Indian Appropriation bill, which failed at the
last Congress. It la understood that Halbert E-
Paine, of Wisconsin, will be the chairman of the
Committee on Elections, and Henry L. Dawes, of
Ma^achusetts, chairman of the Committee on Ap¬
propriations-

Chance of the Army Headquarter*.
General Sherman will give up the building used

at present as the headquarters of the army, and
take possession of rooms in the War Department at
the earliest practicable time. Preparations are now
being made in the War Department building to pro¬
vide room for himself and the officers of bis staff.
Invasion of the White House by Methodist

Clergymen.
The members of the Baltimore annual Conference

of the Methodist Episcopal Church, numbering 800,
and headed by their presiding officer, Bishop Clarke,
proceeded to the Executive Mansion this afternoon,
about three o'clock, for the purpose of paying their
respects to President Grant. Alter entering
mansion they proceeded to the East Room and «»
ranged themselves In a semicircle. General ofr&t,
on being informed of their arrival, shortly made his
appearance and advanced towards where Bishop
Clarke was standing, who, after shaking hands with
the President, said:.
President Grant.As presiding officer of the Bal¬

timore Methodist Convention, 1 am delegated to ex¬
press to you their profound respect for the Chief
Magistrate of the nation, and to assure you of their
earnest wishes for the future welfare of the choice
of the American people, who have bestowed upon
you the lugiigst position in their gift.
To these feoArks General Grant merely replied,

"Thank you." The visitors were then introduced to
him by Bishop Clarke, who, having finished this
ceremony, turned to the President and said,
"It's a good thing you haven't to shake
hands with all the ministers of the
Methodist church in the United States or you would
become tired." To this the President made no

answer, but looked anxiously as though desirous of
finding a break In the crowd of divines through
which he could make off and attend to the more im¬
portant business awaiting his attention up stairs.
Unfortunately there was no opening, and with seem¬

ing resignation he remained at the side of the
Bishop. A gentleman remarked, "Perhaps, General,
jou may have to shake hands with all the Methodist
ministers before your term of office runs out."
"Well," replied General Grant, smilingly, "I nope I
may have strength to endure It" A general titter
followed this remark, and the President, after bid¬
ding good-bye to the Bishop, passed through a door
leading to his office, and the crowd immediately
dispersed. About half a dozen ladles accompanied
the members, and they were also Introduced to the
President, whp received them with apparently more
cordiality than he did their male companions, and
with an air of politeness worthy of a distinguished
soldier.
Paymaster General Brice Restored to His

Dalies.
The President has revoked the order directing As¬

sistant Paymaster General Kathan lirown to assume
charge of the Pay Department, Paymaster General
Brice having been restored, and he Is ordered to re¬
sume his former duties.

Interentlnc to OIBce Seekers.
The number of office seekers Is on the increase.

Meanwhile I hare repeatedly urged
his removal, ami he has repeat!>dly drawn his
montny saiary at the rate of $4,iK)0 Per annum.
Mr. Btnckley is notoriouslyunqualified for his place.
1 do not Know I hat lie even claims to bo a lawyer.
Certain It Is he never undertook to practice, and his
employment as Solicitor of internal Revenue is a
farce. 1 do not believe he would be continued under
the present administration. The acting Secretary of
the Treasury, unadvised by you, may hesitate, per¬
haps, to change the ortloers of the department, in
auttctpatiou of the early appointment and qualifica¬
tion of its permanent Secretary.

WISHIfCTOT ON MAOfiOTMTWI DAT.

Washington, March i, IMP.
Tour regular correspondents have doubtless ap¬

prised you of all that has been going on here to-day,
but I thought I would drop you a line, Just to ex¬

press to yon tbs intense Interest manifested In the
exciting scenes. The sight, as a mere spectacle, is
very different from what we have both witnessed in
the Old World ^-scarcely any of the pageantry or
show that abounda there upon all such occasions,
bnt, what was far better, it seemed sa if the heart of
the nation wa« beating through these simple and
more unpretending ceremoni***.

It H astonishing how freely everybody seemed to
breathe, ns if our troubles were st an end.oniv here

and their a solitary exception of aome stolid devotee
of tbe old re?t»«-, who, like the Bourbons, appeared to

have learned notblug and forgotten nothing. To me
the uiont striking incident of the day was tUc appear¬
ance of tbe colored soldiers, as furnishing the strong¬
est evidence of the wonderful chanye we have gone
through. Everybody seemed to hall their appear¬
ance, and I am sure no one more cordially than my¬
self. notwithstanding what you know of my former
prejudices, connected with their appearance was
oue of the prominent actors of the scenes of to-day,
exemplifying bow surely

Time at last makes all things even.
It seems as but yesterday when, in tbe first year

of the reoelllon, General Cameron, who was then
Secretary of war, left the department, in conse¬
quence of his recommendation to employ colored
troops. He was almost alone in his estimate of the
magnitude of the contest upon which we were just
entering, grasping the subject in its fullest propor¬
tions. The most advanced of all the statesmen who
were his compeers were far behind him. He saw
the advantage of liberating the slaves and employ¬ing them promptly, while It took years to conrlnoe
his countrymen of the necessity. It was a proudrecollection to him, doubtless, to-day, when seated
in the Senate Chamber alongside of the great chief¬
tain who led the armies, including the colored
troops, to our final triumph, and wno was able to
make these people so available In securing our suc¬
cess, that be had taken his course so early and ear¬
nestly in tbe right direction.

Alter the inauguration ceremonies I sat by General
Cameron's side. As we watched the procession that
escorted General Grant to the White House to enter
upon the duties tbe performance of which will
doubtless lead to tbe final pacification of our country,and listened with the deepest Interest to his utter¬
ances in relation to bis early efforts to give such a
direction to the war as would certainly lead to the
abolition and overthrow of slavery, is it any wonder
that he was gratified with such a scene as this? Yon
would have been Interested, as I was. If you could
have beard him exclaim, "This Is a most interestingsiarht to me. Only seven years since I recommended
the emancipation and employment of negroes as sol¬
diers, and in coqpequence of which I left the Cabinet, <

being too far ln/advance of my associates. Now, to
see a body of those soldiers joining In the Inaugura¬tion ceremonies, and escorting the President to the
White House, is a gratification beyond all power of
expression; and as I stood beside the President on
tne platform and heard him announce In bold, unmis¬
takable terms that these people should all have the
ballot, the change seemed almost too marvellous for
belief. It Is tbe most gratliylng scene of my life, andit is enough to have lived to witness It."
We arc entering upon a new career, with every as¬

surance that it will be a most successful and bril¬
liant one.

Cowpeas and Slaughter Houses.A (Spirited
Fight Between Jews aad Gentiles.

The regular weekly session of this Board was held
yesterday, Dr. 8tone in the chair.
Reports were received from Inspector Hudson on

certain cow stables. He represents that at No. 426
West Forty-second street, there is cow stable, kept
by George Enters, with five animals in It, situated in

a thickly populated neighborhood; but with the ex¬

ception that there is no manure vault connecting
ic with the sewer, It Is kept In good condition. Also
that there Is one at No. 138 West Fifty-second street,
a two story building, where there are Ave cows,
one horse and five pigs. The premises are described
as filthy, and the Inspector recommends that
after tbe pigs have been removed and
the premises cleaned, a permit be granted
the owners. Mr. Bliss, counsel for the Board, asked
that the Board pass upon the question whether cat¬
tle should be permitted in the city, but as there was
no report from the Superintendent it Whs reierred to

turn.
Mr. BUm reported the taking of evidence com¬

pleted in the alleged lime burning nuisance on West
Twelfth street, and the hearing of argument was sec
for next Monday.

Mr. Dntcher, proprietor of the hog rani on For¬
tieth street went, or Eleventh avenue, asked for a
reconsideration of the order to dls ontinue the
slaughtering of animals at that place. He stated
that there were about 10,000 slaughtered each day.
The matter was referred to a re.'eree to take evi¬
dence.
The petition of a large number of resident* of

HceKruau U1U protesting against tne granting of a
permit to John Eiser, proprietor or tbe
extensive slaughter house corner of Pint
avenue and Forty-eeventh street, consumed
nearly the entire session in hearing. ?
large delegation of indignant resident* were in at-
tendance. Messrs, Culver and Shaltz appeared (or
Mr. Eiser. and Messrs. Van Felt and Scott lor the
petitioners. From what transpired on tbe hearing
of argument it appears that some time ago the Board
authorized the Batcher's Association to establish a
large slaughter house on Forty-lourth street, where
they have had almost a monopoly of the business.
Mr. Eiser established a Jewish slaughter house,
and so successfully guarded the sanitary condition
of the neighborhood that the Inspector of the Board
recommended and the Board granted a permit to him.
Ills business was so succeasiul that he incurred the
displeasure of the whole association, and the cltizcns
joined the butchers in a crusade against him. The
Sanitary Committee or the Board visited his building,
and reported it in a high sanitary condition. Yes¬
terday tbe representatives of Beekman Hill tried
persuasion upon the Board at first to induce it to ro
back on its former action, and, falling iu that, Mr.
Van Pelt declared that if the nuisance was not
abated by the Board he expected that next summer
it would be abated In a more summary manner.
This threat riled Dr. Stone. Judge liosworin and
otuer members, and on the question being submitted
to vote Commissioners Swinburne, crane, smith,
Bosworth and Stone voted to sustain their former
action, and Mr. Mamerre to concel the permit. 1'he
delegation then left, very much disgusted at the
action of the Board In the premises.
