We find in our Southern exchanges a very

gtneral expression of satisfaction at the tenor
of President Grant's inaugural This is a

great point gained in the effort towards univer¬
sal reconciliation and the consequent greatly
augmented prosperity of our common country.
The remark of President Grant that "the

* country, having just emerged from a great
rebellion, many questions will come before it
for settlement in the next four years which
preceding administrations have never had to
deal with, and in meeting these it is desirable
.that they should be approaohed calmly and
without prejudice, hate or sectional pride,
remembering that the greatest good to the
greatest number is the object to be obtained,"
reflects the sentiments of the South on the sub¬
ject. The South hopes and expects that the
administration of President Grant will, during
the next four years, deal with its interests in
an enlarged and magnanimous spirit of patriot¬
ism ; that it will not be met on the threshold
of its restoration by "prejudice, hate and
sectional pride and that every encourage¬
ment will be extended by the general
government towards its complete reha¬
bilitation in its former rights in the
Union. The South does not want another
four years of exasperation between
the President and Congress.four more years
of struggle on the one hand to concede more
than the progress of events reasonably entitled
It, and on the other to withhold from it rights
which every consideration of justice and sound
policy entitled it to receive. "Security of per¬
son, property and for religious and political free¬
dom of opinion in every part of our common

country, without regard to local prejudice, " says
President Grant ; and on that platform the South
will, no donbt, have occasion to rejoice in a

beneficent administration for the coming four
years. It will be by acting upon this concilia¬
tory policy that the South will be placed in a

condition to help bring about that happy
era when "every dollar of the government
Indebtedness, unless otherwise expressly stipu¬
lated in the contract," shall be paid in gold.
Within three years, perhaps within two, the
Sonth may be better able to bear the burden of
oppressive taxation than the North and the
'country generally become vastly richer and
th« government credit correspondingly en¬

hanced. The South, we repeat, is now indulg¬
ing in the hope and expectation of a more

Stable, uniform and beneficial policy than that
which marked the administration of the gov¬
ernment for the four previous years, and
under that impression, as we judge from the
satisfaction expressed by its respectable jour¬
nals, it is prepared to go to work with renewed
¦eal and rigor.

A Tilt la the Coutltnmt Carta* Between
the Republicans and Monarchlate Abeat the
Future Form of the Uereraaieet.Iteaiarke
of the Speakers.

Madpid, March 0, 1869.
There was a stormy debate daring tbe session of

the Constituent Cortes yesterday. The republican
members made bitter attacks upon tbe Ministry for
their alleged monarchical proclivities. They de¬
manded that the Duke of Montpensier be divested
of his rank of Marshal or Spain, and accused the pro¬
visional government of endeavoring to smuggle him
Into the country for tne purpose of placing him upon
tbe throne.
General Prim replied that the Duke oould not with

Justice be deprived of his title of Marshal.
Admiral Topete, the Minister of the Marine, amid

great excitement declared that a kingdom with
Montpensier on the throne was preferable to a re¬

public.
Marshal Serrano made a calm and dlgnlfled speech

defending the provisional government from the
attacks of the republicans, asserting the sovereign
authority of the Cortes, and insisting that the deter¬
mination of a form of government for Spain and the
choloe of her future ruler should be left to the Con¬
stituent Cortes alone. Be deprecated the violent
pressure brought to bear upon the Cortes by the
republican party as impolitic and unfair.
In tbe course of the session Benor Figllerola, Min¬

ister of Finance, expressed himself in favor of free
trade, and advocated immediate but gradual refqrm
in the customs by the adoption of a compromise
tariff.

Havana, March 8, iw».
Latsr intelligence from Mexico ststes that ao many

executions had taken place that the people were
thrown Into the greatest trepidation and dismay.
The feeling of horror at the butchery was so Intense
that President Juarez had ordered a suspension of
executions everywhere In the republic.

All the officers held as prisoners were to be taken
to the capital and tried for treason. The rnmor that
Colonel Mayer, late of the United States Army, had
been shot proves to be incorrect. He is a prisoner,
however, and has been ordered to the oapital for
trial.
General Kegrete, the insurgent leader, had not

been found at the latest accoania. A report waa
current that he was not entirely routed, but had re¬
tired and was engaged in reorganizing his forces.

A letter from sefior Romero to a (nend says that
those who now clamor for a change of ministry are

the very persons whose opposition to the admini¬
stration fomented the recent rebellious movements.
Their motives, ihe letter continues, are ignoble, and
they represent but a minority of the people. Presl
dent Juarea will not heed their clamors.

NEW HAMPSHIRE ELECTION.
Marreea of the Republic** Candidates by In-
ofMNi Majoritiss A light Vote Ca«-
Hpeech of ilw Oararaw Elect.

Conoobd, March 9, 1809.
The returns from the State election show a smaller

vote than In November, but Indicate an increased
republican majority over March last, when Harri-
man was elected Governor by about 2,500 majority.
The election to-day of Onslow Stearns, republican,
for Governor over John Bedel, democrat, is pro¬
bably secured by 8,000 majority. Also a full repub¬
lican delegation to Congress and a large majority In
the State Legislature.
Dover gives Stearns 824, Bedel 444; a republican

gain of 106.
Manchester gives Stearns 1, 703, Bedel 1,822; a re¬

publican gain of 150.
Portsmouth gives Stearns 1,114, Bedel 863; a re¬

publican gain of 193.

Again thanking you for the honor of this visit 1 wish
you good night

VIRGINIA.

Hlotoua Proceedings in the Republican State
Convention.Contest for tho Organization.
General Fight Among the Delegates.The
Convention Brohen Up by the Citv Authori¬
ties-Division in the .Republican Kanka.

Pktkkshuku, March 9, 1809.
This morning the Republican State Nominating

Convention met in the African Methodist church, on
Main street, about one hundred and twenty dele¬
gates being present. These were divified into two
cliques, one in the Interest of Governor Wells and the
othtr favoring James H. Clements, of Portsmouth,
for the Governorship, in opposition to Wells.
Last night and during the entire morning there
was every Indication of a stormy Bession, because of
the deadly hatred of opposing factions. Early in the
day charges of corruption and mail robbery against
his Excellency Governor Wells had been published
and freely circulated, and this added to the excite¬
ment of the occasion. At twelve M. the Convention
was called to order by Dr. Gilmor, chairman of the
Republican State Executive Committee, following
which George Tucker was nominated as temporary
chairman by the Clements faction. A Mr. Jenkins
was then nominated by the Wella clique, and here
the scene commenced. Cries and yells from tne
Clements crowd met this Announcement, and the
church was shortly afterwards converted Into a per¬
fect bedlam. Motions and countermotions were
made, a majority of all present being on the floor,
yelling and declaiming in a horrible manner. Butts,
of Norfolk, claimed that Jenkins was not a delegate,
and Samuels, of Richmond, In a stentorian
voice, declared Tucker elected by acclamation.
A .vote was called for, but amid a
roar of voices teat drowned every attempt to main¬
tain order the motion was overlooked. At thin aLuge
of the proceeding* the excitement Increased to a
fearful pitch, and the Wells men pushed to the ros¬
trum, leaping over the railing that enclosed It, an¬
nulling the incumbent of the chair and others. Men
leaped from the windows, rushed for the doors, and
the crowd in the galleries descended en mtuxt. in

a few moments the place resembled pandemonium,
and the Major came forward with a force of police
to restore order. After a while the immediate ros¬
trum was cleared, but then another attempt to Beat
Tucker was made and another light followed, a
nephew of Joshua K. biddings using the cane Ireely.
Tucker was strffck on the head with a cane. Seve¬
ral members were beaten in a fearrul manner, and
the Mayor at length ordered the church to be
cleared. A Colonel Burke here resisted, and was
arrested by the police, and dunng his
exit from the church a chorus of yells
of "Dat's right" and "Don't let him go," filled the
church. All the while tables, benches and chain
were crowded with men on their feet, and during
the whole scene I)r. Hharpe, General Grant's brother-
in-law, and Judge Bond stood in a corner, quietly
surveying the riot. The church was cleared by the
police, the Convention being broken up aud the
party hopelessly split. They reassembled this even¬
ing, bot without accomplishing any satisfactory re¬
sults. This will eventually end in the establishment
of a grand administration party by a coalition of the
Clements' faction with the native white republicans.
Upon meeting of the Convention tills evening the

Mayor and police,at the instigation of Judge Bond
and Governor Wells, took entire control of the con¬
vention and would allow or no organization except
tinder their guidance an<! partial dictation. A num¬
ber of gentlemen prominent in their opposition to
Governor Welis were threatened with arrest unless
they kept their seats. By this system of control the
expect of the Convention is favorable to the nomina¬
tion of Wells.
The convention reassembled at ten o'clock this

evening, but the Committee on Credential* not being
ready to report it was adjourned until to-morrow.

morrow. and It is conceded that Henry C. Taylor, of
Montgomery, will be selected for Lleutenaut cov¬
entor.
The friends of Clements have to-night drawn np a

protest against the action of the Mayor of reters-
burg, and calling for a new convention, but the mat¬
ter later in the evening was abandoned.
