night of the lSlh of July, 1S05. The evidence showed
that the defendatii'j driver while driving rapidly
up the street struck the deceased either with
the pole of the wagon or ono of the
wheels; tnat she was knocked down and was
rendered spceciiesa and senseless; that she was
taken home, and her ankle and loot were found to
lie bruised and the bkin abraded. l>r. Ulaisdcll tes¬
tified that n was the only physician who attended
upon her. and tiiat In his opinion she died lrooi
dropsy and fright's disease ol t tie kidneys, aud that
the injuries she received could not have produced
either, 'these luctu appearing Mr. >ra tiltafer, ol
connect for ti<o deiendunt, moved to dismiss the
complaint, on the (rrouud iliat the plaintiff's proof
Bhoued tiiat her death was caused by disease and
not by injurle.', and tne motion was minted.

l)r. biaisdetl was brought from prison upon a
habeas corpus by the delendaut, and the piuliititl
wns unaware he was there, as he sw ore, until tils at¬
tention was called to hiiu by Mr. Hhaier on cross-
examination.

> highest number of votes shall be declared elected by the
Board of County Canvassers, who shall canvass the votes ; and
all tbe provisions ol law relating to tbe election of county
oifcers In said county are hereby applied to the election of
said commissioners.
On or before the fourth Wednesday of December In each

and every year the Mayor ef said <$*) sjall appoint as com
mlirioners of common school* as aforesaid tbe Ave persons
who received tbe highest number of votes for commissioner*
of common eohools wit to the votes received by such c«u.

THE Pl« YARDS 0F THE CITK.

KxHoiinntlau Before the Board of Hfellh.A
VVilonsn Hntrlla Hbeep and Ut Renewed la
llod.r.Horeeaboee and Heaweed mm Food.
In February last the Inspectors of the Board of

Health reported that between West Thirty-ninth and
Forty-first streets, west of Eleventh aveuue, Menem
Anthon, Dntcher k Moore were In the habit of herd¬
ing immense numbers of swine that perfumed the
entire neighborhood and caused the air to reek
with foul smells. On the 1st of March an order
was Issued for the abatement of the nuisance,
and the firm was ordered not to renew the
business without a permit from the Board. The de¬
fendants asked for a hearing before rereree Beth V.
Howley, which was granted, and yesterday a ses¬
sion was had for the taking of evidence. Tbe de¬
fendants, with their counsel, Mr. K. Rmerson, and a
number of witnesses were in attendance at nine A.
M.. and Mr. Hastings conducted tbe case for the
Board.
Frederick D. Trappea, trustee of an estata in the

neighborhood, did not consider the vanllng or swine
a nuisance, and bad heard no complaints from his

tenant*. From the evidence of Mr. W, A. rush,
man, of Franklin, N. J. It appears that about
6,000 hogs are herded there dally, red on corn,
washed dally, and removed berore night. He ex¬
pressed the opinion that the odors arising from
awlne is ooitducive to health. John B. Btnlin, pro¬
prietor or tbe Antbon llouse, situated sevent y leet
irom the ysrd, testified that he lited the smell of the
pig yards, which were not offensive to him or his
family, and by no means a nuisance. Ben Maneierr,
being near by, was highly Impressed with the neces¬
sity ol having these yards In the city, aa he declared
they made people healthy.at least this was his
opinion. Hamtiel Mcurow, a butcher living at M;i
Fort) -first street, had been In the habit of walking
among tbe awtae, ha declared, twenty times
a day, and considered the peas conducive
to heaith. "Indeed,'* said be. growing enthusiastic,
aa be progressed la his evidence, I believe tbe
smell or ail kinds or animals Is heslthy; many a
time I have came to nry aheep pens tired aad weary,
and, stepping in among them, 1 have expanded my
chest, drawa In the odors aristog from the sheep and
retired Invigorated and refreshed; I believe that the
biggest ladies and gentlemen In the city sbouid dally
walk through these pens. innaM the smeu coming
from the piga and be refreshed."

P. R. Aaberrv and William it. Lega-aM gave strong
teatlmony in favor of tbs dsreudam* and believed
that tbs presence of hogs In a neighborhood made
the people healthy. The latter stated that theM
peas were not nuisances as conducted, wbers the
iiogs were f»d on corn and watered, and not as ttiey
do on l#ng Island, where tbey feed their swine on
horseshoes and seaweed.

Tmi«4«j'i Operations.Havoc Among Part*
and Hwn^Oppoftition Might.Plana for the
Vatare.Contemplated 1UM oa Pile* of
Bricks and Hubbub.

A portion of the men employed to remove obstruc¬
tions from the udewallu and carriage wars of the
city, under tlie orders of the Mayor and Street Com¬
missioner, yesterday recommenced their operations,
which had been temporarily interrupted by the fes¬
tivities of St. Patrick's l)ay.

A force of seven men, consisting of three attaches
of the Street Commissioner's Department and four
carpenters, provided Kith saws, spades and axes, pro¬
ceeded up Broadway to Thirty-fourth street, followed
by a huge blue lumber wagon, Intended to receive
such obstructions 01 a portable nature as refractory
proprietors might refuse to remove. Some havoc
was made among posts and signs In the vicinity of
Wood's Museum, but no opposition was met with.
Flagstaffr, barters' poles, awning posts, banners,
hanging signs and other obstructions on the side¬
walk of Broadway, below Thlrty-fonrth street, have
rapidly disappeaied. People owning these Impedi¬
ments perceive a determination on tue part or the
Street Commissioner to enforce obedience, and now
lu most cases quietly remove them on being notified.
Since last l uesda) 230 notices have been served.

'i'ue owner of an obstruction Is always personally
served with tweuty-rour hours' notice to remove U,
if lie can be found; 11 not, the notice is put on the
objectionable article. Where the obstruction la
bulky aud not easily moved the time allowed by the
notice ih irequeutly extended.
Men have been sent to tue root or Morton street,

ou the iNortii river, between Washington aud West
streets, to ciear the paveineut in rrout or a large pork
packing establishment of a large uuuioer of oarrels
or pork and beef which blocu up the sidewalk. It Is
ai eged that the linn to whom they belong
have been uotiiled to remove tiiein, but refused
or neglected to do so. It Is Uie Intention of
tne Street Commissioner to bring suit against
ail persons who unnecessarily Impetus
the carnage way with bricks, mortar or other ruo-
b'sh, ii af.er duo notice they do not remove them.
Permits are granted to place buLdiug materials ou
the carriage way in front of bulidimrs to be repaned
or in process of erection, but they will not, it is suited,
in future be allowed to remain longer than aosolutcly
necessary. The xpace to be thus occupied by build-
iinr ma ertals must not lie more than two-thirds or
the carriage way in width, ten reet in height and
twenty-live feet In length, and the gutter aud tide-
walk in (heir vicinity must be kepi clean and unen¬
cumbered lor two weeks, unless sooner ttntwl
by the Commissioners to remove the same. Persons
accepting these permits become responsible lor all
datuaga oy reason of carelessness or accident. 1 ho
proprietor ol a lormidabie pile or bricks and rubbish
in West Forty-eighth street, between sixth aud
Seventh avenues, was lately notided to have it
takeu away, but refused. He was summoned to
appear and answer before Judge kevitn, of tfie Sec¬
ond District Court, betore whom the case ia sun
pending. It Is announced that every portion or the
city will receive atteution irom the Commissioner
and his assistants, and that after tne signs, posts,
awnings and bimtlar impedimenta have been re¬
moved, a determined onslaught is to be made on
the peanut, apple and refreshment standi, which
will receive no quarter upon refusal to surrender.

Tl>« Investigation.t'onilrlion- of the Pns-
mim.

Nine of the passengers
sent to Ward's Island have lert since Monday. The
colored cook, Ceorge llubbs, died ou Monday, aud
Henry Kowdcll, passenger, expired on Tuesday last.

The following communication, which the writer
beaded "Justice At Last.'" has been received at this
office, aud relates the experience of a pushengerof
.¦the fever ship" on a former voyage:.

Nkw York, March in, ih«».
To THB EniTOK OK THE liKRAI.I):
Sir.In the summer of i*«.; I was a passenger on

board tl.c Jamea Foster, Jr., and in common with
other passengers experienced great cruelty at the
hand* of her odicers. The ship was aaid to
have a supply of water on board luftlclent
for 800 passengers. There were in fact only ;>8ft pas¬
sengers on board, however, but we did not rcccive
half enongh water for our necessities during tile
vovage. Numerous comnlainta were made, bat
without avail. One young man In particular I re¬
member, became very much exhausted and craved a
drink of water on one occaaion. It was not fur¬
nished to him, and ne, perhaps rashly and unwisely
so far as he was personally concerned, threatened
tuat he would report the conduct of the officers of
the vessel to the authorities upon bis ar¬
rival at New York. He was immediately
handcuffed and lashed to the mast, In which
position be was compelled to remain several hours.
Another voung man, a passenger, wss detected in
the act of stealing a drink of water, and he, also,
was most cruelly punished therefor by the officers or
the ship. The food served out to the passengers was
very poor In quality and insufficient, and! lacked
water to such au extent (hat 1 was obliged to oolloct
rain water from the deck which Providence had
klndlv sent us.
Shortly after leaving, and while outside the port

of Liverpool, 1 saw two men inhumanly beaten by
the first mate, who knocked them down with a
belaying pin or very heavy clnb with such violence
as to make indentations on their heads. While they
were lying upon the deck the mate stood with his
foot on their heads, and because in their agony they
moaned, they were gagged and then handcuffed and
swung up to the mast.
The above statements are strictly true, and you

are at liberty to publish them If you desire so to do.

and deponent charges tn.it said Edward ordered the
lood aud consumed the same with Intent to cheat

In expiauatlon of his illegal action tn.- accused
assured the Court that be had often taken Ids meals
there, and Pfaff had more than on<*e given him
credit.
