DEFEAT OF SALNAVE IN HAYTL

CUBA.

A Cuban Court Martialed aad Nhet for Utter-
ing Seditious Crice—The Volunteers Agaia
Unrviy=—Address of the Ouptain General.

HAVANA, March 22, 1889,

The salling of the expedition with the Cuban potl-
tical prisoners on board, escorted by the Bpanish
war steamer Lealtad, which took place yesterday,
gave rise to intense excitement in thes city, and de-
monstrations of disloyalty were made In the shape
of seditious cries and expressiops of sympathy for-
the involuntary exiles.

A Ouban, laboring under great excltement, made
himsell consplcuous by his shgueting “Viva Ces-
pedes," “Libre Cuba,* and other expreasions of ani-
mosity towards the Spanish government. He was
arreated, promptly court martinled, sentenced to
death and shot at dusk in the evening.

A sontinel shol and instantly killed a police com-
misary named Romero, and the volunteers shot a
Spaniard and a negro.

Captain General Dulce visited the barracks and
iquisted the volunteers who had become enraged by
the demoastrations of disloyaity and desired to giut
their vengeanoe upon the populace,

Captain Genernl Dulce yesterday issued a pro-
clamation, addressed to the citizens of Havana, in
‘which he refers to the events of the day before, Ha
#ays s promises of maintaining order and justice
have been observed; the man who had just been ex-
ecuted was probably instigated by others to create a
disturbance, and It WaS necessary to act ln his case
with exemplary severity; at this very moment the
government was lenlently gending out of the country
fuore astute but equally culpable men. The pro-
olamation concludes wich a fattering adidross to the
Idl-ll!l volunteem.

On the morning of the
oth of Februsry our Minter, the capsain of the
Jason and Commander Abboit had so interview
with Ramo, Domingue's prinopal adviser and
secretary of the luterior, and acqusinted him with
rhe offer made by the captain of the Jason o con-
vey Domingue, his Cabinet and princi officers
thirty miles in the direciion of Jamaica. The offer
was made from motives of humanity, with Salnave's
consent, but declined. Aux Cayes 18 defended
on the sea side by three or batteries,
mounting one or two guns, Oo
informed at Aux Cayes, by the
Havtien Admiral, thatthe Mount Vernon was re-
portad to have arrived at St Murks for the useo of the
rebels. The above reporis include a copy of a
memorandum of military executions by the
rebel authorities at Aux Cl{;ﬂ. slgoned by parties
who are certified 1o by James De 1. , Un States
Consul, a8 bemg worthy of full faith and credit.
The details recount many acts of barbarity.
erd Atate smong other matiers that when the
men in_revolution desert the rebels their wives are
imprisconed, and, in many instances, shot. A iater
report from the Yantic, dated Februmry 26, siates
that Cape Haytien 1s surrounded by rebels, and that
the Inhabitants appear to be destitute. On
the 20th the Hayilen war steamer Salnave
entered  the harbor at  Gopalves, and that
evening the rebels attacked the town, but were
repulsed, ‘Ihe Mount Vernon was as auchor st St.
Marks, the town being in possession of the rebels;
but notuing about her Indicated that she was otlier
than a lawinl merchant vessel.
