The injurious effecU of the pro rata
freight bill which is pending in the State Legislature
were magnified to their greatest extent, and the
word was given that Central was gomg down from
twenty to forty per cent. An Immense short in¬
terest was thus developed, which attempted to
cover this morning. The opening price of the
stock was 165X, from which it rapidly advanced,
under large purchases by those to whom the
point was given, on the other hand, that
the Jencks suit had been withdrawn, and that the
four per cent Interest on the eighty per cent scrip
was lying in Duncan, Sherman & Co.'s ofTlce, ready
to be paid on the presentation of the certificates.
The excitement among the "shorts" at this piece of
lntelllgance became very great. The fear of a
"corner" Induced them to cover at Immense losses.
The "bears" sold at each successive step of the ad¬
vance, and thus kept up the fight, which Is likely to
result in a most desperate battle during the ensuing
two or three days. From the fact that a number of
the members* of the Legislature have been seen in
Wall street during the past week It to conjectured
that the Albany "ring" who were arranging for a
grand "break" in Central nave been sorely disap¬
pointed over the turn which the stock has taken.
While they were planning for revenge upon the vete¬
ran Commodore he has "twisted" them in a manner
which will vividly recall to their minds the fate of
their predecessors who were so badly used up In the
famous Harlem "corner." To-day, the telegraph in¬
forms us, they were in conclave over the pro rata
bill, while their great enemy was quietly laughing .

In his sleeve at their futile scheming. The effect of
this advance was sympathetic upon the whole
market, and prices rose from one to four
per cent. Pacific Mall went up to »a and
Rock island to 138.

The senator said he would like
to know how the President interpreted the law, to
which the President said:.

"I have consulted my Cabinet on that point. We
read It over carefully, i he law is not one thing at
one time and another thing at another time: it pro¬
tects the office holders all the while skgnlnst both the
Presldeut and the senate, aud I don't see how they
can bo turned oat at any tune except for cause. I
can ask the senate, ot course, tor permission to re¬
move a man. I have already done that. in three or
four cases without giving any reason*, but the Senate
cannot think I will do that in the hundreds and hun¬
dred* or cases in which politicians want ma to make
removals.
