Ever since tlie official announcement of the in¬

tended (iej arture of the political prisoners to Fer¬

ritin lo l*o or elsewhere an outbreak on tbe part of

tne volunieers on tlie occasion baa been anticipated.
you have Iksoq advised by telegraph, it came,

though in such a comparatively mild manner thai
Havana lias reason to congratulate itself, and hlf

Excellency the Captain General, evidently gratlUed
that tlie matter was no worse, hai issued an address

congratulating the people and commending the

volunteers. Tlie latter have been thirsting for the

blood of ";he lnsurrects," as the prisoners of every
class were styled, and it required the moral effect
of an order from Spam to enable the authori¬
ties here to ship them off. Their departure was ear¬

ned out, as foretold in the Herald. The Spanish
transport steamer Francisco de Borjas, Commander
La Hera, was selected for the purpose and was fitted
up for their reception. On Sunday moraine ahe was

brought down from her moottngs to the wharf,
below the Cabanas fortification, oppoalte the city.
The war frigate Lealtad, which escorts the Boijas to
her destination, left the harbor with tbe volunteer
guard about nine o'clock and waited outaide. The
wisdom of placing this guard on her la evident, as

had It been aboard the ahtp with the prisoners, the
simplest accident might have led to ft general
slaughter. The authorities had taken all possible
precautions against any breach of the peace, and
near half-past eleven the line began to move from
the fortress to the wharf. The arms of the prisoners
were bound aud they marched four abreast, with
two soldiers to each file. No accident happened,
and at half past twelve all had embarked. She
left the barbur about three o'clock. Meanwhile
an immense crowd had gathered on the city wharf
opposite, a law proportion of which were volun¬
teers In citizen's clothes. There was for a con¬
siderable time an immense deal of excite¬
ment, with noise and confusion, but noth¬
ing more. Finally ,

an altercation of some
character comuicnccd, variously described by
people present, amid which ft young
Cuban shouted "Viva Cespedes! Death to
Spaniards " and endeavored to make bis
escape in the conrusion. He was, however, struck
across tlie face by a gun In tbe hands of ft volunteer
and was maltreated by others, who cried out, "Kill
lam t kill blm !" A civil officer, corresponding to a
captain of police, interfered and succeeded in get¬
ting cnarge of the man and moved with him np
Obispo street to La Fuerza barracks, near the Plaza
de Armas. He was followed by a threatening crowd,
stigmatizing him as a traitor and calling for the
death of the prisoner, but reached his destination in
safety with his man. The. greatest excitement and
confusion followed, and the plaza was soon over¬
flowing with people. General Dulce, who evidently
learcd a disastrous riot, immediately went from the
palace to the barracks, Into which he had no sooner
entered than tne gates were closed and a maddened
crowd demanded of him the blood of "the lnsur-
recu" He was compelled to give orders for the im¬
mediate trial by court martial of the prisoner, and
in a short time he was declared guilty and shot.
The crowd in waiting outside recognized the

Solice captain as be emerged from the gate, and, as
e moved up toward tbe palace, followed blm with

threats and tnaledictljns. Arrived opposite tbe
Intendencia, or Treasury Building, he became
seriously alarmed and endeavored to euter
there. The crowd closed in upon him and he
was hustled into an angle of the entrance, when
the sentinel on duty there, exclaimed "is he tbe man
who wauted to save the traitor?" and, with an
opprobrious epithet, placed his musket to his head
and fired. The poor man leaped high into the air
and fell dead. It is stated that the sentinel was
aiterwards tried and pronounced guiltless, as ne
bad received orders to permit no one to enter where
he was stationed. The policeman, thus murdered
for dotng his duty, is a Cuban by birth, named
Bomeso. As stated he was uncle to the young man
who was executed and whom he endeavored to save
from tne fury ol the mob. Meanwhile strenuous
efforts were made b/ the authorities and some of tbe
volunteer officer* lb restore order. Only by tne
efforts of the latter was the crowd outside the gate of
La Fuerza barracks prevented from entering and
seizing the prisoner. The captain on guard at the

Salace succeeded in clearing the plaza and stationed
Is men along the streets enclosing it to prevent

their return. At this time a Spaniard named Kamon
Cailejar, clerk In a hardware shop, who got into an
altercation witn a volunteer for using his bayonet
too freely, was shot dead, some say by the volun¬
teer himself, and others by a person with a revolver
In the rrnwd. who mistook him for an in«urrect. A
negro was also lulled In another part of tne city,
accused of uttering seditious cries. Numerous out¬
rages on persons are reported, some of a serious, if
not fatal, character; and while there can be no donbt
of these m the mam it is impossible to get reliable
details or mem.
As uauai ail sorts of stories are afloat and plots bythe Cubans ana plots bjr tbe volunteers are even-where talked of. The former artfaccused of Inciting

a riot with Mine end in view, what it were hard to
tell, while the others are caarged with getting up
au excitement with a view of massacring the pri¬
soners or lulling a few Cubans. There Is little
doubt, however, that the demonstration was unpre¬meditated and resul.ed from the insolence of the
volunteers, who do not trust the authorities and are
fully aware that the city is at their mercy.

It is worthy of remark that though, as reportedby tbe Spaniards in justification of outrages com¬
mitted, seditious cries were uttered, such as "Viva
Cespedes Ueaih to 'oe Spaniards !" yet the foreign¬
ers present, without exception, insist, that nothingof the kind was beard, and that the trouoies all
grew out of the lawless reckless conduct of tue
volunteers in and out of uniform- As Uie evening
wore on tne people dispersed te their homes and allbecame quiet.
On Monday morning General Dnlce issued the fol¬lowing address, which was scattered in ali publicplaces aud posted about the streets;.

The reason for
this may be found tn the horrible cruelties winch are
b-lug practise! upon twin si ies, Uie ileuula o< * inch,
if known, woulu doubtless au»c the wofl l to h'au 1
aghast. Very little la said of them by either party,
yet It is certain thai the eye# of i>rnoaers have been
gou&eti out, their limb# cut from their i>o moj one by
one und their mutilated trunk# cut to pieces until
happily a vual point was reac&eJ or exhausted ua-
ture yielded. A^ain, wouudod men writhing in
ajiony on the battle Held are linlsbed with tne bayo¬
net or pistol ball, and prisoner#, are aliot down in
groups and tumbled into a pit like carrion. The
wer»t atrocities of Spanish history, surpassing those
Of any n.ition boasting or civilization, are dally emu
luted iu this nineteenth century. The bltternoss of
feeling between the Cubans and Spaniards surpasses
belief, and it And* expression in a manner unequalled
by the most savage aud barbarous people on the
globe. The better class of Spaniards, in their coolest
moments, win ta>k seriouslj of putting every Cuban
to the sword aud so annihilating them, as were tho
original inhabitants by their forefathers,' and, K com¬
pelled to abandou the island, they insist that they
will only do so when they have rendered it a desert,
burned every city and hamlet, destroyed every es¬
tate, armed the Atrlcans and Incited them to rapine
and outrage. Ou the other side the teeitng is no
leas bitter and is ntingleu witn the suprenieat con¬
tempt.
The Spaniards who come here are of humble

origin aud are "shopkeepers" by habit aud Instinct.
By thrift and Industry tuey acquire fortunes aud
generally return to Spain. The Cuban, who will
drive a hard bargain for the products of his planta¬
tion. despises the vendor of a pound or sugar or

of calico. It permeates all classes, too. Said a
utlful Seilorlta, daughter of untold wealth,

moving In the most aristocratic circles, and yet In
the brilliancy of whose eyes might be seen that In¬
evitable line of bine which Indicates the blood of
Africa.no disgrace here."I may have the blood
of a negro In my veins, but, thank God, not one drop
of Spanish." And this Is not unusual. The great
mass of Cubans would vastly prefer kinship to the
most degraded insect eater of Ethiopia to that of a
Peninsular. What a civil war between such foes,
with the innate cruelty of their commotk Moorish
origin, must be. cau be conceived without tne
details.
Our news from the Interior Is not favorable to

early peace. The railroad from Cienfuegoe to Sagua,
with the branch from Las Cruoes, is in running
order, but each mile Is guarded by aerenty-flve men,
which, as they are on duty at all hours, requires an
equal number for relief. They are occasionally
fired Upon by roving bands of lnsargents and one
or two killed. They sufier much from the sun, the
heavy rains and tin dews, and many of them are
sick. At both the northern aud southern extremi¬
ties of the road sugar is coming In very rapidly, as
all the planters are burning It forward as fast as
possible. Much of tt shows haste in the grinding
and putting up, and from not a lew of the boxes the
molasses runs freely. Letters from that viciuity
state that the crops even there must be much re¬
duced, while in other places farther east it will be
of but little value. Morales Rlos, chief of the artil¬
lery column, had been wounded In the leg, but was
recovering. Military operations are without Interest.
Tne insurgents have withdrawn from Alvarez, In

the jurisdiction of Sagua. On the arrival of the
troops under Colonel Araoz on the 18th the place
was tranquil. While there the rebels assassinated
three Spanish citizens. Tney took the road to car-
thagena, in Cienfuegos. Encounters had taken place
in Maguoraya, Mota and Santa crux. Great ac¬
tivity prevails with both combatants.
By tne arrival of the steamer at Batabano we have

dates from Manzanillo to toe 19th. The rebelB re¬
cently destroyed four estates In that Jurisdiction.
Fifty-eight volunteers, ail Cubans, had arrived from
Iiayamo. Tney met several bands of insurgents on
the way, but escaped molestation by feigning to be
rebels. The place Is still beBleged and random firing
occurs every night along the picket line.
Dates from Villa Clara the loth confirm the death

of I.orda, the Insurgent chief. The five dollar notes
mentioned heretofore as having been Issued by the
Insurgents are tendered the inhabitants by them In
payment of supplies, and they require change. If
any, tn gold. On the 14th the train ran for the first
time from Sagua to Las Cruces. Since the action at
Potrevillo the rebels had burned two estates near
that town, on the 20th ISO of them, well armed,
took possession of Agabama. The insurgent chief,
Horencio Jimiuez, had presented himself for par¬
don.
in Santa Cruz, the 20th, large supplies of stores

had arrived to be sent to Puerto Principe and other
points for the army in operation. It was reported
that (jucsaoa, with his command, had abandoned
the line of the north coast and moved toward the
south.
In Trinidad, Mantcaragua, which the troops seem

for some reason to have abandoned, had been re¬
duced to ashes by order or ex-Consul Cabuda, as
also the hamlet Omnia de Miranda. The situation Is
much worse than has been represented, and much
damage was being done. An encounter took place
recently at Palo \ lego, twenty miles from Trinidad;
aoo rebels were surprised and twenty-live killed, in¬
cluding Otto Schmidt, ex-Consul of the United States.
Information has reached here from Cardenas that

an expedition of some sort Is expected there and
precautionary measures have been taken. Seven
hundred troops had left for Macagua, and reinforce¬
ments are expected from Havana.

In the Jurisdiction of Matanzas a number of cane
fields have been burned, and a continued movement
of troops and volunteers Indicates tho presence of
Insurgents.
In Santiago de Cuba, the 18th, the government was

about returning the arms taken from private
persons.
Government has received information that a ves¬

sel has left the 1'utted states with 400 men, uoo ol
whom are American citizens. Tflejr have been be¬
trayed: IT captured in Cuban waters thej will surely
be shot.
un Saturday afternoon arrived the Spanish mall

steamer Madrid, from Barcelona via Porto Rico, with
fel troops, Inciudine another host of offlcers. The
Spanish transport steamer San Qulntln arrived on
Sunday last, with too troops and several offlcers,
from Corunna via Cadi*, Gibara and Nuevltaa.
Owing to the urgent call from various quarters of

the Island for reinforcements as many of the volun¬
teers of this city as possible will be sent to the Held.
General Onloe in hia address to the volunteers after
review said as much.
A new company of artillery volunteer* Is being

orianized from the spare hands and outdoor work¬
men of the artillery parque or this city, under the
name of M*e.«tranzade Artuierla.
The fifty prisoners sent here by Lientenant Gov¬

ernor Armfi'ian have been sent back for him to "dis¬
pose of" In accordance with the law.
The chief Alcaide of Manzanlllo has, without leave

from the superior authorities, come here to repre¬
sent to General Dulce the necessity of reiniorce-
meats there.
The recent news from tbe United States of the pro¬

posed sending of tron-clads to Key West, to be at
hand in case of complications arising here, and the
increase of the North Atlantic aquadron, have caused
much speculation here. The Cubans are, of course,
exultant, and the Spaniards a little cresttailen.
Among the Americans the propriety of getting away
before any such complications arise is generally
conceded, as their lives would not be safe from the
volunteers and the rabble thereafter.
Spanish gold has looked up again. One and a

quarter to one and a half premium Is now asked.

Outrage on Iks Aaertcas Plsf-Ct* sf the
Bri« Mary Lswsll-Wslmest of the British
Officer.excitement la Nassaa The Peraviaa
M.Itara.

Havana, March 24, 1M9.
Tlte British gunboat Cherub arrived here on Mon¬

day evening, bringing from the Governor of the
Bahamas b> tbe English Consul General here tbe
sworn statements of the Collector at Ragged Island
and other parties concerning the capture In British
waters of the American brig Mary Lowell, of New
York, by tbe Spanish war steamer Andalusia.
Tbe Custom House officer, Mr. Walter Wilson, who

had arrived at >'aasau In the schooner Margaret,
with the view of bringing tne matter to the notice
of tbe Governor, states that he was on board and
in charge of tbe American brig Mary Lowell, In the
capacities of pilot and custom house officcr, and
that he bad been so for a period of eighteen days,
and that be bad the hatchways sealed down with
the seal of her Majesty's customs. He says:. "On
the afternoon of the lfitb, about twenty minutes past
four o'clock, I was In tbe art of removing tbe brig
Mary Lowell from man-of-war anchorage to a aafer
place, known as "the harbor," when I was ordered
to heave to and lower my sails by the commander ofthe Spanish giiuiHjat An ism-la, who, findingthat I did not do so at once gave the order threetimes, in a loud vole, to (ire into us. I'pon this1 Immediately hove to, when a boat came along¬side. containing fifteen men, well armed, nadereiitninand of two officers, one of whom demunded
permission to come on hoard. 1 rrpi.ed thathe might do so in a private capnci.y, I sit not
as an official, and he came. H « nad not, how¬
ever, bee. in conversation more tuun a minuteor so when the order wna given by the c.iptalnof the gnnboat tor tne men in t.ie boat to o>>ard tnebrig, winch they accordingly did, and immediatelytook possession of her. I may here mention thatthe order, three tunes given, to tire Into as, was notexecuted, i<ecan«e an officer piai-ed his hand on theenpof the g'Hi to prevent It. I remonstrated wanthe officer wno boarded me (who, by the way, couldspenK Kngiish fluently), In as energetic a manner aswas consistent wltu my duty, asking him wnrthcrhe was aware of the Ibegi ity and gravity of tne setwnich ne was about to commit, and wnether lieknew that the brig Mary l/QWeil under my enarijewas an American ve»sei. and that «ne wa« In Hrttis.iwa'ers and under Hruisli prutml »n: an moreover,that I was an officer in the «tnp '>y «,r ner M*je-t» *government of ihe liahamast To which he iepuedthat lie was only oiieymg the orders or nis superi irofficer, lie then ordered me to get into the boat an 1go on board the gunooat, as the commander wa itedto sue me. With the six men that were with me inI he brig, four of whom belonged to her sud two Ibad brought from shore, I did as directed,and was taken on board the Spanish vessel. Iasked the captain what Ills Int'-ntlons were sndwhat he wanted with me, to winch lie simplyreplied that I must go at once on snore: to enanie
me to do so, he gave ra« the boat belonging to theMary Lowell, In which my brother, who was on
board the man-of-war, with myself and the two
men from shore, reached the land. The other four
men belonging to the brig, who were all britlah
subjects, weie detained as prisoners on board the
Spanish vessel. Hurmg Ihe entire proceedings as
thus narrated by mo tbe American flag was flyingfrom the main peak of the brig until I was obliged
Vi lower uiy sails,wuen It was carried to the side of tU«

vessel and spread o»er the rail. On our leaving ttie
Mary Lowell the American Ha; wan removed, unJ
almost imuiedia'tdy aiterwar is the brie whs made
last to tbe gunboat, and both proceeded to sea in a
Southwesterly direction.
Upon tne arrival of the news la Nassau tt ca-isefl

the lntensest cxcltemeut. It ivaa published in an
extra bv the Herald, aud all classes wero loud in
their denunciation of the aot. tne paper relerreJ u>
speaks of it aa "au outrage so wanton and unpar¬
donable in Its action as to immadlateiv demand mat
the most prompt and rigorous |teasures be at onco
adopted by our government to vindicate the honor
and integrity of the British empire."
The Governor Immediately cttnerel all po«siblo

evidence or the facts of the caa4 ami despatched the
gunboat Cherub with the documents to the British
consul here.
The vessel bad been held thgre for some time by

the Andalusia and other war steameis from Havana,
aud her captain, owing to this fict, had gone to New
York, doubtless for Instructions, leaving the custom
house offlcer, Mr. Wilson, in charge of the vessel.

It has been a matter of wonderment both here ana
at Nassau that the British government should have
permitted the Mary ho.veil to have been so long
blockaded in one or its ports. Doubtless this fact
encouraged the Spanish commaider to believe that
It would wluk at his capture of (he vessel.
The British Consul General, Mr. Dunlap, on receipt

of the information, wrote to tile Captain General,
reciting tbe same and asking for explanation. His
Excellency responded that he knew notnlng of the
matter and referred him to tbe Admiral, who re¬
turned tbe tame answer, with tbe addition, that if
the matter was as represented the commander or
the Anda.usia had acted without Instructions.

Lowell there is very great excitement here against
tbe Spaniards, and every one Is crying vengeance.
There are about loo Cubans here, and all are well
armed. The Cuban flag is flying from two of the
houses. The Spanish Consul here is very much
alarmed. The Guardlana remains In port. One of
the Peruvian monitors is now lying at Ragged
Island. She recently called at Fort Naranjo, Cuba,
and the patriot chiefs Manuel and Marcano went on
board and had an interview with the offloers.

The American Steamer Telegraph.Revolu¬
tionary Sehemee Opposition to Treaties
with the United Htatea.

Havana, March 24, IM9.
Advices from St, Thomas of 15th Inst, say that

the Amenoan steamer Telegraph, of which I spoke
in my last, proceeded to Pnerto Plato. Luperon
was on board, and npon her arrival the authorities
refused to permit him to land, threatening to shoot
him if he did so. The steamer then proceeded to St.
Marc, where on the 10th she remained, with Luperon
and other Dominicans on her. It is certain that she
Is Intended for the revolutionists of St. Domingo.Affairs there seem favorable to their canse. Baez
has sent directions to the Consul at St. Thomas to
make an amicable arrangement with Cabral If pos¬
sible; but it Is not thought probable that anythingwill be done. The Diarto of St. Domingo states
that many merchants of St. Thomas are seriously
opposed to the treaties between Baez and the United
States government, and in order to carry out their
Intentions have facilitated the acquisition of a well-
equipped steamer and two schooners by Generals
Luperon, Cabral and Plmentel. They are accompa¬nied by about 400 exiles mily prepared to conquer or
perish In tbe attempt. General Luperon Is to land
in tbe North, Cabral In the South and Plmentel in
the East. Much enthusiasm reigns, and It is ex-

Kted that the majority of the Dominican popnla-
i will join tbe movement, because they cannot

fail to perceive that in case or annexation the same
fate awaiu them that befell Tejas.

A later report mentions the arrival at Turk's Island
of Generals Luperon, Cabral and Plmentel on board a
schooner under the American flag, accompanied by
the exiles. They were to hare landed in tne North,
but railed in the attempt, and were making for Ja¬
maica.
The same journal reports tranquillity throughout

the republic, but reports from other sources mention
that the news or the expedition having left St.
Thomas caused much excitement.
The crops of coffee, tobacco and cocoa are very

abundant and the holders were expecting good
prices.

from Hnytl. On the 8th Inst. Salnave with his forces
encountered the revolutionists and had a desperate
light.

to Uke action In regard to the death of Mr. James
Harper, of toe Arm o( Harper Brothers, assembled
yesterday at three P. M. at the book store of Apple-
ton * Co., on the corner or Grand and Greene streets.
The attendance was large, and the feeling of regret
wblch prevails among the book trade at the loss of
such an eminent member and representative was
expressed In the countenances and hearing of those
who had assembled to honor his memory and ex¬
press their sympathy for his family. Mr. Roe Lock-
wood was called to the chair and Mr. Smith Sheldon
appointed secretary.
The chairman, after announcing the ontoward

event which had called them together, said:.We
have assembled here to-day to pay a tribute or re¬
spect to the memory of James Harper. Few names
are as extensively known as bis. No American vaa
so well known In this and other land*. All knew
the establishment of which Mr. Harper was the
father, and when be (the speaker) looked back upon
the time when that establishment was young It
seemed to him that they were reminiscences
of a bygone generation. In 181# Messrs. J.
A J. llarper. the original Ofiu, had a small
printing offlce, and that was tU% foundv
tion of the present Immense establishment. Dne
of the first books printed by the original Arm was
the "Ladies' Companion" for his (the speaker's)
brother. They printed for others also, and In a little
while they commenced publishing on their own ac¬
count Ihey published the ayerlcy Novels' and
many other works of standard literature. We have,
he said, atteuded t lie funeral serviMS mjmr de¬
ceased members of the trade, but in his (;ne Ipelk-er'») opinion, bis would be the most impressive of
all. It taught a lesson he hoped ail would heed. Mr.
Harper was a Christian gentleman, and this might
fo far to assuage the grief occasioned by his loss.
n« speaker concluded by hoping that all present

might so live that their latter ends would be like
unto his.
Mr. Kobert Carter then said he could look back

upon nothing with so much pleasure as the fact that
although he left the late deceased thirty years ago,
a man of the world, ror the last rew years he had
turned his attention to the things ot eternity. He
went Into a church on the corncr or Nineteenth
street an<i Fifth avenue, where he heard a Calvinls-
tic sermon, and he afterwards told the speaker, In

a luding to that sermon he would once nave scouted
the ideas conveyed in It, but now believe* them to
lie true. Mr. Harper told him to go there, and that
ir he turned his atteutlon to the eternal life he would
lie saved. He did not believe so thirty years
ago, but we are now nearer God than we
were thirty years ago. No doubt he who
is gone is In bliss at this moment. He (the
speaker) wss now addressing them perhaps Ior the
last time. Three weeks ago James Harper was as
likely to live as any present, ihe speaker said he
often asked hlin«eir the question, "Why do 1 linger,when ray generation I* past and gone*" Hut there
is work for all ot us to do. This Is a warning to
one ami atL and he hoped it might be regarded.

The annonnocni' nt made tn the i*pen yester lay
morniuif that the Senate Post Office Committee tail
agreed to report Ute bill Introduced by Senator
Fenton to "encourage the bulidluj of steamships in
the United States. and to provide for tlve transport
of the mails to Burooe by steamships built tn the
United status," has no doubt aroused public atten¬
tion to the Importance of having this subject properly
ventilated. To enable tne merchants of New York,
who are the parties most Interested In bavins the
ocean moll service performed by fast and safe ships,
to form a just estimate of this measure, 1 propose
brieOy to point out Its true bearing and objects.
The title of the bill sets out with tho specious pre¬

text of "encouraging steamship building In the
United states," but it ends with the true objects of
these lobby companies, who bave oombined their
forces, In hopes of carryIn* what they separately
failed to get last session. The real object Is dis¬
closed tn the words "and to provide for the trans¬

port of the mails in steamships built In the United
States." The three bogus "companies" combined
in this bill are the North American, whlctt proposes
to run steamers to Antwerp onoe a week; the sec¬
ond is the "Inevitable" Commercial Navigation Com¬
pany, and number three Is t&e "American Steam-
ship Company" of Boston.
Now Company No. 1 has the control of a lot of eld, j

worthless wooden steamers, such as the Arago, Ful- '

ton, Ac., which have been bought up by a capitalist,
whose name does not appear, for an "old song." If
this bill can be passed it la hoped that the specula¬
tion will prove a good one. The stock can then be
got on the market and the malls will go ta these su¬
perannuated vessels tn fifteen to eighteen days per
voyage.
Company No. 2 is the bogus concern which the late

Postmaster General refused to Have anything
to do with because ho found their bill con¬
tained a very black "gemman" in the fence.
The present bill authorizes and "directs" the
Postmaster General to contract with it, "in con¬
formity" with the aot which Postmaster General
Randall considered a fraud, to carry the mails onoe
a weec "between New York and Liverpool," and
"onoe a week between New York and Bremen or
Ufimfiufft," Ac., Ac, in Wrthertnce of the objects

of these enterprising individuals, they Art reported
to have sold quite a number of tickets to poor Ger¬
man girlsand others for passages in their steamships
during the present season, without having as much
as an old smoke pipe to show. It Is probable that
their new allies, companies No. 1 and No. 3, have
agreed, In consideration of the aforesaid al¬
liance and influence, to oome to their relief
and fnlfll their contracts. In no other way
can this be accomplished, for the parties to this re¬
ported transaction are wholly Irresponsible. The
Post Office Committee should require a full and ex¬
plicit statement of the number of tickets so sold, and
the amount received therefor, to be made nnder oath,
and also call for all contracts made by this company
with lobby and other agents to obtain the consent, of
Postmaster General Randall's signature to their
bonds, Ac.
Company No. 8 has been formed to purchase the

two wooden steamers projected at an Indignation
meeting held at Boston, when Mr. Cuuard withdrew
tbetfast of that company's steamers from the Boston
line. The steamers served as a safety valve to the
indlgnatlonists, and to relieve a number of the mer¬
chants of the "Hub" of ihelr surplus funds; but they
proved great failures in speed, and have since, like
the old tubs of Company No. 1, been bought
up for a song by speculators, who now de¬
sire to make a market for them.
This Is the manner in which the "building of steam¬

ships In the United States" is to be "encouraged" un¬
der this act. section two provides "that ail money
received by the United States from ocean and Inland
postages on foreign malls carried between the United
states and Europe be and hereby Is set apart for the
period of flfteen years, and is authorized to be ex¬
pended as herelnaiter provided."
The next section provides for a division of the

spoils, pro rata, Ac. It also, as a ruse, stipulates
that the mortgage thus to be made on the European
postages shall not entitle the contractors to indem¬
nity In case Congress shall reduce the rates of ocean
postage. What chance there would be to carry out
such a beneficent project as a further reduction of
ocean rates of postage In face of the active opposi¬
tion of three steamship companies can readily be
conceived by those who Know now such matters are
mauaged here.
What is the use of such a body as the New York

Chamber of Commerce, if they do not look into these
matters and inform Congress of all these mischiev¬
ous Schemes to Inveigh It Into "authorizing and
directing" the Postmaster General to do acts so man¬
ifestly Injurious to the public interests f
There is unquestionably a desire existing In Con¬

gress to do something to entourage the establish¬
ment of first class Amerloan steam lines on the At¬
lantic, but up to Uils time no prominent capitalists
or merchants bave comc forward with an offer to
build and navigate the right sort of ships. The field
til in poaawton of . tot of tobtojrluM, more or loss re¬
spectable, but nevertheless mere lobbyists. Some of
the least respectable of tne class are using the names
of good men as backing them, but 1 learn on applica¬
tion to several of these gentlemen that they knew

This steain trade
will so increase In magnitude from year to year
(Judging by its constant progress in the past) thai
the city of New York will scarcely afford lacilttles lor
the augmented business, ir this trade Is so groat
under ordinary circumstances, let us consider what
It will be when the great East India trade is centred
In New York: when Jersey City, Williamsburg,Brooklyn and both shores of the Hudson for mites
will be lined with steamships and sailing vessels
waiting for the India freights that will bo brought to
us br oar Pacillc railroads.
The present generation will live to a«e this. If we

exhibit any wisdom in onr government coanctu.
We nfeouHl commence now to prepare for the greatcotnmeVclal Atrufcffle that Is tocome, an I our govern-
meat should at onoe hold out inducements to our
merchants to start new lines. Congress ought
even (for the present! to withdraw the restric¬
tions «srlth regard to buying foreign ves¬
sels. and let na purchase the tastes; and best steam¬
ers that can be built on the Clyde, since, owing to
the high duties Imposed on articles used in ship¬
building, It Is Impossible for us to compete with
foreign ship constructors In building either steamers
or sailing vessels. The steamers now run by the
French are English built and of superior construc¬
tion to the ola style of vessels. Why. then, should
we not adopt the same class of vessels and drive
both French and English from the track f

It may be a selfish consideration to wish to deprtve
onr neighbors of a share of the profits of the carry¬
ing trade, when there are apparently enough tor all;
but as this trade of right belongs to us we should
never allow such a reflection to be cast upon our en¬
terprise as to permit any other nation to snatch this
rich prize from our gra-<p.
The power of a nation Is measure! by Its com¬

mercial prosperity, as may be Illustrated by that
little lron-t>oand island, England, which dictates
laws to the maritime world, and consunttv holds
the balance of trade against ail other nations. As a
military power, she is respected by all the world,
and ahe nolds, commercially the same position that
we conld hold If we wou>d take advantage of the
opportunities that are aod will be thrown In our

Otir shipbuilding Interests are so mnch neglected
that ths sound of Hie ship carpcuter's axe is
seldom heard in sni part of tue Union. Over
360 vessels were destroyed by tbn Alabamas,
Florid as and Humters, fitted out t>y the relx-is in the
late war, and tan,000,000 worth or our property lut
been sank In the ocean. It should lie me aim of
legislation to relievo those who have smiered so
heavily from the commerc.al reverses or the rehel¬
lion.reverses due to the neglect of the government
in not fitting out a fleet or cruisers able to chase the
reoei privateers from tne ocean.
Heavy duties are now imposed on cordage. iron,

copper and other articles employed In the business.

Cloae of the Examination by Ike Cominlulort-
rn of Emigration.Farther Corroborative
Testimony.A Tale of Unexampled Horror*

. on the Broad Ocean.
At three o'clock yesterda y the further taking of

testimony in the case of "Carer against the ship
James Poster, Jr.," was resume I at Castle Garden,
In pursuance of adjournment, before Commissioner*
McElroy and O'Gorman. Mr. George Smith wa»
again present to watch the proceedings on behalf of
a number of passengers, and Mr. ilubbard con¬
ducted the cross-examination of witnesses on behalf
of the owners of the vessel. The testimony elicited,
while It corroborate 1 that of ail previous wituuwea,
and went still further, und disclosed some of the
most *lckenlng details of murder, brutality and
starvation on board that "ocean hearse," the James
Foster, Jr., whloh it is possible to oonceive.
There were three witnesses examined at length

yesterday, whose evidence, given in a calm, unpre¬
judiced, straightforward manner, could not fad to
impress one with their truthfulness, especially as tt
agreed almost to a notch with what has already
been fully published in the Hbrald. Below will be
found the principal facts,tn the testimony of the last
witness, who was a passenger cook on board, and
throws more light oa tho matter than has yet ap¬
peared:.

TESTIMONY OP TITOMAB BOUNT>*Y.
I shipped on board the James Foster, Jr., on her

last voyage, as passenger cook, and was afterwards
converted Iqco an ordinary seaman; I signed a book
at Hart's, No. 81 Waterloo road; I did not know the
ship was to sail In the morning, and he sent his mas
with me on board at eleven o'clock; I was never »a
board a ship before; Mr. Hart's under agent, Mr.
Prior, told me I would have to clean between decks
and cook for the passengers; he would not allow me
to fetch cooking utensils nor yet a water can: he to«d
me I would be In bed every nlgtit, and that I would
be served from the ship's galley: I brought some
cheese and superior bread wltn me for a change.
Commissioner O'Gorman.Was any Inspection ef

the crew or passengers made when yon w<»nt on
board f A. Yes: tne dav we weighed anchor, which
was the 18th of December, 1888. we were called aft,
and one John Williams, nnder agent for Mr. Trai-ey,
of the Black Ball line, of Liverpool, was passing br.
and he said to me and another young man named
Colson, "God d.n it, why have you not gut a mon¬
key jacket on to make yon look something like a
sailor f" we said we thought our clothes were good
enough; he said, "There Is a man coming on
board and he is a detective, and if be asks
you where you are going or anything
like that, tell him yon are, working your
passage like a man. but don't tell him yo«
paid any money!" that lead me to think I was
swindled out or mv money. I asked one of the
men on the tugboat who that man was, and he
told me he was a commissioned officer; for the
first week we got our provisions very regularly,
and 1 had no cause of complaint; alter that It was
different; when 1 was detailed to do other work
than cooking, I told the mate I shipped for a pas¬
senger-cook and paid two pounds Ave; he said 1
would have to work as a sailor till I reached New
York; 1 worked on deck as a sailor; I have seen
the passengers, In several instances, turned out
to work at twelve, one and two o'clock
at nlglit; I never got a stroke or an
angry word from any person with the exception
that when I went for provisions to ttie captain or
mate, 1 was told to "oe gone you son of a b ;"

I have seen passengers struck by the first mate and
carpenter several times; 1 saw the first mate strike a
passenger olose by the galley door, and knock him
right against the bulwarks and he fell on the deck;
