tUe Senate oy a teat vote this afternoon took op the
consideration of the bill for a redistribution of the cur¬

rency. The House committee have decided to await
the action of the Beuate, and make their amend¬
ments to the bill when U reaches the House. Thoy
received a letter to-day from Comptroller Hulburd,
in which he proposes to Issue fifty millions of four

per cent bonds as an additional capital to the na¬
tional banks, and to retire a similar amount of green¬
backs. With all this it u the impression in the
street that no change will be made in the
law during the present session of Congress.
The change which should bo made is the
repeat of trio law entirely and the adop¬
tion of measures which will give the government
the benefit of banking in so largo an amount ot cur-

reuoy. The natioual banks were created to make a

market for government bonds, and that object was

long aince attained. The cancellation of the na¬

tional notes and the issue in their place of addlflonai
greenbacks would no» impair the national credit,
except with the gold gamolcrs. The great mass of
the community prefer the greenback to the other
note. Their confidence would offset the speculators'
disparagement. The Boston banks are seemingly
anxious to disclaim participation In tlu movement
proposed at the meeting a few days since in
aid or expansion. Tho cry that redistribution
will curtail capital in New England is aptly met
by a correspoudcut of the Advertiser, who says:.
'The capital of the banks was lent to the govern¬
ment and the interest-bearing bonds of the United
States taken therefor. Those bonds were then
deposited as security for the national bank currency
with a margin or ten to tweuty per cent. If the
notes are called in the bonds cau bo sold for much
more than they cost, and there will be a new

demand for theui made by the new banks
organized in the West and South, to which
the circulation withdrawn from Massachusetts
will be distributed. The banks of Massachusetts
will lose (he profits of circulation, but will have
more capital to lead to the business community than
they had before, as they will have the margin be¬
tween the amount of circulation and the market
value of the bonds now pledged as security for
thein to lend to individuals, alter the sale of the
bonds." And the /*o.st suggests:."If their circula¬
tion is reduced they will get a portion of their bonds
from Washington. Could they not be sold, and the
proceeds loaned in lieu of the circulation? in fact,
would they not bring tea per cent premium, while
they are pledged at Washington at ten per oent dis¬
count ? Could not the difference be added to the
loan, and thus afford the business community in¬
creased facilities?"
TUe money market showed the steady approach of

the stringency expected with April 1. The banks
are shipping currency to the country and receiving
very little >n return. Call loans to-day were made
at widely varying rates of interest. There are some
houses who never usk more than seven per cent
currency. Outside of these instances and of cases
where mutual friendship or the question of favor
cnterod the lowest rate was gold interest. Between
stock houses loans were made at as high as ono-

eightii per cent per day in addition to the legal in¬
terest. Stocks we. e turned at an eighth. For "car¬
rying" tluriug periods extending from ten tv thirty
days one-half per cent was paid in addition to full
interest. These high rates have demoralized the
market for commercial paper, where the best doable
names ate ottering at from ton to twelve per cent dis¬
count with very little doiug. Those wlio are calcu¬
lating the probable duration of ther stringency look
for an immediate return of funds commencing on
the 1st of April, New York being tlie settling point
for a great many country engagements. Last ytar
the money market did not begin to work comfort¬
ably until tho second week of April.
The feature of the street to-day was the "brflik"

in foreign exchange, the choicest bankers' steiliag
sixty days' bills selling at 108, with fractional con¬
cessions for large amounts. The same grade of
sight bills were offere l at lost. These figures make
it profitable to bring specie this way, aud some
$4,000,000 in gold are now en route. Of tills sum
oue million in sterling coin is coming to a prominent
German house. Two millions more were to leave
London to-day to catch the steamer to morrow, con¬

signed to a well known Anglo-American bank¬
ing firm in the lower eud of the street.
Gold shipments turned this way jnce bofore
since the su- pension of specie payments.viz., at
the close of the war, when there was, as now, a very
largo foreign demand lor our bonds, wliiyh, with the
exports of our produce and cotton, left the balance

Tbe stock market presented tbe paradox of buoy¬

ancy and activity In tbe face of greater activity
in money. Tbe explanation probably lies In
tbe fact that the cliques and others who
are "long" ot stock have made time
contracts for loans, bridging the present
period of stringency. They are thus enabled to flRlit
down the opposition of the ' bears," while frighten¬
ing the "shorts" into covering, the latter perceiving
the danger which they run If they now fail to do so

In fulfilment of sal** made against this period of
expected depression. New York Central was quite
active, going up to 161 under reports that pro rata
was to be beaten In the Leglslatuie; that measures
would be adopted to authorize the capitalization of
the scrip, and that Mr. Vanderbllt started for Albany
this morning. Those who are acquainted with tbe
Commodore's opinion of the lobby will not be In¬
clined to believe that his visit, If lie be
really gone there, has anything to do with
legislative favors.
