souls, Oceasionally the causes of (hese dlsasters
were very trivial i their nature, and by the proper
equipment of the vessels wilght have been averted;
but in the abscnce of such precnutionnry measures
there have hoen appailing culininarions, that for the
tglme startled (rom thelr léthargy the men ap-
poloted and handsomely paid to see that the

faws mado and providel to avert such o~
Anmities are complicd with. The existence
of the stain that the proportiouate loss of

life by steamboat disasters is greater with us than
with any other natlon doed uot add muoh Lo the
Infated repututions thesa oMclals often possess,
The HERALD in times gone by bas fully inquired luto
the matier whore tuls noegilgence ln exeouling o
wighteons law rosts, and has given the subdtance of
puoch investigations to the publle, fully showing that
by tgnocance and crlminal eoilnson such men have
eontinued to contribute their share to the disastery of
steambonts on the s=a and i1 tiibutaries, the loss of
Aves and the horrors tucident to which are conceded
nniversally to ba the mosb frightfud of all témors.
