Appreliended Troubles in Finland=—Russla and
Western Europe—General Asntogonism To-
wards Russin.,

5T. PETERSBURG, March 0, 1889,
Something is going on in Finlard. Some persons
believe that this seerningly out of the way nook whil
give us plenty to think about and to do one of these
days—os much as Poland in her tume, perhaps. We
bhave been found fault with enongh oo account of
our oppressive management of Poiand, whose hatred
and rebellions tendencies have besen explained and
justified on that plea. 1do not lotend, just at pre-
scnt, to enter into a dissertation na to the justico of
our respective policles, though I will do 8o, histor-
cally, some day when [ sball mot D@ 80 hard
beset by avusagnce of slrictly contemporary
matters—questions du four—demanding  im-
mediate  discassion. I will  merey remark
that, admitting that ounr cours® in  Poland
made the people our Inveterale enemies by being
violent and oppressive, it would seem, in the natu-
rul way of logical coneatenation of causea and el-
fects that an opposite courss shonld have an oppo-
sile result. Now, starting from this poaition, we
suould Lave no more devoied aud grateful adher
outa than our Finnish neighbors—1 scarcely venture
0 say suljools, so lttle are they subjected to Lus-
glan rule, beyond being gathered uunder the same
Crown—o mere “personsl uolon,' asthe Germuns
call the tie which subsists oniy iu the person of the
Buvereign, with cowplete administrative agtouomy.
This is exsctly Filgland's case, she has her own
laws, iustitnuons, her own distinet sdministrative
sysiem, riglits aud privileges; her own religion, her
own schoels, o wineh her own language i3 tauzht,
and wial s the reswit? A decided leaning towarnds
Sweden, which = namural in 8o far that
the old order of things not having been inter-
iered with nor superseded by anoctaer, tuere Las
Leen o reason way it sbhould not have kept its
grousd, not voly i iself, but with all 1ts old attend-
lug assucialions.
