Havana, March 31, isao.
While there Is now no doubt that the coasting

steamer Couiaiultiario was captured by s party going
on board front here, a persistent attempt has been
made to create an opposite impression, with a view
of diverting suspicion from those remaining here
who had to do with the affair. To such an extent
has this been carried Hut a statement, purporting to
have been signed by the captain and a large numberof people on board, was furnished the Cardenas
BoU-tin, which published it, and it was afterwards
recopled In all the papers here, and though on carefulscru'iny it bears the impress of fabrication, it
nava.rtv*>*l avapv Ann It u-aa «itih<4A.

quently contradicted by the So/ tin, and the material
facts stand as before published In the Herald.
Don Angel Lotto, a native of Santiago de Cuba,

nephew of the Spanish Colonel Lotto and brother of
a naval officer of that name, acted as leader of the
party, lie had been unfortunate and was driven to
desperation by need. He speaks English with
fluency. A man named Camacho, a seaman, who
had been mate of a vessel, took command of the
Bti:p. Don Juan Lopez, an engineer of the coasting
steamer Alfonzo. and altcrwards of the Matanzas
inud machine, was, however, recognized by the men
as the head of the expedition. He had been in

prison for alleged conspiracy.
The passengers were landed on the coast and were

taken up by the gunboat Ana and the coasting
Steamer> ardenas. Trent the passengers it ts known
that when tue party took possession one of them
placed a pistol at the captain's breast, another
pointed one at him from behind and one placed
himself on each side witn a machete, and he had
nothing to do but surrender, it is said that there
were |J1,000 belonging to the govermeut on the
vessel, and the captors demanded a loan of $300
from each of the passengers. Three Spanish sailors,
four coal-feelers and the same number of coalheaverswere retained on board. The captors strenu-

docuiueut to the effect that the steamer had been
attacked ami taken by a considerable armed force in
a launch, which sank tn the struggle. This they
resolutely reiused, but such a paper was signed by
others on board. The Comanditano was subsequtuilvsighted between Great und Little stirrup
Keys under sail, slie probably having little coal.

that ulthough the press controversy between Prussia
and Austria has eujoyod a brief pause, It appear!
that they have taken up the cudgels with renewed
energy. The North German Gazette leads the way
and hints that although the other journals pubiisli
that Count d'Usedom, the Prussian Ambassador,
was recalled from Ploreuce in order to pave the way
for a reconciliation between Prussia and Austria,
such a tale, however, Is too absurd to merit a denial.Tho Elberfeld Gazette reproaches Prussia with
having treated Austria with too much consideration
iu the atfalrs of C'ouut d'l'sudoiu. The Gazette oj
Oolovne has evidently a tendency towards Austria
and remarks iliat the presence of the Prussian Ambassador,Karon Wcrther, at the Court of Vienna is
a barrier to any friendly understanding between the
two countries.
Austria Ih not the only object of these attacks of

the Prussian press, and If the North German (laziti*
observes a certain reserve towards France, the Gor»
retponOanoe of Berlin lifts the mask and resolutely
curries on the tight respecting the territory acquired
by I ranee since the sixteenth century. Other Indicationsbesides the comments of the press, tend
towards the same pugnacious views. The Prussian
government has submitted a plan to the Federal
Council tor the purpose of augmenting the extraordinarycredits already granted to tho navy and
coast defences, by 0.000,000 ibalers. Without attachingtoo much attention to these newspaper
wars, there Is evidently something brewing thai
must shortly give evidence of existence.
A traveller, traversing Ucrmany on his way to St.

Petersburg, writes that great acuvlty is reigning
throughout Prussia. At Konigsberg two bastions
aro being constructed ut the station. Tho detencei
01 Miudeu and Olrschau are being completed. 1h«
suburbs of llanover are being actively put on th«
defensive by huuurcds of workmen, and heaps ol
fascine wood are seen on every s do, and It Is selfevidentthat the Prussian policy Is to place evorj
railroad station on a defensive looting. On the line
between llromberg and Krtnigsberg hundreds of cari
are standing, ready for the immediate transport 01
men, horses and material ol war.

Iliat a thorough reorganization of the Hoard of
Education as at present constituted Is demanded by
high considerations of public order and decorum is

The Intelligent reader will not confoundthis suggestion with the Idea that a reconstructionof this Hoard Is to Interfere with the local boards
In (he wards; for thai litis never been thought of by
the advocates of tlie bill now before the Legislature.
Nor Is It In contemplation (o disturb, in th'< remotest
degree, the present s.isbin of Instruction in our
uelioola; and the ciTonsof Home zealous friends of
ttio tirauAiit organization of tho Itoar.l of Puliu-ufl/vn
Ill the ilclem o of our popular system of education
arc simply thrown away.
Again, if It were the role object of the leailera of

the democratic party in lint* urging the parage of
(lie bill to reconstruct the lloarii of Education to
seize upon the patrnnag" ut Its disposal, It Is ulrctbly
in their grasp: nothing I on lu r need he saiil or itone.
A mige majority ol the liourtl are democrats, who
owe tncir promotion to scats in the lloartl to thoir
connection with tlio "ring," as It is culled, and are
hoinul to bo governed by tliul lutlueuce. On this
point nothing more Is required.

It la of the first imporUiic t to the wholo pooplo ol
tills great metropolis that the large sum nuunally
levied upon the iaxpaveis for the education of tiieir
children should be wisely expended It Is the anuso
of tnc authority and the corrupt use of the largo
means entrusted to its direction by law which calls
loudly fur a change ol the lining luflucncu in the
present Hoard ol Education.

Alt legislation, whether mate or local, concerning
our common schools, Is based upon the most broad
and liberal principles of enlightened Justice, snd the
appropriations are of the most general charaetcr.
Indeed, the whold subject of the education of (he
youth of his city has commanded the best ciforts ol
the reflecting minds of all classes of men of science
and ol letters. In return (or these great advantage!
the parents and taxpayers haven right to demaml
a faithful discinirge of (lie high anil delleiite trusts
committed to the hands of tne Hoard of Education
and Ite subordinate odloers.
