The explanationwas to be found in tiie lact that up in the
law library of the House 8am Ward, Butler's "Bismarck,Jr.," of Impeachment notoriety, had set out
an elegant lunch, with plenty ol champagne
to wash It down, to which he invited all
the members, without distinction of party.
Jugt back of the lobby is the room of the
SergeanUat-Arms. Colonel Ordway. Here, too,
was a lunch,'strictly temperance, though: only coffee
to be had in the way of beverages. It was ot a more

public nature than Sam Ward s, for Ordway's invitationextended to all the members and eiunloyes or
the House, even down to the little pages, with Ordway'sattraction at one side of the hall, and that of
Sam Ward at the other, Mr. Speaker Blaine was

few measures got through without resistance.

City Nominations Not Acted Upon.
Both houses remained in session to such a late hour

this morning as to prevent giving an v but the meagrest
account of what took place. Tue doors of the Senate
remained closed until four o'clock, the Senators
being occupied all that time m discussing nominationssent to them by the President. The debate on
someot the names was more than warm; It was
occasionally sharp and personal, especially about
James M. Ashley, candidate for the Montana Governorship;also tliree or four of the New York nominees,including Bailey and Wadsworth. Before
the Senate took Its recess at four A. M. the
anxious expectants for confirmation had gradually
withdrawn from the lobbies of the Senate and the
only occupant of the waiting room was Bailey,
nominated for Collector of the Thirty-second New
York district, the richest gift in the revenue service,
who evidently went in for fighting it out on that
line II It took till daybreak. The coalition, however,
between l-'enton and Raymond, as exemplified in
this nomination, failed to work in a satisfactory
manner, for the ire of Conkling was aroused aud the
senior Senator from New York succeeded lu
smashing up the slate for the time being by
allowing all the city nominations to expire
with the fall of the gavel. Whether Grant
will renominate theBC New York gentlemen, who have
caused so much trouble among tbe Senators, or
whether he will withdraw them, is a question by no
means easily answered. The Balleyltes assert that
his name and those of all the other New York
nominees, except Wadsworth, will tie sent to the
Senate again on Monday next; on the other hand,
the anti-Bailey ites state that it is almost a certainty
that Grant will withdraw the names of such men as

llalley and Wadsworth, against whom charges of a
serious nature have been partially sustained, sooner
than involve the two New York Senators in a dlitleulty,which could not easily be adjusted and which
from present appearances is looming up in the
future.

Which met in Richmond, Va., on Tuesday, tne 3d day of l»eoember.iso7. to the registered voters ol said State rwfstertd
at the date or said submission for ratification or rejection, and
may also submit to a separate vote such provisions or said
constitution as he may deem best, such vote to be taken
either upon each of the said provisions alone or In connection
with the other portions of said constitution, as the President
may direct.
Sic. 2. That at the same eleel Ion the voters of said State inay

vote for and fl *ct members of the General Assembly of said
State and ah the ofliceis of said State, provided for by the
said constitution, and Members of Congress; and the odlcer
commanding the Dl-trict of Virginia shall cause the lists of
registered voters of said State to be revised, enlarged and
corrected prior to such election according to law, and for that
purpose may appoint »ucli registers as he may deem necessary;an .sai l elections shall be held ami returns thereof
made in the manner provided by the acts of Congress commonlycalled the "Reconstruction Acts."

Santiago pk CTba, March 21,1819.
The tidings received here from the districts in insurrectionare satisfactory to those who love the

liberal cause. The liberating forces are again pushingtheir operations in the vicinity, and with the
small number of troops here, barely sumclent foi
garrsion duty, tbe Catalan volunteers are beginning
to leel less enthusiasm aud eonlldence In their ability
to extinguish the revolution.
Five days since a tram left here with supplies foi

the Spanish garrisons in San Luis, El cristo and
Palma Soriano, under escort of 300 troops, but aftei
several days' absence were compelled to retlira
without relieving the garrisons in question, it was
found that bodies of Insurgents were near Yatayabe
and Hongolosongo tn'sufflcient strength to prevent
their advance.
