Last year the banks continued cncroachin ; upon
iheir reserve until the last wgek of April, and a tfiflcrentcojaso can hardly be expected this year, when
the season lias been so backward In general tia le.
The spring business has not opened with any great
briskness, and tlio merchants have delayed, many
engagements, owing to the dilliculty or obtaining
money at rates snort of usury- Tho active speculationin the s.ock market has created a demand there
which ubsoibs a groat deal of the funds usually
available tor mercantile purposes. Commercial paper
cannot ue discounted at less than 10 to 12 per cout for
me ucu names. ordinary paper Is subjected to a
shave'' of as much as flttcn per cent. The consequencets tlia many business men who act from the

principle that it Is unwise and unsound to borrow
money ut such rates, refuse to make any move ment,
wliiio others hold that they cannot mako profit
enough to allow their paper money to go at such a
discount.
