Even the interesting develop-
mente concerning the New York Lord bond rob-
bery, and the confession of one of the robbers
of the Boston broker, Gooding, only dis-
plose practices on the part of the detectives
that are familinr enough to the detective
#'rings” in London, New York and every
wthergreat metropolis, Butthe Massachusetts
legislative committee of investigation is doing
' good work in bringing such practices to light
and branding them as infamous. The commit-
fee, however, will err if it shall decide to con-
duct its future hearings in private. It is well for
the public to learn that a detective may often
e as dishonest as the thief whom he is pursu-
ing. When fully assured of this deplorable
ffact the public will insist on a therough reform
of the detective police system. Let us hope
that it will at length become as unsafe for de-
gectives to be in collusion with thieves ag It s,
or ought to be, for thieves to steal. Some
sneans should be devised immediately for pre-
wenting such a distribution of spoils between
burglars and police officials as that which ap-
pears to have followed the Lord bond robbery.
Bond robheries would then decrease in num-
ber Instead of multiplying, as ai present. Is it
too much to expect honesty, as well ns vigi-
lance, perseverance and energy, from the
Vidocqs and Javerts of the future ?

1t 1% mot very long since the United States were a
party to an important question In the court of
nations, which went very near to affecting fatally
their integrity as a people. In the face of the most
solenin protesis our suit was rejreted, and forelgn
Powers in the most amicable reiations with ns de-
elded that our Southern rebels were belligerents and
were entitled to recelve from them the same treat-
ment thet was extended to the lawful government
of the Unite 1 States, As a consequence, supplies of
all kinds (rom England and clsewhere fod the eivil
war in the South, our commerce was almost swept
from the ocean by ernisers under the rebel fag,
wsning from European workshops and dock.
yards, which never saw the shore line of rebel
dom. Our mnational sbhips were ouly permitted to
remain in European ports loong enough o recelve
necessary supplies, and were often ordertd to sea or
restralnea from going in order that a rebel might
escape. We were subjected 1o the indignity of being
compelled to release persons guilty of high treason
on the penalty of instant war with England. In
ghort, there was hardly a wrong or an insult that we
wers not obliged to swallow. The years of bitter
trini st last passed gway, and the great republic has
been fnally assured of its undivided existonce as a
nation. In the providentinl course of events it is
now called upon to decide what shall be its coturss
nnder similar circumstances, The law of nations is
aspecies of common law oode, expounded by the
general consent and practice of tne  great
civilized nations, aod as such It has  varied
very much from time to time according
as the loteresiz or the necessitios of the
partlea to it required, Sometimes 1t was attempted
to wive foroe to cerain principles by treaty, but this
was'of little necount nnless concurred In by other
fags. The principles for which wecontended as a
precept of the recognized law of nations was that
rebels were not to be consldered as belligerents, Bot
It seoms that wo were alone ln this error, or nearly
#o, for all the great marittime Powers took the oppo-
site ground and practised on It We were compelled
to submut to this doctrine and went throngh a four
yenrs' civil war under iis exercise by civiliael
Europe. This, then, has become & part and parcel
of International law, and we have aoquired the priv-
liege of regulating our couris by it at & greater cost
than any one of the other parties.
