ike Protective Mj«tein-Hpwrbe» ol the He*.
Ileury Ward Beecher anti Prolenoor Perry.
Last evening a lance ami lutlueutiai meeting of

prominent citizen* war held at the Brooklyn
Athcnxuni, Atlantic street, under the auspices of
the Brooklyn Free Trade League, for the purpoae of

hearing Professor A. L. Perry, of Williams College,
upon matters relating to labor, production and commerce.There was also prescut a large number of
ladies.
The Rev. Mr. Uekchbh presided, and in opening

the proceedings said:.1 have been requested to presideat this meeting and introduce the speaker of
the evening. It is hardly necessary for me, therefore.to occupy your attention, at any rate for any
considerable time, with remarks of my own, and yet
I may be indulged with a few Introductory observations.\\ hen that very eminent man and statesman,
Louis Coshell, was present In this country in 1852,
among striking things which he said was this,
that while in Europe all thinking people were consideringand disscussing great principles he fouud in
America that men were discussing politics
and not principles. Thl9 was in 1852,
which was very near the close of that
era of vicious policies under which the mercury
antilr ma lnnr as if. pvpr li<ia rtnna in

the history of the country. We stood upon the edge
of a tremendous conflict, which might be said for
the last twenty years has been culminating in war,
and in those profound discussions which have filled
all our hearts since the war. For the last twenty
America hes been bnsy, not discussing policies, but
discussing fundamental principles regarding the
rights of States and the duty of nations. After two
decades of years we are coming back again to questionsof policy. Already we are laying down those
discussions which have divided the community for
many years past. Men are beginning to tire of
them, anu they are beginning to feel for new themes,
iud they will ere long arrange themselves in parties
according to new associations. It was only
in this way that the great objects of liberty could
tie maintained. He contended that together with
discussing events in relation to the civil State the
industrial condition of the citizen should also receiveits due shure of attention. And this was in
its most brief and succinct term the doctrine of the
Free Trade League.complete, absolute liberty in
trade and in commerce. (Cheers.) And as the governmentis allowed to interfere with individual libertyonly at the very minimum, for it was the doctrineof government to protect the man in his
liberty, so while government should protect the
rights of commerce it should not undertake to meddlewith the administration of it, nor with the
great Industrial pursuits of the country, exceptat ttj£ ntmluiutu. JIfiiids off. (Applause.)

It would Ik- ImpotMDle lor tlie government to do
what u undertook to do regarding the protection of
trade. There must be a division, one party might
succeed, but the other would counteract its influences.feeble interests and weak voices would sutlerheavily, liar lug no political irlemls. He was opposedto a protective tat Iff. because It could never be
sufficiently party. If a hign tariff prevailed commercewhs so niuch crippled. Naitons should not
be debarred from trade in this country. How could
we exclude foreign sails and still expect to snip
merchandise elsewnere. It was unjust. It was
Simply sacrificing commerce to accommodate internalinterests. The attempt to protect the country
by prohibitory tariff tended to demoralize the people
ainl debauch "the government. He had been called
to speak on very important topics. Ills name would
doubless be familiar as connected with slavery. But
he had now laid dowu t lie blackmail, (ioverumeut
had already put him on his feet, and when a man
once put upon his feet, just as he was tnen, could
not stand lie must fall. (Cheers) He diluted upon the
rights of the worklngtuen and small capitalists In contradistinction.He. himself, could not forget what he
was.

Mr. Perry was then introduced, and proceeded to
give his views upon Hie subject. Kvery man
had the right to life, liberty and property.
the right to the powers which tiod had
given him. and to the free exercise of
those rights. The right of liberty was the right to
use the powers winch God had given us. so long as
they did not conflict with those of our neighbors.
He had the right to take a brush and brush his boots
or he bad the right to get a shine from the bootblack
at the street corner and give him a shiner for
bis ^trouble, ir he had the right to use
the power directly he bail the right to use it Indirectly.He had as good a right to swim acrois the
river as Leanderdld the Hellespont, though ft mighttie for a different purpose. He had a right to sw.in
across the hast river to attend this meeting or paythe ferry company two cents to transport mm
across.

The Second avenue car drivers are on a strike, and
the cars have virtually stopped running- Yesterday
eighty-two men at they came In on their first trip
abandoned their cars aud refused to go out 011 the
run. The ofllcers of the coinpuny, who had had no

trout two to three hours.
By twelve o'clock all the old drivers had quit work,

and, collecting upon the line of the road In the
upper portious of the city, in some instances made
hostile demonstrations against those who had tuken
their places. Bet ween one and two tn the afternoon
the Superintendent of Police was informed by the
Eighteenth precinct that the new drivers were being
tuken off by the strikers, who were obstructing the
working of the line. lie Immediately sent out the
following order:.

During the entire day the few cars that run were

accompanied through the respective precincts by an
officer of the force, and but one case of violence had
been reported up to the hour when the last car came
In at Sixty-third street, a quarter to nine o'clock.
This was a mail named McConnell, a new driver ou
car N'o. 73, who, at three o'clock, on the corner of
Second avenue and Kifty-ninth street, was assaulted
by strikers and so badly beaten that be had to be
sent to the hospital.
The cause of the strike is an Increase in the hours

of labor! At the last meeting of the board of directorsMontgomery (ireen was elected vice president.
A few days ago lie issued a new time table, to take
effect yesterday. Heretofore they nave been makingseven trips per day, consuming one hour and
titty minutes on the round trip. Under the new
table the time is forty-flve minutes on the up trip
and forty-six ou the down trip, making the round
trip ninety one minutes. Thts increase of time was
established to effect an eighth run by each car. The
otllcers of Hie road claim that under the uew time
table the drivers would have to work from five to
tec minutes longer per day.
The drivers, on the other hand, claim that the new

table increases their hours oi labor tully two hours.
They claim that under it tneir hours ou duty will be
fully sixteen, ami this tliev are determined to resist.
One' driver states that under the new arrangement

The Mayor'# Marshal After Two spirit Pliotouriipln'rty.Thi-irArrest anil Arraignment at

the Tomb#.
A case rather out of the stereotype trade of

police court cases came up yesterday afternoon,before Judge Dowling, at the Tombs.
Wm. W. Mumler and W. 11. Silver, aliened
spirit photographers, at No. 830 Broadway, were arrestedon a charge of perpetrating a gross deception
and swindle upon the public. The preliminaries of
the urrest are iiest told in the affidavits made against
the accused. Being unusual samples of wonderful
uttfuseuess in the matter of words we give below
only their substance, but omitting no material facts.
The first affidavit Is that of Marshal Joseph 11.

Toolser, of the Mayor's office. He states that upon
complaint of Mr. P. V. Hlckev that a gross impositionwas being practised at the place named above,
and money obtained under the pretence of giving
spirit photographs, he proceeded to Investigatethe mutter. On the 16th of last
March he went to the photogruph gallery
referred to and Inquired for Mr. Silver, the
alleged proprietor. A gentleman giving this as

his oaine announced himself. The Marshal stated
that "be was sceptical as to believing that the likenessesof deceased persons could be produced by
photographic process on cards with living subjects."ite asked "If It was possible such likenesses
could be producedf" Mr. Silver said that "Mr.
Mumler. un operator and medium up stairs (a part
of the premise# o' '.his said Stiver) actually producedsuch likenesses by spiritual means." I'pon
this statement, and ttelng further told that he could
have such a picture taken lor ten dollars, it being
suited In connection with the price given that
"money was no oblect, but tHat the price was so
fixed itecause the spirits did not like a throng and
thai to exclude the vulgar multitude the price was
fixed at so high a rate, and Silver also reciting u
multitude of Instances of their being taken and the
high value placed on them, ttie Marshal
arranged to have Ins picture taken, lie specified
that lie wanted taken with his photograph the spirit
likeness of his deceased futher-ln-luw. This could
not lit promised, but "that of the person nearest In
mnips thy Witt tin-deponent at the lime of taking
the picture."
