The Senate wing of the Capitol was the chief point

of attraction to-day. Thither the multitude of anxiousoffice-seekers, with their friends, seemingly as

expectant as themselves, wended their way at an

early hour. Tne House having adjourned, there
was nothing to distract the attention of this array of
patriots, eager to save their country, from the
Mecca of their political hopes and fears. They all
seeined sanguine that their names would be "sent
in." On this point there was apparently as little
doubt among them as if every one had not onlv made
"assurauce doubly sure" with the President, but
had also taken the precaution to "take a bond of
fate Itself." Even where there were a dozen applicationsfor the same place and it. was morally certainthat only one ot the applicants could get it
there was no diminution of this strange
sanguine enthusiasm in the other eleven.
As a general tiling the Senators. wisely absentedthemselves from the Seuate chamber
until the arrival of the nour when the Senate was to
convene. It wan lucky lor them that they did, for
they thereby escaped the everlasting buzzing
and boring process to which they would Inevitably
have been subjected by their anxious constituents,
bad they made tneir appearance while the Chamber
wus crowded by the indiscriminate mass. As soon as

the Senate was called to order and the floor cleared
of intruders, a rush was made for the galleries and
in a few seconds they were tolerably well Oiled. The
prayer was no sooner over and the President's proclamationread than t he galleries were cleared and
the army of expectants forced to retreat to the

had shut the doors between themselves and the

The jam of people at the door of the main entrance to
the Senate Chamber resembled the crowd that
gathers around a dog light tu the street or at a

point where there Is supposed to be something the
matter." It a Senator happened to show his lace,
coming out for any purpose whatever, he was immediatelyitesieged by the crowd. Sometimes two or

three persons, more familiar with him than the remainder.possibly because they had voted for him
for Senator, would seize and drag him perforceover to a recess by one of the windows.Two or three of them would keep
watch on the outside to sy that no other
person came near, while the others would proceed
with the work of trying to convince the unfortunate
Senator that this inau should have the place, and
that the other man was a scoundrel and a copperheadInto the bargain. Cards were sent In to
Senators In profusion. Very few of them, however,
met with favorable respohses, for those who had
been out and had iieeti caught In the trap, ime
wise rats, no doubt reported the danger to their
comrades when they went hack. The crowd surged
up and down the corridors, smoked, chewed and
dihi'iimipd the orosuccts anil hones of themselves
and oilier* similarly situated. At length the hour
approached when It was experted the President's
secretary would make his appearance. The newspapermen set about to select a place where they
could read the list without standing a chance of
getting themselves crushed by the office-seekers.
Heretofore they have met tip stairs, just tiehlnd the
reporters'gallery: but some tqdlscreet reporter had
boasted that he could hear all that was said In
executive session up there, and the place was

accordingly barred against thrra. An appeal
was made to the Sergcaut-at-Arms. French, who

kindly placed the President's room at the disposal of
the correspondents nnd furnished a polleemsti to
guard the door. Entrance there was as dimcult to
all but newspaper men as when the august presence
of the President himself, with l£ whole Cabinet, occupiesilie room. This was a sore dlssppolutment to
the anxious ilirong.

Treaties with lluden Budcu, Hesse Cassel
aud Belgium itutiiied.Speech of (Senator
PMimner tge listen Canal Treaty.
The executive session of the Senate to-day,

although continuing for over three hours, was devoidof interest. In the absence of nominations the
.senate proceeded to the consideration of some of the
smaller treaties, which have been pending for some
time. The first taken up was the treaty with the
(ierman principality o£ Baden Baden relative to
the rights of naturalized Amenclfi citTf$i£ flic
next was a treaty with Hesse Cassel of a like
import, and the third was a treaty with Belgiumrelative to trade marks. The first two are

similar in their character and provisions to the
treaty with Prussia on the same subject, ratified at
the last Congress. These three treaties occasioned
but little discussion aud were all ratified. Senator
Sumner, who reported them favorably from the Committeeon Porclgu Relations, explained their provisionsbriefly, and no disposition being shown to
discuss them they were formally ratified without a
division. The treaty negotiated bv Caleb
cunning a aiiorv time ago with the
United* States of Colombia, relative to a

ship canal across the Isthmus of Darien, was

next reported from the Committee on Foreign Relations.Senator Sumner proceeded to address the
Senate, reading from a written speech in favor of
the treaty. He began by giving a history of the

negotiations, and eulogized very highly the successfulmanner in which the negotiation had been accomplishedby Caleb Cushiug. He then proceeded to explainthe provisions of the treaty, and expressed
the opinion that the advantages were all
on the side of the I'nited States. Several
of the great maritime nations of Kurope
hud ticen struggling for years to get the franChis
which this treaty secured to the United States. It
was fortunate for our country that they had been
unsuccessful. Any ship canal across the isthmus or
Darien should ho under the control ol the United
stales. That passageway would command the trade
of the world between the two great oceans, and,
being under the jurisdiction of the United States,
would. of course, give the supremacy
to American commerce. Mr. Snmner then

proceeded to detail at great length the advantages
which would accrue to our government If the treaty
was ralifled. There was no doubt, he said, of the
feasibility of the project; the canal would be constructedin a very short time. He was assured that
it could be done at comparatively little cost to the
government, and the advantages that would accrue
to our citizens were incalculable. When Mr. Suuiuer
hud finished his speech, which was quite long, and,
as usual, embraced the early history not only of the
country through which it is proposed to cut the canal,
but of all the Inhabitants of that section, the Senate

adjourned without action on the treaty. There
does aot seem to be any doubt amoug Senators of
its ratification.

yet she has acquired such a knowledge of the languagethat yesterday she undertook to perform

in the character of Lady Macbeth, before a

private audience of a few Inends at the Academy of
Music. This, of course, was only to try her ability
aud to get the opinion of the mends she Invited to
hear Iter. It is but just to say that she surprised
those who heard her, considering the short time she
has been studying English, by her knowledge of the
Inncriiticro ami nrnnnrwlat inn Vl'hilo fhorrt WPTP

some defect# or a foreign accent, trie language
throughout the performance was well spoken and
with all the eloquence and power with which she Is
accustomed to electrify her audiences. She does not
Imagine she Is capable yet of performing before the
public in Kngllsh, hut believes Bhe can do that
within a year. She intends to devote herself to the
study of the language under the best Kngllsh
scholars and elocutionists, so as to be able to performin it on her return to the Vnltcd States next
winter. While ft must be conceded that Janauscbek
has made surprising progress in acquiring Kngllsh,
that she has extraordinary ability and resolution,
and that her dramatic genius is of the highest
order, the question may be raised whether
she is not about to make a doubtful experiment.Few foreigners, even after years of study
and practice, acquire sach a knowledge and pronunciationof the language as to be eloquent in it
or to speak satisfactorily to an audience. In
a comic actor defects or pronunciation might be
tolerated, but in the classic drama they would fall
harshly upon the ear and mar the performance very
mncb. In classic language there must be no such
defects. Janauschek should consider this. Her
countrymen of Bohemia, like the Hungarians, Poles
auu buiuc ui uic uuici uauutis vi vciium i-uiupc,

learn English more perfectly and easier than the

(jefpiane or French, and she may have the same

ability, but she Bhould not nek her world-wide
reputation unless fully assured of that. As a German
actress she is unsurpassed. Can she attain the same
position as an English actressy That Is the question.Nothing less should satisfy her. Nothing less
should tempt her to make the trial.
Academy of Music.Janauschek..a small, devotedband of German drama lovers assembled at

this building last night to hear this truly great
frnt/edfenne in the role of Phaedra. It Is a characterwhich possesses little attractive qualities, the

story being repulsive In the extreme, and wnen envelopedin the long, dreary dialogue of the original,
it becomes positively wearisome. There is one peculiarityabout the German drama as illustrated by
M!le. Janauschck.she gives each play lu its entirely,
and will not erase a single line. The Mrisfcqueneeis that in some of those scenes of intensepassion which abound in Schiller's play
the strum on the power of the artist and the feelings
of the hearer is almost too great, on account of what
wc might call the unnecessary prolongation 01 such
scenes. It is an unmistakable proof, then, of the
gemus of Mile. Jauatischek that she is equal to tue
task, and that in uo particular does she allow the
interest or excitement, of the scene to Hag, Her
ueep, sympathetic voice oy us tenderness ruiw sucu
unnatural personations as t'hiedra ami Medea or
hair their repulsiveuess, and still abates not a jot of
their power.

As presented at this tine establishment,witn Its new and superior scenery, costumes,equipments and accessories of every kind, it
was almost as good as a new play. Miukspearc, in

almost everything, oirers so large a margin for embellishments,that with Booth's advantages, facilitiesand liberalities in this department he has
brought Othello," as lie brought out "Komeo and
Juliet," in princely style, rich aud lull In all
its appointments. We recognize in all this
a muster in the profession and a genuine
devotee of the immortal bard. The cast,
numerous as are the characters, shows a liberaldisposition to have each part fully represented.
The most prominent deficiency to one accustomed
to a larger Othello was la Mr. Booth himself. Admittingthat this character does not require the Herculeanfigure and .stentorian luiigs ol Forrest, we

think it (lues require some!lung'more lor the eye and
the ear than Booth can give. in abort, we think
that Edwin Adams. who plays lago. and does it well,
Hhouid have otheilo, and that latto is the proper part
for Hooth. The tlery and passionate outbursts of
Othello, for example, cull for a round and
ringing voice, while the cool and calculatingvtllany of lago can be most effectively renderedIn a voice o( lighter calibre. Booth walks
othedo with the dignity of an Oriental soldier, but
hut figure does not nil the eye nor his voice the ear
as the part demauds. In one thing, however, he has
given us a great improvement on the conventional
Moor.In making him lighter in color than he lias
been heretofore presented. Whatever may have
lieen the notion or Shakspeare, a Moor is uot a negro.He belongs to the great Caucasian race; he Is
only tanned by the suu. The Moors, In their day of
power and splendor in Spain, were the most civilized,rellncd and elegant people in the world. Mr.
Booth knows this, aud hence he aims to haruionl/.c
the Oriental Moor ol history with Shakspeare's
fancy sketch of the Moor as an African. The Oesdeuionaof Miss McVicker la a very modest, tender,
