Thie “tenting season,” OF WA £ eniar time of
the year when the mManagers »%,q proprietors of
tinerant circuses and MENAgeroq ereot thelr mam-
faoth “show tents” in out Gi.the-way villages, large
towns and small eltice. ugg arrived, and, in faet, it
might with strict Dropriety be said to have been al-
ready imaugurated. Many of these *shows,' as
tiey are techinically termed, have already com-
meuced operations, while not a few are eveu now
preparing to take the fleld. The present “tenting
season’ bids fair In many respects to be & prosper-
ous one, and our ‘showmen are making
their calcuiations and preparations accordingly.
Many of the companies have received valua-
ble mcquisitions of horses and performers,
and ln some few instances novel and really attrac-
tive features have been added to their programmes,
which, by the way, are seldom If ever changed dur-
ing the entire season. In fact, the only change ever
miade u the bills of & travelling cirems consist s in
ihe sadition of some new bareback rider, a supple
gymunast snd occasionally s brace of daring
trapezists, who nightly risk life and limb in erder to
eke out a miserable exi An ex & which.
in & measure, depends for its continnance npon the
approval of astonished and gaping rustics, No mat-
wer how thoroughly artistic and graceful in his per-
formance & wember of the troupe may be, let him
onee fall to tickle the risibllities of hls rustic aundi-
tors—which 18 sometimes a very diffeult thing to
do—and he falls to please his manager, and then his
bread 15 in danger.

We have In this country abont thirty regular
licensed clrcuses and menageries, ail of which,
daring the “‘tenting season,” reap a good harvest of
greenbacks, commit smali depredations and other-
wike enjoy themselvea. The seazon lasts from six to
seven months, according to the weather, and auring
that time these concerns meander about the country,
Grsl in one State and then in another, and some-
times in a state of peace and prosperity and some-
timeés m o state of wuffering and privation, Uften
one of these “shows" will trave: from point to point
by raliroad, sometimes by boat, but more frequently
in thelr own caravans. This latter mode, though
entalling much hardship upon both men and
smmals, is decidedly the most popular with
‘the members of the troupe, and as a
general thing the most remunerative to the proprie-
tors,  This is termed “roughing It,” and many men
of aMuence and ease have often joined s circus
company for the Emrpmo of enjoving this mode of
across country travel and bullding up shattered
constitutions; but it must not be lmagined that this
sort of life 18 always couleur de roge,

Ever since the close of the war of Independence
im South America the Cantaln General of Caba has
beent elothed by spectal lnw with all the powers
given to commanders of besteged places.  This
AEVEre mensure aross from the revolutionary attempt
which was then defeated throngh the interference
of the United States governmont, lest nniversal frce-
dom in slaveholding Cuba should affect slavery i
the Southern States of this conntry, as Mr. Clay re
marked at the thme, In explanation of his opposition
to the military expedition which Venezuaela, then ot
war with Spain, was fitting out 1o help Caba to
achieve her independence: =o that Coba has been
#lnes that time gr nnder o relentless tyranny,
bt stiil endeavoring now and then to shake it oil.
ter endeavors have bronght abont not only the

reecnution or execation of many tllustrions Cnbans,
it wleo that of many high-minded Spaniards, such
as General Lorenzo, who, wiitle Governor of Santiago
de Caba i 1558, proclaimed there the libernl consti-
tutlon  promulgated in H;l!nln. and was perse-
coted by Captain General Tacon, who sent from
Havann A heavy body of troops sgamst him
und  his constitutional followers.

tected before his plans were matured for an uprising
in the central part of the iwland, fed and came 1o
the United States, whence he salled In 1550 at the
head of some 000 men and landed at Cardenas. He
fafled In his attempt to free Cabn and retarned to the
United States,  During the subsequent year partial
uprisings took pince and Lopez sailed for Coibe once
mare with about 450 men, to assist lils friends in their
efforts to achieve Caban independence; but he again
falled, and himself and many of Lis followers were
executed. However, the Unbans, persevering in thele
determination to be free, renewsd their plans to that
end, aod o well leel movement was started
under General guitian, but fell through, in 1453,
wrilll the loss of valusble im-; and the banshment
of a grut many digtinguished Cobans, to say nothing
of n heavy outiay of money. Yet, pevertheless, the
Cubans, not despairing, u few voars nfterwards began
to work ngain for their freedom, and when the late
Spanisy revolution broke ont they were foally ma-
turing wheir plans to free Cobn from the military
sway of Spain, That revolution improved their op-
portunity, and on te 10th o October last they rose
up in arms, as appears from the following extract of
their decinration of independence, dated st Manzn.

THE TWENTY=3IX THOUSAND DOLLAR FORGERIES.

It will be remembered that on Tuesday last a
number of forged checks, purporting to have been
issuid by the banking house of Jay Cooke & Com-
pany, were presented at the bank of the State of
New York, and about $26,000 secured upon them.
The forgeries of the firm's signature, as well as
those of the officers, were so perfect that their detec-
tion was almost impossible, and the facts showed
conclusively that the riea were the handiwork
of no inexperienced hund at the business, The case
Was promptly placed lu the hands of the Superintend-
ent of Pollce and Chief Kelso, who after consultation
with the bank officials detailed two of thelr keenest
ofMcers to work up the case, For two days Messrs,
James Irving and John Coyle have been engaged In
prosecuting inquiry as to who perpetrated the
lorgeries. Tne clue waa struck alter many ap-
