Secretary Fish, after all, seems determined to pur

nethe correct course In regard to the protection of

moderate views, still there is just as little doubt that
be is determined not to allow the national
honor to be lowered. While he does
not believe In hasty action In the absence
of fttll Information, yet when all the racts are la
his possession and make out a case calling for a
positive assertion of the national dignity, there is
reason to believe Mr. Fish will take such a stand
as will satisfy the most exacting and jealous on
the point of national honor. If the reported out-
rages and insults to our flag prove to be founded
on facta and are not gross exaggerations, Mr. Fish
will demand reparation promptly. Applying this
to the case of the Lizzie Major, It la said
he will demand that the two passengers
be not only surrendered without delay, but lurther,
that they be placed on board the American brig from
which they were taken, or some other American
vessel, and that the American flag at the same time
be sainted by the Spanish man-of-war; further, he
will demand Indemnity for the detention of the passengersand such losses as may have resulted from
their seizure. If these really be his intentions, and
they are so stated to bo by good authority, Mr.
Fish, after all, will only be responding to the
popular wish. The Secretary of Stale has replied to
Captain Campbell's claim for redress in the matter
of the seizure of the brig Mary Lowell, stating that
the matter had been made the subject of investigationbefore the Admiralty Court, under the demand
of the British government; but that whatsoever
might be the result thereof, he might rest assured
the United States government would protect all the
rlirhtu <if ita niM'/nna.

tilirXU 8TASES £UPilEHI£ COUilT DEi'iSIO\S.

Washington, April 15,1869.
Numerous decisions were delivered in the Supreme

Court of the United States to-day, as follows:..
No. 137. The United States, plaintiff, vs. John

Kirby ct a!..Certlfleate of division of opinion betweenthe Judges of the Circuit Court of the United
States for the district of Kentucky. Mr. Justice
Field delivered the opinion of the court, answering
the question certified in the negative. This suit Involvedthe obstruction or detention of United States
malls, the currier having been arrenleii on u criminal
charge. The Court held that while the law provided
lor cases of wilful detention or obstruction, It did
not prevent the arrest of a supposed criminal. It not
being contemplated that the temporary detention of
the malls should interfere with the course of justice
in a criminal case.
No. 144. John K. Reeslde, appellant, vs. the United

States..The facts are, briefly:.Reeslde had a contractfor carrying mails in Arkansas, Mississippi and
Alabama, In lsva, l«6 and is«i, at $05,0t>j a year.
The law authorized the l ostmaster General to curtailor discontinue the service; bill, owing to the secessionmovements, the Postmaster General ordered
a suspension only of the service, though the contractorasked for a discontinuance, for the reason
that if the service was merely suspended and he
held responsible he would be obliged to keep his
teams, Ac., in reserve at large expense. The suspensionof the service was not applicable to the
terms of the contract. Justice Nelson delivered the
opinion of the Court, reversing the judgment oi the
Court of Claims and remanding the cause, with
directions to enter a Judgment for the plaintiff In
conromnty to its opinion.
No. 143. Cornelius K. Garrison, appellant, vs. The
