Sermon by Dr. Carter.

Awo how he had to
battie with the heavy current of some strong
and  wide river, wading It in cold and
frosty winds, or m'ﬂring Lour after hour through the
dark hours of storm and nlght towards some pigce
of safety. ‘The whole sermon abounded In Incidents
in missionary life of the most interesting and im-
pressive charicter. The object of the sermon of the
reverend gentieman was to sccure the endowment
of u college in St Johns, Newfoundiand, for the
training of miselonaries for those dark and ru
reglons, In support of his appeal he set Torth
strong apol that multisudes of even our mm
flshormen vialt Labrador every - um.n'.-r and deneni
entirely for aplritual lustruction upon the missiomn-
ries living there.
